Garza County Judge Giles Dalby 

pointed to new accessibility standards 
of the Texas Election Code as yet 
another example of state mandates 
passed down to the local level without 
any consideration of funding the new 
regulations. 

"There again, this is just another 
mandate coming to us from the state," 
said Judge Dalby during the 
commissioner's court meeting on 
January 10. 

Judge Dalby has said in the past, that 
the right or wrong of the mandate's 
purpose is not the issue. He said the 
issue is state and national leaders 
passing laws that cause severe 
economic hardship on the local level, 
often with increased taxes to pay for 
the measure, and not providing any 
relief in funding these mandates. 

While not seriously effecting the 
county, Judge Dalby told the court that 
each commissioner needed to be aware 
of the new standards and make any 
changes in polling places to bring them 
into compliance. Garza County Clerk 
Sonny Gossett told the court that all of 
the current polling places except one 
at Close City were in compliance with 
the new standards. The Close City site 
has a small step up that might fall 
outside the standards. Gossett said he 
would be checking with the Secretary 
of State fora ruling. 

"I always tell the Secretary of State 
that curbside voting is available," for 
persons who can't negotiate the step.

She said the end result was trash 
blown all over the parking lot.

weekly collection process, if not 
remedied, could derail the program.

Texas law and federal statutory and 
institutional law mandate that the County Commissioners Court examine 
e population distribution in each commissioner's precinct to meet the one 
an, one vote requirement of the law. If equal numbers of people do not live 
each commissioner's precinct, the Commissioners Court must redistrict. 
review of Garza County's population revealed that Garza County had no 
mice but to redistrict. The law in the are of redistricting is very specialized. 
he statistical information from the census bureau is sent to the County in a 
mat that requires a strict review by the United States Department of 
istice to obtain preclearance before the County can implement any 
ommissioners Precinct Plan for elections. The County is not required to 
ivertise for a personal service such as legal advice. However, several law 
rms and demographers sent proposals to the County. No local attorney sent 
proposal to redistrict to the County. There are only a few law firms in Texas 
at specialize in redistricting law. The firm in Amarillo, Texas is the only 
rrn that specializes in redistricting in WestTexas. 
On September 30, 1991, the County Commissioners Court adopted a 
districting plan. On October 30, 1991, the plan was submitted to the 
apartment of Justice. The submitted required documentation included 
tailecl registered voter information, election returns by election precinct 

ialyzed by Hispanic surname, a detailed description of the redistricting 
-ocess, all legal notices and postings of any meeting held in connection with 
le redistricting process, list of any minority involved with the redistricting 
-ocess, all publicity and participation in regard to the redistricting process 
id all minutes of the public hearings conducted in regard to the redistricting 
-ocess. On January 3, 1992, the United States Department of Justice 
quested additional information. The request was for information already 
the possession of the Department of Justice with the exception of every 

lap drawn by the computer programmer employed by the County. The 
quest was not made based on any mistake made by the County or its 
Tiployee. The statistical information and maps were precise and accurately 
f.lected all changes in precinct lines. As a matter of fact, computer mapping 
statistically error free. There is little possibility of error when census block 
'formation is transferred from the mapping file to the document files. For 
its reason computer mapping is the most efficient system to use in the 
:districting process. The request was made to ensure that the Department of 
istice had all information in the County's possession in regard to redistricting. 
In March 23, 1992 the United States Department of Justice precleared the 
ounty Commissioners Precinct and Election Precinct Boundaries. By 
;districting voluntarily or without litigation that forced Garza County to 
district, the Commissioners Court saved the County thousands of dollars. 
ecause of the minority population in Garza County, if the Commissioners 
ourt had failed to take the step to redistrict, it is almost certain that instead 
f having redistricting behind us, we would now be in the middle of 
xpensive litigation. 
As to the costs, the county paid the firm of lawyers in Amarillo S17,608.48 
nd paid $1,891.52 for publications in the Post Dispatch newspaper. 
The expertise provided by the Amarillo lawfirm was justified, "You don't

