Chamber honors community
leadersduring banquet

People who have helped shape Post
and make it the community it is today
were the recipients of this year’s three
big Post Chamber of Commerce
awards - handed out at the annual
chamber banquet last Saturday at the
community center. A pioneer who spent
his boyhood days growing as Post
grew, a business that spans two
generationsandalifelong resident were
honored at the Post Chamber of
Commerce annual banquet held
February 18.

Post pioneer, the late Roy Stevens,
was inducted into the Garza County
Cowboy Hall of Fame while life long
resident Delores Redman was honored
as the Post Chamber of Commerce
Citizen of the Year for 1993. Business

Furniture.

Stevens received his honor
posthumously. The lifelong cowboy
passed away November 10, 1992 at
the age of 91. Born in Robert Lee,
Texas on October 3, 1901 to Frank
and Mollie Stevens, he moved to
Post with his family in 1907 where
his father had a job working for city
founder C.W. Post.

Stevens had one of his firstcowboys
jobs working for the Matador Ranch
in Motley County when he was 17.
His resume included a number of
Postranches. Among these he could
count as bosses Jay Slaughter and
the U Lazy S, Giles Connell at the
OS Ranch and J.E. Birdwell at the
Double U. He also worked for
Connell Chevrolet, Postex Mill and
he and his wife Ollie operated Two
Draw Lake for several years.

Stevens paid the price for hischoice
of professions. Numerous broken

bones, roped off fingers and the
normal wearand tear that wentalong

with cowboy life did not bring any
regret from Stevens.

He loved to dance, liked new hats
and boots. He also love knives.
According to his family, Stevens
had quite a collection of knives that
during his later years in Twin Cedars
Nursing home, he would often ask
about the collection.

He married Ollie Hancock in Post
on October 8, 1930. They couple
had one daughter, LaRue Jones who
currently livesin Levelland. Stevens
heirsalso include two grandchildren,

The mother of four also has six
grandchildren. She has notonly been
a citizen of Post for her entire life,
she has also been one of the city’s

Among her activities she can
include serving on the Main Street
Committee, Founders’ Day
Committee and Scholarship
Committee. She is also a member of
the Post United Methodist Church
where she has served on the Pastor
Parish Relations Committee. Her
church involvement does not stop
there, she has participated in the
choir for 20 years and isamember of
the sweet sounding bell choir.

Redman worked for the First
National Bank of Post for 11 years
and has worked for the Post Housing
Authority for the past 10 years.
Through this association, she has
been elected as the president of the
Top of Texas Housing.

And, according to 1992 Citizen of
the Year Paul Jones who introduced
Redman, she is the Texas HUD state
champion shuffleboard player.

Lubbock group seeks

“Rapunzel, Rapunzel, let down your
golden hair!” The words are from a
fairy tale written two hundred years
ago, but Rapunzel is definitely a band
for the ‘90’s. Their incendiary live
show is legendary among the 45,000
kids who have seen them in action.

Post students will have the
opportunity to see and hear the band
first hand as Rapunzel performs at
Post Middle School on March 2
beginningat3 p.m.

Rapunzel is no ordinary rock band. A
group of talented and innovative
musicians, the four members also care
a great deal about their audience. “We
see the pressures and problems kids
face today and we want to be there for
them,” said Scott Fairs, the group’s
guitarist and founder. Since 1989,
Rapunzel has toured public schools in
thisregion imparting acrucial message:
I’scool to be drug-free.

“This is something we believe in.
We’re not here to criticize someone
who uses alcohol or drugs, but when
someone wants help, we provide. it,”
said Scott. The band maintainsa hotline
with the Lubbock Regional Council
onAlcohol and Drug Abuse for people

seeking help (1-800-658-2013),
corresponds with fans all over the state,
and meets with students personally to
get to know them. It’s not uncommon
for band members to drive 90 milesto
meet with one student.

Shunning the stereotype associated
with most bands, Rapunzel members
and crew do not use drugs, alcohol, or
even cigarettes. “We believe you can
be a musician and still be clean and
sober,” says keyboardist Amy Faris.

Rapunzel’s Intense musical style can
be heard on its self titled EP, available
atrecord stores in Lubbock. From the
driving “Something Higher” to the
ballad “As the Fire Dies,” Rapunzel
delivers precise musicianship and
haunting melodies.

Rapunzel members cite such musical
influences as King's X, Eric Johnson,
Dream Theater, and Living Colour. In
concert, Rapunzel plays a variety of
music, including compositions, an
acoustic set,and currentrock and heavy
metal tunes.

Band members, along with manager
Glenda Cameron, established a non-
profit corporation in 1991 to support
