This year's Taba'na Yuan'e ceremony is scheduled for Tuesday, 

March 22 at dawn.Accordingtoorganizersof theceremonyopectators 
should arrive at the Post City Park 6 a.m.with the ceremony scheduled 
tobegin not tong after Itconcludes at approximately 6:48 
Taba'na Yuan'e or sunrise wind, begins before sunrise with the 

building of a small fire. Only natural materials are used and the fire is 
lighted with friction by rubbing two sticks together. Following the 
singing of a tribal prayer of thanks for the fire, Chief Runkles 
performs the Four Winds dance in which a pipe of peace is presented to 
Whet.  Earth and to Wakantanka, the Great Spirit Above, to seek 
their blessings. 

Grass is placed on the coals and as the smoke indicates the wind 
direction, a Smoke dance begun. The ritual ends exactly at sunrise as 
Chief Rankles kneels and points a ceremonial feather in the direction 
of the wind. 

A wind out of the east or northeast indicates a very good year while a 
wind out of the north or northwest indicates an average year. Winds 
out of the west or southwest would indicate a poor year. A very poor 
year would be predicted by windsont ofthesouth or southeast.

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Recycling numbers show 
room for additional growth 
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School budget crunch 
claims first victim

The good news about the recycling 

program here in Garza County is that it 
has kept tons of material out of the 
landfill. The bad news is only a small 
percentage of county residents are 
active rec yclers. According to Deanna 
Lee, Garza County Extension Home 
Economist and a leading supporter of 
the local program, just 50 or so of the 
county's 5,000 plus citizens recycle 
each week at the recycling center. 

Lee, speaking to the commissioners' 
court Monday, March 14, said that 
during the last two weeks, the people 
who did recycle brought in over three 
tons of newspapers, 265 pounds of tin 
cans, 180 pounds of aluminum cans 
and 90 pounds of white and mixed 
paper. 

The material was collected over a 
two week period during a two hour 
period on each Wednesday at the 
recycling center at the city barn on 
South Ave. H. 

"What concerns me is that if we are 
collecting that much in four hours, we 
still have a tremendous amount going 
into the landfill," said Lee. 

She said that if the past two weeks 
were any indication, the people of 
Garza County create almost 10 pounds 
of trash a day, nearly three times the 
national average. 

Lee also used the opportunity to ask 
the commissioners for some help in 
manning the recycling trailer once a 
week. She suggested that each precinct 
could supply a man once a month for 
two hours to help at the center. Lee 
said she was also going to ask the city 
for similar help. Lee said the help was 
essential for two reasons. 

First, arranging for volunteers has 
proven to be difficult with only a small 
pool of ready help available. 

''We only have 14 or 15 people who 
are willing to help," said Lee. "I don't 

think its fair to keep asking the same 
people to work over and over." 

Help is needed at the trailer each 
week to assure the recyclable goods 
are properly prepared and sorted. Lee 
said this is the second reason for request 
of help. 

"One of the reasons we are getting 
money for some of our recycled goods 
is because we are sorting the items," 
said Lee. 

She admits that recycling may require 
a little extra effort from citizens, but 
the program has long range 
ramifications for Garza County. 
Everything that is recycled is kept out 
of the limited landfill space and 
prolongs its life.

The commissioners began 

consideration of joining a lawsuit 
against the state over the overcrowding 
of jails with paper-ready state inmates. 
The lawsuit is pushing for the state to 
build new prisons to take the backlog 
of inmates being held in county jails. 

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby said 
that the feeling many county people 
across the state are getting is that the 
state would rather pay counties to house 
the prisoners instead of building the 
needed space. 

If the county joins the lawsuit, costs 
would be minimal since the fees are 
computed on a per-capita basis. 

Judge Dalby said the timing of joining 
the lawsuit was "extremely timely for 
us. 

Garza County currently has seven 
paper-ready inmates it is holding in 
the local jail and in Lubbock. Sheriff 
Kenny Rat.ke said the housing expenses 
are high enough, but added to these are 
medical and other costs. 

"It would be easier if it were just the 
food and housing," said Ratke. "But 
the associated bills, (mostly medical)) 
are adding tp the burden." 

salaries and benefits, Dr. Bain said the 
reductions will be difficult to find 
without effecting personnel. 

