A mixture of old and new are among 
the changes taking place at the Post 
Dispatch. The old involves current 
bookkeeper Deirdre "Dee" Pittman 
who has been promoted to general 
manager of the weekly publication. 
The new is reporter Bill Galusha who 
is joining the company as a writer and 
design person. 

The moves are part of the staff re-
organization taking place at the Post 
Dispatch following the resignation of 
current managing editor John Cordsen 
who is leaving the paper for the Fort 
Stockton Pioneer where he will 
assume the publisher duties. 

Pittman, who has been with the paper 
for three years, will be responsible for 
all business aspects of the Post 
Dispatch. As general manager, she 
assumes many of the duties Cordsen 
handled throughout the community.

Three injured 
in rollover 
accident south 
of Post 

Three people were injured, one 
seriously, in a single car accident Friday 
afternoon south of Post. The three 
occupants of the vehicle were all from 
Lubbock. 

One accident victim was airlifted to 
Lubbock and Methodist Hospital via 
Acrocare helicopter. The other two 
subjects were transported to Garza 
Memorial Hospital by local emergency 
crews. They were later transferred to 
Lubbock. All three required 
hospitalization for their injuries. 

According to a DPS spokesman, the 
Friday, June 17 accident 18 miles south 
of Post on U.S. Highway 84 occurred 
when the driver of the vehicle dropped 
his tires into the center median, 
overcorrected and caused the vehicle 
to roll. The DPS spokesman said no 
alcohol was involved in the accident. 
The injuries could have been worse, 
but DPS reports that all three occupan is 
of the vehicle were wearing seatbelts. 

Agencies assisting at the accident 
scene included the Garza County 
Sheriffs Department, the Post 
Volunteer Fire department and SPA 
wire crews. They all assisted in traffic 
control and erected barricades and 
signs.

LUMP SUM OR MONTHLY 
PENSION? 

Years ago, a worker had fewer 
choices at retirement. If he was 
lucky, he'd get a monthly pension 
for a number of years or for life. 
Today, there's often another op-
tion: taking out a lump sum and 
managing the pension business 
yourself. And that's often the best 
choice. 

For one thing, today's lower In-
terest rates translate into higher 
lump-sum payouts, the amount 
needed to make up the value of a 
pension. For another, you proba-
bly can get more income from the 
money than the pension plan 
promises--and your heirs can get 
whatever's left.

past mid-July. Much of this crop is 
now squaring. Weevils emerging 
now are able to survive and 
reproduce in this crop. 

Producers in Garza County should 
be especially aware of the need to 
monitor their fields for boll weevils. 

Earlier planted fields will soon be 
producing squares at, or 
approaching, pencil eraser size. This 
is the minimum size square required 
for a weevil grub to complete its 
development. 

If you are running traps and are 
averaging more than four weevils in 
a trap the week prior to the 
appearance of match head sized 
squares, you will probably need to 
spray for weevils when squares are 
pencil eraser in size. Trap catch 
numbers between 2-4 would indicate 
the probable presence of significant 
weevil infestation potential, even 
though numbers may not be 
sufficient later on to cause economic 
losses. 

It may still be advisable to treat 
these early weevils to prevent the 
buildup of large overwintering 
numbers by this fall.

Although this past winter was 
somewhat colder than the winter of 
1992-93, extended periods of cold 

- weather needed to cause high boll 
weevil mortality did not occur. This 
makes the fourth winter in a row 
that was quite mild from the 
overwintering boll weevil 
standpoint. 

The mild winter seems to have 
overridden the benefits of last year's 
early fall. CRP acreage is probably 
making a contribution to the 
problem and providing more 
overwintering sites, especially 
during these mild winters. Ideal 
,growing conditions over the past 
few weeks are bringing on the 1994 
crop very quickly. Our current 
forecasts indicate that around 13% of 
the total emerging population will 
fall into the effective emergence 
category.

I strongly feel it is necessary to 
express my concerns about the 
Choir program. First of all, I am 
very disappointed in the district's 
handling of the program. 	I 
understand money is a factor, 
however, I feel like the student's 
best interest was not considered.

For those who are watching fat grams, let me give you 
a word of warning. While ground tukey makes a great 
low fat substitute for ground beef you don't always 
know what nutritional values are in the package. The 

best choice is to purchase white meat turkey breast, 
ask the butcher to remove the skin and grind it for 

you. By taking this extra time you can be saving 
23.20 fat grams per pound. A pound of fresh 
ground white turkey meat, without the skin, is 
a mere 4.8 fat grams, while a pound of 
commercially ground turkey contains 28 fat 
grams. The pre-packaged ground turkey may 

be cheaper, but may also contain white meat, 
dark meat, skin and fat. In other words, the 

harmless looking package of ground turkey could 
end up being higher in fat content than the package 

of lean ground beef sitting right next to it in the 
store.

