Post’s Volunteer Fire Department
has been working to full capacity.
With the record breaking heat of the
last two weeks an excessive amount
of fires have been scorching the
countryside.

June 27th started out as any normal
day. It was hot and dry, with no relief
in sight. when the shrill sound of the
fire siren broke what little peace there
was. The fire was near Justiceburg,
on the John Ward Ranch.

The first of many fires that would
take up to atotal for some of the fire-
fighters of up to 24 hours before they
would know any real rest. As soon as
they would finish fighting one fire
another would begin, Finally after
putting out the four or five fires
(depending on who you asked) at

The Garza Theatre first opened in

Postin 1916 under the name of, “The
Palace Theatre”. Hollywood was
virtually non-existent during those
early years, but Vaudeville was in its
heyday.

When the “Palace” Garza Theatre
opened there were no movies or
recorded music. The entertainment
was provided by on stage actors and
live music boomed from the orchestra
pit. Air-conditioning was yet to be
invented and the only cooling came
from the windows on the East side of
the building.

The "silent” movie era began in
Post around the early 1920s. The
only sound to be heard was from the
orchestra pit or the piano
accompaniment, though moans and
groans from the audience as actors
like Charley Chapman performed
there hilarious stunts wasnot unusual.

As time went on and the motion
picture indusiry progressed, the
“Talky” or sound movie came into

approximately four am on their way
home from Justiceburg, they spotted
another fire.

This time it was south of Post on the
Kirkpatrick oil lease. Though weary
and exhausted from the many hours of
battles, they turned onto the road that
led them to the fire. Lightning was
determined by the fire department to
be the cause of the grass fire. With the
lack of rain and the scorching
temperatures the grazing land was a
tinder box, just waiting for ignition.

Zoe Kirkpatrick received the call
from her neighbors about 5:30 AM
June 29th informing her there was a
fire believed to be on their property.
With the fire department already on
the job, there was little she could do. “I
fixed them (the firefighters) some
sapéiwiches andiced tea,” Kirkpatrick
said.

Texas Department of Public Safety
officers, John Ramsey and Kyle
Edwards were there to do “what-ever
we can to help, just standing by to
bring in drinks or sandwiches or
whatever,” said officer Ramsey. All
the vehicles that were not actually

production, another mile stone in
movie history had gone by the way-
side.

New projectors had to be bought
and speakers had to be installed to
provide the sound. Sound from a
moving picture show made the theatre
even more popular. More room was
needed to accommodate the ever
growing crowds that stormed in to
see the latest new invention.

Along with the new addition to the
building came indoor plumbing and
the old wood and coal burning stoves
were replaced. With the erection of
the new buildings on either side of the
theatre came the need for fresh air,
since the windows were boarded up
and the cool night breeze was no
longer possible. This UN-doubt ably
was the beginning to the end for the
Garza.

During the war years of the 1940s
the Theatre added another novelty.
Money was in short supply and
attendance to the theatre was down.

fighting the fires were centrally
located around one of the wells and
was referred to as the “Command
Post”.

The neighboring town of Fluvanna
sent their fire truck and two fire-
fighters to assist in the battle. James
Aaron and Jimmy Stribling were the
firemen who responded with the
truck. “We were finished with the
fires in Justiceburg and we spotted
the fire, we thoughtitwascloser than
it was.

In an attempt to bring back people to
the theatre drawings were begun,
cash prizes were offered to the lucky
winner.

The war finally ended in 1945 and

They
are given breakfast in the mormning
and lunch before they leave.

“The program has progressed
beyond our expectations, it’s a
wonderful program. It aids the
working mothers and cuts down on
juvenile crime by keeping our
youths off the streets,” said Judge
Giles.

All youth from the age of five
years old and up and a resident of
Garza County are eligible for the
program. Activities are planned
and supervised by Susan Radle and
authorized school personnel.

Monday and Tuesday are “‘game
and film day”. Films are chosen by
supervisors and shown to the
children and games are played to
maintain the proper amount of
exercise. Wednesday is “out of
town day”. The youths are taken
by bus to Lubbock and visit many
interesting and fun places. So far
this year they have gone to the
Lubbock skating rink, Putt Putt
Golf, the Science Spectrum and the
Discovery Zone. Future trips will
betoJoyland and the bowling alley.
Thursdays are reserved for the
swimming poolin Post. The “Youth
Program is not open on Friday.

“It’s not to late to sign up, just
come down to the school and
register, they (the children) don’t
have to go everyday if they don’t
want to," said Radle.

