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60% of all cities 
in Texas recycle 

by Bill Galusha 
In 1991, the Texas Legislature passed 

a Senate Bill that established a number 
of waste reduction programs and set a 
40% recycling goal for the state to 
meet by January 1, 1994. That goal 
was not reached by the January 
deadline. Based on the best estimates 
available, Texans recycle about 12% 
of their waste. 

Though short of the original goal, 
Texas has moved ahead of several 
other states that have set similar goals. 
California began their goal-oriented 
recycling in 1989 and have only 
achieved a 10% benchmark three full 
years after the start of their program. 
North Carolina enacted their statewide 
recycling program in 1989 and is 
reporting a recycling rate of only 4% 
after three full years. 

Other states, including Tennessee, 
South Carolina, and Arkansas all began 
waste reduction programs in 1991 and 
have achieved lower recycling rates 
than Texas (7%, 5%, and 10% 
respectively). 

One of the main reasons Texas has 
not reached the 40% reduction rate is 
due to the limited time frame that the 
state had to achieve the goal. Other 
states that have set 40% goals, 
Arkansas, Missouri, New Hampshire, 
and North Dakota, all gave themselves 
seven to ten years to reach their targets. 

Since the 40% reduction rate has not 
been reached Senate Bill 1051 gave 
the TNRCC (Texas Natural Resource 
Conservation Commission) authority 
to convene an advisory task force. The 
task force, after considering certain 
criteria, would be charged with 
deciding whether to recommend to the 
Legislature a phased-in ban on the 
disposal of yard trimmings in landfills. 

With the hastened filling of Texas 

"JobSource+" 
provides jobs 
for local youths

Job Training Partnership Act (JTPA) 

funds help the Private Industry Council, 
Inc. -(PIC) provide employment, 
educational, and training opportunities 
to citizens of Lubbock and Garza County. 
The JTPA was established in 1982 with 
Vice President Dan Quayle as one of its 
co-authors. 

The Lubbock County Judge, the Mayor 
of Lubbock and the Garza County judge 
all represent the chief elected officials. 
The program helps employers find 
competent employees for their work 
places. 

One of the services offered in the 
JobSource+ is the Summer Youth 
Training Program instituted for 
economically disadvantaged young 
people between the ages of 14 and 21. 
The youths work 30 hours per week and 
are paid $4.25 per hour, the program 
lasting seven weeks of the summer. 

An applicant for the program must be 
enrolled in school or if they are college 
students they must be going back to 
school. Attending an all day orientation 
be fore entering the program is mandatory. 
In the orientation the applicants are 
informed of their working hours, time 
schedules dress codes and rules and  

landfills it is inevitable that in the 
near future, Texas will no longer be 
allowed to dispose of grass clippings 
and tree limbs in landfills. Texans 
generate a lot of grass, leaves, and 
brush from their homes, 20.2% of 
solid waste from residences is grass, 
leaves, and brush. With this large 
percentage taking up space in our 
landfills, it would seem that if it were 
no longer allowed, it would slow the 
filling of landfills by 20%. 
Since 1991 there has been a 

substantial increase in the number of 
recycling and solid waste reduction 
programs. In the state of Texas it is 
estimated that 60% of all cities have 
some type of recycling program. 
Composting of yard trimmings is the 
next major step that must be 
aggressively approached. 

By composting of yard trimmings it 
not only lessens the load on land fills 
the compost will regenerate natural 
fertilizer, which in turn puts natural 
and organic materials back in the 
earth. By doing this it will conserve 
energy by not using commercial 
fertilizers that in most cases have 
chemicals that arc harmful to people 
and the environment. 

All recycling and conservation steps 
that are taken, no matter how minor 
they may seem are just a small part of 
the circle that each step begins. 
Buying recycled products saves 
energy and natural resources, reusing 
paper bags saves trees, by saving trees 
it improves the quality of the air we 
breath, all of these things contribute 
to the quality of life. 
Composting, recycling, and 

conservation of natural resources are 
all an important part of preserving the

Ordinary estate planning gets 
turned on Its ear when parents 
want to provide for children who 
are disabled, who will need help 
with the business of living for 
many years after the parents are 
gone. 

The problem is that funds Inher-
ited directly from parents may cut 
into or bar entirely government 
benefits like education, housing 
and Medicaid that the disabled 
will need. The solution is a special 
kind of instrument, a Supplemen-
tal Needs Trust, that can be used 
for such discretionary needs as 
clothes, hobbles, therapies and 
other amenities that public funds 
do not cover.

A professionally drawn trust 
document should state that the 
fund Is intended to supplement 
rather than supplant governmen-
tal assistance.

percent on the acres actually hayed 
or grazed. 

CRP participants may utilize the 
haying or grazing if they own or 
lease livestock and have suffered at 
least a 40 percent loss in normal hay 
or pasture production. For CRP 
participants with no livestock, 
haying or grazing privileges may be 
sold or leased to a livestock producer 
with a 40 percent loss in normal hay 
or pasture production. 

CRP participants or livestock 
producers interested in haying or 
grazing CRP acreages should contact 
their local ASCS office for details.
