PASSING ON IRA MONEY 

According to IRA rules, you 
must begin withdrawals at 70 1/2, 
but, depending on the amount in the 
account and your financial needs, 
there could be a lot left when you 
die. Who gets it, and how? 

If the IRA owner dies before 
distributions have begun, the 
beneficiary can receive payments 
over his or her life expectancy or 
can withdraw the whole amount 
with no penalty before age 59 1/2 
by the end of the fifth year after the 
owner's death. But if the owner had 
taken distributions, then payouts 
must continue at least as rapidly as 
they were taken before. 

Surviving spouses have the 
widest options. They can take 
distributions like any other 
beneficiaries or can roll over the 
money to an IRA of their own. The 
spouse should advise the custodian 
in writing of the change in 
ownership and name a new 
beneficiary. Choosing someone 
much younger allows payments to 
be stretched out over a longer time 
(though the IRS Minimum 
Distribution Incidental Benefit 
table limits the age-spread between 
owner and non-spousal beneficiary 
to 10 years).

It will focus upon concerns 
for growers in Dawson, Borden, 
Gaines, Garza, Scurry, Terry and 
Yoakum counties. 

The Caprock Cotton Conference will 
be January 17-18 at the Plains Baptist 
Assembly seven miles south of 
Floydada on U.S. Highway 62. It will 
address needs of growers in Crosby, 

Floyd, Hale, Briscoe and Lubbock 
counties. 
The Llano Estacado Cotton 

Conference will be January 18 at the 
Olton Ag Pavilion, U.S. Highway 70 
at Avenue D, Olton. It is tailored to 
concerns of growers in Lamb, Castro, 
Parmer and Bailey counties. 

The three conferences are a result of 
the highly successful Caprock Cotton 
Conference presented in Crosbyton 
each January for the past several years 
by the Extension Service. 

"The Caprock Cotton Conference, 
and the two additional conferences 
this year, are a direct result of 
educational programming requested 
by the producers," said Dr. Bob 
Robinson, Extension Service district 
director.

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do business with a friend. It is the little things we take for granted... like having 
your service station man come to your house to fix a flat tire, or your merchant 
ordering something special, just because you need it. 

It is being able to get mail delivered to your door, seeing your friends at 
church, visiting at the grocery store, watching each other's children grow up 
and have their own children.

I want my town to march into the 21st century alive and vibrant, a place where 
my grandchildren may decide to choose as their place to live and work. I know 
you feel the same way.

ierever I've lived or traveled I've seen the evidences of towns that were, 
is that might have been and towns that are and will be. 
u know what the towns that might have been look like... boarded up 
lows, run down streets, sidewalks with grass taking over... unpainted or 
Ito be painted buildings... that ho-hum, "we've given up" look. Those kind 
!aces are all around us here in West Texas. 
en there arc the towns that have that "we're almost there" look about them. 
it business areas have a mixed look of old and new, run down and spruced 
. a look of "we're not sure, but we think we know what we're doing" look. 
articularly appreciate those towns that have that "we know who we are, and 
<now what we're doing" look. 
icir business districts have a spruced up all over look. During holidays the 
etc are brightly lighted and the store windows are smartly decorated. These 
ns know where they're going and the people who live there obviously have 
it pride in their community. 
irtunately, I chose just such a town to live in... 
cay, we're not perfect... we even have a large building downtown now that 
acant, since the long time retailer there closed its doors. That's a shame... 
it is certainly not a reflection on our town nor on our hard working and 
icated retailers. 
'e can say that with conviction, because we know them, we see them 
ling, they are our neighbors. 
ut what makes a town a town? 
is, I think, more than anything else, being able to find the essentials and the 
-so-essential things we need to enjoy living here. It is being able to do most 
'our shopping without having to fight a big crowd. It is knowing that you can 
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recently by the Washington Post, the old apologist for Stalin declared with 
pride, "I am still a communist." 

His life has been one of tireless loyalty to that set of beliefs. His father was a 
member of the Communist Party, and Seeger was captivated at age 1,1 by the 
autobiography of Lincoln Steffens — the American journalist who said after 
visiting Lenin's Soviet Union, "I have been over into the future, and it works." 

During the Great Depression, Seeger became friends with Woody Guthrie, 
another folk singer who was-also a faithful member of the Communist Party. 
In 1955, Seeger refused to testify about his party connections before the House 
Committee on Un-American Activities and was convicted of contempt of 
Congress (though the conviction was overturned on appeal). 

He was active in the civil rights and anti-war movements, but his agenda was 
not quite the same as that of Eugene McCarthy or Jesse Jackson. In 1970, he 
wrote a song celebrating the North Vietnamese dictator Ho Chi Minh that 
included these memorable lines: "He educated all the people, he demonstrated 
to the world: If a man will stand for his own land, he's got the strength of ten." 

