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Texas Constitution to get
new amendments... again

There is something inherently wrong with a constitution which
requires 10-20 amendments every two years. But that is what we
Texans are stuck with, and considering the alternative, I suppose we
ought to be happy to have it.

Personally, I like a simpler constitution, preferably one that could
be printed on a couple of sheets of paper, and one that could be easily
read, understood and didn’t require a staff of legal experts to define
the meaning.

On the other hand, I do not trust state elected officials to sit down
and re-write what we have... and I think my distrust is shared by
millions of Texans... that's why every time we hear our Austin
politicos talk about revising the constitution, we all get just a little
nervous.

Now, if we could call a Texas constitutional convention where the
people have some real input, and shelter those we elect for that
purpose from the powerful influence peddlers (and money), perhaps
we might craft a simpler document than what has evolved since
1876.

The current Texas constitution is in six volumes, according to my
friend Preston Poole. I am embarrassed to admit it, but I have not
actually seen a copy of the Texas constitution.

But come Tuesday, November 7, some of us will take time to go to
the voting booth and check off “yes” or “no” on the 14 newly proposed
amendments to this mighty document (or set of documents).

So, in the name of attempting to inform our readers, we are
publishing a two-part series on the proposed constitutional
amendments. Earlier I stated publicly that I could not vote for any
of the amendments, because I had only seen the summary... and
before I vote I want to see the actual wording that will be printed in
the amended constitution. Shortly after making that comment, my
friend John Hawley of Dallas, a fellow Libertarian, mailed me a copy
of the Texas Legislative Council’s complete amendment booklet,
containing the actual wording for each amendment.

We will reprint the actual amendments, not the summary. I will
state my case for how I intend to vote... you make up your own mind,
and at least you will have all the information you need to make that
decision.

I believe as Thomas Jefferson said, and I paraphrase the famous
libertarian of his time: I believe in the decisions of an informed
electorate. And since I am in a position to assist in informing the
electorate in our little place in this great nation... I will do what I can
to keep Mr Jefferson’s faith alive.

Amendment No. 1

Section 1. Article III, Texas Constitution, is amended by adding Section
50b—4 to read as follows:

Sec. 50b—4 ADDITIONAL STUDENT LOANS. (a) The legislature by
general law may authorize the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board
or its successor or successors toi1ssue and sell general obligation bonds of the
State of Texas in an amount not to exceed $300 million to finance educational
loans to students. The bonds are in addition to those bonds issued under
Sections 50b, 50b-1, 50b-2, and 50b-3, Article III, Texas Constitution.

(b) The bonds shall be executed in the form, on the terms, and in the
denominations, bear interest, and beissued in installments as prescribed by
the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board orits successor or successors.

(¢) The maximum net effective interest rate to be borne by bonds issued
under this section must be set by law.

(d) The legislature may provide for the investment of bond proceeds and
may establish and provide for the investment of an interest and sinking fund
to pay the bonds. Income from the investment shall be used for the purposes
prescribed by the legislature.

(e) While any of the bonds issued under this section or interest on the bonds
is outstanding and unpaid, there is appropriated out of the first money
coming into the treasury in each fiscal year, not otherwise appropriated by
this constitution, the amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest
on the bonds that mature or become due during the fiscal year, less any
amountin an interest and sinking fund established under this section at the
end of the preceding fiscal year that is pledged to the payment of the bonds

or interest. :
(f) Bonds issued under this section, after approval by the attorney general,

registration by the comptroller of public accounts, and delivery to the
purchasers, are incontestable.

No. This is not the proper rolexof government. Any loan, no matter how well
intentioned, carries an obligation to repay, and no matter how you slice it,
government (that’s us taxpayers) will end up paying for those who default.
Lending money is an economic issue best left to free enterprise and the market
place. Governments which loan money are actually borrowing from some
taxpayers to pay someone else. This is pure and simple socialism, and it
doesn'’t fit very well in a republican form of government, which we are
supposedly guaranteed by the Constitution for the United States.

. 1ous moments. Prussic acid is formed

in plants of the sorghum family, ie.

' johnsongrass, when the living leaf
: cells are ruptured and cyanide-pro-

ducing compounds are converted into

« prussic acid.

Prussic acid is one the most potent

. toxins in nature. As ruminants con-
: sume plants containing prussic acid,
“the toxin i1s absorbed into the blood-

stream and carried to body tissues
where it interferes with oxygen utili-
zation. If the toxin is absorbed rapidly
enough, the animal soon dies from
respiratory paralysis.

onsumption of only very small
amounts of prussic acid containing
plants may be lethal and dead animals
may be found without viable symp-
toms of poisoning. However symp-
toms from smaller amounts of poi-
soning include labored breathing, ir-
regular pulse, staggering and frothing

at the mouth.

