It's going to be tough work for the Garza County Commissioners 

Court the next couple of months, trying to figure out where to cut 
expenses in the face of approximately $225,000 less revenue from 
property taxes. Although official estimates are not complete, County 
Judge Giles Dalby reminded commissioners that the lower evalua-
tion, mostly due to mineral production, will have a serious impact 
on the county and other taxing authorities in the 1998-99 fiscal 
year. 

In connection with expenses, commissioners approved the rate of 
7.37 percent for the county's portion to the employee retirement 
system. The increase from last year's rate of 6.8 percent is a reflec-
tion of the stable workforce. "The longer an employee stays with 
us, the higher the rate," Dalby explained. 
Commissioners also approved a contract with the Brazos River 

Authority (BRA) to provide a deputy sheriff at Lake Alan Henry 
during peak times on weekends for patrol duty. The contract calls 
for BRA to reimburse the county at the rate of $14.50 per hour. 
County Attorney Leslie Acker explained the contract arrangement 
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TAAS results improved 

trustees. "We've still got some work to do." 
Many of the scores at the elementary level bested the state aver-

ages but a handful slipped below the numbers recorded across the 
state. Third grade scores included, in reading, 92 percent, and math, 
85 percent.

Calls worked on June 5 included a report of telephone harassment in the 
100 block of East 10th Street and a minor automobile accident on East Main 
(no details noted).

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the The case for privatizing garbage collection 

Imagine the efficiency of private enterprise in the handling of 
garbage collection... no centralized bureaucracy, but there would be 
competitive bidding for the service. Who knows what the rate might 
be? But one thing can be sure, the rate will not be based on the name 
of the business or its location... it will be based on the volume of 
garbage. See, that's the common sense of this equation. Government 
figures things based on who you are or what you're doing, private 
enterprise figures things on what the service is and how much does 
it cost to provide the service. 

In Post there might be 10 to 20 or more individuals or groups of 
individuals providing garbage collection services... and each would 
be competing with the other. You, as a customer, get unhappy with 
the service or the rate, you move to another provider. 

It's not unlike the way we contract with yard keepers. There are 
plenty of choices for people who take care of yards... and those same 
people might want to take care of the garbage too. 
What a novel idea... "I like the way you mow and trim my yard, 

would you be interested in dumping my garbage too?" 
The Post City Council has a golden opportunity with this garbage 

collection rate controversy to demonstrate its faith in the American 
free enterprise tradition, which in turn will provide' more jobs for 
more people. What a bold step that would be.

There is no better example of why government can not compete in 

the free market, than the current wrangling by the Post City Council 
over how to identify commercial businesses. 
For more than a year the city council has talked, studied and 

considered a wide variety ofproposals for clearing up the uncertainties

However, the council has apparently not considered the most 

efficient method of garbage collection... the free market.

No answer yet about auto titles

We are still waiting for an answer to our question: what law „ 

requires that privately owned autos or trucks, not involved in 
commerce and not owned by the state or political subdivision of the 
state, be titled by the state? 

State Senator Robert Duncan's office says that they are waiting for 
an answer from the Attorney General. State Representative David 
Counts has made no response at all, County Attorney Leslie Acker 
responded but did not provide the statute that makes such a 
requirement, City Attorney Harvey Morton has not responded. 
if the law is so complicated that government agents responsible for 

enforcing the law can not answer such a simple question, one has to 
wonder whether or not the law actually even exists. 

Which brings up another question... if there is no such law, how is 
it that those charged with the responsibility of enforcing the law 
continue to use their power in disregard of the law? 

Could it be that the collection of revenue is a stronger motivation 

than the oath these government agents took to uphold the law? It's 
certainly not a question of safety... because whether or not a car is 
titled by the state or has a state license plate, makes no difference 
whatsoever. 

The Transportation Code, as it is written, not as it perhaps was 
intended to be written, specifically states in Chapter 501 (Certificate 
of Title Act): "This chapter applies to a motor vehicle owned by.the 
state or a political subdivision of the state." To stretch these words 
to include any other conveyances (autos, trucks, motorcycles) is 
clearly in violation of the statute itself. The Certificate of Title Act, 
in order to be affective for privately owned (non-commercial use) 
autos, trucks and such, the language of the law must state so in clear 
and unequivocal terms. 

In the meantime, code enforcers put on blinders in the pretense of 
fulfilling their duties. "There must be a law somewhere that says 
that, but we just can't find it," seems to be the only answer. It's not 
good enough.

