SPAG regional

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby received the South Plains Asso-
ciation of Governments (SPAG) Regional Service Award at the
organization’s annual meeting held last week.

Dalby was nominated for the award by Post Mayor Jim Jackson.
The award is given "in recognition of distinguished service to the
South Plains Region."

Dalby’s achievements over the years are numerous. According to
Jackson’s nominating documents, Dalby has served in several gov-
ernment capacities at both the county and state level, including:

® Serving on the Legislative Committee for Constitutional
Changes in Texas where he fought for maintaining the constitu-
tional powers of the office of county judge and county government.

* Formed joint law enforcement agreement with the City of Post,
pioneering the first joint effort in the state to combine law enforce-

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Post ISD
set to raise
tax rate

When trustees for the Post Independent School District meet at
7:30 p.m. Tuesday to adopt the tax rate for the 1998-99 fiscal year,
they may introduce the first tax rate hike seen by district taxpayers
in several years.

Superintendent Dr. Bobby Bain said Tuesday morning that trust-
ees, facing a shortfall of anywhere from $277,000-290,000, may be
forced to increase the tax rate in an attempt to make up some of the
financial losses suffered in recent months by the district.

Trustees are eying a rate of $1.45 per $100 valuation “to help make
up some of the deficit,” Bain said. District taxpayers currently pay
$1.41 per $100 valuation, the same rate observed since the superin-
tendent came to the Post ISD.

Even with a tax hike, added revenues would not fully cover the
shortfall, Bain said.

“Even if we went to $1.50 (per $100 valuation), the maximum al-
lowed, it would not be enough,” he said.

Trustees are also expected to reexamine the discount the district
currently provides to early-paying taxpayers.-In recent years, tax-
payers who pay their school district taxes by the end of October en-
joyed a three percent reduction in their tax bill. A two percent re-
duction was granted to those paying in November and December
taxpayers were eligible for a one-percent reduction.

Houston woman killed in
one car accident last week

A 20-year-old Houston resident was killed and a 24-year-old man
injured Sept. 2 in a single-car accident that occurred about five miles
north of Post on US 84.

According to Department of Public Safety Trooper Chris
Wischkaemper, Brittany Wendt, a passenger in the vehicle, was
pronounced dead at the scene at about 12:12 p.m. The vehicle’s driver,
Matthew J. Alford, also of Houston, was transported to Methodist
Hospital in Lubbock where he was listed in critical condition.

An updated report on Alford’s condition was not available at mid-
day Tuesday.

The accident occurred when Alford apparently fell asleep at the
wheel of the 1998 Jeep Grand Cherokee the pair was traveling in.
The vehicle veered onto the right shoulder of the highway, accord-
ing to reports, and the driver overcorrected, causing the vehicle to
flip several times.

Wendt, who was not wearing her seatbelt at the time of the acci-
dent, was ejected from the vehicle, Wischkaemper said. It is yet
undetermined whether Alford was wearing his seatbelt at the time
of the accident.

Hydraulic rescue equipment was used to extract the driver from
the wrecked vehicle.

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Neighbor to Neighbor

All American Breakfast Month

All-American breakfast. What would that be?

To the National Livestock and Meat Board, who proposed this
celebration, an All-American breakfast is one that uses pork, beef,
and lamb(!) Breakfast meats in a variety of ways. To the editors of
Country Living who wrote Country Mornings Cookbook, an All-
American breakfast serves up the best of country cooking baskets of
delicious muffins with crocks of rich apple butter,
sizzling sausage and fluffy omelets, toasty griddle |5}
cakes with real maple syrup, pints of fresh berries, |
and plenty of piping hot coffee.

The first two lines of Ogden Nash's poem, "The
Eight O'Clock Peril" clearly introduce his views:
Breakfast is an institution that I don't know who
commenced it, But I am not for it, I am against it.
But, of course, none of their ideas about breakfast
are nearly so important as your own. Breakfast
Across America What you like for breakfast probably has a lot to do
with where and when and with whom you grew up.

The Black Family Reunion Cookbook (Simon & Schuster, 1991)
includes many breakfast reminiscences. We'll just include this
teaser: As a child I would wake up to the delicious, delightful aroma
of fresh homemade dough that had risen overnight, to the warmth
of the oven in which the rolls were baking. Still today the memory
of that smell provides me with a secure, loving feeling which will live
with me forever.

