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Two prisoners wounded In

altercation at Dalby Unit Sunday

An incident described by facility
officials as an "inmate disturbance”
occurred Sunday inside the Giles W.
Dalby Correctional Facility.

Unconfirmed reports indicate the
disturbance occurred when about
400 inmates were in the outdoor
recreation area of the facility some-
time during the early evening hours.
A fight reportedly erupted in the
yard, and the guard working the
area called for assistance. Several
unit personnel responded, but the
40 or soinmates involved in the fight
turned on the unarmed guards. The
guards ran for the safety of the
facility's tower, with a number of
inmates in pursuit,

Armed guards at that location re-
portedly fired nine shots, striking
two of the inmates, according to re-
ports.

Although the information could
not be confirmed, sources reported
that about 20 inmates were injured.
One of the inmates who was shot,
suffered some sort of minor flesh
wound and was treated locally. The
other, who may have sustained a
head wound, was transported to a
Lubbock hospital for treatment.

Deputy Tommy Binford of the
Garza County Sheriff's Department
said lawmen from throughout the
county and surrounding area were
called out to establish a safety pe-
rimeter around the facility.

“That's standard procedure when-
ever they're having unrest,” he said.

The sheriff and four deputies, two
constables and a deputy constable,
local Department of Public Safety
troopers, troopers from Lubbock
County and surrounding areas and
at least one Texas Ranger took part
in manning the exterior perimeter,
Binford said. The officers maintained
the perimeter from shortly after 10
p.m. until after midnight.

The altercation in the rec yard
had subsided by the time local law
enforcement officials were called out
to provide assistance, the deputy
said.

Dalby Unit officials did not make
specifics regarding the incident
available; instead, a two-paragraph
press release was issued via fac-
simile Tuesday morning. It'reads as
follows:

“There was a disturbance at ap-
proximately 9:15 p.m. Sunday, Aug.
28, 2005, at the Giles W. Dalby Cor-
rectional Facility in Post, Texas.
Several inmates were injured, and
one was transported to the Univer-
sity Medical Center in Lubbock,
Texas, for additional treatment. Sev-
eral correctional staff received mi-
nor injuries and received medical
treatment at the facility.

"At no time was perimeter secu-
rity of the institution breached, nor
was the general public placed in
danger.”

The cover page accompanying the

release fromWarden L. Joe Rasheary
indicated "no further information

will be provided until an investiga-

tion is complete.”
The Dispatch’s attempts to obtain

updated information regarding the
incident proved futile

Hail destroys 11,000 acres of crops

Portions of Garza County sus-
tained substantial damage Satur-
day night after strong winds, heavy
rain and hail pounded portions of
the South Plains.

The ESA's Victor Ashley said parts
of the county took “a pretty severe
hit.” After aMonday morning tour of
thedamaged area, Ashley estimated
approximately 20,000 acres were
affected, and at least 11,000 acres of
cotton sustained “significant dam-
age” and were completely wiped out.

“Hail was the main culprit,” he
said. ;

Mostresidents reported small hail,
but lots of it. The Graham area ap-
peared to be the hardest hit, Ashley
said. There, stalks were stripped,
and much of the bark was beaten off
the stalks.

About a dozen irrigation pivots
were flipped, numerous barns were
damaged and several old cotton trail-
ers were blown around, Ashley said.
“Tremendous winds” overturned at
leastone tractor and module builder.
Two or three alfalfa fields “just got
smashed.”

Some farmers reported what they
believed was tornado-like activity
during the storm.

Rainfall amounts varied, with
some reports of up to 3.5 inches.

Ashley said that as of Tuesday, he
had received no reports of injury or
loss of livestock.

Tommy Binford of the Garza
County Sheriff's Department con-
firmed that most of the storm dam-
age reports came from the western
portion of the county. '

“It was disheartening to see the
cotton,” the deputy said. “It was ba-
sically shredded.”

In addition to hail damage to cot-
toncrops, the departmentreceived a
report of at least one residénce that

sustained damage. The Oy erton resi-
dence lost a portion of its roof to the
storm, according to reports.

Power lines were reported down
in an area stretching about a mile,
Binford said, and power was briefly
interrupted.

Because of flooding and downed
power lines, sheriff’s deputies, fire
department officials and represen-
tatives of the Department of Trans-
portation were called out to assist
with traffic control.

