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The Gana County Hospital District clinic posted another fi-
nancially successful month in June, totaling more than $15,231 
in profits, according to a report delivered July 20 to district board 
members. 

According to the monthly clinic report, the PNS-operated clinic 
recorded 671 visits, 1,200 procedures and had revenues of $56,854 
and expenses of $41,623 for the month. 

With last month's profits, expenditures for recent upgrades 
to the clinic now have been covered, and Dr. Ben Edwards, the 
clinic's physician, was able to draw his first bonus, according to 
the report. 

In other business, district board members: 
• Received a report from the board's Wayne Edwards, who 

reported that he and Ray Bagby are continuing to look at poten-
tial sites for a new clinic facility and talk to people around town 
about the proposal. Edwards said the proposal form new clinic 
remains a priority, although no decisions yet have been made 
as to what direction the hospital district may pursue. No action 
was taken following the report. 

• Tabled action on the employee personnel policy. 
• Approved the sale of foreclosed property at 107 E. 4th St., Lot 

4, Block 155, Original Town of Post. 
• Approved financial statements and bills. 
• Received the indigent care report. The month of June began 

with 14 clients. Two were screened, one approved, and one cli-
ent no longer qualified for indigent care. The program ended the 
month with 14 clients. Total expenses for June were $4,559, with 
a year-to-date total of $26,889. A total of $73,110 remains in the 
indigent care budget for the current fiscal year. 

• Heard from district administrator Shirley Taylor, who pre-
sented a copy ofthe Garza County Tax Appraisal District's adopted 
budget. Taylor also presented an updated board member list. 

The hospital district's next regular board meeting is scheduled 
for 6:30 p.m. Aug. 17 in the Citizens Bank Community Room. 
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ofgovernment: the people's concern for their economic self interests; and the 
philosophy of those who hold positions ofpower and influence in any particular 
government. Under Soviet Communism the workers believed their economic 
best interests were being served, while a few dedicated theoreticians placed 
themselves in positions of power.

In the United States over the last century we have witnessed the coming and 
going of various intellectual influences by proponents of the free market, 
Keynesian welfarism, varieties of socialism, and supply-side economics. In 
foreign policy we've seen a transition from ,the founder's vision, of non-
interyention in the affairs of others to internationalism, unilateral nation 
building, and policing the world. We now have in place a policy, driven by 
detenninedneo-conservatives, to promote American "goodness" and democracy 
throughout the world by military force—with particular emphasis onremaking 
the Middle East. 

We all know that ideas do have consequences. Bad ideas, even when supported 
naively by the people, will have bad results. Could it be the people sense, in 
a profound way, that the policies of recent decades are unworkable— and thus 
they have instinctively lost confidence in their government leaders? This 
certainly happened in the final years of the Soviet system. Though not fully 
understood, this sense of frustration may well be the source of anger we hear 
expressed on a daily basis by so many.

I have been involved in politics for over 30 years and have never seen the 

American people so angry. It's not unusual to sense a modest amount ofoutrage, 
but it seems the anger today is unusually intense and quite possibly worse than 
ever.

Generally, anger and frustrati on among people are re I ated to economic conditions; 
bread and butter issues. Yet today, according to government statistics, things 
are going well.

Some say it's the war, yet we've lived with war throughout the 20`h century. 
The bigger they were the more we pulled together. And the current war, by 
comparison, has fewer American casualties than the rest. So it can't just be the 
war itself. 
'People complain about corruption, but what's new 4about government 

corruption? In the 19'h century we had railroad scandals; in the 20'h century 'ive 
ehduted the Teapot Dome scandal, Watergate, Koreagate, and many others 
without too much anger and resentment. Yet today it seems anger is pervasive 
and worse than we've experienced in the past. 

Could it be that war, vague yet persistent economic uncertainty, corruption, 
and the immigration problem all contribute to the anger we feel in America? 
Perhaps, but it's almost as though people aren't exactly sure why they are so 
uneasy. They only know that they've had it and aren't going to put up with 
it anymore. 

High gasoline prices make a lot of people angry, though there is little 
understanding of how deficits, inflation, and war in the Middle Fast all 
contribute to these higher prices.

While millions ofAmericans are enjoying the summer, taking nice trips

I mean, what is it going to take 
for "we the people" to understand the goal of the terrorists? There is no 
reasoning with this group, no negotiating with them. They hate Jews 
and Americans and, in general, all non-Muslims. They want to cause as 
much destruction as possible. They love this recent violence in the 
Middle East, which they, alone, started. 

Are you hearing me, San Francisco? 
Immediately after 9/11, the vast majority ofAmericans were engaged 

in the terror war. We wanted strong leaders who would right that terrible 
wrong. We demanded action, justice for the murders of 3,000 Americans. 
We didn't care to hear Phil Donahue say the invasion of Afghanistan 
was wrong. We condemned loopy University of Colorado professor 
Ward Churchill for comparing the 9/11 victims to Nazis. The American 
public was in a fighting mood. 

No longer. 
Now we are weary of this unending, compliMted terror war business. 

We are besieged with misinformation spit out to us by ideologues on 
both sides who seek to use the terror war to advance a political agenda. 
We are exhausted. 

But that is no excuse, because we are also in grave danger. Iran is the 
primary threat. That country is enjoying the death and destruction its 
terror proxies are causing, and it desperately wants to up the ante by 
developing a nuclear weapon. 

