Complaint forwarded to Texas Rangers 
County Attorney responds to 

newspaper's Open Records request 
This week, the newspaper received a two-page written response 

from the county attorney, Leslie Acker. 
The county attorney essentially opens his letter, dated Jan. 16, by 

pointing out that the Public Information Act "excepts from required 
disclosure any information relating to litigation of a civil or criminal 
nature to which the state or a political subdivision is or may be a 
party.... In view of your Nov. 15, 2007, editorial stating that 'The 
Post Dispatch will seek relief in a lawful court of jurisdiction to 
make sure this type of behavior comes to a screeching halt,' Judge 
Norman, acting on behalf of Garza County, can reasonably anticipate 
a lawsuit by you and accordingly is not required to response to your 
request for records under the Public Information Act." 

Burnett said he does not now nor did he ever plan to file a lawsuit 
against Garza County in connection with this incident. 

"Contrary to what Mr. Acker wrote, we have never planned 
to file a lawsuit against the county," Burnett said. "Individual 
government agents, not the people of Garza County, violated our 
rights. The criminal complaint we filed names individuals as of-
fending our First Amendment right. Those individual government 
officials are personally responsible for their actions, and they do not 
have the authority to seek cover at the expense of Garza County 
taxpayers." 

In his letter, Acker goes on to provide a list of individuals charged 
with serving as bailiffs and/or security officers at the courthouse 
on that date, but the information was prefaced with the folloiving 
phrase: "While denying that any Garza County staff members 
participated in any wrongful conduct...." 

Individuals listed included Eric Cravy, Daniel Yarbro, Michael 
Isbell, Brian Smith, Donna Evans, Mike Taylor, Bob Zivac and 
Romero Rodriquez. 

Acker also advised there is "no written record in Garza County's 
custody of any order issued by Judge Schildknecht concerning ac-

A complaint sent to the *Garza County sheriff last week by The 

Post Dispatch has been forwarded to the Texas Rangers for further 
review. 

Sheriff CliffLaws said Wednesday that Dispatch publisher Wesley 
Burnett's request for a criminal investigation has been discussed 
with a Texas Rangers representative who works the area. That 
individual is "conferring with his supervisors," the sheriff said. 

"I'm hoping I can refer it (the complaint) to them," Laws said. 
The complaint, mailed to the sheriffs office on Jan. 16, requested 

a criminal investigation into actions taken on Nov. 8 at the Garza 
County Courthouse. On that date, according to the complaint, a 
Post Dispatch photographer and two Lubbock TV station videogra-
phers were denied access to the courthouse during the sentencing 
phase of the Pablo Soto murder trial, which took place in the 106th 
District Courtroom. 

According to the complaint, the law enforcement agents who 
prohibited the media personnel from entering the courthouse with 
cameras violated Texas Penal Code, Section 39.03, which carries 
the title 'Official Oppression.' A violation is defined as any situation 
wherein a public official "intentionally denies or impedes another in 
the exercise or enjoyment of any right, privilege, power or immunity, 
knowing his conduct is unlawful...." 

Laws said it might be another week before he learns whether or 
not the Rangers choose to open an investigation. 

"When it comes to political topics, they sometimes shy away and 
don't do those investigations," he said. "I've contacted the Rangers. 
We'll see where it goes." 

In an effort to obtain further information related to its complaint, 
The Post Dispatch sent an opens record request to County Judge Lee 
Norman on Jan. 7. The request asked for a copy of records disclosing 
the names of county personnel "responsible for denying The Post 
Dispatch photographer and other Lubbock television press access 
to the Garza County Courthouse building... on Nov. 8, 2007: and 
a copy of 106th District Judge Carter Schildknecht's order denying 
the press access to the courthouse.

financing for new jail

Garza County Commissioners set in motion the plan to construct a new county 
jail/law enforcement facility during their Jan. 14 meeting. 

The court approved a 563,223.78 line-item transfer of reserve funds for the purchase 
of land for the new jail facility and authorized the issuance of combination tax and 
revenue certificates of obligation totaling $9.24 million to finance the project. 

