Laws, Brannon, McDaniel win 
contested local primary races 

Two incumbents and a 
political newcomer were the 
top vote-getters in the three 
contested races determined 
in Tuesday's Democratic and 
Republican primary elections. 

According to vote totals 
provided by the Garza County 
Clerk's Office, incumbent Cliff 
Laws defeated Maurice "Mo" 
Herridge to win the Democratic 
candidacy for the position of 
county sheriff. Laws collected a 
total of 371 votes, or 55 percent 
of the vote total, compared to 
300 ballots cast for Herridge. 

Each candidate captured 
three precinct wins, with 
Herridge winning Precincts 
1, 3 and 4, but Laws topped 
the remaining precincts and 
grabbed the bulk of the early 
ballots cast. Early vote totals 
were 176 for Laws and 87 for 
Herridge. 

In the race for the Democratic 
nomination for Precinct 3 
commissioner, Ted A. Brannon 
defeated two other candidates 
— David Woods and Tommy 
Young. Brannon narrowly 
dodged a runoff by taking 110 
votes, or 51.88 percent of the 
total, while Woods earned 62 
and Young, 40. 

Brannon drew 59 votes in 
Precinct 3 on Primary Election 
Day, while Woods had 44 and 
Young, 22. Early vote totals 
gave Brannon 51 additional 
votes, while Woods and Young 
each earned 18. 

Incumbent Gary L. McDaniel 
garnered 199 votes, or 82.91 
percent, while challenger Jerry 
Hays earned 41. 

McDaniel received 91 votes 
in Precinct 1 and 38 in Precinct 
5, while Hays pulled 19 and 
3 votes in the two precincts.

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yet on complaint to AG 
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As of late Wednesday, Garza County Sheriff Cliff Laws said he has been 
unable to reach the state attorney general's office concerning a Post Dispatch 
complaint that has been shuttled between local and area law enforcement 
agencies during recent weeks. 

Laws said he received District Attorney Ricky Smith's Feb. 26 
recommendation that the complaint, which stemmed from a November 
incident at the Garza County Courthouse, be turned over to the state attorney 
general's office; however, the sheriff said he has not been able to get through 
to the state agency. 

"I have been trying to get in touch with them," Laws said, noting that the 
AG's office stays busy. 

Dispatch publisher Wesley W. Burnett said he doesn't understand why the 
sheriff is relying on the telephone to get documentation to the AG's office. 

"Most people would use the mail to send something like this to the attorney 
general's office," Burnett said. "What's wrong with sending it in the mail?" 

The complaint, which Burnett originally filed in January with the Garza 
County Sheriff's Department, contends that several media representatives, 
including a Dispatch photographer, were denied "their Texas Constitutional 
and U.S. Constitutional First Amendment rights of free speech and press" 
when they were prevented. by law enforcement officials from entering the 
courthouse with cameras during the final hours of the Nov. 8 Pablo Soto 
murder trial in 106th District Court. 

When the original complaint was filed, documentation also was provided 
to the Texas Rangers; however, they declined to open an investigation unless 
and until they were asked to do so by the district attorney's office. 

Last month, Burnett forwarded his complaint to 106th District Attorney 
Ricky Smith's office. Smith responded with a letter to Burnett suggesting 
that "everyone connected with the Pablo Soto case... would be potential 
witnesses on one issue or another regarding this case.

"City Police and County Sheriffs Lobby for More Federal Funds to Fight 
Drugs" ... "Federal Courthouse Overwhelmed with Drug Cases" 

The headlines are disturbing and are never-ending. The "war on drugs" has 
gone on since the Nixon administration in the 1970s and continues today. The 
"war on terror" is an infant compared with the war on drugs. The drug war is 
the longest war the United States has ever fought and for sure the most 
expensive. 

The irony is that the war is unwinnable and the side effects make it certain 
that the problem will continue to grow, with law enforcement making very little 
progress against it. 

The time has come to consider an alternative. We need to consider the 
legalization of drugs as the only solution to the problem. This conclusion is not 
based on whether illicit drugs are harmful or not. It comes from the realization 
that the approach being taken to the problem is not working and is in fact creating 
some very serious adverse side effects. We are at a point where the "cure" is 
now worse than the disease. 

