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County OKSs fire truck
for J’burg firefighters

Garza County Commissioners approved the acquisition of
another fire truck and related equipment for the Justiceburg
Community Fire Department at their Monday meeting.

A quote provided by Constable Daniel Yarbro showed the total
cost of the requested items was $13,450, including shipping.

Commissioner Gary McDaniel offered to provide the shipping
service.

Commissioners voted unanimously to spend up to $12,200 for
the purchase of a fire truck, with funds to come from the county’s
contingency fund.

In other business, commissioners:

* Heard a request from Chip Polk to pave 8/10 of a mile of
Ragtown Ranch Road, a county road, up to the Ragtown Ranch
turnoff. Polk said the dirt road creates problems, particularly
for large vehicles such buses that frequent the Ragtown Gospel
Theater. County Judge Lee Norman recommended that the
cost of the paving project be determined and considered for the
2008-2009 fiscal year. No action was taken.

* Approved the preliminary plat for the Lady D RV Park
pending permitting and completion of construction. On March
3, the Lake Alan Henry Zoning Board created a special district
for the RV park, and David Welch, the park’s honor, presented
the preliminary plat to the court. Norman asked Welch to ensure
that the proposed names for his park’s roads do not conflict with
the 9-1-1 addressing system and existing county roads.

* Approved an order authorizing the issuance of Garza County
combination tax and revenue certificates of obligation, Series
2008; levying an ad valorem tax and pledging a lien on certain
revenues in support of the certificates; approving a paying agent/
registrar agreement; and authorizing other matters related to
the certificates. Norman explained that the business item was
the same as was approved in January, but because of a law
change in the advertising of public notice requirements the
county was forced to republish the public notice for an additional
two weeks.

* Handled and approved three applications for public
assistance.

* Reviewed and approved precinct and countywide accounts
payable for the period from Feb. 26 through March 10.

* Approved a line-item transfer for $1,000 as presented by the
Emergency Management Office.

- * Approved written reports as presented.
* Approved minutes from the Feb. 25 meeting as presented.

May election
includes contests
for city, ISD seats

Contested races have taken shape in the May 10 city council
and school board elections.

Post City Council

Three Post City Council seats — Wards 3, 4 and 5 — are scheduled
to be filled in the election, according to information provided by
City Hall.

A trio of candidates has filed as candidates for the Ward 3
position, including Janet Dean, Josh Whiteley, a former council
member, and Tommy Basquez, the incumbent.

Three candidates also have stepped forward to seek the Ward
4 post. Incumbent James Easterling will be challenged on the
ballot by Delbert Rudd and O.L. (Ferg) Ferguson.

Incumbent Rodney Tidwell will run unopposed for the Ward 5
spot.

Post ISD

Four individuals have declared candidacy for two open positions
on the Post Independent School District’'s Board of Trustees,
according to school district officials.

Delton Osborn, Randy Conner and incumbents Barbara Hardin
and Mark Kirkpatrick will be vying to fill two open at-large school
board positions.

Garza County Hospital District

The incumbents for the three open seats on the Garza County
Hospital District’s Board of Directors have filed as candidates.

Edna Owen is the lone candidate for the Precinct 1 spot, Ray
Bagby for Precinct 2 and Brandt Taylor, the at-large seat.

District Administrator Shirley Taylor said unless someone
steps forward to declare themselves a write-in candidate prior to
the write-in deadline on Monday, March 17, the district could be
in position to cancel the upcoming election because no contested
races exist.

Monday was the deadline for filings for candidates to have their
names appear on the ballot.

Early voting in the election will begin April 28 and will run
through May 6.

Sheriff deputy responds
to request for assistance
from Post ISD police

Garza County Sheriffs Department deputy, Sergeant Marc
Owen, acting on a request for assistance from Post ISD’s
police officer Bobby Dean, searched a red Isuzu vehicle bearing
Nebraska license plates, on the McDonald’s parking lot at 11:48
a.m. Tuesday.

