losses of structures or livestock were reported.

“The good Lord was looking down on us,” Isbell said.

Because of thick smoke that affected visibility, law enforcement
personnel were forced to control highway traffic for about four
hours.

The Texas Forest Service also brought in crews from Midland,
Big Spring and New Mexico to provide an aerial attack on the fire,
which was declared contained at about 11:20 a.m. the following
day.

On April 3, a fire erupted in the Verbena area that consumed
about 4,000 acres. Twenty-three different agencies assisted Post
firefighters in battling the blaze, Isbell said, including 54 trucks
and numerous independent volunteers.

During that fire, which stretched about 15 hours, Sonic donated
hamburgers and Town & Country donated burritos, corndogs and
other food items to help feed 140 firefighters, Isbell said.

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A new reason
to go to war

President Bushacts like ateenager with acredit card and rich parents. He never
sees the bill, so he just buys what he wants and charges it. The problem is that
instead of rich parents, this president has debt-ridden taxpayers and a gutted
military.

A few days before Gen. David Petracus confirmed for Congress how
overworked the military is in Iraq — Bush has now promised to shorten the
tours from 15 to 12 months — the president was in Croatia talking about the
significance of that country’s and Albania’s invitations to join NATO.

“Henceforth, should any danger threaten your people, America and the
NATO alliance will stand with you, and no one will be able to take your freedom
away,” he said.

Were the American people consulted on this? Are they aware they are now
committed to go to war to protect Croatiaand Albaniaif “any danger’” threatens
them? Is this administration filled with madmen?

Oh, I forgot. The legal eagles in this administration don’t believe the president
has to consult anyone before sending troops anywhere. In their view, that
prerogative is part of the inherent powers of the presidency. The recently
released 2003 “torture memo™ by Deputy Assistant Attorney General John
Yoo states, “The decision to deploy military force in the defense of U.S.

interests is expressly placed under presidential authority by the Vesting Clause

... and by the commander-in-chief clause.”

As conservative legal analyst Bruce Fein notes, “In other words, the president
may launch pre-emptive war against any state or nonstate actor by his simple
assertion that U.S. interests require it. Venezuela or Iran could be invaded on
the president’s say-so alone to secure adequate oil and gas supplies.... In sum,
the president has proclaimed the White House an uncrowned kingship.”

It’s there in the Constitution — if you read it just right. Which is to say, if
you ignore Article I's setting out the powers of Congress. Reading that section
will fool you into believing that Congress has lots to say about warmaking and
the military. How “quaint,” as this administration once referred to the Geneva
Conventions.

This is where the imperial mindset gets you. The Bush administration might
try to sell his views on the unitary executive as a government-streamlining
program. Why have three branches of government if one will do? Think of all
the money the taxpayers could save! It’s a deficit-slashing measure.

But seriously, where is the outrage? Bush already has U.S. troops bogged
down in two open-ended occupations, at a cost of more than $10 billion amonth.
Ten billion dollars every 30 days! We mere taxpayers can’t get our minds around
thatidea. Preoccupied with our petty concerns, such as raising our children and
saving for retirement, we actually think we have better things to do with our
money. That’s why we need wise leaders; they see the bigger picture.

More than 4,000 American troops have been killed in Iraq. Thousands more
lives have been ruined. Tens of thousands of Iraqis civilians have beenkilled and
maimed. The surge in Iraq has been so successful that American bombers had
to be called in to put down the Shi’ites in Basra — Shi’ites who were resisting
a Shi’ite-led government with close ties to Iran, the bogeyman of the Middle
East. In Baghdad, residents were fleeing with as many personal belongings as
they could carry because of the violence. The Green Zone, where the Iraqi
government and American officials are hunkered down, has been under Shi’ite
attack.

Meanwhile, American officials — and Republican standard-bearer John
McCain — talk up the threat of Sunni al-Qaeda. Well, we can forgive McCain;
despite constant reminders, he thinks al-Qaeda is Shi’ite and taking its orders
from Iran.

While Bush, McCain, and the rest of the war chorus tout signs that the surge
1s working, it has become clear that by the end of the year, there will be more
U.S. troops in Iraq than were there before the surge began. This, by administration
standards, is success. Stay the course, they say.

And in the midst of all this, President Bush is finding new reasons to send
Americans into combat, oblivious to the fact that if you bring NATO, that Cold
War relic, up to Russia’s doorstep, the Russians may not believe it’s the
Welcome Wagon.

When will this idiocy stop?

Dr. Thomas Sowell's recent column, "Republicans and Blacks," (April 10,
2008) pointed out the foolhardiness of Republican strategy to secure more black
votes. He pointed out that it is a losing strategy to reach blacks through the civil
rights organizations and black politicians. It's like a quarterback trying to throw
a pass to a receiver surrounded by a bunch of defenders. The second losing
strategy is to appeal to blacks by offering the same kinds of things that
Democrats offer -- token honors, politically correct rhetoric and welfare state
handouts.

