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Former Dispatch publisher remembered Post Notes

Wes Burnett, former
publisher of The Post Dis-
patch, died Thursday in
Rockwall after complica-
tions from suffering a mas-
sive stroke.

He was 72 years old.

Since leaving Post City
in 2008, Burnett had been
owner and publisher of the
Rockwall County News
in Rockwall, a suburb east
of the Dallas-Fort Worth
Metroplex.

Burnett moved his wife
and family to post in 1982
after purchasing the Dis-
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patch from Jim Cornish.

The Dispatch was the
first newspaper Burnett
and his wife, Pat, owned
and operated on their own.

“Wes was a very dedi-
cated journalist and very
honest man,” Pat Burnett
said Tuesday en route to
Lubbock for her husband’s
memorial service. “He was
so honest, he wouldn't let
anyone — government of-
ficial or otherwise — get
away with anything.

“You know, people would
get so mad at him for some
of the stories he would
publish and for some of his
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opinions. He wasn't afraid
to hold their feet to the
fire. But what he did, he
did with an honest heart
and as a fierce champion of
the First Amendment and
open government.”

Sheri Lewis, a former
editor of the Dispatch who
1S now assistant director
of student media at Texas
Tech University, said Bur-
nett through the years was
a tremendous mentor.

“Wes was like an older
brother or a second father
to me,” said Lewis, who up
until Burnett’s death still
continued to freelance for
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him. “A good deal of what
I have learned through the
years came under his guid-
ance. He was a force to be
reckoned with in the com-
munities he served, but that
force came from a pure love
of those communities and a
want to see people bettered
by old-fashioned, commu-
nity journalism.”

Post resident Merika
Strivens, who worked for
Burnett and the Dispatch,
said Burnett was one of the
best bosses anyone could
have.

“He was a treasure hunt-
er of sorts,” Strivens said.

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AUSTIN — House Bill 5, legislation pro-
posing to change public school testing require-
ments, and House Bill 4, proposing to fund wa-
ter infrastructure, drew spotlights at the state
Capitol last week.

On March 27, the 150-member Texas House
debated and approved the bills, which now
move on to the Senate for consideration. Con-
ference committees will be called on to work
out any differences that emerge in House and
Senate versions of the bills.

HB 4 creates a “State Water Implementation
Fund” for water conservation and development
projects across Texas under the State Water
Plan, a sprawling-in-scope program managed
primarily by the Texas Water Development
Board.

Water planners predict that over the next 50
years, the state’s water supply will decrease by
nearly 20 percent while water needs will in-
crease by about 30 percent. Using money from
the state’s so-called rainy day fund, HB 4 would
provide local water districts with state-sub-
sidized funding for eligible projects. Primary

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Widow treks across Texas with ashes

MUNDAY — Lt wasn't the average fu-
neral procession, and it was not the aver-
age urn,

The sign on the side of the lead wagon
doesn’t say “Palo Duro Canyon or Bust”
but rather “Len Williams Trail Ride.”
In the third wagon, driven by Williams’
widow, | Williams, is the deceased man’s
graniteware coffee pot. It holds his ash-
es.

“This is the longest funeral procession
you will ever see,” said outrider Larry
Finley.

Start to finish, Breckenridge to Palo
Duro Canyon, the ride will be about 300
miles. On March 25, it rolled into Knox
County.

For Len Williams, the proverbial “end
of the trail” came April 18, 2012. The
cowboy and chuckwagon cook died at
age 52 from lung cancer. He and his wife
raised horses on their ranch, the Yellow-
fork, at Breckenridge. Before the drought,
they also ran cattle. ] Williams still has
the horses, and she has memories.

“If you came into our camp, he'd serve
you coffee,” Williams said, displaying a
picture of her husband, smiling and mus-
tachioed — not one image but a series
she keeps on her cell phone.

He didn't serve just black coffee.

“You got peach cobbler and Dutch-
oven biscuits with butter,” she said.

It was Len Williams’ wish to be cre-
mated and have his ashes left at one of
the couple’s favorite sites at Palo Duro
Canyon, and he wanted the ashes to
make the trip in a wagon train. Williams
grew up at Pampa, not far from the can-
yon, and he cowboyed in the rough Palo
Duro region.

“He told me 13 years ago that’s where
he wanted his ashes spread,” she said.
“Everybody here is going to spread
some.”

Every wagon is carrying some of the
ashes, but most are in the coffee pot, and
Williams doesn’t leave it unattended in
the wagon.

In Munday, the big coffee pot sat near
her as she and some of the other trail
riders at lunch together at the Li’l Red
Hen.

“That was his favorite coffee pot,” she
said.

Len Williams also wanted some of his

ashes scattered in two other places — the
Holy Land and Grand Canyon, places
he always wanted to visit but never did.
J Williams already has made a trip to
Israel, where she cast some of his ashes
into the Sea of Galilee. Grand Canyon
will be next.

“That won't be by wagon train,” she
said. “It’ll be a motor home full of wom-
en. He loved women. He was a great
guy.”

