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Pheasant season will be later this year than usual. 
It begins in Parmer County on Dec. 14 and continues for 

seven days, according to A. E. (Bud)Crump, who has helped 
with the tail feather contests here the past few years. 

A contest for the longest tail feathers has not yet been 
announced, Crump said, but information concerning it will 
be forthcoming in plenty of time previous to the season's 
opening. 

Reason for the late start of pheasant hunting this year is 
because of a late quail season. Pheasant season usually 
follows quail hunting about a week, Crump said. 

Prospects are bright for the best season ever held here 
since pheasants were transplanted to Parmer County. M)re 
birds have been seen this year than ever before. They have 
increased each year since the project began. 

Crump says that several inquiries have been made by tele-
phone about the season this year, one as far away as Austin 
from a hunter who made the trip to Parmer County last De-
cember. 

Jack Patterson is president of the Parmer County Game 
Management Association. 

Pheasant season has been the first week in December 
the past few years. 

Primary purpose of the pro-
ject is watershed protection and 
flood prevention. The plan calls 
for two dams on Running Wa-
ter Draw and one on Catfish 
Draw. One dam will be located 
eight miles north of Clovis, one 
north of Bovina, and one north-
east of Lazbuddie. 

Following the meeting, the 
Work Plan was presented to the 
Texas Soil and Water Conser-
vation Board who in turn will 
recommend it to the Governor 
of Texas. The Plan will then 
be sent to Washington, D.C., 
for presentation to Congress 
where it is hoped that it will 
be accepted and appropriations 
made available.

ahead. It will busily gather the nuts 
and bury them for future use. 

A renowned naturalist, the late 
Ernest Thompson Seton, did some 
in-depth research on the gray squir-
rel. He reported that he'd watched 
a squirrel burying five nuts every 
three minutes. In three months, Se-
ton claimed, the normal gray squir-
rel will bury 10,000 nuts! 

It is amazing how quickly and 
efficiently a family of gray squir-
rels can strip the nuts from an oak 
tree. To give some inkling as to how 
efficient they really are Walter 
Hahn did some studies on the gray 
squirrel at University Farm in 
Mitchell, Indiana. 

Through mathematical analysis 
Hahn figured out that each white 
oak on the farm bore from 2,000 to 
8,000 acorns. Overall, he computed 
the acorn crop at about 100,000 nuts 
per acre. On this basis, in two 
months he figured that less than 
100 gray squirrels had gathered and 
buried some 20,000,000 acorns! 

The gray squirrel is a wily little 
creature with a radar-like defense 
system that includes fantastic sight 
and hearing. Nothing around it es-
capes his attention. It isn't unusual 
for a gray to go scampering for the 
protection of a treetop while a hunt-
er still is 100 yards away. Once in 
the treetop, the animal is a master 
of camouflage, bellying down on a 
limb and remaining perfectly mo-
tionless to escape detection. 

But the gray squirrel depends 
more on sight than hearing for pro-
tection. This animal is one of the 
very few that has perfect, uninter-
rupted vision, even when looking up-
wards. The retina of the animal's 
eyes is composed of cones, which 
pinpoint movement with a remark-
able perception. 

An insignificant snap of the twig 
it might ignore, but never unnatur-
al movement. The gray squirrel is 
too sharp for that. 

Squirrel hunting is taken for 
granted over most of the state. 
Many counties don't even have a 
closed season. 

But East Texas does! Here the 
opening of squirrel season is as 
much a coveted event as deer sea-
son is in other parts of the state. 

No. 1 target of the East Texan 
is the gray squirrel, that daredevil 
of the treetops, a master of the dis-
appearing act, a challenging game 
animal of the first order. 

Gray squirrel population has 
dwindled in recent years. This has 
been due to many factors with the 
main one being an ever-expanding 
civilization. Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department is experimenting 
with artificial nesting boxes in trees 
to add an impetus for squirrels to 
mate and multiply. 

