Receipts during 1968 at Bo-
vina's United States Post Of-
fice broke all previous records 
with a total of $25,148.41, Post-
master Gene Ezell announced 
this week.

COUNTY SOIL MOISTURE 
SURVEY MADE 

On Wednesday, January 15, 
Oliver Newton, Advisory Agri-
cultural Nieterologist, with the 
South Plains Research and Ex-
tension Center, was in the coun- 

ty making a soil moisture sur-
vey. 

The purpose of this survey 
is to obtain an estimate of sub-
surface moisture in soil from 
two to six feet below the surface. 
This survey is designed pri-
marily as a guide to farmers 
in determining the amount and 
timing of preplant irrigation. 

Mr. Newton probed the soil 
and made moisture readings in 
eight different locations over 
the county, This information 
gathered from the survey will 
be compiled by Newton and made 
available to the County Agent. 
Enough copies of the survey will 
be available through the County 
Agent in F arw ell, for each coun-
ty farmer.
