ANOTHER FATALLY INJURED
O ne Man Reported to Have Been 

Killed a t  Dunn, In This 
County.

Snyder, Tex., Ju ly  12.— W. B. Do* 
pll, his  wife and  ten-year-old daughter 
■were killed and  an o th e r  daughter ,  aged 
four teen ,  fa tally  h u r t  in  a  cyclone 
w hich  demolished th e i r  home th ree  
m ile s  sou thw es t of H erm leigh  a t  5 
oclock F r iday  afternoon.

T h e  s to rm  cam e a s  a bolt from a 
c lea rk  sky. Not a  s t ick  was left s t a n d ­
ing of th e  small f ram e house which 
w as th e  home of Dowell and  his fam ­
ily. After the  destruc tion  of the  Dow­
ell house, th e  cyclone d issipa ted  and 
no o ther  dam age  w as done. Dowells 
son, who was plowing in a field n e a r  
th e  house, w as  in jured.

T h e  s to rm  F riday  was followed by 
an o th e r  on S a tu rd ay  evening, which 
sw ep t across  th e  south p art  of the 
county , both leaving th e  telephone 
Wires demolished.

O ne m em ber of th e  C ar te r  family Is 
rep o r ted  killed and  th ree  persons are 
rep o r ted  Injured a t  Dunn, in th e  south- 
'ern p art  of this  county, and two others  
of th e  family badly crippled. A dozen 
houses  w ere w recked.

W e n ever  knew of a  country  th a t  
though t itself  so big on an  8,000,000 
population as Canada. And the  way 
she Just " s a sse s” th e  m o th e r  country , 
som etim es, is perfectly  terrible .

Contrary  to the  generally  accepted 
belief, m any  young m en who a re  be­
in g 'g r a d u a te d  from college know p e r ­
fectly well th a t  they  stil l have much 
to  learn  and  a re  en t t i re ly  willing to 
learn  it.

New York.—None but a  fireman can 
unders tand  with w hat pride Kngineer 
P a tr ick  Lynch of the New York tire 
d ep a r tm en t  w ears  the  gold m edal p re­
sen ted  to him by the congress  of the 
United States,  i t  w as a t r ib ih e  from 
the  nation  In recognition of his brav­
ery  during  th e  burning of th e  excur­
sion boat Gen. Slocum on Ju n e  15, 
1904, th a t  C ongressm an Joseph  A. 
Golden p inned on Lynch 's  b rea s t  the 
medal from  congress.

T h e  Slocum d isa s te r  was by no 
m eans the  first occasion when Lynch 
risked his life in o rd e r  to  save th a t  of 
others. No. 80 Cannon s t r e e t  was the  
scene of one of his first heroic acts. 
It was on N ovem ber 14, '1879, when 
only a p r iva te  th a t  Lynch rushed  into 
the burning building and tr ied  to save 
those within. He was so pers is ten t  
in his efforts  th a t  for e igh t months 
afterw ard  he lay in Bellevue hospital 
suffering from the  burns and  smoke.

T hrough  th e  29 y ea rs  th a t  Lynch 
has been a  m em ber of th e  fire d e p a r t ­
m en t his  record  has been punctuated  
with ac ts  of bravery , and  he has never 
had  a single charge  m arked  agains t  
his name. H e  has been to th e  hospital 
three tim es , has  been ca rr ied  out of 
fires as  dead severa l times, and as  for 
being overcom e by smoke, tha t  Is a 
common occurrence.

T he  day of the  Gen. Slocum d is­
a s te r  It happened  to  be Lynch's  day 
off duty. Being an able sw im m er, he 
was going for a  dip oft E as t  One H u n ­
dred and Forty-first s t ree t ,  when he 
spied the  s te am er  Gen. Slocum coming 
upstream  ablaze from s tem  to stern .

“I saw  th e  sand schooner  Jo h n  T. 
Russell t ied  up to  th e  p ier ,” said 
Lynch in te lling about It. ” 1 rushed  
aboard and was about to  loosen one 
of the boats , when a deckhand  ran  
up and th rea ten ed  me. I convinced 
him th a t  I w as  a fireman and w anted  
to  try  to  save  those on the  burning 
excursion boat. Only a f te r  th is  ex­
planation was I p e rm it ted  to  use the  
rowboat.

