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TERRIBLE DISASI[R
IN ILLINOIS MINE

Fire, following Terrific Explosion, Occurs While
Hundreds Are at Work---Scenes Are
Most Heartrending.

400 MINERS’ LIVES ARE SNUFFED OUT

Mine Is Sealed to Subdue Flames---Rescue Workers Are Bafiled Iv
Efforts to Save Victims---Weeping and Helpless
Women and Children Gather at Entrance.

Cherry, Ill., Nov. 15.—Nearly 400
men and boys, it is now believed, are
now dead or perishing in the St. Paul
mine here, though experts who suc-
ceeded in penetrating the smoke-filled
airshafts to a depth of 300 feet late
yesterday, returned with a ray of hope
for the grief-stricken relatives of the
entombed men,

That the fire has been extinguished
was the conclusion of mining experts
and inspectors sent here by Gov. De-
neer to investigate the calamity and
its cause. For more than thirty hours
the prisoners have been subjected to
smoke-filled veins. That life could ex-
ist under the terrible conditions ap-
parent is doubted by many, but be-
cause no trace of high temperature
was found in the depths of the mine
vesterday, friends of the miners and
even officials of the company have
hope that the victims may have found
safety in remote recesses of the mine,

Cherry, 111, Nov. 15.—Officials of
the St. Paul Coal Company mine,
where an explosion, caused by fire
oceurred Saturday, say that 250 men
are dead in the mine. Twelve bodies

have been taken out. Six of these
were heroes, not employed in the
mine, but who gave their lives in a

futile effort to save the imprisoned
workers.

Mine Superintendent James Steel
declared five hours after the explo-
sion that it was almost impossible
that any of the miners could escape.
“The mine has a day shift of 484. Of
these a number left the mine at noon.
Twenty-five are known to have es-
caped after the fire broke out. The
others are believed to be dead.

Mine Shaft Sealed to Stop Flames.

The entrance to the mines has been
sealed up in the hope of checking the
flames. The building above the pit
entrance was blown up to permit this,

Despite the frantic efforts of the
officials and the scores of volunteers,
it seemed assured at midnight that
only bodies of the dead would be taken
out. Until tomorrow morning, when
the covering will be raised and the
rescuers permitted to enter the smoke
and gas-choked veins, no certainty as
to the fate of the inmates can be
learned.

Fire Cause of Explosion.

The fire causing the explosion,
which may prove one of the greatest
tragedies in the list of mine horrors,
had an origin almost trivial. A pile
of hay, allowed to smolder too long
finally ignited the timbers of the mine,
and before the workers realized their
danger the mine was filled with smoke,
gases and flames and all escape was
impossible.

Heroism of Cherry Citizens.

Hetoism such as is rarely exhibited
was shown by officials of the mine and
residents of the town of Cherry. Those
men who were outside the mine when
the fire originated contributed five to
the list of twelve dead. Alexander
Nerberg, a pit man, gave his life un-
hesitatingly in a vain effort to save
those of his comrades who risked
their lives with him.

Hero Dies After Saving Bodies of Four
Victims.

Standing at the bottom of the shaft
he carried the bodies of the four men
into the cage, the only way of escape.
As he carried the last man up he fell
unconscious across the body. He was
dead, as was all his companions, when
the cage was lifted to the top.

Those who had gone into the pit
with him were John Bundy, the mine
superintendent; John Flood and Isaac
Lewis, merchants of Cherry, and Domi-
nic Fonenti. Dr. W. Howe, a physi-
cian of the city, who had sought to
go with the men when they descended
in the cage, had been thrust out by
Bundy, who exclaimed:

“They will need you at the top if
we get any one out. No use risking
your life down here.”

The physician vainly sought to re-
suscitate the men when they were
carried to him a few minutes later.
He said they had died of sutfocation.

No Hope Is Given.

Almost to a man they declared that
there was no hope for those left be
hind. Almost 200 of the men imprison
ed, they declared, were in third vein
the only entrance to which was from
the second vein, almost 500 feet from
the main shaft of the pit. Superin
tendent Steele reluctantly echoed the
opinion of the miners. When the ex
tent of the fire was realized the off}
cials saw that ordinary measures were
ineffectual. The fire had burned
away the timbers of the shaft and the
flames soon reached the escape shaft
A few minutes later the fan which
supplied air to the shaft collapsed and
tumbled through the opening. The
flames then swept on to the mouth o
the pit where they were carried to the
surface, forcing back all those whe
ventured near.

