WASHINGTON NEWS

Representative Martin Dies of that
Loungressional District has introduced
A bill in Congress for the appropria-
tion of $100,000 for the purpose of
building a public building at Marshall.

The bill providing separate state-
hood for the territories of New Mex-
ico and Arizona was considered by
the House Committee on Territories
Wednesday and was reported to the
House, !

A telegram received Tuesday from
Bluefields states in effect that the indi-
cations are that a majority of the pris-
oners captured at the battle near Rama
by the revolutionists will join Es-
trada's army.

After passing the army appropria-
tion bill, carrying the sum of $95,200,
9000 for the maintenance of the army
during the fiscal year of 1911, the
House Tuesday proceeded to consid-
eration of the so-called “white slave”
bills.

Fortifications for the United States
and insular possesisons for the year
1911 will cost $5,617,200, over two and
@ half millions less the recommenda-
tions of the Appropriations Committee
submitted Monday. The committee
<ut the departments estimates for the
coming year $1,109,524.56.

In a message full of specific sugges-
‘tions President Taft Friday put up to
‘Congress the question of enacting laws
designed to amply safeguard the Na-
tional resources. The message made
practically no reference to the recent
mupheavals growing out of the Ballin-
ger-Pinchot controversy, ignores the
Tormer Chief Forester entirely and
&ives all credit for the conservation

Representative Townsend introduced
fin the House Monday afternoon the
‘bill embodying the recommendations
outlined in the special mesasge of
President Taft for amendments to the
dnterstate comemrce law, It provides,
among other things, for a special court
composed of five Federal Circuit
Judges to have exclusive original juris-
diction over matters growing out of
orders of the Interstate Comemrce
Commission. The court is to be com-
posed of five Circuit Judges, who shall
serve as assignment of the Chief Jus-
tice for a term of five years, but no
two of the Judges' terms will expire
at the same time, and thus under all
circumstances four of the Judges will
have had several years' experience
‘with these technical questions.

DOMESTIC AND FOREIGN NEWS

Prof. W, D. Pierce of the United
States Department of Agriculture, who
is studying the boll weevil problem
in Texas for the United States Govern-
ment, says that 25 per cent of the wee-
vils were destroyed by the common
red ant.

Another $10,000 land deal was closed
in Denton Tuesday when Abe Reynolds
purchased the 285-acre farm of G. P.
Davis, ten miles north of that city in
the Green Valley community for $10,-
697,

Advices from the flooded district of
the San Pedro-Los Angeles-Salt Lake
route say that ninety-three miles of
track are washed out and that the road
is in fact practically washed out in
long stretches. It is estimated $14,-
000,000 will be required to rebuild the
line.

Upon a tract of eighty acres adjoin-
ing tne Texas Tank FParm, just south
of Tulsa, Okla. recently acquired, it
was announced Tuesday the Texas
Company will build one of the largest
oil refineries in the United States with
a capacity of 7,000 barrels.

RUSK IRON WORKS
LEASEDTO WORTHAM

TO PAY NINETY CENTS PER TON
FOR ORE—ANNUAL RENT
IS $10,000.

WILL MAKE BOND OF $50,000

State to Improve Plant—Operations to
Begin When Coke Rate Is
Secured,

Austin, Tex., Jan. 13.—After discuss-
ing terms of a contract all day, the
State Penitentiary Board and John L.
Wortham reached an agreement last
night, by which Mr. Wortham and his
associates become lessees of the Rusk
Iron Works.

Late Wednesday afternoon it seemed
that the board and Mr. Wortham could

not get together, but Wednesday night |

Mr. Wortham notified Chairman Gill
of the board to draw up the contract
according to the terms of the board and

| it would be accepted, provided a satis-

factory rate is secured on coke for the
furnace. Mr. Wortham accepts the
beard's offer and obligated himself and
associates to pay $10,000 per annum
rental, 90 cents per ton for the iron
ore and make bonds in the sum of $50,
000. This bond is divided into three
parts, $25,000 to return the plant in
good condition, less the usual wear
and tear, $15,000 for the payment of
the fron ore and $10,000 for the lease
rental.

Under the arrangement tentatively
agreed upon, the State is to reline the

make all other improvements, such as
providing new pumps, new hoisting
machinery, etc., all of which will cost
$50,000, say Mr. Wortham. He said
he had made no offer for convicts and
Superintendent Herring added that
probably no convicts would be leased
by Mr. Wortham.

Plum trees require comparatively
fittle pruning.

A young peach tree needs vigorous
pruning, but a bearing tree in good
soil needs little except to remove dead
and surplus branches.

The object of pruning is to shorten
the new growth, leaving approximate-
ly the amount of fruiting wood which
the vine can safely carry.

The old orchard, that is trees 12 to
15 years old and older and already in
bearing, will be benefited by heavy
applications of stable litter or other
fertilizer.

Tea roses and half hardy roses may
be protected by first making a mound
of earth, sod or other material over
which to bend the rose bush. Over
this florists usually cover with soil.

A tree with an open head can be
sprayed more thoroughly than when
the tree is allowed to grow at will. It
1s usual to cut out the suckers or wa-
ter sprouts, the dead wood and the
broken branches.