Q: i would like more information on our county airport, what kind of 
revenue does it bring in? How much rent is paid for the land, to the county? 
How many lots are rented? Do the hanger's belong to the county or the 
renter? If not, does the renter, rent spaces in them? How much do they charge 
for the spaces? Is it true, that the $33,500.00 in the county budget listed under 
Airport P.I is money still owed from this year? How many use the airport on a 
regular basis? From reading what was in the paper, from grants, city & 
county. Last year we invested with what is still owed over $100,000.00. 
What kind of return comes from this kind of investment? How many of us are 
receiving services from it? ,In the budget I see that all of our social services 
together receive only S136,131.82. How many receive services from them 
on a regular basis? The budget shows 20 different department, running on 
$36,131.82 more than it took for the airport repairs. Under Social Services 
the airport shows up again for another $3,000.00. Also another $5,000.00 
shows up under miscellaneous expenses. What are these expenses? 

To whoever has the answers.

A: The Airport Revenue Services are from lots rented to allow and 
individual to build their own hanger. Rental is $75 per year, per lot; in 
addition they receive 4140 per year for pasture rental , of excess property. 

The County, nor the City receive any rental from any airport source, all 
revenue generated at or by the airport is kept and used by the Airport Board. 

There are 15 lots that pay rent to the Airport Board. A list of the renters may 
be obtained from the airport board. 

The line item in the budget shows the S33,500 which includes capital out 
lay/airport/courthouse annex. $30,500 was spent as capital outlay and 
courthouse expenses. $3000 is final balance of airport recondition project 
owed to the Texas Department of Transportation. More detailed information 
of cost of reconstruction of the airport at the Post City Hall and the County 
Judge office for anyone wishing more information. 

There are 12 to 15 airplanes based at the Post Airport, and 40 to 60 airplanes 
use the Post Airport per month that are based elsewhere. All of the airplanes 
and hangers based in Post are on the tax roll. 

The $31,600 expend by the City and County was matched by the Federal 
Aviation Agency with a grant of over $500,000. 

The number of people served under Social Services are for the most part 
confidential and the agency's do not give out that information. 

The $3,000 line item on page 28 is the regular allowance made to the 
airport of operating this fiscal year. The $5,000 for miscellaneous items arc 
for any item not budgeted, but approved such as indigent burial expenses.

Q: I see that County Judge Dalby in his announcement of re-election is 
now saying to the people that the best way his office can meet the coming 
decisions is an open door to the public's input and ideas. 

If I have read the Dispatch correctly, it seems to me that the rollback 
election is a direct result of the commissioners court refusing to accept any 
proffered input at the budget hearing and at an offer to sit down and discuss 
with the commissioners court areas in which the rollback committee felt 
economies could be effected. My question is whether Judge Dalby is now 
prepared to sit down with a group of citizens to discuss economies in 
government or whether is this simply an attempt to once again solicit the 
advice and input of citizens but to ignore the same when it is offered.

Judge Dalby and the 
commissioners have indicated they 
will begin an informational campaign 
to get their side of the story out on the 
budgetary process and how it effects 
the rollback issue. 
Commissioner Lee Norman, 

answering published and spoken 
complaints of how the budget was put 
together and how the court handles its 
business, challenged the assertion that 
the court was close minded to public 
concerns. 

"We conduct business meetings twice 
a month, they arc open to the public all 
anybody has to do is come in and see 
what we do," said Norman. 

Judge Dalby and Norman both said 
claims that the court did not listen to 
the public during the recent budget 
hearing process as unfounded.

Once again that mysterious new 
force, "dark matter," is under 
discussion. In addition Loan article 
from the Smithsonian, the January 
issue of National Geographic has 
described it as the most fascinating 
and perhaps most important of the 
forces. Dark matter (very different 
from "black holes'), according to 
the theory, reacts so weakly with 
matter that it passes right through 
you! 