"We haven't started working on next 
year's budget, but we think we can 
come up with $600,000," said Dr. Bain. 

Some of this reduction will come 
through attrition and the scaling back 
or elimination of purchases by the 
district. 

Dr. Bain said not everyone is happy 
with the cutting of the choir program. 
A few alternative cuts were suggested 
and they were addressed by Dr. Bain. 

Among the alternatives suggested 
was to make cuts in the district's para-
professionals (aides). 

"The problem with this is the aides 
arc paid out of money ear-marked for 
specific areas, (Chapter I aides for 
example) " said Dr. Bain. "If we were 
to cut many of these, we would just not 
get the money from the government." 

He added that the rannoer of aides 
needed to make a significant impact in 
the budget is large. 

Dr. Bain said athletics were also 
suggested as an alternative area to 
reducespending. 

"The numbers are there though," said 
Dr. Bain. "It's hard to cut a program 
when the kids show they want it." 

The athletic department budget for 
the entire district accounts for 
$205,000. 

Looking at the county budget 
magnifies the scope of revenue lass 
the district is facing. In the worse case 
scenario, the $1.4 million reduction is 
nearly equal to the entire Garza County 
Budget. With the reduced property 
valuation Dr. Bain estimates it would 
take a property tax increase of almost 
36 cents"just to keepeverything we've 
got." 

Dr. Bain said he realizes such a large 
tax increase would be unpalatable to 
county tax payers and a bit harsh as 
well. He said the board is open to 
suggestions on areas to reduce 
spending and asks citizens of the 
county to come forward with ideas.

Post Independent School District is 

the latest taxing entity to feel the pinch 
of Garza County's declining oil 
valuation. The school district, facing a 
loss of property tax revenues of 
anywhere from $800,000 to $1.4 
million next year because of the falling 
property tax valuation related to oil, 
took a hard and difficult step at its 
meeting last Tuesday, March 8, voting 
to cut the school's choir program. 

School superintendent Dr. Bobby 
Bain said the move was especially 
difficult because of the achievements 
the choirs, both high school and middle 
school, have enjoyed. 

"What's really sad," said Dr. Bain. 
"Is that short of numbers, the choir 
program has been very successful." 

Numbers, or the lack of them were 
what doomed the program said Dr. 
Bain. Pre-enrollment figures for next 
year showed fewer than 25 students in 
grades 6-12 had signed up for the 
class. 

Dr. Bain said the board's decision to 
cut the program was in no way a 
reflection on choir director Jennifer 
Berg. 
The move will save the district 

between $45,000 and $50,000 in next 
year's budget. 

Cutting the choir is not the only move 
the district has made to prepare for 
next year's budget process. Dr. Bain 
said that so far, the district's staff has 
cut approximately $300,000 out of 
this year's budget. This has come 
through individual efforts by teachers, 
administrators and others. 

Even with the $300,000 savings and 
the $45,000 or $50,000 from the 
board's action, the district still faces 
close to $1 million in cuts according to 
information Dr. Bain is receiving from 
the district's appraisers. Dr. Bain said 
he and the board would have a better 
picture of what the board will be facing 
sometime in June as the appraisers 
near completion on their work.

Spring Break! Unless you've planned a family ski vacation for this week, 
some of you parents might already be tearing your hair out...on the other hand, 
some children home alone all day may be tearing each other's hair out! 
Whatever the case, there are some survival skills that are necessary for all 
children, whether they are homealone for two hours a day or eight hours a day. 

For a child who is too old for a babysitter and yet has never 
stayed alone it is an especially difficult time. If you must leave 

your child alone, help him develop some basic skills in order 
to protect himself. For instance, does your child know how 

to handle telephone calls, people knocking at the door and 
strangers who approach him (her) out-of-doors? This is 

so important today with so many missing children. 
Does your child have chores? Does he (she) organize 

his (her) time and get homework done as well as the 
1 	 chores?

	y 	 day? Has the child been taught kitchen safety and 
given limits as to what he (she) may or may not 

do in the kitchen? 
Self-care involves a great responsibility for 

youngsters. We need to prepare our children 
for this experience by giving them the tools 

they need. I asked several parents in the 
courthouse what they are planning for their 

children next week during Spring Break. Some 
of their children will be staying with sitters, 

others are going to be with grandparents (lucky 
grandparents!) still others say that they will put 

them to work around the house. Whatever your plans 
are for your children make sure they know about the 

basic survival skills mentioned above. One of the 
hardest things for me to teach my children was NOT to 

trust everyone that was nice to them, and that there are 
people in the world that hurt children. 
In addition, parents and grandparents need to let these 

children know that they cannot be replaced, that each is 
very special, they are loved, and they have value. We do this 

through our daily words and actions, by praising and encouraging them, not 
simply by buying gifts and assuming they know we love them. 