I read this health alert in the February Better Homes and Gardens and think 
it is worth passing along. I am an ex-smoker myself and thought this just might 
influence some of you older smokers also. "It's never too late to quit. Research 
on a group of senior citizens shows that lung function improves even when a 
smoker waits until age 60 to quit. Ex-smokers who had quit before age 40 had 
no loss of lung function. People who had quit after age 60 showed lung function 
of folks 5.5 to 15 years older. By comparison, current smokers over age 50 had 
the lung function of people 10 to 20 years older." 

If you are shocked at the amount you have charged on your credit cards each 
month and want to keep better track of your purchases, you might try the 
following method. When you make a purchase with a credit card register just 
as you would a check. Subtract the amount of the charge from the balance in 
your check register. When your balance approaches zero, leave your card home 
until you make a deposit. With most rates on credit cards at 17 percent and 
higher, recording each credit card purchase like a check is a great way to save 
hundreds of dollars a year in interest. (Let me know if it works.)

Nutritional contents to become 
more apparent on food labels 
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sales on jars, lids and freezer bags 
will provide savings of 20 percent to 
30 percent off regular retail prices. 

"Breakfast cereals will not be on 
sale during the month, but prices 
will be much lower," he said. 
"General Mills, who along with 
Kellogg control the majority of this 
food sector, recently announced price 
reductions by an average of 11 
percent on most popular brands. 

Other soft tree fruits such as 
apricots and plums will be 
discounted as volume rises, he said. 
Plums will be at their lowest price 
in the 90 cent per pound range. 
Apricot sale prices will range from 
$1.29 to $1.49 per pound. 

According to Edwards, the heavy 
surge of fruit and vegetable 
production will increase demand for 
canning and freezing supplies and 

Consumers will see more new 
"Nutritional Facts" on processed 
foods, along with safe handling 
labels on meat and poultry in June. 

"Products manufactured after May 
7 must have a label, which provides 
detailed information regarding the 
nutritional contents of the product 
such as total fat, calories, vitamins 
and minerals per serving," said Dr. 
Dick Edwards, a food marketing 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
"Such products will not begin 
appearing in retail stores until early 
June due to the time required to pass 
through the distribution system." 

"Shoppers in the meat department 
also will notice new labels on 
ground meat and poultry,' he said. 
"The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture mandated that on May 
27 labels with information regarding 
safe handling and cooking 
instructions be affixed to retail 
packages." 
The parade of fresh fruits and 

vegetables that began during May 
will continue with increased 
quantities, he said. Consumers will 
find additional products at lower 
prices. 

"Peaches will be featured most 
often in June," Edwards said. 
"Harvest of the early varieties will 
be arriving in sufficient volume to 
initiate price discounting between 59 
and 69 cents per pound. Nectarines 
will follow the same pricing 
pattern." 

The American Sleep Disorders 
Association can provide information 
on certified laboratories and research 
centers. 

From the classroom to the 
boardroom, Americans are 'nodding 
off due to one of the most prevalent 
sleep problems--insufficient sleep. 

"People try to do too many things 
in 24 hours. When push comes to 
shove, sleep gets shoved," said Dr. 
Max Hirshkowitz, a sleep researcher 
for Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. 
"Whether it is studying, work 

deadlines or partying, it is common 
to hear talk of 'pulling an all-
nighter,'" he said. 

This sleep loss accumulates from 
one night to the next. "At some 
point the sleep debt has to be paid," 
said Hirskowitz, who directs the 
sleep center at the Houston Veterans 
Affairs Medical Center. "Eventually, 
the brain will demand sleep." 

It may be only a couple of seconds 
at a time, here or there, he says, but 
"depending on what you are doing, 
that might be too much." And, 
when sleep hits a sleep-deprived 
person, there is no warning. "Three 
seconds of sleep behind the wheel of 
a car going 60 mph could be 
disastrous." 

Problems attributed to sleepiness 
can range from reduced productivity 
and diminished mental and physical 
health to increased accidents and risk 
of death. The National Commission 
on Sleep Disorders Research 
estimates the cost of sleep-related 
accidents to be $46 billion annually. 
Hirshkowitz says that it is 

possible to catch up on sleep, but it 

should be done slowly. "If you go a 
few nights with only five hours of 
sleep and then sleep for 12 hours on 
a weekend night, you wake up 
feeling lousy," he said. That lousy 
feeling is called sleep inertia or sleep 
drunkenness.

To avoid sleep deprivation in the 
first place, Hirschkowitz 
recommends that adults get a 
minimum of seven hours sleep. 

Additional ways to promote good 
sleep include: 

'A comfortable mattress that is not 
too old. 
•Going to bed when sleepy instead 

of fighting sleep. 
•Maintaining a regular sleep 

schedule. 
•Exercise, but not right before bed. 
'A light snack before bed if you 

awake hungry in the night. 
"A regular bedtime ritual, like 

having decaffeinated tea each night, 
gives a person a chance to unwind 
and think about things before going 
to bed," Hirshkowitz added. 

Heat, noise, alcohol and stimulants 
like caffeine, chocolate and nicotine 
destroy sleep as will chronic 
sleeping pill use. 

"If you have a sleep problem that 
begins to interfere with your daily 
function, seek professional help," 
Hirshkowitz said.