The times had begun to
change, the battle weary soldiers
did not want to travel to town, the
peace and quiet of a home life was
more to their liking. The invention
of the television was occupying
peoples time at home.

The Tower Theatre was built and
advertised Airconditioning and later
that year a new drive in theatre
opened. The Garza theatre was no
longer able to keep pace with the
much larger and modern
competition. The Garza closed its
dcg:ors onits final show in January of
1952.

In 1986 Will McCrary came back
to Post after a 35 year absence.
McCrary had been in Hollywood,
California making movies and
acting in Broadway plays in New
York. He carried with him his love
for Broadway.

McCrary was fond of the theatre
and wanted to see it (The Garza) re-
opened. The cost of such an
endeavor was high and toraise such
funds McCrary and the towns
people of Post put on a telethon.
The Telethon was successful in
raising the capital and through hard
work and persistence the Garza
would once again open its doors to
entertain the public.

McCrary loved Broadway and
Harley Sadler shows, he was
determined to bring a little
Broadway to Post.

Health officials warn of skin cancer risks

The Texas Department of Health
(TDH) warns that skin cancer is the
most common type of cancer in the
United States. And because of its
climate, Texas is exposed to higher
levels of cancer-causing radiation
than are some other states.

In 1994, there will be about
32,000 new cases of malignant
melanoma and about 700,000 cases
of basal and squamous cell skin
cancer in the U.S. Experts estimate
that about 6,900 deaths from
malignant melanoma and about

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Heat related

As the summer season approaches,
the annual hazard of heat-related
illnesses becomes a health concern
throughout the U.S.

Health officials wamn that elevated
temperatures, particularly when
combined with high humidity, cause
about 200 deaths from heatstroke
and thousands of cases of heat
cramps or heat exhaustion in the
U.S. each year.

Dr. Richard A Beauchamp, medical
consultant for the Bureau of
Epidemiology at the Texas
Department of Health (TDH), said
"High temperatures are physically
tolerated by most pzuple for short
periods of time." However, some
form of heat-related illness may
occur when high temperatures |
accompany exertion or high
humidity.

"In humid heat," he said, "the

Fromthe Pulpit
When is a value good?

Calling something a “value” s
doesn’t make it good.
Communism has values—they're
godless values, but values
nonetheless. A value is whatever
you prize or hold onto as most
important. A value is more
powerful than an attitude. An
attitude is a “leaning” towards
something; a value is already
there—rock solid. Even so,avalue
has no *“goodness” in itself.
Communists value that state
(government) as the supreme
value. It does not recognize the
“wrong” partof “my country right
or wrong.” They simply call it
“right” and put the country above
all else. Hereinthe U.S., we would
say: “If our country’s right on
something, let's support it. If it's
wrong, let’s fix it.” And yes, it's
still our country, right or wrong.
We can say the same thing about
our families. Support what's right
and fix what's wrong, but it’s still
our family. We like that sort of
loyalty: loving, persistent,
determined to make it work. Jesus
seemed to recognize those values
in the story of the prodigal son
(Luke 15:11-32). The old rancher
was determined to love his
children and make it work, not
only with the wayward son, but
with the jealous pious one athome.
We don’t give up what we value
without a fight, but sometimes if
we're notcareful, a value can take
the place of God. After all, a value
is just something we treasure, and
we can treasure the wrong thing.
Take a look at the story of Jesus'
friends and family in Mark 3:21-

was saying and
doing troubled
them. They heard
people in the
crowd saying
“Jesus has gone
out of his mind,”
so his family went to restrain him.
Some people in the crowd said, “Your
mother and your brothers and sisters
are outside, asking for you.” A caring
t'amilgowidi sincere family values? You
bet!

how did Jesus honor these
values? He turned to the crowd and
blew them away with thisreply, “Who
are my mother and my
brothers?...Whoever does the will of
God is my brother and sister and
mother.”

Even sincere “family values” can
miss the point when they put the cart
before the horse. What drives good
family values is “doing the will of
God.” Otherwise family values
becomes a selfish thing, such as in the
foolish prayer of “God bless me, my
wife, my daughter, my son—us four,
no more.” The most important family
value is one that prepares children for
the larger family of God.

A value has no power of its own.
What we treasure has to come from
God or it becomes a treasure that
decays. When we look at “good old
American family values,” we might
remember the ways of Jesus that the
real test of family and national values
is “whoever does the will of God."”
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