Joan Baez, one of the leftist singers he inspired, opposed the Vietnam War, but 
she also denounced political repression in postwar Vietnam and sang about 
Soviet dissidents. Seeger's concern for justice and human rights didn't extend 
quite that far. He did, however, write a song claiming that the Soviet Union had 
liberated Jews from oppression. 

he apparently has learned nothing from the record of Stalin and his progeny. 
Ronald Radosh was surprised recently to see a book of writings by the brutal 
Sandinista Interior Minister Tomas Borge with an effusive jacket endorsement 
from — you guessed it — Pete Seeger. 

He is not one of those artists whose art can be considered separately from his 
politics — like, say, Wagner or Picasso. It would be like separating the green 
from the grass. He has always believed in the old communist slogan, "Art is a 
weapon." Nor can he be excused on the grounds that he has changed, because 
he hasn't. 

For his entire career, Seeger's art has been a weapon in the service of a cause 
that has produced more suffering, destroyed more lives and piled up more 
corpses than any other form of government in human history. Somehow, a few 
nice tunes don't seem to make up for all that.

To loiter means to hang about with no apparent purpose. To tarry, loaf and 
nger aimlessly. To procrastinate, dawdle and dilly-dally. Which is exactly 
hat I and all other sane people should do during the holidays. 
I say, "Please Loiter." It's a sign of wisdom. 
I'm in favor of deep loitering — being so immobile for several days that you 
ave to look very closely to see if I am alive. Breathing, eating, sleeping and 
oing to the bathroom. That's all. In between those activities, I loiter. If the 
;uinness Book of World Records had a category for the most loitering between 
hristmas and New Year's I'm the gold medal guy.

Since then, loitering laws have been used to keep undesirables off the streets 

find out of the sight of decent citizens. Beggars, bums, mental misfits, vagrants, 
Prostitutes, drug dealers, the homeless and drunks have all been scooped up in 

t:he no-loitering net. If you just looked like you might be going to do something 
:illegal, you could get arrested and hauled off to the slammer until you 

tablished your innocence.

Where the people fear the government, you have tyranny; where the government 

fears the people, you have liberty. 

The trouble with such laws is that they have also been used at various times 
and places to arrest labor union strikers, Jews, women suffragettes, long-haired 
youth, blacks and anti-war demonstrators. Also foreigners, street musicians, 
gays, abortion protesters and evangelists. 

In other words, just about any irritating minority that seems like it might make 
trouble has been victimized by all-encompassing loitering laws. 

Given the mood of our time, Democrats standing around in groups on street 
corners may be the next to be rounded up. They're certainly the cause of great 
evil, have no visible means of support and may well be up to no good if they're 
not locked up. Or so the raging river of Republicanism would have us believe. 

That's the point. Loitering is in the eye of the beholder. If anyone may be 
arrested because they seem suspicious or liable to criminal activity, then any 
one of us may be next. It's the way the Nazis handled the Jews, the mentally ill, 
the poor, the gypsies and anybody else deemed an enemy of the state. 

This happens. 
Our Supreme Court has consistently ruled all loitering and vagrancy laws 

unconstitutional. These generalized statutes violate our Bill of Rights. Freedom 
of speech, freedom of association and freedom from unlawful search and 
seizure hold firm. We can hang out with whomever we wish, say whatever 
comes to mind and not be harassed for idleness. 

Doing nothing is not against the law. Loitering is our patriotic duty. 
This is line of reasoning explains why my friend responded to his wife's sign 

with a sign of his own: 'This Activity Approved by the Supreme Court." And 
there he sits on New Year's Day, slumped down in his favorite spot on the couch, 
littered with popcorn debris, eyes closed, mouth open, snoring. Meanwhile, the 
15th bowl game of the day roars ahead on the tube. He's a card carrying member 
of LOAF—Loiterers Optimizing American Freedom. He's just doing his duty: 
pursing happiness, preserving freedom and protecting the Constitution. 

Loiterers, sit still! You have nothing to lose but your chains.

Our problem is immorality The Bill of Rights 
As provided in the first ten amendments to the Constitution of the United 

States — effective December 15, 1791. 
Preamble 

The conventions of a number of the States having at the time of their adopting 
the Constitution, expressed a desire, in order to prevent misconstruction or 
abuse of its powers, that further declaratory and restrictive clauses should be 
added: And as extending the ground of public confidence in the Government, 
will best insure the beneficient ends of its institution. 

Article 4 
The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers, and 

effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated, and 
no Warrants shall issue, but upon probable cause, supported by Oath or 
affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched, and the 
persons or things to be seized.