Tips for preventing prussic acid
poisoning may reduce the risk and
subsequent losses by some of the fol-
lowing grazing management prac-
tices:

l. Graze sorghum-type forages only
when plants are 15 inches high.

2. Do not graze for two weeks after
a non-killing frost.

3. Do not graze after a killing frost
until plant material is dry (minimum
48 hours, safer time is one week).

4. Do not graze at night when frost
is likely.

There are no accurate tests to detect
prussic acid in plant tissues. If you
must graze frosted or frozen, suscep-
tible plants, 8 good rule of thumb
might be to utilize some animals that
you could afford to loose as “test
criteria”.

Early detection of poisoning is criti-
cal for treatment.

Sodium nitrate - sodium thiosul-
fate combination drugs can be used to
treat animals. This treatment can be
used and repeated only once and it
must be given intravenously and by a
veterinarian. Most animals that live
two hours after the onset of symp-
toms will recover.

If you are in the business of raising
ruminants ( sheep, goats, cattle, Llama
or other “cud chewers”) watch the
next few days of weather forecasts
carefully. If you are utilizing sor-
ghum type plants for grazing, or have
it around the outside of your fence, it
could pay you to be careful in the next
several days.

The Gift That Keeps Giving

With a charitable remainder
trust, you «can turn a
nonperforming investment into a
steady stream of income, save on
taxes two ways and, with a little
planning, still leave the assets to
your heirs.

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Is government
‘“‘charity’ really theft?

Editor's Note: I found this articleon
the Internet recently, attributed to a
book entitled, "The Life and Times of
Colonel David Crockett," published
in 1884. Because of current debate of
government hand-outs, I felt this story
appropriate, and hope thatourelected
officials will read this and try to
emulate the attitudes that were so
prevalent in our country prior to the
ascendant of socialism.

One day in the United States house
of Representatives, a bill was takenup
appropriating money for the benefit of

a widow of a distinguished naval
officer. Several beautiful speeches had
been made in its support. The Speaker
was just about to put the question
when David Crockett arose.

“Mr Speaker,  have as much respect
for the memory of the deceased, and as
much sympathy for the sufferings of
the living, if suffering for the sufferings
of the living, if suffering there be, as
any man in this House, but we must
not permit our respect for the dead or
our sympathy for a part of the living to
lead us into an act of injustice to the
balance of the living. I will not go into
an argument to prove that Congress
has no power to appropriate this money
as an act of charity. Every member
upon this floor knows it. We have the
right, as individuals, to give away as
much of our own money as we please
in charity; butas members of Congress
we have no right so to appropriate a
dollar of the public money. Some
eloquentappeals have been made to us
upon the ground thatitis adebtdue the
deceased. Mr Speaker, the deceased
lived long after the close of the war; he
was in office to the day of his death,
and I have never heard that the
government was in arrears to him.”

“Every man in the House knows it1s
not a debt. We cannot, without the
grossest corruption, appropriate this
money as the payment of a debt. We
have not the semblance of authority to
appropriate itas acharity. Mr Speaker,
[ have said we have the right to give as
much money of our own as we please.
[ am the poorest man on this floor. I
cannot vote for this bill, but I will give
one week’s pay to the object, and if
every member of Congress will do the
same, it will amount to more than the
bill asks.”

He took his seat. Nobody replied.
The bill was put upon its passage, and,
instead of passing unanimously, as
was generally supposed, and as, no
doubt, it would, but for that speech, it
received but few votes, and of course,

was lost.
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Later, when asked by a fnend why
he had opposed the appropriation,
Crockett gave this explanation:

“Several years ago I was oneevening
standing on the steps of the Capitol
with some other members of Congress,
when our attention was attracted by a
great light over in Georgetown. It was
evidently a large fire. We jumped into
a hack and drove over as fast as we
could. In spite of all that could be
done, many house were burned and
many families made homeless, and
besides, some of them had lost all but
the clothes they had on. The weather
was very cold, and when I saw so
many women and children suffering, I
felt that something ought to be done
for them. The next morning a bill was
introduced appropriating $20,000 for
their relief. We put aside all other
business and rushed it through as soon
as it could be done.”

“The nextsummer, when it began to
be time to think about the election, I
concluded I would take a scout around
among the boys of my district.  had no
opposition there, but as the election
was some time off, I did not know
what might turn up. When riding one
day in a part of my district in which I
was more of a stranger than any other,
I saw a man in a field plowing and
coming toward the road. I gauged my
gait so that we should meet as he came
to the fence. As he came up, I spoke to
the man. He replied politely, but, as I
thought, rather coldly.”