Despite the 1994 rhetoric of the Republican majority, government 
continues to grow. Its tentacles reach more and more 
into our lives, through a tax code that now stands at 
5 million words and the yearly enactment of 60,000 to 
70,000 new regulations. 
Washington's increasing reach is neither 

constitutional nor moral. Politicians might think they 
are doing what's best, but they're not — and the 
reason is simply that politicians cannot possibly know what's best for 
people. This is not because they're stupid or uncaring, they just don't 
have the necessary information and it's impossible for them to get it. 
Take a minor example to illustrate this point. Three out of four 

workers pay more in Social Security taxes than they pay in federal 
income taxes. Suppose there wasn't a government-mandated 
retirement program. A person like Mary would have more money. She 
might save the money to invest in a computer and start a home-based 
business, provide music lessons for her kids or invest in the stock 
market. 

Congress in effect says, `We know what's best for you; that's to put 
▪ $40 of your weekly earnings into Social Security." Adding injury to 

insult, Congress threatens, "If you disagree with us and don't do what 
we say, we'll put you in jail." 

How is it possible for Congress to know what's best for Mary? Mary 
might have been irresponsible and not have prepared for her retirement, 
or Mary might have been very successful and have established a 
thriving business — or the music lessons she could have afforded 
might have resulted in her kid becoming a concert pianist. We'll never 
know. 

You miss the point if you think I am debating the merits of our Social 
Security program. The issue is far deeper. The world is complex, and 
information is costly. Any one person, or group of persons, has only 

highly limited knowledge and information. 
The bulk of knowledge and information necessary to conduct our 

lives is held locally among millions of individuals, not centrally among 
bureaucrats. Examples include: Which is the best time to leave for 
work and what's the best route to take, which is the best word-
processor program for me, or should my daughter go to a co-ed or 
single-sex high school? Do you think any politician can meaningfully 
answer those and other questions for 260 million Americans? 

When politicians dictate how people manage their lives, they either 
arrogantly believe they know what's best for others or they have 
contempt for the idea that individuals should be free to choose what 
they see as best for themselves. 

If political leaders are to do more good than harm, they must 
recognize both society's inherent complexity and the severely limited 
information and knowledge they possess. Instead of trying to shape 
society to their liking, they should limit their activities to cultivating 
an environment where people can choose and maximize their potential. 

This is precisely what the framers of our Constitution sought to do. 
A critical element of such an environment is to establish what the late 
Nobel Laureate economist Friedrich Hayek called rules of several 
property: the stability of possessions, their transference by consent 
and the keeping of promises. 
Today's tax code and heavy regulation of peaceable, voluntary 

exchange violate rules of several property. Respect for the rules of 
several property produced an environment in our nation where our 
people could more fully exploit resources, and it enabled us to become 
the world's richest and freest nation. We are still benefiting from that 
legacy, but it's being eaten away by people who think they have 
superior wisdom and have been ordained to force that "wisdom" on 
others.

I think the city council should make the decisions about who gets charged the 
higher commercial rate for utilities. I don't think they should give the city 
manager the power to make those decisions.

Does the state own your car? 
I enjoyed reading your articles on the certificate of title question. I have known 

the truth of it for some time. I am a state citizen with no claims whatsoever to 
any benefits or protections of the 14th Amendment of 1868. 

When I read one of your articles on this issue, I realized that you hadn't gone 
far enough into Chapter 501 (Transportation Code). Think about this: when you 
lay out your hard earned $200,000 cash and buy a brand new Rolls Royce (if we 
must imagine, we might as well go all the way!). You go home with the 
automobile, the manufacturer's certificate of origin and your bill of sale, which 
is a common law document issued by the seller or dealer that sets forth you as 
the proud allodial owner of your automobile. 

Then you (voluntarily) apply for a 'Pexas Certificate of Title to a Motor Vehicle, 
and you surrender your allodial title documents that prove your ownership, in 
favor of a docurrient issued by the state that says you merely hold an interest in 
such automobile, and further, you are declaring your lawfully purchased private 
automobile to be a "motor vehicle" [see definition in Title 18 U.S.C. Chapter 2, 
31(b)l, which makes it into an article of commerce. 

Have you ever wondered why all police officers always refer to whatever private 
conveyance you might be using for your travel as a "vehicle?" Bingo! 

If you applied for and received a Certificate of Title from the state, then it is 
obvious that the State of Texas now owns the automobile you paid for without 
contributing one thin dime toward its purchase price. In fact, they even charge 
you a fee to "confer" such free ownership unto themselves, and you now have 
nothing more than a mere interest in the car you paid for! 