That story is quite different than the one shared in Bread and
Breakfasts (The Anderson House, 1984). When Grandpa William
Henry Anderson lived in Boston he had Cod Fish Balls, Baked Beans
and Brown Bread every morning for breakfast.... When he moved to
Minnesota he switched to Steak, Rhubarb Juice, Potatoes fried with
onions, cornmeal mush, cinnamon rolls, and hot apple pie.

A dietitian would probably go into shock at such an unbalanced
spread of food but Grandpa lived to be ninety-six and never spent a
day in a hospital and so far as I know never saw a Doctor.... The
author of First Things First; A connoisseur's Companion to Breakfast
indicates that an American breakfast is very different than a French
one. It was homesickness that led me and my best friend Fred, who
was living in Paris too, to throw an *American Breakfast* for our
French friends.

Our menuincluded bananas with cream and sugar, scrambled eggs
and bacon, toast with putter and jam. It was a disaster. Our French
friends couldn't believe the bananas and cream and were revolted by
the ideal of eating eggs and bacon at the same time as toast and jam.
Almost twenty years ago two reporters asked famous people about
their early morning eating habits. Perhaps their most interesting
response came from Alice Roosevelt Longworth, who asked
incredulously, "Do people still eat breakfast?" Jumpstart Your Day
People do still eat breakfast.

According to Adelle Davis in her book Let's Eat Right to Keep Fit:
"The general rule is to eat breakfast like a king, lunch like a prince,
and dinner like a pauper." (We would add "king or queen", "prince
or princess", but you get the ideal.) A smart breakfast includes
protein for stamina and mental alertness, carbohydrates for sustained
energy, a bit of fat to stick-to-your-ribs, dietary fiber for colon health,
and fruit or juice for vitamin C. '

All the experts agree that you will feel better, have more energy,
and live longer if you eat a smart breakfast every day. How about it?

Medical journal
publishes Tobias work

City council makes right

decision with lower budget

The Post City Council went against the trend this year, setting a

- great example, by actually lowering the total expenses and holding
‘the line of the tax rate. Property owners in Post are blessed with one
:of the lowest property tax rates in Texas... and it is a great incentive
for attracting new businesses.

Of course, we favor no property taxes at all, but until that goal is

-achieved, it is certainly worth issuing a little praise to city leaders for
‘their efforts to control spending and taxes.

We know of no city in West Texas that has actually submitted a lower

‘budget this year. There may be one or more, but we have not read or
‘heard of any matching this significant record.

The city council is tobe commended. Let us also take into consideration
that city manager Rick Hanna is largely responsible for the financial
strength of the.city. It is through his management .and foresight that
the council is able to take credit for this achievement.

These are tough economic times for many people in Garza County. It
1s no secret that oil revenues and valuations have seen dramatic
decreases... and agriculture is not in much better condition.

Cotton and beef prices are having a dramaticimpact on our economy.
Government units much react accordingly.

About the only shining light of economic activity is related to the
travel industry and the monthly Old Mill Trade Days. We are most
fortunate to live on the crossroads of two major highways. The traffic
this past Labor Day weekend was a strong reminder of how important
those travelers are to our economy.

While we, as business owners and individuals, tighten our belts and
pray for rain and more business, we must also remind those who serve
us in government to take the same approach. As Governor Geroge
Bush says on his t.v. commercials, "we must limit government to the
bare essentials." _ \

We believe our locally elected political leaders understand this, and
are doing all they can to control spending and limit taxation. We also
know that there are some uncontrollable expenses dictated from state
and federal government programs that make matters worse. That is
why we have consistently called on local government to "just say no"
to federal and state programs. They almost always come attached
with strings that end up costing property owners more money.

If we could only muster the political courage to turn down these
grants and other federally funded programs in exchange for the
freedom to so and say as we see fit, we'd be better off as a people both
financially and politically. Every time one of our local government

agencies reaches out for another federal or state grant, we lose just a
little more control of our own situation.

Worse, we become hooked, just like drug addicts, to the sugar daddy
who doles out the cash, and then writes the rules for our behavior. It
is such a truism, "he who pays the fiddler calls the tune."

Our dream for Garza County is that some day in the not too distant
future political leaders here will "just say no" when it comes time to
soak up some of those "strings attached" dollars. Our vision for the
future is one in which property taxes are completely eliminated and
government is funded through payment for fees and services and
through voluntary methods.

It can be done. In fact, the City of Post derives only 12 percent of its
total budget from property taxes. Those taxes could be completely
eliminated by a few changes in fees and services.