No injuries were reported in con-

‘nection with the inclement weather,

Binford said.

Last week, board members authorized a 3 percent pay hike for all district

employees, excluding Taylor.

All pay increases will be effective Oct. 1.

When
asked if the release would be made available to The Post Dispatch, the man
abruptly ended the call.

On Tuesday, Lubbock broadcasters reported the Dalby-Unit remained
under lockdown and the injured inmate at UMC remained at the hospital
with "moderate injuries.”

Officials with the sheriff's department could not confirm the unit's status
Tuesday, nor could they provide information on the medical condition of the
hospitalized inmate.

When I think of the behavior of today’s civil rights organizations, I often think
of the March of Dimes. In 1938, President Roosevelt helped found the National
Foundation for Infantile Paralysis to fight polio, an epidemic that crippled thou-
sands of Americans: The name March of Dimes was coined by Eddie Cantor in his
fundraising effort asking every American to contribute a dime.

Since 1970, polio has been eradicated in the U.S., but the March of Dimes lives
on, and they're asking for more than dimes. When they accomplish their mission,
most organizations don't fold the tent; they simply change their agenda. The March
of Dimes now raises money to fight against birth defects, premature birth and other
infant health problems. We'd probably deem them stupid if they continued their
battle against polio in America. Why? Because polio has been eradicated.

What about civil rights organizations? Last week, Jesse Jackson’s Rainbow/
PUSH Coalition, the National Urban League, and the Southern Christian Leader-
ship Conference organized a march in Atlanta to commemorate the 40th anniversary
of the 1965 Voting Rights Act. The Bush administration and House Judiciary
Chairman James Sensenbrenner have already said they intend to support full
reauthorization of its provisions set to expire in 2007.

Speakers at the march used some of the most vile rhetoric in their criticism of
black conservatives and the Bush administration. Harry Belafonte explained to
reporter Marc Morano, of Cybercast News Service, in obvious reference to
Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice and former Secretary of State Colin Powell,
“[If] ablack is a tyrant, he is first and foremost a tyrant, then he incidentally is black.
Bushis atyrantand if he gathers around him black tyrants, they all have to be treated
as they are being treated,” adding, “Hitler had a lot of Jews high up in the hierarchy
of the Third Reich. Color does not necessarily denote quality, content or value.”

Comedian Dick Gregory opined, “They [black conservatives] have a right to
exist, but why would I want to walk around with a swastika on my shirt after the way
Hitler done messed it [the swastika symbol] up?” Moreover, Gregory explained, “So

Virginia politicians

For a good example of the moral perversity of the budget-busting, pork-barrel
highway bill, consider what recently happened in Bristol, Virginia. While on his
annual statewide “listening tour” across the state, Republican Sen. George Allen
proudly told Bristol voters ll;‘iu their local officials were going to receive even more
money from Congress than they had requested for the renovation of the local train
station.

Rep. Rick Boucher, a Democrat, had requested only $400,000 for the project. Not
to be outdone, Sen. John Wamer, a Republican, had requested $1 million for the
same project.

So what did Congress do? It simply combined the two numbers and awarded
Bristol officials a grant of $1.4 million. Laughing about the situation, Allen said,
“Congress works in mysterious ways. I'll guarantee they will use this extra
$400,000."

Extra $400,000? Didn’t Allen actually mean *‘extra $1 million,” given that
Boucher’s request implied that the project could be done for $400,000? Oh well,
what's a million dollars to taxpayers who have trouble saving any money these days?

Unfortunately, this is how democracy works in America today, compliments of the
U.S. Congress. Federal representatives return home to their constituents and
proudly tell them, “Look at the free federal money I haye brought home to you. I
represent you well. I fight for your interests. Be sure to remember what I have done
for you when election day rolls around.”

Yet isn't the entire process nothing more than a corrupt way to purchase votes in
advance of an election? Rather than simply stuff cash into the hands of individual
voters, which would be illegal, they stuff grants of cash into the hands of local public
officials and ask their constituents to return them to office so that they can do more
of the same.

Even worse, people are actually grateful for being serviced in this way. After all,
don’t forget that itis people’s very own money that is ultimately being used to fund
projects. The money is withheld from people by their employers, compliments of
Congress, and paid to the IRS, which then puts the money at the disposal of
Congress, which then dispenses it to local government officials.