The sad truth is that apathetic and misguided Americans are actually 
helping the fanatical Iranian leaders as well as the terror killers themselves. 
Every political division in this country is cheered on by our enemies. 
They believe the American people are selfish and weak, a group more 
interested in foolish entertainment and blind ideology than in 
aggressively defending itself. 

The Germans and Japanese made the same calculation in the 1940s, 
and they were wrong. But Ho Chi Minh was right when he said America 
would not pay the price in Vietnam. 

So who's correct now? Will Americans pay the painful price to win 
the war on terror? Or will we retreat to our Blackberries and iPods and 
video games? Will we continue to allow partisan politics to divert 
attention from the real threat, or will we demand that our leaders win the 
conflict? 

In the summer of 2006, that is the hot question. And, at this point, there 
is no clear answer.

We have 
to bring it [the fighting] to an end as soon as possible."

_ conditions are conducive to do so."

Here is what Rice, and President Bush, are saying: we will support a 
ceasefire when Israel is ready for one. This stance is detestable. It should 
shame all Americans. 

If you want to understand the evil here, imagine assembled in a large 
mom all the hundreds or thousands of Lebanese and Israelis who will 
die or be injured in the next several weeks that Israel says it needs to 
achieve its goals. Now imagine President Bush addressing them: 

"Ladies and gentlemen, you and your children will be killed or maimed 
in the coming weeks. I'm sorry about that, but the conditions are not 
conducive to a ceasefire. I'm sure you all understand." 

During her press appearance Rice explained that the Middle East has 
"'been racked by violence for years and thus needs conditions that will

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LAH Water Quality 
Monitoring Plan 

In 1994 the City began a water 
quality Sampling Program to es-
tablish baseline water quality data 
as Lake Alan Henry began to fill. 

Water samples are collected 
from four (4) separate locations 
and analyzed monthly. 

The City then tracks the data 
from year to year to determine 
trends and fluctuations of various 
parameters. Some of the indica-
tors analyzed on-site include pH, 
temperature, conductivity, salinity, 
clarity of water and reduction/oxi-
dation coefficient. 

After the water samples are 
collected, they are delivered to 

City labs for further chemical 
analysis. 

Further data collected include 
total dissolved solids, nitrates, 
nitrites, total phosphorous, 
suspended solids, chlorides, 
sulfates, fluorides, alkalinity, fe-
cal coliform, and oil and grease 
(Petroleum Hydrocarbons). 

Currently, water quality anal-
ysis shows that Alan Henry's 
water quality is very good for 
a West Texas lake.

Cotton Market Weekly 
r.

Cotton futures on the New York Board of Trade ended lower for the 

week after rallying Wednesday in response to USDA's July supply/de-
mand report. 

July's 2006-07 U.S. cotton forecasts included offsetting reductions in 
supply and demand which left ending stocks unchanged. USDA reported 
U.S. production was reduced marginally to 20.5 million bales, despite 
larger planted area in the department's June 30 acreage report, as drought 
was expected to raise abandonment in the Southwest region well above 
the historical average. Domestic mill use was reduced to 5.5 million bales 
based on recent lower consumption levels. Exports were reduced to 16.6 
million, consistent with the lower available supply. 

The world's 2006-07 balance sheet is expected to have offsetting 
production and consumption. World cotton production was reduced 
mainly in the United States and Australia while consumption was reduced 
mainly in India, the United States, Korea, and Thailand. World trade 
was virtually unchanged, and the world stocks forecast was raised less 
than one percent. 

For 2005-06, marginal adjustments in U.S. domestic mill use and 
exports, which reflect recent activity, reduced estimated ending stocks 
100,000 bales to 6.5 million. 

"It's still a very 'show me' market that's not easily convinced by USDA 
data as concerns for the U.S. crop and some unfavorable conditions in 
parts of our cotton growing universe appear to be coming to a head," said 
one market observer. "USDA's first official crop report in August as well 
as an expected host of new overseas information from USDA attaches, 
will hopefully put some end to the speculation, or at the very least, give 
us a little less to speculate about," he concluded. 

Meanwhile, USDA reported net export sales of 71,400 bales of U.S. 
cotton in the week ended July 6 were 70 percent less than the previous 
week and 64 percent less than the four-week average. Primary buyers 
for the week were China, Turkey, Bangladesh, and Mexico. 

Export shipments of 362,600 bales were eight percent less than the 
previous week and nine percent less than the four-week average. Major 
destinations included China, Turkey, Mexico, and Indonesia. 

On the spot cotton market, online trading by producers in Texas, 
Oklahoma and Kansas in the week ended July 13 totaled 9,373 bales 
compared to the previous week when 15,909 bales were traded. Average 
prices received by producers in the most recent week ranged from 49.39 
to 51.55 cents per pound compared to 49.44 to 50.42 cents per pound 
the previous week. 

In other news, mostly open skies were reported this week in the Texas 
Rio Grande Valley, and producers there are preparing for the upcom-
ing harvest. Picking is expected to begin soon on more mature fields. 
Seasonable temperatures persist in the Upper Coastal Bend, and moisture 
would be welcome to help fibers in bolls to fully mature as the plants 
are entering the heavy fruiting stage. Intermittent thunderstorms moved 
through the Texas High and Rolling Plains this week with some producing 
detrimental high winds. Although it is too early to assess the damage to 
the crop, some fruit loss is expected. 
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