Commissioners noted that the advance of reserve funding will be reimbursed to the 
county once the certificates of obligating funding is in place. 

In addition to authorizing the issuance of the certificates of obligation, the court 
also approved the levy of an ad valorem tax and pledged a lien "on certain revenues in 
support of the certificates," approved a paying agent/registrar agreement and authorized 
"other matters related to the certificates." 

County Judge Lee Norman advised that the county needs to "start budgeting ahead" 
to cover the financial costs until the facility is open and revenue-producing contracts 
to house inmates from outside sources arc in place. 

The county's annual payment will be approximately 5702,000, Norman said, but the 
opening of the facility will reduce the county's law enforcement expenditures by about 
$200,000 per year. Those reductions will be realized when the county no longer will he 
forced to transport overflow prisoners to out-of-town jail facilities. 
• The county also will realize additional savings when the current law enforcement 
facility is converted to office space for employees currently housed in space rented 
by Garza County 

"This is an investment in our county," he said. "in our future." 
The court also heard from James Parkey of Corplan Corrections, who reported that 

following the county's recent advertisement for requests for proposals, one proposal 
was received from Hale Mills. Negotiations with the firm are under way. 

In other business, commissioners: 
• Agreed to accept a U.S. Department of Justice grant for $4,584.91 awarded for the 

purchase of bulletproof vests for county-related law enforcement personnel. 
• Appointed Commissioner John Valdez as county judge pro-tem for 2008.

• Approved the annual contract of the county code enforcer. The agreement is basi-

cally the same as what was agreed upon the previous year, except this contract will 
expire in September instead of December.

Members arc Robert Williams, 
Missy Morin, Norman Baumann and Jerry Moore. Also on the committee for the year 
arc the county judge, the clerk, treasurer. tax assessor and the sheriff. 

• Approved the appointment of commissioners to various boards for 2008. 
• Approved the appointment of citizens to the 2008 Lake Alan Henry Zoning 

Board. 
• Approved bonds for elected officials. 
• Approved the 2008 County Court Terms as follows: February, May, 

August and November. 
• Approved an expansion deed for the Dalby Cemetery. 
• Appointed early voting poll workers for the March 4 primary. Workers 

accepted included Terri Laurence, clerk: Rebecca Quintana, deputy; and Lina 
Rodriguez, clerk. 

• Appointed co-presiding judges and co-alternate judges for the March 4 
joint primary election as nominated by the county party chairs.

If you ask Americans how many political parties are in the presidential contest 

this year, most will say two. They are wrong. Right now there are five parties 
in play: two on the Democratic side and three in the Republican arena. 

On the Democratic front, the establiShment candidate is Hillary Clinton. 
That means the old guard Dems who supported Bill Clinton are now using their 
organizational capacities to help his wife become president. New Hampshire 
was a great example: Clinton people from all over the country poured into the 
Granite State, making sure traditional Democratic voters got to the polls. That 
effort made the difference for Sen. Clinton. 

The other Democratic Party-within-the-Party is the far-left element, the 
"give peace a chance" crowd. I call them Yoko Ono Democrats. They are 
adamantly against the Iraq war and aggressively challenging worldwide terrorism. 
These people feel Hillary Clinton is too nuanced in her Iraq posture and don't 
trust her to set up the "new" America they desperately want.

Huckabee 
would have big trouble in the general election, not being able to compete in big 
States like California and New York. 

Rudy Giuliani could compete in those states but got clobbered in the initial 
voting, so Florida is his last stand. But remember, the mayor is one terror 
incident away from reigniting. And if he does well in the Sunshine State, he's 
back in contention. 

So there you have it — a great presidential campaign so far. No spin.

Heel Allen Tyranny update ...