There is general disregard for the drug laws in this country. Threat of criminal 
prosecution has done little to reduce drug use, as the law is generally seen as-
unreasonable and is ignored. There are doctors, lawyers, and other professionals 
who smoke pot as casually as drinking a cocktail. 

This disregard for the law from otherwise law-abiding citizens isnotgoodfox—
society. Legislating personal behavior that does not inflict violence on others 
encroaches on personal freedom, and when citizens do not perceive harm to 
themselves, the law becomes unsustainable in a free society. 

One of the great harms that come with making drugs illegal is the criminal 
activity that goes along with it. The organized-crime gangs that are involved in 
the illegal drug trade have become both rich and violent. 

The money they receive from drugs allows them to corrupt local law 
enforcement and politicians. Mexico is trying hard to combat a problem not of 
its making. Not only are they having little success but there is loss of life, loss 
of tranquility, and loss of legitimate businesses, such as tourism. 

There are other sinister side effects to these efforts. Personal freedom and 
human rights are diminished as law enforcement uses extreme measures in the 
fight. The press is terrorized by the drug gangs and free speech is compromised. 
The drug gangs use their power and money to finance new ventures, such as 
extortion, kidnapping, and political assassination. 

All of these factors create a climate of fear in Mexico and a reduction in 
opportunity for those who want a legitimate job. The rich either leave the 
country or build fortresses to live in and surround themselves with bodyguards. 

The poor oftentimes become part of the criminal element because of the 
money to be made in the illegal-drug trade. For every drug criminal Mexico 
captures or kills, there is a new one eager and ready to replace him. 

Mexico is in danger of collapsing under this cancer. 
At the same time, there are serious problems in the United\  States. Law 

enforcement continues to grow to combat the problem, requiring ever-increasing 
expenditures of local and federal tax dollars. The courts are clogged with drug 
cases, and the jails and prisons continue to grow. 

The cost of housing prisoners is escalating. An interesting sidelight: prisoners 
say that drugs are readily available in most jails and there is some evidence that 
some prisoners actually get addicted to hard drugs while there. 

The first thing they do when they get out is look for a fix. Law enforcement 
and incarceration costs are escalating. Our law-enforcement system is 
overwhelmed because of the drug war. The more time that law enforcement 
spends on drug cases, the less time it spends on crimes of violence.

I have many bills in Congress that address the high taxes Americans pay, but 
one in particular — my Tax-Free Tips Act — should be a no-brainer at a time like 
this. This legislation would exempt gratuities earned by service sector workers 
from income tax liability. 

A tip is a small gift and there is no contractual requirement to give it, yet if 
someone leaves a restaurant without tipping, the IRS will still estimate how 
much they should have been tipped and tax the waiter based on that, should 
they perform an audit. This is patently wrong. 

People working these jobs are the backbone of our economy, and they often 
support a family or put themselves through school on this money. They are 
already taxed on their base wages through withholding. They should not be 
taxed on tips. We do not need to put this kind of pressure on our service workers. 

To really fix the economy and get it back on track, though, a sea change, not 
a quick-fix attempt, is needed. 

I was very pleased and encouraged that the Wall Street Journal published my 
letter to the editor addressing some of our economic problems. The message 
is getting out because people are demanding answers. 

The American people are strong, resourceful, hard working and determined.

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Christ in you... 
Throughout the ages most societies have included a custom 

designed to keep certain authorities and possessions in families. 
It was often based on the father and son relationship, where the 
authority and possessions of the father was passed down to the 
first-born son. 
Although many societies in today's world have flexibly altered 

this custom to include the parent-child relationship in general, the 
principle of inheritance is still understood and practiced within 
families. 
Looking at the Old Testament times, the father typically had full 

authority and power over all the decisions made in the family. He 
would also have control over all the possessions. A good example of 
this can be seen in Genesis where it describes the different fathers 
such as Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, etc. 
When the time comes, the father will transfer authority to his 

- first-born son. It could be said the father's authority was in the son. 
The son could make decisions as if he was the father. If the father 
was still alive, the son would most likely act according to the will 
of his father. 
Understanding this principle goes a long way toward understanding 

the words found in Colossians 1:27, "To whom God would make 
known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the 
Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory." 
As God's first-born son, Jesus was given full authority from God. 