According to Owen’s “Record of Calls,” Dean told the deputy the
vehicle was “suspicious,” had been driving recklessly in a school
zone and had an odor of marijuana.

Owen reported that he “made contact” with the driver of
the vehicle and thought he smelled marijuana from the car,
prompting a request for the search. The driver of the vehicle
verbally consented to the search, which produced no narcotics or
contraband materials.

After Owen confirmed that all the occupants had a clear record,
Officer Dean issued a verbal warning to the driver and the
occupants, according to reports, and released them.

Sergeant Owen indicated in the document that “no report” was
filed.

The Dispatch requested a copy of officer Dean’s Incident Report
from the Sheriff's department; however, no reply to that request
was received prior to press time.

Complaints against district,
county judges filed with
Commission on Judicial Conduct

Complaints against 106th District Judge Carter T. Schildknecht
and Garza County Judge Lee Norman were filed last week by the
publisher of The Post Dispatch.

Wesley W. Burnett filed two separate complaints against
the judges, charging that both were involved in acts of “official
oppression” on Nov. 8 when their orders prevented at least
three media representatives from entering the Garza County
Courthouse with their cameras.

According to the complaint against the district judge, uniformed
officers at the courthouse were “enforcing a verbal order issued by
Judge Carter T. Schildknecht to deny entry into the courthouse
building to news media with cameras.”

The complaint against Norman states that the law enforcement
officers “were acting under the supervision of Garza County Judge
John Lee Norman in the enforcement of an order by” the district
judge.

Burnett’s complaints state that no record of a court order
limiting access to the courthouse exists, and the judges’ actions
“violated the First Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, as well
as the Texas Constitution, denying news media the right of free
press....”

Burnett said he was forced to reroute his complaints about the
Nov. 8 incident to the State Commission on Judicial Conduct after
local and area law enforcement agencies failed to take action.

Why
Hillary has

Hillary Clinton should send the Saturday Night Live writers fruit baskets and
expensive bottles of wine. Without them, she might be out of the running for
the presidency right now.

Allow me to explain. According to the Center for Media and Public Affairs,
a nonpartisan press watchdog group, Barack Obama has been getting
unprecedented favorable coverage from the American media.

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Abolish all forms of taxation
it's the American way...
it's the Right Thing to.Do!

A fortnight ago, I wrote about Mississippi Legislature House Bill 282 that
would have imposed fines or revoked licenses of food establishments that
served obese people. Fortunately, the measure died in committee. State Rep.
Ted Mayhall, one of the bill’s sponsors, justified it by saying that he wanted
to bring attention to the fact that “Obesity makes people more susceptible to
diabetes, which puts a further strain on the state’s financially-challenged
Medicaid program.”

His sentiments were expressed by quite a few readers who didn’t necessarily
support such a measure but opined that if a particular behavior or lifestyle
imposed costs on others through tax-supported health care, the governmenthad
a right to intercede.

Similar justification was used for laws requiring helmets for motorcyclists
and bicyclists. Afterall, if one exercises his liberty to ride without a helmet, and
has anaccidentand becomes a vegetable, society has to bear the expense of taking
care of him. The fact that an obese person becomesill, oracyclist has an accident,
and becomes a burden on taxpayers who must bear the expense of taking care
of him, is nota problem of liberty. It’s a problem of socialism where one person
is forced to take care of another. There is no moral argument that justifies using
the coercive powers of government to force one person to bear the expense of
taking care of another. If that person is too resolute in his refusal to do so, what
is the case for imposing fines, imprisonment or death?

You say, “Death! Aren’t you exaggerating, Williams?” Say he tells the agents
of Congress that he’ll pay his share of the constitutionally mandated functions
of government but refuse to pay the health costs of a sick obese person or a
cyclist who becomes a vegetable, what do you think the likely course of events
will be? First, he’d be threatened with fines, imprisonment or property
confiscation. Refusal to give into these government sanctions would ultimately
lead to his being shot by the agents of Congress.