Sowell suggests that Republican strategy should be to highlight the liberal
Democratic agenda that has done great harm to the poorest of the black
community. Among those he mentions is the environmental agenda where "tens
of thousands of blacks who have been forced out of a number of liberal
Democratic California counties by skyrocketing housing prices, broughton by
Democratic environmentalists' severe restrictions on the building of homes or
apartments."” Since 1970, San Francisco's black population has been cut in half.

Then there are the liberal judges and parole boards who have turned criminals
loose to prey on black communities. According to Bureau of Justice statistics,
between 1976 and 2005, while 13 percent of the population, blacks committed
over 52 percent of the nation's homicides and were 46 percent of the homicide
victims. Ninety-four percent of black homicide victims had a black-person as
their murderer.

The Democratic leadership gives unquestioned support of teacher unions

thathave delivered near criminally fraudulenteducation. Professors Abigailand -

Stephen Thernstzom's book, "No Excuses: Closing the Racial Gap in Leamning,”
reports that the average black high school graduate performs a little worse than
white eighth-graders in both reading and U.S. history, and a lot worse in math
and geography. Black education is the worst in cities where Democrats, both
black and white, have held the reigns of political power for decades and in cities
spending the largest amount of money on education. Washington, D.C., ranking
third in the nation in terms of per-pupil expenditures, is a classic example. At
12 of its 19 high schools, more than 50 percent of the students test below basic
in reading, and at some of those schools the percentage approaches 80 percent.
At 15 of these schools, over 50 percent test below basic in math, and in 12 of
them 70 to 99 percent do so. The National Assessment of Educational Progress
(NAEP), which conducts periodic testing, defines "below basic" as not having
any of the knowledge and skills to master a subject.

Both Democratic and Republican leaders give support to economic agendas
harmful to poor black people. A particularly egregious example is New York
City's taxicab licensing law that requires that a person, as of May 2007, pay
$600,000 for a license to own and operate one taxicab. Then there's the Davis-
Bacon Act that mandates "prevailing wages" be paid on all federally financed
or assisted construction projects. The Davis-Bacon Act is a pro-union law that
discriminates against non-unionized black construction contractors and black
workers. In fact, that was the original intent of the Davis-Bacon Act of 1931.
During its 1931 legislative debate, quite a few congressmen expressed their
racist intentions, such as Rep. Clayton Allgood, D-Ala., who said, "Reference
has been made to a contractor from Alabama who wentto New York with bootleg
labor. This is a fact. That contractor has cheap colored labor that he transports,
and he puts them in cabins, and it is labor of that sort that is in competition with
white labor throughout the country." While today's supporters of the Davis-
Bacon Act talk differently, its discriminatory effects are the same.

If a politician had the guts to take on these issues, it's stupid to address them
through the black civil rights or education establishment, or the black political
structure. The reason is that blacks who are members of, or are served by, these

The Double Trouble
of Taxation

by Congressman Ron Paul

Taxes were on the forefront of many Americans’ minds this week as they
scrambled to meet the April 15th deadline to file their returns. Tax policy in
this country hurts taxpayers twice —once when they pay taxes, and then when
the government spends the money. Americans are sick and tired of the financial
burden and the endless forms to fill out. To add insult to injury, after collecting
this money the government does sortie very detrimental things to the economy.

The burden of complying with the income tax is tremendous. Since its
inception in 1913, the tax code has gone from 400 pages to over 67,000. The
Tax Foundation estimates that around $265 billion dollars and 6 billion hours
are spent just on compliance. That expense amounts to about 22 cents of every
dollar the IRS collects. Imagine the boon to the economy if we spent that time
and money expanding our businesses and creating jobs!

Aside from the direct loss of money and productivity, the funds from the
income tax enable the government to do some very destructive things, such as
vastly over-regulating economic activity, making it difficult to eamn money in
the first place. The federal government funds over 50 agencies, departments
and commissions that formulate rules and regulations. These bureaucracies
operate with little to no oversight from the people or Congress and generate
around 4,000 new rules every year and operate at a cost of about 40 billion
dollars. There are some 75,000 pages of regulations in the Federal Register that
Americans are expected to know and abide by. Complying with these
governmental regulations costs American businesses more than one trillion
dollars per year, according to a study by Mark Crain for the Small Business
Administration. This complicated system drives production to other countries
and shrinks our job market here at home.

Big government is destructive when it takes your money and when it spends
it. There is no economic benefit to supporting a government sector as massive
asours. In fact, this country thrived for well over 100 years without an income
tax. Today, if you took away the income tax, the government would still have
revenue from other sources equal to total government spending in 1990, when
government was still too big. $1.2 trillion should be more than enough to fund
a government operating within its constitutional confines, and that is exactly
what we need to get back to.

I have introduced legislation many times to abolish the IRS and the income
tax. Itis fundamentally un-American to require taxpayers to testify against
themselves and be considered guilty until proven innocent. Abolishing the IRS
altogether would trigger an avalanche of real growth in the economy.

With these financial hard times only just beginning, this would be the most
efficient and logical way to get our economy growing again, and Americans
would need not dread the 15th of April every year.