Len Williams’ death happened over a
two-year period.

“He planned his entire funeral in those
two years,” ] Williams said.

Even so, the trail ride has taken much
more planning since his death by his
wife and friends.

“This took over a year to plan out,”
Finley said.

The original funeral service itself in-
volved a shorter procession.

“We took him to the church in wagons
from my ranch,” ] Williams said. “We
did a service and then rode back and
had a chuckwagon set up at the ranch
and fed everybody.”

J Williams had no difficulty rounding
up a group to make the ride.

“I told them the date, and they all
decided on their own to come,” she
said. “This is when you know you have
friends.”

“We've met some really

pretty amazing people and
had some lifetime experienc-

es over the last five months,”

O'Toole said. “The support
we've seen from those we've
met along the way has just
been absolutely incredible.

“We could have already
completed the journey by
now if I was to have run,
you know, 45 miles a day
or something. But limiting
myself to 15 miles a day al-
lows me to meet all these
people and highlight the
needs and issues facing our
combat troops when they
return back home.”

O'Toole enlisted in the
U.S. Marine Corps right
after his high school gradu-
ation and served two tours
in various places, such as
Haiti, the Horn of Africa
and Afghanistan, before be-
ing honorably discharged as
a sergeant in 2012.

“One of my duties was
that I was in charge of help-
ing many military men and
women transition back into

civilian life after they had
left the service,” O’'Toole
said. “I saw a tremendous
need for their mental, emo-
tional and physical support
— needs that weren't being
sufficiently met by Veterans
Affairs.”

Not only do these issues
affect veterans, but they also
affect their family members
as well, O"Toole said.

“Since I've started this
project, I has a woman who
heard about the Run for
Veterans contact me and tell
me her husband — a former
combat veteran — was seri-
ously considering taking his
own life,” O'Toole said. “He
was suffering from acute
post-traumatic stress disor-
der. We put him in contact
with the organizations we're
helping to raise money for,
and I just talked to him last
week. He'’s doing much bet-
ter.”

O’Toole said the Run for
Veterans isn’'t about the run-
ning as much as the aware-
ness.

“Every day I'm on the road,
we're helping to bring atten-
tion to a serious issue that’s
facing our combat veterans

today,” O'Toole said. “We're
not only bringing aware-
ness, but inspiring others to
do the same — giving hope
to a lot of families out there
who've been torn apart by
war.

The trio so far has raised
$60,000 en route to their
$2 million goal. The money
raised will be split evenly be-
tween Give An Hour; Team
Red, White & Blue and the
USO — all nonprofit orga-
nizations whose missions
are to assist veterans and
their families.

While hoping to be run-
ning into Portland, Maine,
sometime this fall, O'Toole
right now is making his way
— 15 miles a day ~— down

'U.S. 380 East toward Dallas.

He hopes to be in Haskell
by Saturday.

“At each leg of our jour-
ney we meet more and more
people and continue to
spread hope to these veter-
ans who are finding it hard
to adjust to civilian life for
whatever reason,” O’Toole
said. “Even if we help just
one person out there, this
whole thing will be worth it
to me.”

selves and he worked at bring-
ing out those qualities in
them.”

Strivens said Burnett often
waxed poetic about giving the
news away for free.

“He didn't care as long as
he thought he could get more
readers,” she said. “I heard him
say more than once that he
didn't care who he upset with
what he reported, as long as it
was the truth. To him, it was
all news, and 1 think people
respected him for it, whether
they loved him or hated him.”

Burnett's legacy in Post,
Strivens said, will not soon be
forgotten.

“If most of the people in
Post had the opportunity to
know the Wes Burnett I knew,
theyd have a much different
understanding of what kind of
person he was,” she said. “He
was the least selfish person
I've ever known.”

Prior to his tenure in Post,
Burnett worked for a num-
ber of dailies, including the
Bryan-College Station Eagle,
the Hamilton (Ohio) Jour-
nal-News and the Daily Ibe-
rian in New Iberia, La., before
venturing into the realm of
weekly newspapers, including
those in Sonora, Stephenville,
Dublin and Ballinger.

author of the bill is Rep. Allan
Ritter, R-Nederland, chair of
the House Natural Resources
Committee.

HB 5, for Texas school-
children and their teachers,
reduces the number of end-
of-course “high-stakes” tests
from 15 to five. The purpose
is to let classroom teachers
expand the amount of time
devoted to gains in student
learning as opposed to drill-
ing children with a focus on
test performance. HB 5 also
modernizes the school ratings
system and high school grad-
uation requirements. Primary
author of the bill is Jimmie
Don Aycock, R-Killeen, chair
of the House Public Educa-
tion Committee.

In floor debate, questions
arose over adequate funding
of public education, given
the Legislature’s decision in
2011 to reduce state dollars in
support of secondary and pri-
mary schools by $5.4 billion.
It was the chair’s decision that
funding is a separate issue
not within the scope of HB
5 and therefore would have

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to be introduced as separate
legislation that could not be
brought up without approval
by the full House.
Drug-screening bill

Applicants for the Tem-
porary Assistance for Needy
Families program would have
to submit to a drug screen-
ing under SB 11, a bill passed
out of the Health and Hu-
man Services Committee on
March 27.