More power to the biologists, for 
there is no animal quite like the 
gray squirrel. 

Although a diminutive creature, 
weighing about 16 ounces on the 
average, the gray is quite speedy 
afoot. It has been clocked in excess 
of 15 miles-per-hour along the 
ground, and is almost a blur of mo-
tion as it dashes pellmell through 
the trees in leaps often exceeding 
five feet. 

Therefore, by necessity the shot-
gun-toting, gray squirrel hunter 
must possess quick reflexes and a 
keen shooting eye, for the gray can 
quickly escape out of range before 
the flustered hunter can get off a 
shot, 

It takes a considerable amount of 
food to sustain a huntable gray 
squirrel population. Its favorite food 
is the ubiquitous acorn. But it is an 
adaptable animal that can make do 
with what is handy. 

Anything from young tree bulbs 
and mast, to wild grapes, grasses 
and even an insect occasionally is 
his food. When the acorns are ripe, 
however, the gray likes to collect a 
storehouse for the lean months 
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PHOSGENE ploys an important 
role in a number of industries. The 
colorless gas that smells like new-
mown hay is used in the manufac-
ture of polyurethane foams used 
in applications ranging from insu-
lation to chair cushions, reports 
Chemetron Chemicals, Chicago.

go together. There are several 
ways of cooking a turkey. Two 
favorite ways include roasting 
and .aking. Broiling is becom-
ing more popular with the mod-
ern equipment available. There 
seems to be some confusion 
about roasting and baking a 
turkey. To clarify this, ROAST-
ING is done undocered In a 
shallow pan equipped with a 
rack. There are two ways to 
Roas: a turkey. 
1. BREAST - UP ,METHOD. 
Place prepared turkey breast up 
in a shallow roasting pan. Cov-
er breast and tops of thighs 
loosely with aluminum foil or a 
double layer of cheese cloth 
that has been sature.ed with 
melted butter. This keeps tur-
key from becoming too brown 
and aids in keeping meat moist. 
Brush with melted butter or 
drippings frequently during 
roasting. Do no: break or pierce 
skin with fork, This allows 
juice to escape. 
2. BREAST-DOWN METHOD: 
For mister breast meat, place

While breast is up, protect with 
foil or cheesecloth as above to 
prevent ove.rbrowning. Brush 
frequently with drippings. 

Baking is another method. 
This is baking the bird In a cov-
ered pan or wrapped completely 
with foil. A steaming process 
which draws the juices from the 
bird results in a great deal of 
stock. Many prefer less "tur-
key-stock" and meat that is 
more moist as the roasting pro-
cess where the meat retains the 
juices. 

If you are one who has never 
been fond of turkey, check your 
method of preparation, Try 
roasting instead of baking. 

A small booklet entitled 
"Harveyt - Holiday Turkey," 
will soon be available free from 
the county extension office in 
Farwell. This could be the ans-
wer to some problems. Call 
481-3619 or come by the office 
for a copy.

plowing or disking. Potassium 
is also held by soil particles 
and does not move except in 
sandy soils low in clay and 
organic matter. Therefore the 
latter group of soils would be 
an exception with respect to 
applying potassium too far 
ahead of the time it would be 
used by a crop. 

The big question about fall and 
winter fertilization concerns 
nitrogen. Can nitrogen be stor-
ed in the soil? What about los-
ses and reduced efficiency? An-
swers to these questions will 
vary with soil properties, temp-
erature and moisture condi-
tions. 

Ammonium nitrogen is held 
by clay particles and general-
ly remains near where it is 
placed in the soil. Therefore 
the objective in early nitrogen 
fertilization would be to use 
ammonium and keep this form 
throughout the storage period. 
It is known that bacteria con-
verts ammonium to nitrates, 
once in the soil. This rate of 
conversion is influenced by a 
number of factors, especially 
temperatures. It is important 
to wait until soil temperatures 
are below between 50 and 55 
degrees farenheit so that a min-
imum amount of the ammonium 
applied will get into the nitrate 
form until the soils warm up 
prior to planting time. 