W hen I re tu rned  to the 
burning boat from th e  tug  W ade I 
spied, n ea r  the  paddle wheel,  ha lf  a 
hundred  women and children  holding 
on. The flames had alm ost reached  
them. I rowed n e a re r  and  yelled to 
them  to  hold fas t  and I would t ry  to 
save them. I got a boat full of wom­
en Rnd children  and rowed them  out 
to th e  tug  Wade. T he  crew pulled 
them  aboard , while I recovered 
brea th  enough to go back for an o th e r  
boat full."

Again and  again  Lynch repea ted  his 
tr ips  betw een th e  rapidly burning 
Slocum and  the  tug, each  time c a r ry ­
ing a boat load of m o th e rs  and the ir  
l i t t le  ones. Detective S e rg ean t  H enry  
C. F lrneisen  owes to Lynch the  safety  
of his wife and two children. W hen 
FTrneisen h eard  th a t  th e  Slocum was 
ablaze he rushed  a lm ost hysterica lly  
to th e  Beene and, to h is  joy, found 
Lynch had  saved those  d e a re s t  to 
’Urn.

D esiring  to  express h is g ra titu d e  to  
Lynch fo r sav ing  h is fam ily, F lrne isen  
p resen ted  to  him  a  gold w atch, chain  
and locket. On the  w atch  is in scribed  
th e  follow ing: "P re sen ted  by H enry  
C. F lrne isen  fo r hero ic  conduct in  sav­
ing the lives of h is w ife and tw o ch il­
d ren  from  drow ning a t  th e  bu rn ing  
of th e  s team b o at Gen. Slocum  on 
Ju n e  15, 1904.”

USING CEMENT
TO SAVE TREES

F o r m e r  M e t h o d  W a s  N e v e r  S u c ­
c e s s f u l  f o r  S e v e r a l  R ea so n s.

The fo rm er method of working in 
failing trees  with cem en t  was nevei 
successful for several reasons. One 
was th a t  the  cem ent seldom if evei 
adhered  to th e  wood, so the  swaying 
by wind of th e  t ree  very generally 
made la rg e r  th e  t rea ted  c rack  be 
tw een  it and  th e  wood.

W ate r  p ene tra ted  beyond the filling 
so th e  decay increased ra th e r  more 
rapid ly  than  before a ttem p t in g  > 
remedy.

The improved Idea is in removing 
from th e  in ter io r  all of the  rottin; 
mass. There  rem ains  only a llvinj 
shell of sapwood and  bark, and Into 
this  cav ity  a s teel b race is nicely in­
se r ted  and bolted in place.

The nex t im portan t s tep  is to cut 
w a te rsh ed s—preventing  any  moisture 
from en ter ing . T here  are  deep 
grooves cut about one inch inside the 
edge and  opening out to  the  ground 
below. C ement is packed t ightly  Into 
grooves, forming a channel down 
which the w a te r  flows.

The cavity  is a f te rw ard  wired 
th roughou t  thoroughly.

The cem en t  is worked moist , and 
buil t ou t  in th e  t ree  shape. Any bark 
t h a t  is cut aw ay  for an inch or two 
in o rd e r  to p rev en t  b ruis ing  as the 
filling is in p rogress  will soon cover 
th e  filled spot so a passerby  can 
scarce ly  de tec t  the  wound a t  all.

In very  large cavit ies the  opening 
is covered by utllixing large  s tr ips  of 
xinc.

N a tu re  helps in th is  k ind of new 
w ork in trees,  for the  place soon heals 
over.

SHINGTON.—Much has been writ ten  ot 
e severity of th e  discipline a t  the 
nited S ta te s  Military academy. The 

shington officials of the  w ar depart 
cut, ac ting  on the advice of the  old 

graduates of the academy, have kept the 
iiseip linary  regulations at the  govern- 

t 's  school p re t ty  much as they were 
the early  days, when the thought was 

hat leniency had no place in mili tary 
Affairs. The judgm ent of the army is 
ha t  the old rule is stilt the  best  rule.

At W est Point there  are  dem er i ts  and 
punishm ents  for offenses Pains and penalties, however, do not 
prevent, or at least did not p revent in the elder day, th e  cadets 
from having on occasion “the time of the i r  lives.”

When any  serious breach of the regula tions Is contem plated 
the boys in gray use the  lessons tha t  are  given them for ano ther 
purpose: to outwit, outf lank and outgeneral th e  en e m y —the tac ­
tical officer in charge.