Mouth of Mine Sealed.

The officials knew that the fire must
be eating its way back into the shaft
and then the heroic measure of seal-
ing the mouth of the pit was adopted
Before this water had been poured
down the escape shaft but with no
better effect than to flood the floor
and further impede any effort of those
inside to escape.

That those of the men who were
able had retreated to the furthermost
ends of the veins was the statement
of the miners on the surface. There
they might huddle together, gasping
what little oxygen remained in the
sealed and burning mine and pray
ing that the rescuers might reach
them before it was exhausted. The
most hopeful of those concerning those
in the mine are doubtful if more than
a score will be found alive when that
aid comes.

Scenes at Mine Shaft.

At the entrance of the shaft a scene
was enacted such as is seen only at
a disaster of this kind. Hundreds of
screaming women, weeping children
and frantic but helpless men crowded
about the place. A few survivors were
surrounded by groups of the women
and their answers to the loudly
shrieked inquiries only added to the
terror of the women.

Rescuers Court Death.

After about four trips the cages
ceased moving and no more miners
came from the shaft. What disaster
occurred in the minutes following the
escape of the men near the shaft is
unknown, After waiting a few min-
utes at the head of the shaft, Mine
Superintendent Bundy leaped into the
cage, calling Nerberg and two miners
The two miners were afraid and from
the small group of residents who had
gathered near the entrance volunteers
came who were eager to assist Bundy
in the work of rescue. Flood, Lewis,
Fonenti and Rubinski entered the cage
and descended. The next trip of the
cage operated from below, carried the
bodies of six miners.

Then a few minutes elapsed, which
seemed an hour to those waiting at
the top. The cage tgain ascended,
this time bearing the unconscious
bodies of three of the rescuing party.
Again it was lowered and the last
of the six were brought up. Dr. Howe
gave prompt medical treatment to
them, but the men were dead. Ner
berg lived for a few minutes after be-
ing taken from the cage.

By this time the air fan had col
lapsed and the fire was pouring up
the shaft. Superintendent Steele then
saw that the escape of the miners
through the shaft was blocked. The
sealing up of the shaft entrance as a
last resort then was ordered.

Heavy timbers were soaked in water
and placed across the shaft entrance
and piled over with sand. Volunteers
had been pouring water over the mine
through the escape shaft, located
gsome yards away, but this was dis-
continued, and the building above the
shaft and that shaft also sealed.

It was declared that the fire had
been burning more than an hour be-
fore it began to assume a dangerous

DISCOVERIES MADE
AT STATE PRISONS

INMATES WERE WHIPPED FOR
GIVING COMMITTEE
TESTIMONY,

COMMITTEE STILL AT WOk

A Special Session of the State Legis
lature Is Possible to Look
Into Matters.

Houston, Nov. 9.—During the day !
spent in Houston the penitentiary in
vestigation committee obtained testi
mony corroborating stories it had lis
tened to at Rusk. It was furnished by
H. Cohn, a young man of this eity
who was pardoned and restored to citi
zenship Sept. 13 by Governor Campbell
Cohn said that he had seen Thomas
B. Durham, assistant superintendent
of penitentiaries, in charge of the
prison at Rusk, strike Allan Brown, ¢
negro convict, with his walking stick
knocking him to the ground. The causeé
of the blow was the negro's failure tec
take off his hat at Durham’s approach

Part of Cohn’'s Testimony.

“I worked in the water and rain op
the cane farm for two months. We
were trotted into the building some
times from a point seven miles dis
tant seldom having wagons to haul us

“I worked at the Eastham farm three
weeks during September and October
I was transferred here from Huntsville
for talking to the investigation com:
mittee. Under Keeper Harris said tc
me when he notified me of my trans
fer: ‘I guess you want to talk to the
committee some more.’

Cohn said that at the Imperial State
farm he had seen sergeants strike con
victs on the head with stalks of sugar
cane. At the Eastham farm he fre
quently saw Assistant Sergeant Kittle
bran strike men with his quirt. The
provocation for the blows was the fail
ure of men to keep up with their work:
ing squads.

“While T was at Imperial” said the
witness, “everything was lousy. I fur
nished my own underwear and had
seven suits taken from me. I saw the
steward wearing a pair of gloves and
a pair of shoes that were sent to me.
My brother-in-law came down at my
complaint and identified these articles
and informed the sergeant, who only
said he would see about it.”