Rabbits usually do little harm to an
orchard after it has attained the age
of ten years, but orchards recently
planted and orchards up to the age
of perhaps eight years should receive
protection.

United States Apple Crop.

In 1896 the total product of the ap-
ple crop of the country was 69,070,000
barrels, or 177,675,000 bushels. Since
then hundreds of thousands of acres
have been added, and yet the govern-
ment reports show that the aggregate
<rop in all the states in the union was
not more than 25,000,000 barrels, or
62,500,000 bushels, in 1908. Many of
the middle western and eastern states
reported small yields this season, due
to failures in numerous instances, but
Zenerally because of pests. Orchards
have been neglected and in scores of
places the trees have been permitted
to die because of the lack of even ordi-
unary attertion.

Protect Ros¢ Bushes.

A good way to pratect a bed of ten-
der rose bushes is to bend them care-
fully down to the ground, hold them
in position with stakes and then cover
with leaves, straw or earth, On my
own rose bed I follow this plan, using
a heavy layer of leaves held in place
by a wide strip of wire chicken netting
laid flat on the bed and securely
staked at the edges.

|GASOLINE ON FARM TRACTOR
Relieves Horses of Many of Their Bun

dens on Farm and Gives Entire
Satisfaction.

It has been two years since we con-
celved the idea of relieving the horses
of some of their burden by the use of
the gasoline engine, writes Henry B.
Kean in Orange Judd Farmer. Dur-

ing this time we have devoted a great
deal of thought and nearly all our
spare time to the project, and to say
that I am gratified with the results is
expressing it mildly, We have built
two machines and made a great many
improvements over the origin®l plan
as experience taught. Our present
machine is a ten-horse power, a
double cylinder engine, and weighs,
when filled with fuel and cooling
water, about 3,800 pounds. It is chain
driven, has 48-inch drive wheels, with
ten-inch wide rims,

This machine has taken the place
of three good heavy work horses dur-
ing our busy season the past spring
and summer. We have found it par-
| ticularly adapted for cultivating or-
chards, as we can draw the harrows
!along within a few inches of the trees,
with no danger of swerving one way
or the other so as to bark the trees,

as is so common with horse work.
And, besides, the harrows are under
more perfect control than are the
horses. The rig can be started and
stopped instantly, It goes along at
an even gait and never gets tired.

When hitched to the two drags, as
shown in the picture, it travels about
1% miles an hour, or two acres an
hour, on fairly level land. It does
this when the harrows are set down
to deepest notch. I find that this
weight is not detrimental to the
ground, as harrows loosen it up per-
fectly behind the wheels. But on new-
ly piowed land more power is required
than on well-settled plowed land.

On our two-bottom gang plow (14-
inch bottoms) running at seven inches
deep the machine will plow about 3%
acres a day. We have used the
tractor at a score of other jobs, and
wherever a good hard pull is wanted
it proves far superior to horses, for,
as said above, It is more easily and
perfectly controlled, {t doesn't get
weary, if something goes wrong it can
be repaired at once. We don't have
to wait weeks, perhaps, for it to get
well. The machine will also grind 30
or 40 bushels of feed an hour, a job
we usually put it at after supper,
thereby getting more than ten hours’
work a day from it. We think the
machine will exceed animate power
on the farm as greatly as does the
automobile for road work. We could
not think of getting along without
it now.

Orchard Work in Winter,

Prune off and destroy eggs of tent
caterpillars and canker worms on ap-
ple and other trees. If oyster shell
scale, or scurfy scale, is on your trees,
spray with lime-sulphur wash. Clean
out pump and nozzle thoroughly after
using this wash. Pick off and destroy
the cocoons of the Cecropia moth, and
all other cccoons, on plum and other
fruit trees. Collect and destroy all
“plum pockets” still clinging to trees
or lying on the ground, says the Farm,
Home and Garden. Litter under plum
trees should be burned. Hang suet or
meat of some kind in the orchard to
encourage the presence of birds. The
chickadees and downy woodpeckers
will find coddling moth larvae in their
cocoons and eat them. The chickadee
also eats the eggs of plant lice. Look
at the seed beans and peas to see that
the bean weevil or pea weevil {s not
working therein. If they are present
place seed in an airtight receptacle
and fumigate with bisulphide of car-
bon. Avoid bringing a light of anj
kind near this liquid.

Pruning Old Trees.

In pruning old apple trees be careful
not to remove those gnarly twigs so
common in the upper parts of the tree.
They are the fruit-bearing spurs. If
removed the crop is sure to be greatly
reduced for several years following,

Fight Against Plague Goes On.

Although the survey of the past
yvear's anti-tuberculosis work shows
that much has been done, the reports
from all parts of the country indicate
that this year the amount of money to
be expended, and the actual number
of patients that will be treated will be
more than double that of the past
yvear. For instance, special appropria-
tions have been made in the various
municipalities for next year's anti-
tuberculosis work, aggregating $3,976,-

Besides these sums,
a large number of the present exist-
ing institutions and associations are
planning enlargements of their work,
and new organizations are being
formed daily.