Everything we have previously 
discovered is composed of atoms, 
electrons, quarks, and other such 
particles; not so with dark matter. 
Even though most scientists 
believe in it, the actual make-up of 
dark matter has not yet been 
discovered. It's presence, 
however, explains 99% of the stuff 
from which our universe is made. 
Scientific belief comes from what 
has been observed in the behavior 
of planetary bodies. Some sort of 
"glue," other than the physical 
matter we have discovered, must 
be in existence in order to explain 
the structure of the universe. 
Gravity, as we know it in atomic 
matter, cannot by itself explain 
how the universe is held together. 

This "glue" is worth a second 
look on another level. As we are 
learning from Russia's political 
experience society is held together 
by an invisible glue. Those of us 
in the United States had hoped 
that democracy would hold Russia 
together. Surely, many of us 
thought, free elections would lead 
Russia to a strong democracy. And 
now that the Russia press is free, a 
fully informed public certainly 
would lead to wise decisions. 

So what happens? The Russian 
public, free to make their own 
choices, elect a nazi-type politician 
who wants to conquer Alaska! 
Good grief, we exclaim, are the 
Russian people crazy! Perhaps 
they are simply tired of poverty 
and sick of false promise for better 
times. The same conditions were 
present when Hitler took over 
Germany. An economically 
drowning people will grab hold of 
anything that loudly promises a 
radical approach. Maybe, the 
Russians, say, we should try some 
politician who believes in 
Russians for Russia. Maybe this 
politician is right when he says 
that we should cut off relations 
with the U.S. Maybe the American 
CIA was behind our economic 
collapse in Russia. How are we to 
know otherwise? 

What is the glue that holds a 
society together? Karl Marx said 
that it is money that economics 
determines everything. Looking 
at Russia, we may wonder. Poverty

The difference, I 
think, in the "glue" that holds us 
together and the glue that seems less 
successful in Russia, is one of trust_ 
We have had our problems, but our 
trust level has always been high enough 
to bring us back together. 

Trust is an invisible force. The source 
of it is found on every U.S. dollar bill. 
Oh, we make jokes about it-"In God 
we trust; all others bring cash"-but 
we understand what that slogan means. 
God is trusted over money, and we say 
soon our money! God is that important 
to us, at least historically. 

The scripture tells us that a personal 
relationship with God implies a 
willingness to trust others. I John 4:20 
- "If someone says, 'I love God, and 
hates his brother, he is a liar; for the 
one who does not love his brother 
whom he has seen, cannot love God 
whom he has not seen." 

Trust begins by trusting God to guide 
us. After that, trust begins with others 
by giving them the benefit of the doubt. 
Because humans are never as 
trustworthy as God, we keep the door 
open to each other with forgiveness. In 
the Lord's Prayer, we pray that God 
will forgive us as we have forgiven 
others. God expects us to forgive and 
be forgiven-that's part of the glue on 
which trust is built. 

Scripture acknowledges that some 
people are like wolves and that we 
have the right to protect ourselves 
against obvious violations. Even so, 
we arc sent into the world as "trusting 
lambs" and must act that way until 
confronted with wolf-like behavior. 
Christians, at least, do not have the 
right to suspect everyone as a wolf. 
After all, there are times, according to 
the scripture, when each one of us 
have given way to wolf-like behavior 
(John 1:8) "If we say that we have no 
sin, we arc deceiving ourselves, and 
the truth is not in us." We also believe 
in the transforming power of God to 
converteven the wolf. 

Trusting a loving God who has the 
power to change others is the 
foundation of trust. Trusting God and 
trusting others is the invisible glue that 
holds us together. In a society that 
does not trust the good intentions of 
other's, there is no peace and no 
freedom.

Gossett said in the past this has always 
sufficed. 

The new standards imposed by HB 
76 went into effect September 1,1993. 
The amended version of the Election 
Code impacts county facilities and all 
other locations uses as polling places. 

The biggest change the Bill brings 
about is with nonpublic buildings and 
temporary polling places. Under 
provisions of the Bill, all locations 
used as polling places must meet 
minimum accessibility standards. 
According to the law, there will be no 
exceptions to these requirements.