Now for the news you've been waiting for. Tonya Kirkpatrick and I decided 
more people would volunteer for the recycling trailer if we told them about the 
benefits of lifting the 20# can smasher and practicing deep knee bends while 
picking up flattened cans. Great exercise, community service and fellowship at 
the same time! I've been counting recyclers for the past two weeks and came up 
with a generous number of 50 people recycling in Post. I rode to the Recycling 
Center in Lubbock last week when we took the recycling trailer to be emptied. 
In two weeks, four total hours, we collected 3 ton of newspaper, 180# of 
aluminum, 265# of tin, and 90# of paper. They did not weigh the clear glass. 
The surveys say that the household trash created by the average American per 
day is 2.8#, while the average created by a Texan is 5.344. Would you believe that 
in our little town of Post, the average household trash created per day is almost 
10#! 

We have made a good start here, but as you can see, we have a long way to 
go...please help.

Bible Study #2

Do we enjoy studying the Bible? 
Hopefully we do. Some folks do 
not, because they have been 
convinced they cannot understand 
it. But, that is not so! God is the 
author of the book. He didn't give 
us a book that can't be understood. 
He gave us the Bible to learn 
about Him, His son and His Spirit. 
He expects us to read it, study it 
and obey it. It is a great source of 
encouragement, for it is God 
talking to us!!! 

In the previous article on Bible 
Study, we looked at I John to help 
us see if we KNOW and LOVE 
God. This time we want to look at 
Titus. It is a short book, but a very 
important one: important because 
it is froni God. We look at the 
Bible doctrine of "WORKS" and 
wonder about IL Titus helps us 
KNOW God's view on it. The 
King James version of the Bible 
uses the word "WORKS", the 
New American Standard uses the 
word "DEEDS" and the New 
International Version uses 
"ACTIONS" or "DOING 
GOOD". Let's look at the book 
and see if we can benefit from this 
short study. 

First, we learn in 3:5, "He saved 
us, NOT on the basis of DEEDS 
which we have done in 
righteousness...". Other passages, 
like Ephesians 2:8, could be 
mentioned on this subject, but we 
will limit ourselves to Titus. We 
want to show that we can study 
one book and be encouraged by 
what we learn without having to 
learn every thing about every book 
in the Bible at one time. We want 
to take our study one book at a 
time.

Second, we learn 
in 1:16, "They 
profess to KNOW 
God, but by their 
DEEDS they 
DENY Him, being 
detestable and 
disobedient, and 
worthless for any 
GOOD DEED." 
We see that we are 
notsaved by deeds, 
but by ourdeeds we 
show whether or not we know God. 

Third, we learn the purpose of our 
redemption. In 2:14 we read, "Jesus 
gave Himself for us, that he might 
redeem us FROM every LAWLESS 
DEED and purify for Himself and 
people for His own possession, 
ZEALOUS FOR GOOD DEEDS. In 
3:1 we learn that we are "to be subject 
to rulers, to authorities, to be obedient, 
to be READY for EVERY GOOD 
DEED." In 3:8, we learn we are to "be 
CAREFUL to ENGAGE IN GOOD 
DEEDS." In 2:7, we are told to "show 
ourselves to be an Example of GOOD 
DEEDS, with purity in doctrine, 
dignified..." 

In Paul's letter to Titus, we have 
learned that we are not saved by deeds, 
but are saved to be ready, careful and 
zealous for good deeds. WHY? In 3:14 
we learn, "Let our people also learn to 
engage in GOOD DEEDS to "MEET 
PRESSING NEEDS, that they may 
not be unfruitful." 

If we will take the time to begin 
studying the Bible, we will be amazed 
at how quickly we can learn God's will 
for us. God loves us. His Son died for 
us. His Spirit had the Bible written for 
us. We can study it and understand it. 
may God bless you as you learn to 
enjoy Bible Study!