Since we're starting a new year, a new Congress and perhaps a president 
ying to catch up with the newly revealed national mood, let's get down to 

basics. Most, if not all, of the big problems we face are rooted in national 
immorality, If we acknowledge the first principle of human rights, that 
immorality is readily seen. 

We each own ourselves. I belong to me, and you belong to you. If we accept 
that natural-law premise, behavior is easily partitioned into that which is moral 
and that which is immoral. Murder and rape are immoral because they violate 
people' private property — themselves. Theft is also immoral. What a person 
produces is a conversion of his own mental and physical talents into concrete 
goods and services; hence, they belong to him. Self-ownership is meaningless 
without the ownership of the fruits of one's labor. Indeed, a working definition 
of slavery is that a person produces things, but someone else owns them. The 
slave is forcibly used to serve the purposes of another. 

The founders described God-given or natural rights as those unalienable 
rights to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness, adding "That to secure these 
rights, Governments are instituted among Men." Everybody agrees  each 
should pay his share of the cost of government's securing those rights. 
Similarly, everyone agrees that if I saw a person, farmer or business in need and 
forcibly took what belonged to you to assist them, I'd be guilty of theft. 

"Williams," you say, "you're boring us; we know what theft is!" What if I got 
10 people to agree to taking your money, would you call it theft? How about 
1,000; 10,000; 10 million or 100 million? In other words, does an act (theft), 
clearly immoral when done privately, become moral when done collectively? 

In my book, theft is theft whether done 1:IY one person or in concert with tens 
of millions of persons. 

Debt and deficits are a major component of problems at the federal level. But 
there'd be no debt or deficits if Congress restricted itself to securing our 
liberties and performing only those functions enumerated in our Constitution. 
Our problem is an immoral Congress, driven by an increasingly immoral 
citizenry, making legalized theft a way of life. A society based on the 
institutionalization of theft is headed for trouble. 

Welfare for the poor is just a tiny part. The major recipients of stolen property 
are not poor at all. Among them are farmers, banks, businessmen, college 
students and senior citizens. Once theft becomes institutionalized and legal, it 
pays for all people to participate. After all, if everybody is stealing, and you try 
to be moral and honest, you're going to be left holding the bag. Individually, 
it pays us to lobby our politicians to steal for our benefit. 

Congress will not end institutionalized theft. There must be a moral 
reawakening. We can begin by reading our Constitution. Make lists of federal 
activities that are authorized by the Constitution and those that are not. For 
fairness and political practicality, we should order Congress to make annual 
across the board 10 percent spending cuts on the unauthorized list. In addition, 
federal activities that can be privatized should be done so immediately. There's 
no reason for government to be in the postal, railroad and power businesses. 

The recent election may have presented us with our last opportunity to spare 
our nation from the experiences of other once-great nations. Let's not blow it 
on the zero-sum game of theft.

The shortest sermon ever preached

Have you ever taken the time to read Jesus' first sermon? It is recorded 
for us in Matthew 4:17 and Mark 1:15. In Matthew's inspired version the 
sermon consisted of ten words. In Mark's inspired version the spirit 
enabled him to record it in twenty words. Jesus' first sermon was precise 
and to the point. It's message was relevant to all who heard it then and to 
all who will hear it now. It is a message that should be preached in every 
church, every home, and &iffy street corner. 

I am afraid that in our society and churches today we have shortened the 
shortest sermon ever preached. Jesus preached, "Repent for the kingdom 
of heaven is at hand;" (Matt 4:17) and "The time is fulfilled, and the 
kingdom of God is at hand; repent ye, and believe the Gospel," (Mark 
1:15). Most of us are quite comfortable with the believing part of the 
sermon, but many flinch when it comes to the repentance portion. When 
we shorten Jesus' sermon to the singular point of belief we distort his 
message. Belief and repentance have always been a pan of receiving and 
hearing the message of Christ. Genuine belief, trust, or faith always causes 
one to turn away from sin while turning to Christ Jesus. 

Just as there is no salvation without belief; there is no salvation without 
repentance. Jesus Christ preached and required both from his listeners 
then, and he does so Now! He not only enables people to believe, but he 
also enables them to repent. God's desire is for you to "Repent and believe 
the gospel". If you will listen and respond in faith and repentance to Jesus' 
first sermon you will experience "Abundant life" as you place your trust 
in him and turn away from sin. 

Many of you who are reading this are those who have "repented and 
believed the gospel". You are God's children, bought by the blood of 
Christ. You arc called to continue to believe and to continue to repent. 

In closing I remind you of Jesus' sermons in the final book of the Bible. 
In Revelation he preached to the seven churches. Do you remember what 
he said to five out of the seven churches? He said "repent." Dear brothers 
and sisters in Christ, we entered the Kingdom of God by repenting and 
believing. As we continue to believe; let us also continue to repent.