“I began: ‘Well, friend, I am one of
those unfortunate beings called
candidates and —'

“Yes, I know you; you are Colonel
Crockett. I have seen you once before,
and voted for you the last time you
were elected. I suppose you are out
electioneering now, but you had better
not waste your time or mine. I shall not
vote for you again.”

“This was a sockdolager ... I begged
him to tell me what was the matter.”

“Well, Colonel, it is hardly
worthwhile to waste time or words
uponit.Idonot see how itcan mended,
but you gave a vote last winter which
shows thateither you have not capacity

to understand the Constitution, or that
you wanting the honesty and firmness
to be guided by it. In either case you
are not the man to represent me. But I
beg your pardon for expressing it in
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that way. I did not intend to avail
myself of the privilege of the
constituent to speak plainly to a
candidate for the purpose of insulting
or wounding you. I intended by it only
to say that your understanding of the
Constitution is very different from
mine; and I will say to you what, but
for my rudeness, I should not have
said, that I believe you to be honest ...
But an understanding of the
Constitution, to be worth anything,
must be held sacred, and rigidly
observedinallits provisions. The man
who wields power and misinterprets it
is the more dangerous the more honest
he 1s.”

“I admit the truth of all you say, but
there must be some mistake about it,
for I do not remember that I gave any
vote last winter upon any constitutional
question.”

“No, Colonel, there's no mistake.
though I live here in the backwoods
and seldom go from home, I take the
papers from Washington and read very
carefully all the proceedings of
Congress. My papers say that last
winter you voted for a bill to
appropriate $20,000 to some suffers
by a fire in Georgetown. Is that true?”

“Well, my friend; I may as well own
up. You have got me there. But
certainly nobody will complain that a
great and rich country like ours should
give the insignificant sum of $20,000
to relieve its suffering women and
children, particularly with a full and
overflowing Treasury, and I am sure,
if you had been there, you would have
done just as I did.”

“It1s not the amount, Colonel, that I
complain of; it is the principle. In the
first place, the government ought to
have in the Treasury no more than
enough for its legitimate purposes.
But that has nothing to do with the
question, The power of collecting and
disbursing money at pleasure is the
most dangerous power that can be
entrustd to man, particularly under our

systemof collecting revenue by atariff,
which reaches every man in the
country, no matter how poor he may
be, and the poorer he is the more he
pays in proportion to his means. What
IS worse, it presses upon him without
his knowledge where the weight
centers, for there 1s not a man in the
United States who can ever guess how
much he pays to the government. So
you see, that while you are contributing
torelieve one, you are drawing it from
thousands who are even worse off
than he. If you have the right to give
anything, the amount was simply a
matter of discretion with you, and you
had as much right to give $2,000,000
as $20,000. If you have the right to
give to one, you have the right to give
to all; and, as the Constitution neither
defines charity nor stipulates the
amount, you are at liberty to give to
any and everything which you may
believe, or profess to believe, is a
charity, and to any amount you may
think proper. You will very easily
perceive what a wide door this would
open for fraud and corruption and
favoritism, on one hand, and for
robbing the people on the other. No,
Colonel, Congress has no right to give
charity. Individual members may give
as much of their own money as they
please, but they have no right to touch
a dollar of the public money for that
purpose. If twice as many houses had
been burned in this county as In
Georgetown, neither you norany other
member of Congress would have
thought of appropriating a dollar for
ourrelief. There are about two hundred
and forty members of Congress. If
they had shown their sympathy for the
sufferers by contributing each one
week’s pay, it would have made over
$13,000. There are plenty of wealthy
men in and around Washington who
could have given $20,000 without
depriving themselves of even a luxury
of life. The congressmen chose to keep
their own money, which, if reports be
true, some of them spend not very
creditably; and the people about
Washington, no doubt, applauded you
for relieving them from the necessity
of giving by giving what was not yours
to give. The people have delegated to
Congress, by the Constitution, the
power to do certain things. To do these,
it is authorized to collect and pay
moneys, and for nothing else.
Everything beyond this is usurpation,
and a violation of the Constitution.”
“So you see, Colonel, you have
violated the Constitution in what I
consider a vital point. It is a precedent
fraught with danger to the country, for

when Congress once begins to stretch
its power beyond the limits of the
Constitution, there is no limit to it, and
no security for the people. I have no
doubt you acted honestly, but that does
not make it any better, except as far as
you are personally concerned, and you
see that I cannot vote for you.”