It is a scam, to be more definitive, the state led you to believe that you were 
required to apply for such title to lawfully own your car, thus perpetrating a 
deceit and fraud. Every one of those "peace officers" and whatever department 
they work for who participate in enforcing such "laws," conspire in such 
perpetration. 

To add to the deceit and fraud, these "laws" are called "traffic regulations." 
Before being taken in, read the legal definition of "traffic" as it is defined by 
Black's Law Dictionary... traffic is commerce. Then, when you also apply for a 
driver's license or an identification from the state, you "agree" to obey these 
"traffic" regulations. 

There are several U.S. Supreme Court decisions that confirm our inalienable 
right to travel and demonstrate the unlawfulness of the state scam through its 
"traffic" regulations. Here is just one of those Supreme Court decisions: 

"The right to travel is a part of the 'liberty' of which the citizen cannot be deprived 
without the due process of law under the Fifth Amendment. Freedom of movement 
across frontiers in either direction, and inside frontiers as well, was a part of our 
heritage. Thavel abroad, like travel within the country, may be as close to the heart 
of the (378 U.S. 506] individual as the choke of what he eats, or wears, or reads. 
Freedom of movement is bask in our scheme of values." Kent v. Dulles, 357 U.S. 
116, 125.126; 78 S. Ct. 1113, 1118-1119; 2 L.Ed. 2d 1204 (1958). 

It should be obvious that the whole thing is a massive scam, and that the state 
and its agents try to use one "wrong" word, such as calling or allowing to be called 
the following: 
1. Your automobile a "vehicle." 
2. A guest of yours as a "passenger." 
3. Your activity with your automobile as "driving" or "operating." 
All of these words have statutory definitions which, if you allow the use of them 

to define you or your conveyance, will cause you to be sucked into the scam. The 
transportation code defines a "motor vehicle" as "any vehicle, machine, tractor, 
trailer, or semitrailer propelled or drawn by mechanical power and used upon the 
highways in the transportation of passengers or property, but does not include 
any vehicle, locomotive or car operated exclusively on the rails" (Motor Carrier 
Act of 1935). 

A passenger, unlike the common sense notion, is not someone merely going 
along for the ride... in statutory language a passenger is a "person who gives 
compensation to another for transportation" (Black's Law Dictionary, Sixth 
Edition). 

So, if you own a car or truck, and it is not used for the purpose of transporting 
paid customers or property for hire, and there is no lien attached to that car or 
truck, there is no law that requires you to apply for a certificate of title with the 
state, and subsequently, none of the "traffic" regulations apply either... because 
if you are not involved in selling your services for transporting people or property, 
you are not involved in "traffic" (commerce) as defined by the law.

Three Post High School students traveled to College Station last 
week where they attended a computer technology workshop at 
Texas A&M University. 

Post Independent School District Thchnology Coordinator James 
Easterling accompanied the trio —Josh Fumagalli, Matt McAllister 
and Luke Williams —to A&M. There, the students had hands-on 
training as to how to build computers, troubleshoot, install software 
and other computer technology-related activities. 

Easterling reported to Post ISD trustees that the workshop was 
highly successful and that he is "ready to take another group." 

Epilepsy is a condition that causes seizures due to a brief 
disturbance in the normal electrical function of the brain. Some 
people do not have seizures, but experience a strange feeling or 
change in sight, taste or smell. Seizures have causes other than 
epilepsy such as a high fever, head injury or tumor formation. 
People with epilepsy may have seizures over and over again. 

There are many causes for epilepsy, head injury, infection, 
conditions before birth and genetic (inherited) conditions. There 
are different kinds of epilepsy, some can run in families, most does 
not. 

The diagnosis of epilepsy is made after seizure activity by doing 
an EEG, which is a recording of the electrical activity of the brain. 
Computed tomography (CT) and magnetic resonance imaging 
(MRI) are also used. These tests may show a scar, growth or other 
condition that could be causing epilepsy. 

Treatment is centered around controlling the seizure activity. 
In many patients medicine completely controls the seizure activity. 
In some, the seizures are harder to control and different medicines 
may have to be tried. 

Working closely with your medical provider and taking your 
medication as directed best controls epilepsy. One should keep a 
diary of seizures and medicine side effects. Try to have a regular 
sleep schedule and avoid alcohol. 

People with epilepsy can lead productive lives. There are driving 
restrictions for people with recent seizures. It is very hazardous to 
ignore seizure activity because of the potential for injury or 
another, more ominous cause.