We have a suggestion for the biggest economic boom this county
could ever experience: every taxing unit in Garza County set a goal of
reducing property taxes 10 percent every year. In 10 years we would
be free of this burden, and businesses would be clamoring to locate
where there are no property taxes.

In fact, just announcing such a proposal would inspire folks to live
here, knowing that in a short while their property would be worth
considerably more. Where else in the world could you live without the
burden of property taxes?

Wow.

I Common sense vs. experts

Let’s pause a moment to consider a simple query: Name one thing

that has improved since “experts” took over.

How about public education? Until the 1960s, we
didn’t have hoards of school administrators,
consultants and educational research spending.
However, in those days, kids who graduated from high
school had a much higher achievement level than |4
today. There’s one estimate that a 1947 high school
diploma was equivalent to today’s college degree.

Before experts like Dr. Spock told us not to spank kids, kids didn’t

curse, shoot and rape teachers or fellow students. Schools didn’t have

to have security apparatus to guard against guns and knives or

policemen patrolling the corridors. In the face of this educational

expert-driven disaster, we're spending multiples of what was spent in

yesteryear. Adding insult to injury, the experts want more money.
While we’re on education, what about sex education? Experts

demeaned parental old-fogey approaches to sex education, claiming
they could do a better job. After allowing experts to handle sex
education, teen promiscuity is pervasive, and we have record rates of

teen pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases.

The experts also gave us their ideas about crime. They said criminals

were really victims of poverty, discrimination and broken homes.
Instead of punishing these “victims” with incarceration and execution,
like we did in yesteryear, they told us that rehabilitation, group
counseling, probation and parole made more sense. After we bought
this nonsense, every category of crime skyrocketed.

Only recently have we seen a slight reversal of this trend. It's not
because of experts. We've recovered some of our senses and built more
prisons, incarcerated more criminals and reinstated the death penalty.

Speaking of prisons, we might also ask: When were prisons more
orderly? Was it at a time when wardens rose from the ranks of prison
guards? Or was it when we started hiring psychobabblers with master’s

degrees in social work as wardens to try out their theories of how
criminals should be handled? As a result of hare-brained theories,
there have been more prison riots and more guards and prisoners
assaulted and murdered. Prison rape and sodomy are rife. What’s the
experts’ response? At some prisons, condoms are issued to inmates as
a means to fight the spread of venereal disease.

How about experts and welfare? Back in the '40s and ’50s, welfare

could not become a way of life. Welfare workers monitored recipients. .

Recipients could not have “luxuries” such as a telephone, television,
car and vacations. After all, the reasoning was that if you could afford
those things, you didn’t belong on welfare. Welfare workers made
unannounced home visits to monitor recipient behavior and to prevent
cheating.

Experts said all of this was unfair. They said that people had a right
to welfare and to have children they couldn’t afford and that to be on
welfare was nothing to be ashamed about. Experts like Johns Hopkins
sociologist Andrew Cherlin told us, “It has yet to be shown that the
absence of a father was directly responsible for any of the supposed
deficiencies of broken homes.” The real issue, Cherlin said, “is not the
lack of male presence but the lack of male income.” That’s the same as
saying a father and husband can be replaced by a welfare check, and
we bought that nonsense.

Experts and the educated elite have delivered one social disaster
after another. Experts replaced what worked with what sounded good.
Society was far more civilized before they took over our schools,
prisons, welfare programs, police departments and courts. It’s high
time we ran these people out of our lives and went back to common
sense.

Whirlwinds whiz by
'Lopes in season opener

A few mistakes and an equal amount of bad breaks stood between the Post
Antelopes and a victory last Friday night at Floydada in the season opener for
both teams. The Whirlwinds ripped off two quick touchdowns in the first quarter,
and the 'Lopes were unable to mount a complete comeback in the 25-13 contest.

Floydada took the opening kickoff and marched smartly to the end zone in four
plays. Running backs Justin McGuire and Michael Black tormented the 'Lopes
early and late in the contest. With 9:34 remaining in the first quarter, Floydada
led 6-0. The point after kick sailed wide.

The 'Lope offense took the field and were challenging Floydada when Jay
Gorman's pass on first down at the Whirlwind 48 was intercepted and the
Whirlwinds opened their second touchdown drive. Ticen Harper joined McGuire
and Black in the running combination that culminated in a touchdown at the end
of the eight play drive. Leading 12-0, the two point conversion attempt failed,
5:13 flashed on the first quarter clock.