The grateful voters from Bristol then clap and happily say, “Thank you, Mssrs.
Boucher, Warner, and Allen for having the IRS take our hard-earned money and
returning a portion of it to our local public officials to renovate our train station. We
are so grateful for what you have done for us. Please do more of it in the future. You
are so effective.”

Or more likely, the voters simply convince themselves that the *‘free” federal
money is actually coming out of the income and savings of their fellow citizens in
other parts of the country. Ironically, people in other parts of the country are thinking
the same thing when their representatives return and proudly make the same sort of
announcements in their area. To paraphrase the 19th-century French free-market
legislator Frédéric Bastiat, the federal highway bill provides a good example of how
the federal government has become a fiction by which everyone is trying to live at
the expense of everyone else.

This is what democracy in America is now all about. Everyone in Washington
knows that there is no better way for a member of the U.S. House or Senate to
ingratiate himself with voters than by announcing, “Free federal pork for your
community. Come and get it.” When will this moral perversity be brought to a halt?
Only when the American people stop rewarding this corrupt practice with accolades,

why would I wantto call myself a conservative after the way them white racists thugs
have used: that word to hide behind? They call themselves new Republicans.”
Complementing Gregory's remarks, Jesse Jackson rhymed, “Race baiters and
discriminators may go underground, but they never move out of town.”

There were less intemperate speakers at the march, such as House of Represen-
tatives members Nancy Pelosi, Charles Rangel, John Conyers, Barbara Lee and
Maxine Waters. Their remarks consisted of attacks on the president and vice
president, accusing them of stealing the 2000 and 2004 elections, wrongly invading
Iraq and a poor civil rights record.

Like the March of Dimes’ victory against polio in the U.S., civil rights
organizations can claim victory as well. At one time, black Americans did not enjoy
the same constitutional guarantees as other Americans. Now we do. Because the
civil rights struggle is over and won doesn’t mean that all problems have vanished
within the black community. A 70 percent illegitimacy rate, 65 percent of black
children raised in female-headed households, high crime rates and fraudulent
education are devastating problems, but they’re not civil rights problems. Further-
more, their solutions do not lie in civil rights strategies.

Civil rights organizations’ expenditure of resources and continued focus on
racial discrimination is just as intelligent as it would be for the March of Dimes to
continue to expend resources fighting polio in the U.S. Like the March of Dimes,
civil rights organizations should revise their agenda and take on the big, non-civil
rights problems that make socioeconomic progress impossible for a large segment
of the black community.

The Post Antelope varsity football
team overcame a series of adversities last
Friday in Seminole, holding onto a 27-25
victory in the opening game for both
teams.

The ‘Lopes put on a clinic for defense
and offense during the first half, surging
to a 20-6 lead going into halftime. But the
Seminole Indians had other plans, com-
ing out in the third quarter cutting the lead
to 20-12, then showed their muscle with
another touchdown drive to get within two
points at 20-18.

A 56 yard touchdown scamper by Wil-

son Cash and a clutch extra point by Zach
Sanchez gave the ‘Lopes a bit of breath-
ing room early in the fourth quarter with
a 27-18 lead.

Then the defense got another test ...
as the Indians drove the length of the field,
eating up all but one second of the game
clock and putting another touchdown on
the board. With the extra point Kick, the
Indians edged back to within two points
at 27-25.

An alert Cash pounced on the ensuing
squib kick, sealing the game for the
‘Lopes as the clock rolled down to zero.

“Our players came back all the adver-
sity, never gave up and showed their ma-
turity on that field Friday night,” Ante-
lope head coach Tim James emphasized.
“Several times we were set back by pen-
alties or big plays, but they never go down
about it, we're really proud of their ef-
fort.”

Coach James also pointed out that the
field temperature hovered around 100
degrees, making it extremely physically
demanding, especially for those players
on the field both on offense and defense.

last quarter,” James added, “‘and there was
good reason for that... we had a bunch of
guys in every play during that game, with
very little time for rest.”

James also pointed out that the ‘Lopes
ran only two offensive plays in the fourth
quarter, both of them on the final touch-
down drive highlighted by Cash’s big run.
“That play was classic,” James observed.