Last December, President Bush signed an energy bill that will ban the sale of 

Edison's incandescent bulb, starting with the 100-watt bulb in 2012 and ending 
with the 40-watt bulb by 2014. You say, "Hey, Williams, what's wrong with 
saving energy, reducing our carbon footprint and stopping global warming?" 
Before you get too enthused over governmental energy-saving efforts, you 
might ponder what's down the road. 

The California Energy Commission has recently proposed amendments to 
its standards for energy efficiency (www.energy.ca.gov/2007publications/ 
CEC-400-2007-017/CEC-400-2007-017-45DAY.PDF). These standards 
include a requirement that any new or modified heating or air conditioning 
system must include a programmable communicating thermostat (PCT) whose 
settings can be remotely controlled by government authorities. A thermostat 
czar, sitting in Sacramento, would be empowered to remotely reduce the heating 
or cooling of your house during what he deems as an "emergency event." 

Say you disagree with the czar's temperature setting for your house, the 
California Energy Commission is one step ahead of you with the provision t 
"The PCT shall not allow customer changes to thermostat settings during 
emergency events." In other words, the thermostat must be configured in a way 
that doesn't allow the customer to override the czar's decision. 

Some people might agree with this level of government control over their 
lives, but if these amendments become law, you can safely bet there are other 
intrusive energy-saving proposals waiting in the wing. For now California's 
energy Nazis are simply testing how much intrusiveness Californians will 
peaceably accept. I can easily imagine California's Energy Commission requiring 
remotely controlled main circuit breaker boxes that control all ofthe electricity 
coming into your house. That would enable the energy czar to better manage 
your electricity use. 

Say you're preparing a big dinner. The energy czar might decide that you 
don't need so much heat in the rest of the house. Or, preparing a big dinner might 
mean the energy czar would turn off the energy to your washing machine and 
dryer while the electric stove is on. 
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There's no end to what the energy czar could do, particularly if he enlists 
the aid ofCal ifornia's Department ofHealth Services. Getting six to eight hours 
sleep each night is healthy; good health lowers health costs. So why not make 
it possible for the energy czar to turn the lights off at a certain hour? California's 
Department of Education knows children should do their homework after 
school rather than sit playing video games or watching television. The energy 
czar could improve education outcomes simply by turning off the television, 
or at least turning off all non-educational programs. Of course, there could be 
a generous provision whereby if an adult is present, he could use a password 
to operate the television. 

You say, "Williams, you must be mad. All that would never happen." That's 
the same charge one might have made back in the '60s, when the anti-tobacco 
movement started, if someone predicted that the day would come when some 
cities, such as Calabasas, Calif., would outlaw smoking on public streets. Ha 
in the '60s, had someone predicted that there'd be bans on restaurants serving 
foiergitil; citations for driving without a seatbelt, that the government said would 
be unnecessary i f cars had airbags; and school bans on kids having peanut butter 
sandwiches in their lunchbox, I'm sure peopl e would have said that would never 
happen. 

California's Energy Commission, along with its legislature, has the power 
to mandate that all existing—as well as new—heating and cooling devices have 
programmable communicating thermostats by 2009. After all, it's never too 
early to start saving energy or prepare for an "emergency event." The reason 
they won't is because they would encounter too much political resistance. Their 
agenda is far more achievable using techniques dear to all tyrants: There's less 
resistance if liberty is taken away a little bit at a time.

Consistent advocates of individual liberty often point out that government 

restrictions on free immigration violate the rights of people not born in the 
United States. Not only are they denied their freedom to move and improve their 
lot in life, but if they make it into the United States, they are subjected to police-
state raids and exploitation because their illegal status denies them access to 
justice. 

While the immigrants themselves bear the brunt of U.S. immigration policy 
and will suffer even more regardless ofwho becomes president next year, they 
are not the only victims. Additional victims are to be found among American 
citizens. For example, business owners who are threatened with huge fines and 
imprisonment for hiring workers not approved by the government are victims. 
They have violated no one's person or property. All they have done is engage 
in voluntary exchange with workers who do not have government permission 
to be here. Big deal! I thought we believed in free enterprise in this country. That 
the political party which claims to embrace free markets countenances employer 
sanctions and interference with the right of assoc iation speaks volumes. Could 
hypocrisy be more plain? 