This is even more significant considering that God is counted as the 
ranking King. In other words, Jesus was given a royal inheritance 
from his Father in heaven. 
This is really exciting when considering 1Corinthians 5:18, "That 

God was in Christ reconciling the world unto Himself." During his 
ministry while walking on earth, the son of God was anointed with 
holy spirit when John baptized him. God was truly in his son in that 
He was his Father with full authority, and his spirit was in him. 
God was in his son all the way until his death. Although God's 

spirit left Jesus' dead body, God did not forsake him in that He 
raised him from the dead and made him to sit at His right hand 
of authority in heaven. The result of this was it became available 
for people to be filled with holy spirit and get born-again. The first 
record of this is found in Acts 2:4. 
Once people are born-again they become children of God. According 

to Romans 8:29, they are counted as the brothers and sisters of 
Jesus Christ. It says, "that he might be the first-born among many 
brethren." 
God's born-again children obtain a royal inheritance in the name of 

Jesus Christ. This might be better understood as a legal inheritance 
that is obtained because of the true name of God's son who we call 
Jesus. 
More light on this is seen in Ephesians 3:6, "That the Gentiles 

should be fellow-heirs, and of the same body, and partakers of His 
promise in Christ by the gospel." This is a great mystery which 
was hid from all the prophets during the Old Testament times, but 
which was made known to the apostles and prophets starting with 
Paul. 
It became available for both Jews and Gentiles to obtain an 

inheritance with God's first-born son. When people get born-
again, they have the fullness of the inheritance of Christ in them, 
which is their hope of glory. Just as God glorified His son Jesus by 
raising him from the dead unto everlasting life, so also do His born-
again children have this same hope of glory (see 1Thessalonians 
3:13-181.

Local, state fire resources remain on alert 

When Texas Forest Service and the National Weather Service 
began forecasting extreme fire weather danger last week, TFS 
wasted no time activating preparedness measures and pre-posi-
tioning firefighting personnel and equipment to areas of the state 
predicted to be at highest risk. 

As it turns out, this preparation paid off. 
The highest fire danger this year occurred on Feb. 25, and fire 

behavior was extreme. All available Texas Forest Service resources 
were committed to the fire fighting effort, including resources from 
east Texas and all available aircraft from the Texas Air National 
Guard. 

At the height of the fight, 1,000 gallon water drops from heli-
tankers did little to slow advancing flame fronts.

Childhood obesity — do genes play 
larger role than lifestyle? 

The ever-growing childhood obe-
sity crisis has been linked to bad 
eating habits and a lack of exercise 
among many children today. 

A group of British researchers 
looked at 5,000-plus pairs of twins, 
ages 8 to 11. The collection of twins 
included both identical and non-
identical twins. They discovered 
that: 

• 77 percent of the differences 
appeared to be due to the effects 
of genes 

• 23 percent were probably the 
result of the twins' home environ-
ment. 

So, what does that mean? To sum 
it all up, the researchers say their 
results "highlight the fact that exces-
sive weight gain in a child is unlikely 
to be the fault of the parents and is 
more likely to be due to the child's 
genetic susceptibility "to a modern 
environment that actually encour- 
ages obesity." 	— -- 

According to the researchers, ef-
forts to curb excessive weight gain 
in children should begin in the home 
during the early years. But, because 
genetic effects on children's weight 
seem to increase as they grow, they 
say much broader societal changes 
are probably needed to encourage 
and maintain healthy lifestyles 
over the long haul, especially for 
children who are at risk of becoming 
overweight. 

What This Means to You 
Whatever the main cause behind 

the astounding number ofyoungsters 
carrying around too much weight, 
the problem is only getting worse. 
Being overweight or obese can sig-
nificantly affect a child's daily way