Forcing one person to bear the burden of health care costs for another is not
only amoral question but a major threat to personal liberty. Think about all the
behaviors and lifestyles that can lead to illness and increase the burden on
taxpayers. A daily saltintake exceeding 6 grams can lead to hypertension. A high-
fat diet and high alcohol intake can also lead to diabetes. A sedentary lifestyle
can lead to several costly diseases such as hypertension, diabetes and heart
failure.

There are many other behaviors that lead to a greater health care burden, but
my question is how much control over your life you are willing to give
government in the name of reducing these costs? Would you want government
toregulate how much salt youuse? What about government deciding how much
fat and alcohol you consume? There are immense beneficial health effects of a
daily 30-minute aerobic exercise. Would you support government-mandated
exercise?

You might argue that it’s none of government’s business how much fat, salt
oralcohol aperson consumes, even if ithas adverse health care costimplications.
I'd ask: Wouldn’t the same reasoning apply to helmet laws and proposed
obesity laws? Last year, The Child Nutrition Promotion and School Lunch
Protection Act was introduced in Congress. It’s a measure to prevent schools
from serving “junk foods” such as pizza, burgers and French fries. If the
government protects children from “unhealthy” meals at school, would you
want government to also protect them from unhealthy meals at home?

When I was 14 or 15 years old, smelling myself, I thought I could take over
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the house. My mother told me that as long as she was paying the bills, I was
going to do what she said. That’s great for a parent/child relationship, but do
we want the same relationship between government and its citizens?

Why Not Abolish
the Fed?

One of the positions of Republican presidential candidate Ron Paul that
mainstream pundits find “wacky” is his call to abolish the Federal Reserve
System. Never mind that two Nobel Prize-winning economists — both
libertarians — called for the same thing. And never mind that the Fed is the entity
directly responsible for the debasement of the dollar over the many decades
since the Fed was established.

Both Milton Friedman and Friedrich Hayek called for the abolition of the Fed
during their careers. While Friedman spentmuch of his life advocating externally
imposed constraints on the Fed’s power to expand the money supply, his first
wish was to have the Fed abolished, as he pointed outin a 1995 Reason magazine
interview. In his book Denationalisation of Money: An Analysis of the Theory
and Practise of Concurrent Currencies, Hayek advocated a free-market monetary
system of competing currencies.

Most Americans probably still believe that the Great Depression was caused
by “the failure of the free-enterprise system.” It is a false belief. The truth is
that the worst economic disaster in American history was caused by the Federal
Reserve. Give current Fed Chairman Ben Bemnanke credit for publicly
acknowledging that factin a speechdelivered in 2002 commemorating Friedman’s
90th birthday.

Throughout the ages, the favorite political trick for public officials has been
to dole out “free benefits” to the citizenry and engage in expensive foreign
military adventures without raising taxes. To accomplish this feat, they have
simply resorted to the printing press to get the money to pay for the “free
benefits” and the military adventures.

As more money was printed, its value would drop, which would be reflected
in rising prices for the things that money buys. As prices rose, people would
blame speculators, capitalists, price-gougers, and profiteers, never suspecting
that their public officials were behind the scam. -

That’s what the Fed has been doing for decades — accommodating ever-
increasing government expenditures by printing the money to pay for them.
That’s why the value of the dollar has been plummeting ever since the 1930s.
It’s also why U.S. coins are now made of cheap alloys rather than of gold and
silver.

As the value of precious metals rose in response to an ever-depreciating
currency, the value of the precious metals in coins became greater than the face
value of the coins, encouraging people to hoard the coins oreven melt them down
for the metal. That’s what Gresham’s Law in economics is all about — that bad
money (i.e.,depreciating money) inevitably drives good money out of circulation.

Fordecades, U.S. officials made it a felony offense for Americans to own gold.
Why did they do that? To prevent Americans from protecting themselves from
a constantly depreciating currency. Equally important, the price of gold has
always been an easy way to gauge what politicians are doing to the money. They
have never liked that.