SB 11, authored by Senate
Health and Human Services
Committee Chair Jane Nel-
son, R-Flower Mound, does
what federal law allows — the
drug screening of applicants
and the sanctioning of those
who fail. Currently, adult re-
cipients must sign a personal
responsibility agreement not
to use or sell illegal drugs.

According to the Senate
news service, "the first time
an applicant fails a test, he
or she loses personal benefits
for six months, but family-
related benefits will continue.
The second failure results in a
loss of benefits for 12 months
with an option to reapply af-
ter six months if the person
enters or completes a drug re-
hab program. If a person fails
a third test, they are out of the
program permanently. The bill
was amended to add a protec-
tive payee provision to make
sure that children don’t lose
money because of a parent’s
drug abuse.”

The truck was pulling a
trailer that was loaded with
asphalt equipment used to put
in small driveways, according
to reports.

“While interviewing these
individuals, it was learned
they were going door-to-door
trying to sell paving services,”
Morgan said. “They had not
contacted the city nor did
they have a permit to solicit
door-to-door in the city of
Post.”

Sheriff’s officials seized all
the equipment until proof of
insurance, permits to operate
in Texas and a person with
a valid license could be ob-
tained.

Morgan said the follow-
ing day the men purchased a
144-hour permit, proof of in-
surance and hired someone to
deliver the truck and equip-
ment to them in Snyder.

“It was strongly recom-
mended to them they search
for work elsewhere,” Morgan
said.

All three men were cited
for panhandling under a new
ordinance passed by the Post
City Council.

“People who run these
types of operations commonly
come into town and perform

one really good looking pav-
ing job, then go around using
that as an example of their
work,” Morgan said. “They
will try to convince people
to hire them promising them
the same quality job that they
have shown them. They will
ask for meoney in advance.
They generally perform a very
poor quality job or no job at
all.”

After the incident, Morgan
said, Dickens County sher-
iff’s officials contacted the
local authorities inquiring
about the same individuals
and equipment.

“They were operating in
their county and their equip-
ment had once again been
seized for no permits and no
one with a license to drive the
truck,” Morgan said. “We also
learned that they had conned
at least one elderly individual
out of $3,000.”

Morgan also reported that
under new city ordinances,
during the month of Febru-
ary seven vehicles were seized
throughout the city until
the owners could show valid
proof of insurance and had
paid fines and fees associated
with the new ordinance.

Three tickets also were is-
sued during February to in-
dividuals panhandling. All
had criminal records, Morgan
said.

story of how I once had the
privilege of a private showing
at the University of Georgia
library of Margaret Mitch-
ell's first book, she of “Gone
With the Wind” fame, writ-
ten when she wa$ 11. 1 had
been allowed to hold it and
read about a little girl named
Margaret who had helped to
fight off the Indians, but I
had to wear white gloves.

Charlie was recounting a
telegraph from Gen. Sher-
man that day.

“He was close to,” Tink
paused and pointed. “Can you
make out the name of this
town?”

I gasped. “Milledgeville! My
beloved Milledgeville! Home
of Flannery O’Conner. And
my column runs there. Oh,
that Sherman!”

I was agitated, mad all over
again about that 60-mile
swath he cut from Atlanta

to Savannah. After I calmed
down, I recommenced to
read. It was March 6, 1865.
“Lizzie and I attended the
inauguration ball in the pat-
ent office,” he penned. “The
ballroom was so crowded
that it was almost impossible
to dance.” He described the
room and who was seated
with the Lincolns on the
raised platform. “During the
evening, the president recog-
nized me in the crowd and
sent Robert (Lincoln’s son)
to ask me if I had any news
from (Gen.) Sheridan, or
from any other source since
he was in the (telegraph)
office that afternoon. I ac-
companied Robert back to
the platform and gave the
President the information for
which he thanked me, and
learning that Mrs. Tinker
was present said he would be
pleased to speak to her.”
President Lincoln visited the
telegraph office several times
a day, eager to know the lat-
est news from dispatches. He
seemed to consider himself
more of the staff than their
commander-in-chief. Often
he would wander in, stroll
over to the basket filled with
dispatches and read through
them, disappointed if nothing
new had been wired since last
he was there.

April 9: “General Grant
telegraphs this evening that
General Lee has surrendered
the Army of Northern Vir-
ginia to him accepting terms
proposed by Grant. Glorious
news and everybody happy.”
April 11: Lincoln had come
to the office and told a story.
“To illustrate the point, he
gathered his coattails under
his arms and taking long
strides passed out of the of-
fice laughing loudly and leav-
ing me convulsed by his story
and ludicrous performance.”
Imagine Lincoln being high
spirited. But the war was over.
His burden had been lifted.
Then came Charlie’s entry
on April 15. That is another ~

story for another day.