‘That happens to nitrate ni-
trogen in soil? Nitrates are mo- 
bile and move with soil water. 
This means they can leach from 
a very sandy soil in areas of 
heavy winter rainfall. Another 
possible loss of nitrate nitrogen 
is through denitrification. This 
takes place in soils that stay 
extremely wet for long periods. 
When water fills the soil pores, 
air is excluded. %Then such a 
condition develops, a special 
group of bacteria can remove 
the oxygen from nitrate (NO3) 
allowing the nitrogen to escape

Each set of soil and manage-
ment conditions needs to be 
evaulated where applications of 
nitrogen for spring planted 
crops are being considered this 
fall or winter. A reliable soil 
test will help in deciding what 
is needed. 

• * • * 

A soil test is any chemical, 
physical or biological meas-
urement made on a soil. The 
primary function is that of ev-
aluating the plant nutrient status 
by chemical analysis, according 
to James Valentine, Area Ex-
tension Soil Chemist. 

Fertilizer use suggestions 
shown on a report from the 
Soils Testing Lab at the Re-
search and Extension Center at 
Lubbock consider the soil test 
values along with the informa-
tion supplied such as cropping 
history, past yields, fertilizer 
used, irrigation available, the 
next crop to be grown and ex-
pected yield. The fertilizer use 
suggestions are considered 
adequate to supply the plant nu-
trients needed for the designat-
ed yields but cannot, as examp-
les, compensate for moisture 
stress, wrong planting date, 
weed problems, disease, insect 
damage or poor varieties, 

The soil test report from the 
Soils Testing Lab at Lubbock 
shows the actual values found 
in the laboratory. The nutrients 
are rated as very low(VL); low 
(L); medium (M); high (11); or 
very high (VH). These ratings 
do not refer to the capacity of 
the soil to produce yields, but 
indicate the relative availability 
of the plant nutrient and whether 
crops are likely to respond to 
applications of this nutrient. 
For example, with a Very low 
level of a nutrient, a good re-
sponse is expected; if the level 
in the soil is high or very high, 
little or no response is expect-
ed,

PLAN YOUR ATTACK 
Fishing, like fottball, re-

quires a bit of strategy. And 
' a good job of "double-teaming" 

will work just as well on bash-
ful bass as it does on a bruis-
ing fullback. 

Since many fishing hours 
are consumed in finding the 
right combination of lure and 
fishing depth on a particular 
day, say the fishing experts at 
Mercury outboards, the use of 
and teamwork is highly rec-
ommended. 

Before casting off from the 
dock, spend a few minutes in 
a skull-session with your part-
ner. Discuss the "playing field" 
- its bays, rocky points, weed 
beds, dropoffs, etc. How is the 
weather likely to affect the 
fish? And what are the scout-
ing reports of yesterday's an-
glers? 

As the plan of attack is map-
ped out, each man is given 
a specific assignment. In a 
boat, it's usually a case of "you 
hit 'em high and I'll hit 'em 
low." 

If the waters are strange and 
you're in the fish-finding stage, 
you'll probably elect to troll. 
With two men, both the shal-
low and middle, or middle and 
lower depths can be tested 
simultaneously. The inshore 
angler works the shallower 
level, while the offshore rod 
probes deeper - an efficient, 
hour-saving arrangement. 

When fish are known to be 
in a certain spot, different 
combinations of lures should 
be tried: floaters and sinkers, 
spoons and plugs . . . even 
various colors of the same 
lure. 	• 

"Ganging up" in this manner 
may often cut experimenting 
and prospecting almost in half, 
note the Mercury lads. The 
only rule is that two different 
approaches should be used at 
the same time. 

Instead of copying your part-
ner's choice of lure, snap on 
what might be his next selec-
tion.