The cadet at West Point who was found with a c rus t  of 
bread in his quarters ,  or. if luck has been running his way, an 
orange, or some o ther  luxury almost unknown to the cadet pal­
ate. his punishm ent is. or was. ten hours of ex tra  guard duty, to 
be performed during the time tha t  o therw ise  he m ight have 
been walkiug through F lir ta tion  Walk" with some one not a 
cadet, or possibly spending a part  of th e  25 cen ts  a week which 
he is allowed <or ex travagances—if he doesn 't  owe the  govern­
m en t anything-vin  buying a plate of ice cream  or a delicious 
bite of cake in the goodies-shop, which the  cadets in the old days 
dubbed "Delmomco s."

Once upon a time a u n l i  t received a le t te r  on tiie day before 
( h n s tm as .  and from it he learned tha t  a cousin living in New 
^o rk  had shipped a box. due to a rr ive  th a t  afternoon, and tilled 
with absolutely unspeakably good things. The le t te r  told him 
tha t the box had 
been addressed to 
a certa in  k i n d  
hearted a rm y offi­
c e r ' s  wife— here 
and forever name­
less—and that it 
were b e tte r  to call 
for it w hen the of­
ficer himself was 
on duty elsewhere.

Ju s t  a f te r  sup­
per tha t  Chris tm as 
e v e .  during  the 
half-hour interval 
between mt 
the  bugler 's 
quarters ,  two 
riets stole dow 
road in the re 
the  hospital, s 
t h e  f e n c e ,  
dropped into 
yard in the re 
t h e  k lndhearted  
army w o m a n ' s  
q u a r t e r s .  They 
found the box. and 
carr ied  it to the 
barracks. gett ing  
it in through a 
window, and stnr- 
i ti g it under a 
bunk in a dark  cor­
ner

The two cadets 
w e r e  roommates.
They pried open 
th e  box. and hav- 
i n g  f o u n d  that  
there  w t-re eight 
Pies, eight cakes, 
two dozen oranges
a d four pounds of candy therein, concluded th a t  there  
were ju s t  rations enough for tour hungry cadets  with the 
appeti tes  tha t  they could bring to the  feast,  about an
hour a f te r  taps.

They Invited two chums who lived in an o th e r  part  of 
the  barracks  to come to the spread as soon a f te r  "lights 
out as it would be fairly safe to cross the a rea  of b a r ­
racks without the danger  of being seen by the officer of 
th e  day.

Taps sounded There was the usual dark-lantern  in­
spection immediately  thereafter ,  and from every room in 
th e  old s tone building came the cry of “All in. s ir,"  as 
the  officers made their  round and flashed their  bull’s-eye 
within No sooner had the  door closed on the inspecting 
officer than the ttfo custodians of the box arose, jumped 
into trousers  and shell jackets,  and proceeded to b lanke t 
th e  window, throwing one end over the  upper sash and 
then closing the frame, so as to he 'd the  b lanke t tight.
With the ir  bayonets they pinned the lower end at th e  
corners, and a f te r  placing a folded b lanket over the  
transom, they lighted the gas and spread th e  feast.

About three-quarters  of an hour a f te r  taps  the two 
hidden ones stole in. Their  hosts had resisted the  mighty 
tem ptat ion  to eat. They had lived for months on cadet 
ra t ions and their  waiting for the ir  comrades with th a t  
feast spread before the ir  eyes proved them not only sol­
diers, but stoics.

They came, they saw, and they ate. T he  apple of 
Eden had not the  flavor of those mince pies It was 
before the days of angel cake, but those cakes m ust have 
come from paradise. How these youngsters  did pitch in. 
Nothing has tasted so good since, and the  one who w rites 
speaks by the card

At 15 minutes before midnight every th ing  had disap­
peared save one slender piece of mince pie. at which the 
sm allest cadet present was looking lovingly, yet afraid.
The game for him had reached its limit. Unlucky piece 
of pie It was responsible for woes unnumbered.

The clink of a sword was heard on the ironbound 
sta irw ay  outside the  door. The door of the  room oppo­
si te  was heard to open. An inspection was on. The 
light In the  banquet-room was doused ins tan ter .  T he  
two cadet hosts Jumped into the i r  bunks, one of them 
pulling the blanket from the window In his flight. One 
cadet guest sought refuge under  one bunk and the  sec­
ond dove under  the other. The two in bed were com­
pletely covered, and no eye could have told th a t  they 
were clothed In s»e!l Jacket and trou se rs  when night- 
gear  was the  proper raiment.

An officer of cavalry entered . He sw ept the  beams 
of the dark  lantern over the  two bunks. The occupants 
were snoring  peacefully, if som ewhat suspiciously loud.
The officer turned to leave. Woe Is me!