Driven Like Cattle,

Asked if while at the Eastham farm
he could get his task, Cohn said:
“There was no task there; it was all
you could do. They drove you to it
and the guards would run their horses
over you.” He said also that while at
this farm it was the daily custom to
run to and from work.

“I have been soaked from working
in the rain in the field and have had
to put on the same wet clothes the
next morning when I went out. We
had no night gowns at the Imperial
farm, but did have them at the East-
ham farm.”

Austin, Nov. 8.—The startling dis-
closures made by the penitentiary in-
vestigation committee are sufficient to
justify the calling of an extra session
of the legislature, according to Lieu-
tenant Governor Davidson.

Austin: Because 1s alleged pris-
oners in the Texas prisons and on
the state convict farms were whipped
to death or shot by their guards a
special session of the legislature will
be called to enact measures reforming
the whole convict system. This is
the announcement made here Satur-
day.

Governor Davidson asserted that
conditions, as found by the committee,
are repugnant in the extreme. “The
matter should be immediately investi-
gated, and you can quote me as say-
ing I would be in favor of an extra
seseion of the legislature.”

It follows an investigation into the
state penal conditions that has, it is
alleged, revealed brutal and revolting
stories of cruelty. The committee in-
vestigating the prisons was named be-
cause the Texas system of leasing
prisoners to plantation owners was ob-
jected to. The investigation was made
sweepingly broad and as a result not
only were conditions on plantations
where convicts were sent considered,
but the conditions in prisons them-
selves were scrutinized.

Whipping convicts was one of the
practices the committee uncovered.
One convict, it is said, in order to
avoid the hard work he had been ask-
ed to do, chopped off two of his fingers
with a hatchet. When he recovered
he was whipped for mutilating him-
self.

The conditions at mines where some
of the convicts were sent to work
were discovered by the committee to
be extremely unsanitary. The men's

‘clothing was washed once in two

weeks and their quarters infested with

vermin.

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MADE MORE SMALL HOLDINGS

Good Results of a Year's Operatior
of British Law That Was
Much Opposed.

It 1s officially declared In Great
Britain that the small holdings act
of 1908 has given a great stimulus to
the provision of small holdings by
private land owners direct. The re-
sult of the first year's work for the
country at large since the act came
into operation has been that 23,285
applications have been received by
" county councils for 373,601 acres;
that 13,202 applications have been ap-
proved provisionally as suitable; that
the estimated quantity of land re-
quired for the suitable condition ap-
plicants is 185,098 acres; that 21,417
acres have been purchased, and 10,
071 acres leased; that the land ac-
qdired will provide for about 1,500 of
the applications, and that 504 of them
were in actual possession of their

holdings on December 31, 1908.

Out of the approved applicants
about 24 per cent. were agricultural
laborers. It is estimated that at the
end of September of this year
not less than 50,000 acres was ob-
tained, but few of the applicants de-
sire to purchase their holdings. Out of
23,295 applications received during
the year only 629 or 2.7 per cent. ex-
pressed a desire to purchase. No
doubt considerable land has been sup-
plied by land owners direct, mainly
through the intervention of county
councils, stimulated by the provisions
of the act.

During 1908 there were in Devon
and Cornwall 722 applications for 12,
271 acres. The councils purchased
440 acres and leased 129 acres. In
the southwest of England there are
large areas of crown lands once under
cultivation but now mneglected that
.1l doubtless be brought back in the
near future to suitable and profitable
husbandry by the bhands of the people

Rat Extermination.

Consul General John Edward Jones,
it Winnipeg, reports that active meas-
ures are being taken by the Manitoba
government to rid the province of
rats, which made their appearance in

the grain flelds and granaries last
spring.
Through the co-operation of the |

chemists of the agricultural college in
Winnipeg a virus has been produced
«hich, it is claimed, is fatal to rats
and easily communicable to others.
As the rodents when discovered had
already made their way into the fields,
this method of ridding the country
was deemed most efficacious. The
virus produces a fatal fever in the
rodents, which much resembles ty-
shoid. It was found impracticable to
distribute this virus broadcast to farm-
rs, s0 a supply has been sent to the
secretaries of the various municipali-
des together with instructions for
gse.~Consular Report.

Desert Places Opened.