“I tell you I felt streaked. I saw if I
should have opposition, and this man
should go talking, he would set others
to talking, and in that district I was a
gone fawn-skin. I could not answer
him, and the fact is, I was so fully
convinced that he was right, I did not
want to.” But I must satisfy him, and I
said to him:

“Well, my friend, you hit the nail
upon the head when you said I had not
sense enough to understand the
Constitution. I intended to be guided
by it, and though I had studied it fully.
I have heard many speeches in
Congress about the powers of
Congress, but what you have said here
at your plow has got more hard sound
sense in it than all the fine speeches I
ever heard. If I had ever taken the view
of it that you have, I would have put
my head 1nto the fire before I would
have given that vote; and if you will
forgive me and vote for me again, if I
ever vote for another unconstitutional
law I wish I may be shot.”

“He laughingly replied: “Yes,
Colonel, you have sworn to that once
before, but I will trust you again upon
one condition. You say that you are
convinced that your vote was wrong.
Your acknowledgment of it will do
more good than beating you for it. If.
as you go around the district, you will
tell people about this vote, and that
you are satisfied it was wrong, I will
not only vote for you, but will do what
I can to keep down opposition, and,
perhaps, I may exert some little
influence in that way."

“If I don’t, said, I, I wish I may be
shot; and to convince you that I am in
earnest in what I say I will come back
this way in a week or ten days, and if
you will get up a gathering of the
people, I will make a speech to them.
Get up a barbecue, and I will pay for
105

“No, Colonel, we are notrich people
in this section, but we have plenty of
provisions to contribute for abarbecue,
and some to spare for those who have
none. The push of crops will be overin
a few days, and we can then afford a
day for a barbecue. This is Thursday;
[ will see to getting it up on Saturday
week. Come to my house on Friday,
and we will go together, and I promise
you a very respectable crowd to see
and hear you,”

“Well, I will be here. But one thing
more, before I say good-bye. I must
know your name.”

“*My name is Bunce.”

“Not Horatio Bunce?”

Y ese

“Well, Mr Bunce, I never saw you
before, though you say you have seen
me, but I know you very well. I am
glad I have met you, and very proud
that I may hope to have you for my
friend.”

“It was one of the luckiest hits of my
life that I met him. He mingled but
little with the public, but was widely
know for his remarkable intelligence
and incorruptible integrity, and for a
heart brimful and running over with
kindness and benevolence, which
showed themselves not only in word
but acts. He was the oracle of the
whole country around him, and his
fame had extended far beyond the circle
of his immediate acquaintance. Though
I had never met him before, I had
heard much of him, and but for this
meeting it is very likely I should have
had opposition, and had been beaten.
One thing is very certain, no man
could now stand up in that district
under such a vote.”

“At the appointed time I was at his

house, having told our conversation to
every crowd I had met, and to every
man I stayed all night with, and I found
that it gave the people an interest and
a confidence in me stronger than I had
ever seen manifested betore.”
“Though I was considerably fatigued
when I reached his house, and under
ordinary circumstances, should have
gone early to bed, I kept him up until
midnight, talking about the principles
and affairs of government, and got
more real, true knowledge of them
than I had got all my life before.”
“But to return to my story. The next
moming we went to the barbecue, and
to my surprise, found about a thousand
men there. I met a good many whom I

had not known before, and they and
my friend introduced me around until
I had 'iot pretty well acquainted - at
least, they knew me."

“In due time notice was given that I
would speak to them. They gathered
up around a stand thathad been erected.
I opened my speech by saying:

“Fellow-citizens - I present myself
before you today feeling like a new
man. My ef\{les have lately been opened
to truths which ignorance or prejudice,
or both, had heretofore hidden from
my view. I feel that I can today offer
you the ability to render you -more
valuable service than I have ever been
able to render before. I am here today
more for the purpose of acknowledging
my error than to seek your votes. That
I should make this acknowledgment is
due tomyselfas well as to you. Whether
you will vote for me is a matter for
your consideration only.”

“I went on to tell them about the fire
and my vote for the appropriation and
then told them why I was satisfied it
was wrong. I closed by saying:

“And now, fellow-citizens, it
remains only for me to tell you that the
most of the speech you have listened
to with so much interest was simply a
repetition of the arguments by which
your neighbor, Mr Bunce, convinced
me of my error.” :

“Itis the best speech I ever made in
my life, but he is entitled to the credit
for it. And now I hope he is satisfied
with his convert and that he will getup

here and tell you so.”

“He came up on the stand and said:

“Fellow-citizens - itaffords me great
pleasure to comply with the request of
Colonel Crockett. I have always
considered him a thoroughly honest
man, and I am satisfied that he will
faithfully perform all.ghat he has
promised you today."”

“He went down, and there went up
from that crowd such a shout for Day

Crockettas his name never called forth

before.”