Antelopes score

The Antelope offense came alive on its next possession, scoring on the end of a
10 play drive which started at the Post 30 yard line when the squib kickoff went
out of bounds.

The drive was highlighted by running backs Billy Crawford and Raymond
Jefferson, quarterback Gorman's passing and running with great catches by
receivers Braden Conner and Michael Ulm.

Crawford blasted over right guard to the 32, Jefferson took the ball to the 36
and on third down Gorman found Ulm for a first down at the 47. Jefferson was
trapped for a loss to the 46, a pass to Jefferson fell to the ground and on third
Jefferson took the draw play over left tackle, breaking through defenders to the
Floydada 34.

Gorman pulled the option to perfection running around his right end to the 25
and then Crawford rammed through to the 20. Gorman dropped back and threw
a pass to Conner at the five yard line. Floydada was penalized for pass
interference, setting up a first down at the 6. Crawford ran behind great blocking
over the right side to the end zone. With 1:27 left in the first quarter, the 'Lopes
trailed 12-7 on the toe of Conner's extra point.

A defensive battle ensued, as both teams stumbled into the second quarter.
Floydada got its next touchdown on a two play drive that started at the
Whirlwind 30 yard line when the 'Lopes failed to convert on fourth down.

On second down McGuire ripped over right guard, broke through two tacklers
and raced to the end zone. With 7:30 on the clock, the lead went to 18-7 as the
Whirlwinds failed again on a two point conversion attempt.

Neither team was able to mount an offensive threat and the first half ended

with Antelope fans clinging to hope for a renewed charge in the second half.
Third Quarter Action

The Antelopes put up a stiff challenge in the opening drive of the third quarter,
but it was snuffed out on a third down run by Jefferson when the fleet-footed
tailback coughed up the ball at the end of a 15 yard scamper.

The defense held solid, with strong play by Clell Knight, Johnny Jefferson and
Clay Ashley. Floydada punted on fourth down from their own 36 and Conner took
the ball at the Post 25, returning it to the 39.

Crawford and Jefferson took the ball to the Floydada 34, before 'Lope miscues
set the team back on illegal motion penalties. On third down Gorman lofted a
picture-perfect pass to Daniel Fluitt, setting up a fourth down at the 33. Gorman
rolled to his left and threw the ball deep to Matt McCallister, who grabbed the
ball at the two yard line.

Crawford tried right tackle and left guard for no gain, then Post was penalized
five yards for illegal motion to the six yard line. On third down Gorman threw a
timing pass in the end zone intended for Conner, but the ball was picked off by
Floydada's Black playing on the defense.

Three plays later the Whirlwinds broke the end zone with a 68 yard run by
Black. The extra point kick put the 'Winds out front 25-7 with 11:17 left in the
game.

Late in the fourth quarter the 'Lopes crashed into the end zone at the end of a
five play drive, with Gorman going the final nine yards around his left end,
stutter-stepping his way through defenders. The two point conversion attempt
failed and with 3:03 on the clock, the 'Lopes cut the lead to 25-13.

Floydada took the short kickoff and ran out the clock.

Scott McLaughlin, a candidate for
District 70 state representative, re-
cently announced his “Texas 1st”
education plan.

“I want to work with Governor
Bush, with those involved in the edu-
cation field and especially our chil-
dren to build one of the best educa-
tion systems in the world,”
McLaughlin said.

As part of the plan, McLaughlin
announced support for the
governor’s plan to diagnose and cor-
rect reading problems before stu-
dents leave the third grade, and to
support a $5,000 pay increase for
teachers who become Master teach-
ers in their area.

“Reading is the key to a successful
education,” McLaughlin said. “I
want to help set a standard for ev-
ery child to read by the third grade
because I think that every child
reading on grade level is the best
anti-crime, anti-poverty program we
can have.

The state will continue to spend
increasing amounts on remedial
education at the college level unless
action is taken by the Legislature to
help improve every Texas school, he

said.

“For some time now, our universi-
ties have been spending millions
teaching incoming college freshmen
remedial skills. Gov. Bush’s proposal
makes sense because it gives every
child in Texas a chance to succeed,”
McLaughlin said.

“It’s time we properly recognized
our teachers because they’re manag-
ing our state’s most important asset
— our children,” he said.

McLaughlin also endorses lieuten-
ant governor-candidate Rick Perry’s
Master Teacher program for Texas
teachers but proposes an expanded
version of the program. He proposes
to supplement a teacher’s salary by