It didn’t take long for the turnover to
pay off for the ‘Lopes Four plays later
Brown raced into the end zone from the
15 for the third Antelope touchdown. The
drive featured Smith on a first down scam-
per to the 15. Sanchez’ extra point fell
short, but the ‘Lopes took a commanding
20-0 lead into the final minutes of the first
half.

The Indians responded with an eight
play drive to the end zone. A pass attempt
for the two-pointer failed, and with four
seconds on the clock the score stood at
20-6. The ‘Lopes polished off the final
seconds with Smith taking a knee to run
out the clock.

Second Half

The third quarter belonged to the In-
dians. After holding the Post offense forc-
ing a punt, the Indians mounted an eight
play drive from their own 48 yard line. A
fourth down pass interference call set up
the Indians at the Post six and two plays
later the score went to 20-12. The two-
point pass attempt failed.

The ‘Lope put together a long, clock
eating drive that ended with no points at

the one-half yard line early in the fourth
quarter. Smith led the team smartly down
the field, sharing the running chores with
Brown. Then on third down Smith took
the ball over his left tackle spot and
pushed his way to what looked like an-
other touchdown. The officials on the spot
said his knee went down before he got
into the end zone.

On fourth down Smith couldn’t get a
handle on the snap from center, the ball
fell to the ground short of the goal line,
and the Indians took over on downs.

Seminole showed its determination,
driving 99.5 yards to the end zone. Start-
ing with11:59 on the fourth quarter clock,
the Indians ripped off a 13 play drive
capped by Boyd dodging tacklers .to the
end zone from the six yard line with 4:51
remaining in the game. His pass attempt
went incomplete, putting the score at 20-
18.

The Antelopes got the ball at their own
34 and on first down Smith rolled to his
left and pitched the ball to Cash, who ran
behind great blocking, racing between
defenders to the end zone. The electrify-
ing touchdown run brought Post fans to
their feet. Sanchez put the ball through
the uprights, and the ‘Lopes led 27-18
with 4:30 left on the game clock.

With time running out for Seminole,
the Indians still managed to score, run-
ning off another 13 play drive to the end
zone. Body took the ball over high right
guard for the final touchdown and the
extra point kick put the score board at 27-

The Indians lined up and squib kicked
the ball... it went between the first line of
Antelopes and Cash ran up to cover it for
the ‘Lopes ... and the clock sealed the
win.

Growing marijuna, stolen firearm
charges filed on two local men

Two local men were arrested last week following a tip that resulted in the*
discovery of seven marijuana plants in the flower bed of a home located near

Post schools.

Bill Meitzen Beavers, 55, was charged with possession of marijuana, over two
ounces and under four ounces, in a drug-free zone, according to Garza County
Sheriff's Department deputy Tommy Binford.

Also arrested was another resident of the same home, 34-year-old Shawn
Beavers. He was charged with possession of a stolen firearm.

Acting on a tip on Aug. 23, deputies went to the residence at 406 S. Ave. N
where they discovered the plants growing outside, Binford.said. Bill Beavers
was arrested, and authorities obtained a search warrant for the residence’s

interior.

The plants, discovered in a flower bed on the side of the home, ranged in size
from approximately 12 inches in height to three feet, according to reports.

As a result of the tip that led to Bill Beavers' arrest and information gathered
through the search warrant, Shawn Beavers was arrested on the stolen firearm
charge, Binford said. Shawn Beavers was not home at the time lawmen
descended upon the Beavers home, but arrived while authorities were removing

the plants from the yard.

The sheriff's department is analyzing information discovered at the scene,
Binford said, and additional charges may be filed.
The case against Bill Beavers is expected to be presented to the district

attorney’s office.

Because the alleged drug crime occurred within the state-defined drug-free
zone - that is, within the 1,000-foot perimeter surrounding school district-
owned/rented/leased property - Bill Beavers faces a state jail felony, Binford

< said. Possession of marijuana, over two ounces and under four ounces, routinely

carries a Class A status outside a drug-free zone.
Bill Beavers was released on an $8,500 surety bond, according to reports.
Shawn Beavers remained in the sheriff's department custody as of mid-day

Tuesday.

Assisting the sheriff's department in the investigation were local Depart-
ment of Public Safety troopers and Bobby Dean of the Post Independent School

District.