But employers are not the only victims. Another group is found on the U.S.-
Mexico border. They are property owners who refuse to let federal agents onto 
their property to determine whether the proposed border fence should be built 
there. 

The Associated Press reports, 

The government is readying 102 court cases against 

landowners in Arizona, California, and Texas for blocking 

efforts to select sites for a fence along the Mexican border, a 

Homeland Security Department official said.... 
With the lawsuits expected soon, the legal action would mark an escalation 

in the clash between the government and the property owners. The Bush 
administration wants to build 370 miles of fencing and 300 miles of vehicle 
bathers by the end of the year. 

A number of property owners have granted the government access to their 
land. But others have refused. 

The AP goes on to report, "The government may not need all the properties 
for the project. Officials need to determine which to buy or seize through 
eminent domain, or whether alternatives such as lighting, more Border Patrol 
agents, or technology would work better in those areas" [emphasis added). 

Apparently, at least some of 102 landowners fear the government will steal 
their land—using the euphemism "eminent domain" — to build a fence to keep 
independent immigrants out ofthe country. Who can blame them for not letting 
the federal agents on their land? Eminent domain is the doctrine that government 
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is the ultimate landlord of the country and people hold their property at the 
pleasure of the state. If it wants the land, it can take it. To be sure, the 
Constitution says it has to pay for the land. But there can be no "just 
compensation" in a forced sale. What makes compensation just is consent, 
which is absent with eminent domain. 

Eloisa Garcia Tamez, 72, who owns three acres in El Calaboz, Texas, is 
heroically defiant: "I'm waiting for whatever they've got coming and I'm not 
going to sign. I'm not." 

Homeland Security Secretary Michael Chertoff says he doesn't have all day. 
"The door is still open to talk if.people want to engage with us, if they have 
some alternative ideas. But it's not open for endless talk. We do need to get 
moving on this proposition," he said. 

Well, isn't that nice in the land of the free? The government wants to trespass 
on private property in order to determine whether it will seize it to build a Berl in-
style wall to lock out people who are looking for work from willing employers. 
And the secretary wants no back talk from the mere landowners. He's a busy 
man. His patience is limited. Say what he wants to hear or realize the awesome 
power of the state. It's the Wizard of Oz blustering about eminent domain. 

Ignore the little men behind the curtain.

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The wise men...Matthew 2:1-11 
When God in heaven heralded the birth of His son Jesus Christ, 

He made sure there would be no confusion. Six different times He 
confirmed that Mary's child was His son. They are listed as follows: 
1. Joseph's encounter with the angel, 2. Elizabeth's prophesy right 
after Mary's salutation, 3. The angel's instructions to the shepherds' 
on the night of Jesus' birth, 4. The prophesy of Simeon during Jesus' 
circumcision, 5. Anna's prophesy, and 6. The Magi's arrival to the home 
ofJoseph and Mary. The above six events included direct encounters 
with Mary and Joseph that plainly revealed the child to be God's son. 
In the Companion Bible, E.W. Bullinger noted the spiritual signifi-
cance of numbers used in the Bible. He explained that the number 
six denoted the "human number." He noted that man was formed, 
made and created on the sixth day. Bullinger also explained the 
numbers two and tree. 
The number two denoted "difference." In context it symbolized the 

principle that if two different people agree in testimony, then it is 
conclusive or established. The number three denoted completeness 
as three straight lines complete a geometric plane. Based on this 
information, it can be seen that God completely established for 
Mary, through others, that she was carrying His son, for 3 x 2 = 6. 
When we add Mary's initial encounter with the angel Gabriel, 
the count comes to seven. Bullinger explained that the 
number seven denoted spiritual perfection. He noted it 
was "the number or hallmark of the Holy Spirit's work." 
We continue with the records of Jesus Christ's birth in Matthew 
2:1-11, "Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the 
days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east 
to Jerusalem, saying, 'Where is he that is born King of the Jews? For 
we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him." 