What the Fed has done to our money over the decades should not surprise
anyone. After all, the Federal Reserve is nothing more than a central-planning
agency in the classic socialist mold. Just like the central-planning boards in the
Soviet Union and communist China, the Fed is composed of a central board of
bureaucratic appointees planning, in a top-down fashion, complex monetary
matters affecting millions of economic participants under constantly changing
conditions.

Given the inherent defects of socialist central planning, why would anyone
expect anything but bad and perverse results from monetary central planning?

As Friedman and Hayek and other free-market economists (most notably
Ludwig von Mises) pointed out, the Federal Reserve is the prime destroyer of
currency and, therefore, one of the greatest threats to the freedom and well-being
of a citizenry.

As the monetary crisis facing our country continues to worsen, it’s important
that we keep in mind that there is only one long-téerm solution — the one
advocated by people such as Republican presidential candidate Ron Paul and
Nobel Laureates Milton Friedman and Friedrich Hayek: Abolish the Fed.

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History of the earth...Genesis 1:1-2

An essential part of growing in our spiritual walk as God’s saints is
meekness toward God and His word. This is true whether it involves
God’s instructions for living, or His word that teaches us basic truths
about life in general.

As we continue to search and study the scriptures we add more
knowledge to our minds. Some of this knowledge will force us to
reconsider what has been believed for many years. There isn’t a
single Christian who hasn’t faced those meekness tests where they
were challenged to realign their beliefs with God’s word on different
subjects.

One very popular subject that is debated among scientists and even
Christians is the history of the earth. In the arena of science, there is
no pure scientifically established knowledge of the beginning of the
earth. Instead, most of the scientific dating of the earth involves the
use of carbon dating techniques. There may be other methods of dating
that I’'m not aware of.

The Bible contains some information about the earth’s history, most of
which cannot be measured by scientific method, and therefore rejected
by most scientists who do not see the Bible as a source of truth.

According to Genesis 1:1, the history of the earth started with God as
its creator. It says, “In the beginning God created the heaven and the
earth.” It's pretty simple and does not require lots of energy devoted
to scientific study.

The next verse provides more details, “And the earth was without
form and void. And darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the
spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters” (Genesis 1:2). This

verse appears to teach us that what God created ‘was {without;formi

and void.” Let’s look at this more closely.

According to an English-Hebrew Lexicon and Young's Concordance, .

to the KJV Bible, the words “without form and void” were translated
from the earlier known Hebrew phrase “tohuw bohuw.” It referred to
a state of being uninhabitable, such as an empty wasteland or place of
chaos. Our readers are encouraged to look it up for themselves. Most
church libraries should include the necessary materials for this kind
of study.

At first glance most of us would not know to question the integrity
of Genesis 1:1-2 as it is read in the Bible. But an in-depth word study
will reveal that the earth was not “without form and void” when God
created it.

The word “was” in verse two was translated from the earlier Hebrew
word “hayah” which meant to become, come to pass or happen. There
is an apparent conflict between the earlier meaning of hayah and the
word used in the Bible. The word “was” suggests that the final product
of what God created was without form and void. To test this discovery,
let’s look at another related use of “tohuw bohuw” in the Bible.

We turn to Isaiah 45:18, “For thus says the Lord that created the
heavens. God himself that formed the earth and made it. He has
established it. He created it not in vain. He formed it to be inhabited.”
The word “vain” is from the earlier Hebrew word “tohuw.” Sound
familiar? It’s the same word used in Genesis 1:2. Here we learn that
God did not create the earth as an uninhabitable wasteland. Instead it
says the opposite, that He formed it to be inhabited.

Now that we've tested the mistranslation of “hayah” to “was” with
Isaiah 45:18, we can now return to Genesis 1:2 and change the word
“was” to “became,” allowing it to read as follows, “And the earth
[became] without form and void.”

That which God created in the beginning to be inhabited somehow
became without form and void at a later time. Please note that after
the earth became without form and void, the record switches to God
rebuilding process.

Next week we will dive into God’s word and look at some information
about what might have caused the earth to become uninhabitable.