T he  b lanke t pulled from the window and carried to  
the bunk had caught In Its trail th e  small piece of uncon­
sumed mince pie. and bad dropped It ju s t  where the heel 
of the re t ir ing  officer caught It full and fair.

Down be went! He had had no such fall as that 
since be had taken a header at his first riding lesson, 
and this time he didn't hit his head. When he sat be 
sal solid, and the barracks shook.

This  was too much even for th e  disciplined self-con­
trol of lour culprit  cadets. They chuckled.

The officer rose, sw ept th e  light of his lan te rn  under 
the  bunks, and then pulled two b lankets  from th e  boy-B 
in bed. In an ins tan t  four cade ts  were stand ing  a t  a t te n ­
tion. Two m arched  to the i r  q u a r te rs  in a r res t .  The  
o th e rs  were left in a r r e s t  w here  they  were.

Four cadets  expiated  th e  cr im e of ea ting  by walking 
post during  th e  ordinary  glad hours  of re lease  from quar­
te rs  for four long weeks.

One of these  boys w ent to his death  on San Juan  hill 
and another  to his death  in the  jungles  of the Philip­
pines. One Is literally  charg ing  th rough  life as a major 
of cavalry, and the o ther ,  who never  saw the day of 
graduation, w rites these  lines with a pen much less 
mighty than any sword.

Not long ago it  was w rit ten  th a t  there  is no spirit 
of sectionalism alive a t  the  United S ta te s  Military acad­
emy. In G ran t hall, th e  g rea t  s tone building given over 
to the purposes of the  cadets '  mess and named for Gen. 
Ulysses S. Grant, hangs a p o rt ra it  of the northern  sol­
dier 's great sou thern  opponent. Gen. Robert E. Lee

To every  gradua te  in the  army, north and south, the  
appearance  of the  face of th e  g rea t  confedera te  soldier 
on the walls of his a lm a  m ater,  side by side with tha t  
of his g rea t  antagonist ,  m eans the  end of controversy, 
the end of b it terness,  th e  end of all th ings sectional.

Lee. as he appears  in his place of honor, is not In 
the gray  garb  of the leader of the  lost cause, with the 
s ta rs  of a general sh ining in th e  field of his shoulder 
knots . He is shown in the blue uniform of the old army 
with an eagle on his shoulder, hacked with yellow, de­
noting the  rank  of a  colonel of cavalry, the  position the 
southron held when he resigned from the federal army 
to cas t  his lot with the  confederacy.

The po r t ra i t  of Lee was placed in position five years 
ago. Col. Mills, who was then su p e r in te n d e n t 'o f  th e  
military academy, secured readily  the  permission of the 
war d ep a r tm en t  for th e  placing of the  picture  where, 
with th a t  of Grant, it  would fall daily under the  eyes of 
the  cadets. T he  thought is held by arm y officers th a t 
nothing bu t good to  the  coming genera t ions of cade ts  can 
corne from the  honoring of the  mem ory of one of the 
g rea tes t  soldiers ever g radua ted  from W est Point.

This s to ry  of Lee 's  p ic ture  forces reminiscences. 
Since the  w ar of secession the  po r t ra i t  of one o th e r  con­
federa te  leader has hung on his toric  academic walls— 
th a t  of Albert Sidney Jo hns ton  of the  class of 1826, and 
who gave his life for the  south a t  Shiloh.

T here  wag a  touch of sectionalism  a t  W est Po in t 
Just a f ter  the  w ar, and  a  p o rtra it of Johnston  has to do 
with the  story. T he p ic tu re  w as pu t in p lace long years 
before the  north  and th e  sou th  m e t on the field o f ba ttle , 
and it hung on th e  w all o f th e  arm y officers' m ess room 
a t  W est Poin t. T he  p o r tra it  showed Johnston  as  a  suo- 
altern officer o t cava lry  In th e  U nited S ta te s  forces. 
Johnston  a t one tim e w as sta tioned  a t W est Poin t, and 
the  officers assem bled  th e re  a s  In s truc to rs voted to  hate 
him  m anage th e ir  m ess.

T he quality  o f th e  food and cooking im proved eo 
tinder Jo h n sto n 's  m anagem en t th a t bis com rades tndnend

him to keep th e  position of 
manager,  instead  of hnving it 
“ ro tate ,"  as was th e  custom.

When the  so u th e rn e r  was re ­
lieved from duty at the academ y 
the  m em bers  of the  mess de­
cided to  have  his p o r t ra i t  pa in t­
ed and hung in th e  dining-hall.
This  was done, and  th e  p ic ture  
stayed un touched all th rough  
th e  dark  days of th e  war.