The opening of a railroad from a
point near Luxor into the Libyan
iesert has rendered easy the approach
to the oasis of Khargeh, which is re-
garded as a typical example of these
‘solated centers of life. The Libyan
oases are deep depressions in a lofty
plateau, which has a maximum eleva-
:dlon of nearly 2,000 feet, but the bot-
toms of the oases are only from 100
to 300 feet above sea level. They are
underlain by beds of sandstone, which
are the sources of the water supply.
Artesian wells 400 feet deep form
practically inexhaustible means of ir-
rigation and such deep wells have
been used from ancient times. The de-
pressions were once the beds of
lakes and the water in the sandstone
probably has its sources in the Abys-
sinian highlansd.

A Literal Distinction,

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MADE MORE SMALL HOLDINGS

Good Results of a Year's Operatior
of British Law That Was
Much Opposed.

It 18 officially declared in Great
Britain that the small holdings act
of 1908 has given a great stimulus to
the provision of small holdings by
private land owners direct. The re-
sult of the first year's work for the
country at large since the act came
into operation has been that 23,285
applications have been received by
" county councils for 373,601 acres;
that 13,202 applications have been ap-
proved provisionally as suitable; that
the estimated quantity of land re-
quired for the suitable condition ap-
plicants is 185,098 acres; that 21,417
acres have been purchased, and 10,
071 acres leased; that the land ac-
qdired will provide for about 1,500 of
the applications, and that 504 of them
were in actual possession of their

holdings on December 31, 1908,

Out of the approved applicants
about 34 per cent. were agricultural
laborers. It is estimated that at the
end of September of this year
not less than 50,000 acres was ob-
tained, but few of the applicants de-
sire to purchase their holdings. Out of
23,295 applications received during
the year only 629 or 2.7 per cent. ex-
pressed a desire to purchase. No
doubt considerable land has been sup-
plied by land owners direct, mainly
through the intervention of county
councils, stimulated by the provisions
of the act.

During 1908 there were in Devon
and Cornwall 722 applications for 12.-
271 acres. The councils purchased
440 acres and leased 129 acres. In
the southwest of England there are
large areas of crown lands once under
cultivation but now neglected that
/i1l doubtless be brought back in the
near future to suitable and profitable
husbandry by the hands of the people

Rat Extermination.

Consul General John Edward Jones,
it Winnipeg, reports that active meas-
ures are being taken by the Manitoba
government to rid the province of
rats, which made their appearance in
the grain flelds and granaries last
spring.

Through the co-operation of the
shemists of the agricultural college in
Winnipeg a virus has been produced

and easily communicable to others.
As the rodents when discovered had
already made their way into the fields,
this method of ridding the country
was deemed most efficacious. The
virus produces a fatal fever in the
rodents, which much resembles ty-
shoid. It was found impracticable to
distribute this virus broadcast to farm-
:rs, so a supply has been sent to the
secretaries of the various municipali-
Jdes together with instructions for
yse.~Consular Report.

Desert Places Opened.

The opening of a railroad from a
point near Luxor into the Libyan
iesert has rendered easy the approach
to the oasis of Khargeh, which is re-
garded as a typical example of these
‘solated centers of life. The Libyan
nases are deep depressioms in a lofty
plateau, which has a maximum eleva-
:ddon of nearly 2,000 feet, but the bot-
toms of the oases are only from 100
to 300 feet above sea level. They are
underlain by beds of sandstone, which
are the sources of the water supply.
Artesian wells 400 feet deep form
practically inexhaustible means of ir-
rigation and such deep wells have
been used from ancient times. The de-
pressions were once the beds of
lakes and the water in the sandstone
probably has its sources in the Abys-
sinian highlansd.

Thanksgiving day has long been
called the first really American holi-
day, as President Lincoln established
it as a national festival in 1864, and
since that time it has been a legal
one. But the day of Thanksgiving
goes back to the Englishman, William
Bradford, who led the Pilgrims to this
new land. Back of him we find that
Moses really instituted the first
Thanksgiving day by issuing this
splendid proclamation: “After thou
hast gathered in thy corn and thy
wine, thou halt rejoice in thy feast,
thou and thy son and thy daughter
and the Levite and the stranger and
the fatherless and the widow that are
within thy gate.”

Bradford, in 1633,
55 surviving passengers of the May-
flower to hold a feast of gladness and
thankfulness. He also followed the
“Moses” proclamation to the letter,
for he asked ninety and one strangers,
among them the good Indian “Massa-
soit” and others belonging to his fa-
mous tribe. So ouf hospitality, for
which as a nation we have always
been known, was established by good
old Willlam Bradford.
tells us that he was a “good” pro-
vider, That first Thanksgiving day
feast consisted of wild turkey, which
comes down into history as the “piece
de resistance“ of our Thanksgiving
meal.