“I am not much given to tears, but I
was taken with a choking then and felt
some big drops rolling down my
checks. And I tell you now that the
remembrance of those few words
spoken by such a man and the honest
hearty shout they produced is worth
more to me than all the honors I have

received and all the reputation I have:

ever made, or ever shall make, as a
member of Congress.”

“Now, sire,” concluded Crockett,
“you know why I made that speech
yesterday.”

“There is one thing now to which I
will call yourattention. Youremember
that I proposed to give a week’s pay.
There are in that House many very
wealthy men - men who think nothing
of spending a week'’s pay, or a dozen
of them, for a dinner or a wine party
when they have something to

accomplish by it. Some of those same

men made beautiful speeches upon the
great deal of gratitude which the
country owed the deceased - a debt
which could not be paid by money -
and the insignificance and
worthlessness of money, particularly
soinsignificantasum of $10,000, when
weighed against the honor of the nation.
Yet not one of them responded to my
proposition. Money with them 1S
nothing but trash when it is to come
out of the people. Butitis the one great
thing for which most of them are
striving, and many of them sacrifice
honor, integrity, and justice to obtain

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A peace prize ignores the real friend of peace

It high-minded circles, correct sentiments trump good
results. That is the only explanation for last week’s award
ofthe Nobel Peace Prize to British physicist Joseph Rotblat
and the Pugwash Conferences he founded to advance the |
goal of nuclear disarmament. The Nobel Committee B8
obviously is willing to honor those who have been well- §
intentioned but fundamentally wrong about nuclear
weapons. But it can’t quite forgive those who have been right.

Rotblat, who was briefly involved in the American effort to make the first
atomic bomb before quitting on grounds of conscience, has always favored
ridding the world of nuclear weapons. This is a perennial cause of the Nobel
Committee, which this year had a specific political purpose: sending the
Erench government, which has been carrying out nuclear tests, a message
of-|protest against testing nuclear weapons, and nuclear arms in general,”
in the words of chairman Francis Sejersted.

The recipient was happy to concur, denouncing French President Jacques
Chirac for these “outrageous” tests. Chirac, insisted Rotblat, was acting on
the old belief of Charles de Gaulle that it is “a sign of greatness to have
nuclear weapons.” His advice to Chirac, he said, was “Stop being a Gaullist,
and try being a human being.”

Now the French tests may be practically unnecessary, politically unwise
arid environmentally unhealthy. But those are not the real reasons Rotblat
detests them. His opposition to nuclear testing reflects a simpler motive:
opposition to nuclear arms. He regards them as an intolerable threat to
péace and human welfare and would like them totally banished by
international agreement. That is what he is talking about when he says that
the prize is an honor “for the small group of scientists who have been working
for40 years to try to save the world, often against the world's wish.”

his1sanodd time to celebrate the claim that nuclear weapons are the true
danger to civilization. The nuclear age is half a century old — and no atomic
bomb has been used since the first two were dropped on Japan in 1945. At
the end of World War 11, with Hiroshima and Nagasaki Iying in radioactive
ruins, it was reasonable to suppose, as Rotblat and his fellow scientists did,
that nuclear weapons would lead to nuclear war. But today, it is absolutely

clear that they have acted as a powerful force for peace.

Many vigorous advocates of arms control have come to accept that you can
take a good idea too far, believing that while substantial arms reductions are
justified, complete disarmament is not. But Rotblat has never wavered from
his conviction, expressed in a recent article, that nuclear weapons are
“repugnant to every sensible person” and that history proves they are also
“a menace to world peace.”

What history is he thinking of? In Europe, in the first 45 years of the 20th
century, notes Benjamin Frankel, editor of the journal Security Studies,
more than 50 million people died in wars. In the second 45 years of the
century, by contrast, fewer than 15,000 died in European wars.

This was not because Europe suddenly became a paradise of human
harmony in 1945; in fact, the continent was divided into two hostile and
heavily armed camps. It was because the enemies, unlike their predecessors
in lhlv 11\-:0 world wars, could not fight each other without the risk of nuclear
annihilation.

The Cold War began, lasted for decades and ended — all without the two
greatest military enemies in history ever meeting on the battlefield. This
was no accident. Nuclear weapons made each side very, very careful about
taking actions that could lead to direct conflict with the other. As a result,
the two superpowers not only never fought with nuclear weapons but never
fought at all. Eliminating nuclear weapons would merely make the world
safe for all-out conventional war.

Rotblat and Pugwash deserve a good deal of credit for their work. They
used their scientific expertise to demolish the idea that nuclear weapons
could and should be used in fighting wars; they solved technical problems
that stood in the way of arms control; they publicized the dangers of a
rllm:m‘;\_v arms race; and they helped to show the futility of “Star Wars”
defenses.