During the time of Jesus' birth, an unnumbered group of men identi-
fied a star that signified the birth of the "King of the Jews." Who were 
these men? What star did they see? What was so special about this star? 
In short, the "wise men" were an elite cast of people who committed 
their lives to tracking the stars. Biblical scholars have suggested they 
were descendents of the elite people who were instructed by Daniel 
(see Daniel 2:2, 47-48). If Daniel instructed them, then they were 
surely instructed according to the truth of God's word. They would 
have also been instructed on God's word written in the stars. 
Genesis 1:14 reads, "And God said, 'Let there be lights in the 

firmament of the heaven to divide the day from the night; and 
let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days, and years." 
God put the stars in the heavens for signs of things to come, for 
seasons of appointed times and for days and years. Psalms chap-
ter 19 beautifully opens up the subject of God's word in the stars. 
The "wise men" of Matthew 2:1 no doubt had a solid grasp of the signs 
and seasons laid out in the heavens. Their knowledge would have 
been passed down from generation to generation as they continued 
to track the heavens for signs of things to come, and the seasons of 
appointed times. 

During the time of Jesus' birth, they began to notice very significant 
signs in the heavens. The astronomical events would have been so 
significant that they went to Jerusalem to inquire about the birth 
of the "King of the Jews." They were even prepared to pay homage 
to the King. There was no doubt in their minds that a "King of the 
Jews" was born. It was only a matter of finding him. 
The next series of articles on the "wise men" and Jesus' star will 

utilize the excellent research and books by authors Ernest L. Martin, 
Victor Paul Wierwille and E.W. Bullinger, all of whom reverently 
synthesized astronomy with God's word written in the stars.

The sign read as follows: 
No Personal Belongings 
Past This Point 

The text underneath the bold, blocked letters reads: No weapons of 
any kind allowed in courthouse to include pocket knives (sic); leaves 
(sic) all purses, bags, baby bags, cell phones, pagers, hats/caps, etc. 
in your vehicle. All persons subject to search by law enforcement 
personnel. All persons must pass through metal detector stations 
prior to entry into courtroom. 

In his letter's conclusion, the county attorney stated that Gar-
za County has no written policy restricting the media from the 
courthouse. 

"You and your camera have entered this courthouse many times 

county judge can, as they wish, issue orders restricting access to the 
courthouse without any written notice. That is not in accordance 
with the law, as our criminal complaint demonstrates." 

Burnett said his actions to protect the newspaper's First Amend-
ment rights are a move to protect the constitutional privileges of 
all citizens, not just those of the media. 

"We contend, as we have from the beginning, that this incident 
abuses the rights of individuals, not just news media," he said. 
"Every citizen who sought entry to the courthouse on Nov. 8 was 
subjected to restrictions issued outside of the law and without any 
due process. That is the way government operates in dictatorial 
and tyrannical countries, and we must stand firmly against it 
in America. Our freedom depends on insisting that government 
officials honor, respect and defend our constitution.

filming commissioners court meetings," Acker wrote. "In addition, 
Assistant Publisher Tim Burnett was present in the courtroom 
during the Soto trial, taking notes for publication. There were some 
court-approved restrictions during this murder trial prohibiting 
personal belongings into the courthouse.... Duringjury trials, access 
to the courtroom by the media is at the discretion of the presiding 
judge on a case-by-case basis, depending upon the totality of the 
circumstances." 

The county's practice of allowing the media full access to the 
courthouse before and after Nov. 8 has no bearing on the complaint 
at hand, Burnett said. 

"Mr. Acker assumes incorrectly that since we have had access to 
the courthouse with cameras in the past, somehow that relieves the 
county of any liability for refusing entry to the courthouse to news 
media on Nov. 8," the publisher said. "He apparently misunder-
stands the scope of the First Amendment, which specifically forbids 
the government from abridging the right of the free press. That 
means what it says.