However, it is also
a great time for the community to
come together, welcome spring
and share a meal.”

A larger attendance is ex-
pected this year because the
sunrise ceremony will begin
later than in the past because
of an earlier onset for Daylight
Savings Time.

Eleven men and women clad
in traditional Native American
dress perform the ceremony sur-
rounded by authentic “teepee”
structures. The clan includes
members from Garza County,
McLennan County, Tarrant
County and Lubbock County.

Legend holds that if the wind
is out of the east or northeast,
a good year is ahead; north or
northwest translates into a
fair year; wind from the west or
southwestindicates a poor year;
and south or southeast predicts
a bad year.

During the past 30 years,
the prediction of the Sunrise
Wind ceremony has been 92%
correct.

At the time that Post City
was taking shape more than
100 years ago, early settlers who
moved here found a wild and
desolate area. These newcomers
were unfamiliar with weather
conditions and didn’t know
which crops would survive. The
barren land had never been cul-
tivated, and the seeds that were
to be planted were the life-blood
of the pioneers.

Early settlersin Garza County
had heard of an Indian legend
about a ceremony that could
tell of the conditions to be ex-
pected in the forthcoming year.
Indians used this ceremony
to forecast food supply for the
coming year.

Farmers and ranchers gath-
ered and, using information fur-
nished by the Indians, performed
the Sunrise Wind or Taba’na
Yuan’e ceremony.

The ceremony is performed
each year on March 22, at the
exact moment of sunrise. Accord-
ing to legend the wind must be
checked at sunrise on the day

after the sun reaches the halfway
point in its journey from south
to north. This is the day after
spring begins. The wind direc-
tion predicts the success of the
coming year.

The ceremony calls for the
building of a fire, made only of
natural materials arranged in
the form of a teepee and filled
with dry prairie grass. The
sticks and grass are set fire only
by rubbing two sticks together.
A tribunal prayer of thanks is
sung and a Four Winds dance is
performed during which a pipe
of peace is presented to Mother
Earth and to Wakantanka, the
Great Spirit Above, to seek their
blessing.

The direction of the wind in-
dicated by the movement of the
smoke from the fire, predicts the
economic outlook for the year.

The Tabana Yuan’e ceremony
is unique to Post. It provides a
time for the community to come
together on this day each year to
welcome the spring season and
to observe a piece of history that
has been carefully preserved for
more than a century.

“This appears to be a political
hot potato that no one wants to
handle,” Burnett said. “Someone
needs to step forward and call it
what it is — a clear violation of
the First Amendment.”

Burnett filed a complaint in
January with the Garza County
Sheriffs Department, contending
that several media represen-
tatives, including a Dispatch
photographer, were denied “their
Texas Constitutional and U.S.
Constitutional First Amendment
rights of free speech and press”
when they were prevented by
law enforcement officials from

entering the courthouse with
cameras during the final hours
of the Nov. 8 Pablo Soto murder
trial in 106th District Court.

When the original complaint
was filed, documentation also
was provided to the Texas Rang-
ers; however, the Texas Rangers
declined to open aninvestigation
unless and until they were asked
to do so by the district attorney’s
office.

Last month Burnett for-
warded his complaint to 106th
District Attorney Ricky Smith’s
office. Smith responded with
a letter to Burnett suggesting
that “everyone connected with
the Pablo Soto case... would
be potential witnesses on one
issue or another regarding this
case. I have, therefore, recom-

mended that Sheriff Laws refer
your complaint to the Attorney
General’s Office.”

Last week, Sheriff Cliff Laws
told The Dispatch he was try-
ing to reach the state attorney
general’s office by telephone, but
had been unable to get through
to AG personnel.

The Dispatch’s Timothy W.
Burnettcontacted the AG’s office
several times this week through
e-mails. Through his correspon-
dence, he determined that as
of mid-day Tuesday no formal
request for an investigation
had been made by the sheriffs
department.

The ,Dispatch attempted to
contact the sheriff for comment
Wednesday, but was unable to
reach Laws prior to press time.