In the  year 1865 th e re  w as 
sen t  to W est Po in t as a tactical 
officer a soldier who had won 
th e  s ta rs  of a brigadier-general 
of volunteers  on the  battlefield.
This  story  in fac t  is told of 
Gen. M arcus A. Reno, who had 
gone back to  his rank  of cap ­
ta in  of regu la rs  a t  the  close o t  
hostilit ies. He w as a g rad u a te  
of th e  m ili tary  academy, as was 
Johnston . Reno had been a t  
W es t  Point on duty  only a few 
days, as the  story  goes, when 

th e  p ic ture  of the  sou thern  officer caugh t his eye. War 
passions were stil l h igh—though an o th e r  excuse was 
given fer R eno’s conduct. He was officer of the  day, and 
wore his side a rm s. He drew his saber  in front of 
Jo h n s to n ’s picture. “ A t r a i to r  has no place on these 
walls.” he Faid. T h e re  was a  “ right cu t"  from a prac­
ticed hand, and th e  encircling  f ram e and the  picture of 
the  confedera te  genera l  w ere  cu t in twain.

It was Reno who was with C uster 's  command a few 
days prior to  th e  b a tt le  with th e  Sioux, In which 
" the  yellow-haired ch ief ta in" and his command of the 
Seventh  eavhlry were wiped out by th e  hand of Sitting 
Hull. Reno was a t  a  d is tauce  with another  p a r t  of the 
Seventh  cavalry. He had a fierce fight of his own.

Reno was cri tic ized for no t having advanced to the 
relief of Custer .  H e dem anded  a court of inquiry, and 
he w as cleared, fo r no one ev e r doubted h is courage. 
L a te r  he w as d ism issed  from  th e  service. A t W est Point 
to-day, w here “ tim e ’s effacing finger” has removed the 
la s t tra ce  of b itte rn e ss , th e  p o r tra it  of Lee will hang 
honored and  in safety .

Maj.-Gen. G eorge A. C uste r, w hose record of rapid 
p rom otions for g a la n try  on th e  battlefield  reads like a 
rom ance, had tro u b les  o f h is own when he w as a  cadet. 
C uster en tered  th e  academ y a t  th e  low est age lim it—17 
years . W hen be  w as 24 y ea rs  old he was a m ajor-gen­
eral, com m anding a  d iv ision . O ne m ay search  h istory , 
and even fiction, and  h av e  th e  h a rd e s t kind of a tim e to 
find a  para lle l case. O ne beau ty  of th e  m a tte r is th a t no 
one h as y e t been found to  deny th a t  C uster won every 
step  on th e  road to  h is p re fe rm en ts . Yet th is man, who 
w as S h erid an 's  r ig h t a rm  In th e  cam paigns of 1864-5. 
cam e n e a r being lo s t to  th e  service of h is country  
th rough  Inability  to  m as te r thoroughly  one of the 
b ran ch es a t  U ncle S am ’s school.

I t  Is told a t  th e  academ y th a t  when C uster g radu­
a ted  It w as found th a t  one o f th e  m em bers of the  aca­
dem ic board  had  declined  to  sign hla "sheepsk in .” W hen, 
four yeara  la te r , C u a te r paid a  v is it to th e  school with 
th e  s ta re  o f a  m ajo r-genera l in th e  field of h is shoulder 
knots, th e  profeeeor w hose s ig n a tu re  to th e  sheepskin  
w as lacking, offered to  affix hla nam e thereto .

T h ere  ensued  a  m om ent o r tw o o f alienee, broken 
only by a  few p ic tu resq u e  expressions from a  yellow- 
haired  so ld ier v h o  had  Just te e n  som e four yeara  of

often developed af te r  bis m ate has been tak en  awsy.

he mania tor self-destruction often continues tor da> *■ 
though apparen t ly  subdued by enforced help lessness. * i 
the  c rea tu re  is crafty, and while p re tending to be * '  1 
and resigned to existence, will watch to r the  first 'r 
tunity a f te r  being released to inflict wounds that will :,e 
fatal.

One would scarcely imagine tha t  such a seemingly in­
sensate  animal as the hippopotamus would ever be guilt!'1 
of suicidal mania, but It is a  fact that a hippo,' captured 
'tt < and confined in a cage will give every evidence 
omestekness, and the only way to prevent the beaie 

from committing 'hari-kari' is to keep him well ted and so- 
surround him with animal company.