On all'these questions, they were right, which should have been enough to
win themthe Nobel Peace Prize. Instead, they got it largely for their efforts
in a cause that was plainly mistaken. Odd that in the most tranquil years
of the bloodiest century in history, the Nobel Committee can’t bring itself to
admit that the most terrible weapon ever created has been a formidable
friend of peace.

Let’s ponder these questions: Why did Congress amend ‘ £,
the Constitution in 1916, giving it the power to collect | %
taxes on any source? Why was the 17th Amendment
enacted in 1913 to select senators by popular vote rather NG
e N\

than, as originally designed, by state legislatures? Finally,
why did Congress pass the 18th Amendment in 1919,
outlawing alcohol sales.

Toreally getinto these questions and gain an appreciation
for today’s rogue Congress and Supreme Court, fet's not get bogged down on
the merits of these amendments. Let’s simply look at the Constitution’s
restrictions. InArticle I, Section 8 of the Constitution, the framers enumerated
18 functions of the federal government. Nowhere among those functions was
Congress given the power to prohibit alcohol sales. Article I, Section 2 of the
Constitution expressly states “direct taxes shall be apportioned among the
seyeral states” and forbids direct taxes on individuals. Then there’s Article
I, Section 3, which requires state legislatures to appoint senators.

During earlier periods, Congress and the Supreme Court had far greater
réspect for the Constitution. They understood thatifthe federal government
was to have a powernot delegated, or expressly forbidden, by the Constitution,
they had to use the provisions of Article V to gain that power by amendment.
They knew, for example, that Congress had not been delegated the power to
prohibit alcohol sales. They couldn't find that power by manipulating the
“commerce clause” or going penumbra hunting.

Today, it's an entirely different story. Congress, the White House and the
Supreme Courthave abiding contempt for the Constitution, and we Americans
are left with a constitutional carcass. Take just a tiny comparison of today
with yesteryear. Yesteryear, there were alcohol prohibitionists; today, we

have tobacco prohibitionists. No matter what we think about the alcohol
prohibitionists, we can have a bit of admiration for them because they used
the constitutional route to get their agenda across. Tobacco prohibitionists
employ constitutional stealth: taxes, majority votes and the totalitarian
tactics of the Environmental Protection Agency and the Food and Drug
Administration.

In 1787, the Constitution would have never been ratified without both the
Ninth and 10th Amendments. “The enumeration in the Constitution, of
certain rights, shall not be construed to deny or disparage others retained
by the people” is the Ninth Amendment, and “Powers not delegated to the
United States by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the states, are
reserved to the states respectively, or the people” is the 10th. The framers
justifiably feared concentration of power in Washing‘ton. Today, the Ninth
and 10th Amendments have been completely trashed, and Congress is well
on the way to finally trashing the Second and Fifth Amendments.

When and how we developed today’s constitutional contempt is debatable.
The federally caused Great Depression played a role, but the education
establishment has played a greater role through the dumbing down of
Americans. The resulting ignorance has allowed us to let charlatans and
quacks in the legal profession tell us what the Constitution means. The
Constitution was not written for intellectual elites; it was understandable
to a nation of mostly farmers at the time it was written.

So where do we go, and what do we do? Each of usis duty-bound to read and
understand our Constitution. If we do that, we'll realize Washington has
little or no moral authority. Its authority rests mostly on intimidation and
force of arms. And like the founders, we should adopt the attitude that
“There is one thing in the world more wicked than the desire to command,

and that is the will to obey.”

The homestead of a
family, or of a single adult person,
shall be, and is hereby protected
from forced sale, for the payment
of all debts except for the purchase
money thereof, or a part of such
purchase money, the taxes due
thereon, an owelty of partition
imposed against the entirety of
the property by a court order or
by a written agreement of the
parties to the partition,including
a debt of one spouse in favor of
the other spouse resulting from a
division or an award of a family
homestead 1in a divorce
proceeding, therefinance ofalien
against a homestead, including a
federal tax lien resulting from

in writing, with the consent of

both spouses, in the case of a
family homestead, given in the
same manner as is required in
making a sale and conveyance of
the homestead; nor may the
owner or claimant of the property
claimed as homestead, if married,
sell or abandon the homestead
without the consent of the other
spouse, given in such manner as
may be prescribed by law. No
mortgage, trust deed, or other
lien on the homestead shall ever
be valid, except for a debt
described by this section, whether
such mortgage, or trust deed, or
otherlien, shall have been created
by the owner alone, or together
with his or her spouse, in case the
owner is married. All pretended
sales of the homestead involving
any condition of defeasance shall
be void. A purchaser or lender for
value without actual knowledge
may conclusively rely on an
affidavit that designates other
property as the homestead of the
affiant and that states that the
property to be conveyed or
encumbered is not the homestead
of the affiant.

Preamble to Amendments
The conventions of a number of the States having at the time of their
adopting the Constitution, expressed a desire, in order to prevent
misconstruction or abuse of its powers, that further declaratory and restrictive
clauses should be added: And as extending the ground of public confidence
in the Covernment, will best insure the beneficient ends of its institution.
ARTICLE XII
The Electors shall meet in their respective states, and vote by ballot for
President and Vice-President, one of whom, at least, shall not be an
inhabitant of the same state with themselves- they shall name in their
ballots the person voted for as President, and in distinct ballots the person
voted for as Vice-President, and they shall make distinct lists of all persons
voted for as President, and of all persons voted for as Vice-President, and of
the number of votes for each which lists they shall sign and certify, ana
transmit sealed to the seat of the government of the United States, directed
to the President of the Senate;— The President of the Senate shall, in the
presence of the Senate and House of Representatives open all the certificates
and the votes shall then be counted-—The person having the greatest
number of votes for President, shall be the President, if such number be a
majority of the whole number of Electors appointed; and if no person have
such majority, then from the persons having the highest numbers not
exceeding three on the list of those voted for as President, the House of
Representatives shall choose immediately, by ballot, the President. But in
choosing the President, the votes shall be taken by states, the representation
from each state having one vote- a quorum for this purpose shall consist of
a member or members from two-thirds of the states, and a majority of all the
states shall be necessary to a choice. And if the House of Representatives
shall not choose a President whenever the right of choice shall devolve upon
them, before the fourth day of March next following, then the Vice-President
shall act as President, as in the case of the death or other constitutional
disability of the President.— The person having the greatest number of
votes as Vice President, shall be the Vice-President, if such number be a
majority of the whole number of Electors appointed, and if no person have
a majority, then from the two highest numbers on the list, the Senate shall
choose the Vice President, a quorum for the purpose shall consist of two-
thirds of the whole number of Senators, and a majority of the whole number
shall be necessary to a choice. But no person constitutionally ineligible to the
office of President shall be eligible to that of Vice-President of the United
States.

Texas braces for heavy traffic as
NAFTA imports/exports boom

“As the major trade gateways to
Mexico, Texas'major border crossings
are already among the busiest ports
ofentry in North American, and they
are about to get even busier,” State
Comptroller John Sharp said.

“And anybody who regularly
travels on I-35, I-10, or U.S. 59 has
witnessed a dramatic increase in
traffic in the last few years,
particularly since the
implementation of the North
American Free Trade Agreement
(NAFTA). These three highways are
the major trade routes through
Texas,” Sharp said.

“The state is racing to meet
demands forimproved highways and
border crossing facilities to
accommodate the ballooning volume
oftruck and rail traffichauling goods
to and from Mexico.

“In the next two years, Texas will
spend roughly three—quarters of a
billion dollars in state and federal
funds to maintain and improve the
three main highway corridors. In
addition, almost $80 million dollars
in projects to improve access to
international bridges are either
scheduled or underway,” Sharp said.

U.S. trade with Canada and
Mexico-both exports and imports—
reached record levels in 1994,
jumping 17 percent to $348 billion,
according to the October issue of
Fiscal Notes, a monthly publication
of the Comptroller’s Research
Division.

More importantly for Texas, U.S.
trade with Mexico exceeded $100
billion for the first time ever,
averaging almost $2 billion per week
during the first year of N A. More

In addition to long-haul shipments
of goods, Texas' border traffic is
boosted By numerous short-haul
shipments to and from more than
600 maquiladora industrial plants
located along the Texas-Mexico
border.

Trucks carried 90 percent of the

DPS officials estimate that
15 percent of the Mexican trucks
entering Texas exceed U.S. weight
limits, and that only about 10 percent
of those trucks have been inspected
in the past.

“Several studies have shown that
Texas highways cannot withstand
the weight of Mexican trucks. The
weight limit for trucks on U.S.
highways is 80,000 pounds. The
Mexican Transport Ministry
estimates that overloaded five-axle
trucks from Mexico often weigh as
much as 108,000 pounds, and six—
axle trucks might weigh up to 130,000
pounds.

“This is a critical issue to Texas
taxpayers, because one study shows
that a truck weighing Tjust 4,000
pounds above the U.S. limit
accelerates pavement damage five—
fold, meaning a highway designed to
last 40 years would have to be
repéaced in only eight years,” Sharp
said.

Texas has asked the federal
government for helpin enforcing U.S.
weight requirements on Mexican
trucks as NAFTA expands their
access to U.S. highways.

Currently, Mexican trucks are
allowed to travel only along the
border. They will be allowed to travel
throughout Texas, New Mexico,
Arizona and California beginnin
December 18. Mexican trucks wi
gain access tothe entire United States
1n January 2000.

In the future, technology may help
monitor truck weights, as well as
improve traffic flow and reduce
accidents. In a San Antonio
experiment, a computer analyzes
data from sensors embedded in the
roadway and cameras focused on
traffic. The computer alerts
emergency workers to problems, and
overhead signs provide information
to motorists. Similar programs are

lanned for Houston, Dallas—Fort
North and El Paso.

Technology may also make it
possible to track trucks from their
point of origin to their destination
via a fiber—optic spine along the
highway. Such a system would allow
cargoes to be pre—cleared by U.S.
Customs, and would allow taxes, tolls
and fees to be paid in advance. Border
delays, inspections and weigh—-ins
woulvd be reduced to a minimum.

“By all accounts, Texas' border
crossings are already operating at
capacity, and traffic 1n Texas’ three
major corridorsis expected toincrease
by 25-88 percent by 2011. The
cf‘:allenge facing transportation
plannersis to determine where scarce
resources can be used most effectively,
and where to link Texas’
infrastructure development to trade
flows and emergin trade
opportunities,” Sharp said.

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Who are the ""Sons of Gestapo?"

This is to comment of the derailment of the Amtrak train in Arizona and
on the recent bombing of equipment installed at LaGuardia Airport in New
York. Both incidents seem suspiciously contrived, with Nazi-like literature
“found” on the scene complaining of the abuses by government agents at
Ruby Ridge and Waco.

There are neo-Nazis in this country. I've had no personal contact with
them, but I've read some of their literature and seen some of their videos.
Two things are apparent from this material. Skinheads don't have much
interest in the incidents at Ruby Ridge and Waco, and they don’t admire the
Gestapo. The S.S., perhaps, but not the Gestapo.

The people who are concerned about abuses like Ruby Ridge and Waco, the
kind who are active in the militia movement, hate Nazism and fascism,
which they see as the ideology of their adversaries.

The only people I have ever heard of who have sometimes referred to
themselves as a “Gestapo” and expressed admiration for that perfidious
organization, are some h'dvml agents, especially in the BATF.

hese incidents smell of attempts by federal agents to link the reformers
in the militia movement to hate groups in the public mind, and build
support for the current anti-terrorism legislation, which would expand
their budgets and provide them license for violating the constitutional
rights of citizens. The “literature” found at the scenes sound like something
nrh_\-‘ they could come up with, either because they are ignorant of the
thinking of both militia reformers and hate groups, or they think it is a
deception that the public will buy.

If you want to see where militia people stand on the subject of racism, read
their celebration of the recent exposure by militia units in Alabama,
ATennessee, and Missouri of the racist behavior of federal, state, and local
law enforcement officials at the “Good O’ Boys Roundup”. The public safety
is indeed threatened by hatemongers, but you will find them in law
enforcement, not in the militias, which exclude racists and defend the civil
rights of everyone, especially minorities.

AUSTIN — Though early voting
continues until Nov. 3, Secretary
of State Tony Garza predicts only
one of every 10 registered voters is
likely to cast a ballot in the Nov. 7
constitutional amendment election,
which includes 14 propositions.

That works out to an anemic
turnout — about 870,000 voters
exercising their privilege (and
duty).

“Quite frankly, that’s not a num-
ber Texans should be proud of
when you consider we're talking
about amending our state constitu-
tion,” Garza said.

He pointed out that turnout in
constitutional amendment elections
since 1977 has exceeded 14.1
percent only twice: in 1987, for
the pari-mutuel racing referendum,
and in 1991, for the state lottery
amendment.

Four propositions on the ballot
deal with state bond debt and six
deal with property tax exemptions.

The most highly publicized
among the propositions is Prop.
10, concerning the elimination
of the state treasurer’s office.
Abolishing the office would cut
three-fourths of the agency’s $11
million annual budget and merge
its duties with those of the state
comptroller’s office. Prop. 10 has
the support of state Treasurer
Martha Whitehead, Lt. Gov. Bob
Bullock and Comptroller John
Sharp. All are Democrats.

Though doing away with the trea-
surer’s office would save taxpay-
‘ers’ money, Texas Republican Party
Chairman Tom Pauken and other
GOP members have voiced concern
that putting the duties of the trea-
surer’s office under Sharp’s control
would give the Democrat too much
power.
