The start of tt.- America was one 
of the moat dramatic ever occurring 
In this care-free resort of frequent sen­
sations.

Day after day It v. announced that 
a trial flight would - made as soon 
as conditions we' FCierfect. Kearly 
this week it was ”  -iced that the 
airship would positive.v make a trial 
flight, and when no effort was made 
to bring the ship out of the big shed 
criticisms of Wellman became strong­
er.

It was about 4 a. m. Friday when 
the final decision to go up was made 
Thief Engineer Yanimar. All night 
he had watched the weather and as 
dawn broke he decided that now was 
the time. Arousing the crew, who 
slept in the hanger, Vanimar called 
Wellman on the telephone and notified 
hint that the time to start had arrived.

Hastily jumping into his khaki uni- 
! form, Wellman summoned the mem- 
I bers of his family and soon was on 
the way to the inlet In an automobile. 
Yanimar was also busy. Tailing up 
Mayor Stoy and the Thiefs of the lira 

! and police departments, they promised 
Vanimar to help get the big airship 
out. When all arrived and all was 
ready to move the great gas bag the 

; policemen and firemen were instructed 
! as how to hold down the immense 

balloon. Slowly it was warped out 
of the shed, great care being taken 
not to rip the heavy silken bag.

Siasconset, Mass., Oct. 17: Some­
where east of Nantucke* Island, off 
the coast of Massachusetts and approx­
imately .300 miles from Atlantic City, 
ihe starting point. Walter Wellman’s 
airship America signaled a wireless 
’ all's well" and a good-bye at 12:45 
o'clock Sunday afternoon and swung 
on up the coast through the fog. The 
message was received here by A. H. 
Glnman. the Marconi operator, who 
had oecn uu the alert since dawn.

At 9 o'clock sl'asconsct first came 
into touch with the giant dirigible. 
Then, although the wireless range of 
the craft Is comparatively short, ow 
Ing to the necessarily limited power 
and antennae, the station was sur­
prised to hear its call. "MTS," clear 
and strong, followed by "W ." the code 
signal, from the airship.

Judging from the strength of the 
signals It was assumed that the Am­
erica was In close proximity to Nan­
tucket, and Immediately all the life 
saving stations and light houses on 
the island were notified hy telephone 
to keep a sharp lookout.

But the fog which had enshrouded 
the America since Its departure Sat­
urday morning still hung over the 
ocean, shutting off the view. The 
Marconi station, however, began a rap­
id fire of Interrogations and learned 
from Jack Irwin, the America's oi»er- 
tor that the ship's motor had been 
stopped and that the dirigible was 
heading east-northeast and making 
twenty five miles an hour with th# 
wind.

AST week I told ho» a boy. 
starting In as a messenger 
at a few dollars a week, 
with application and ambt 
tlon could make himself a 
power on the commercial 

side of the telephone Industry, now 
rapidly spreading to every nook and 
cranny of this country Today. I pur­
pose telling ho» a boy, »h o  doesn't 
kno»- the first thing about a tele 
phone principle to begin with, can 
equip himself for high office and In­
fluence on the purely physical, or 'ech 
nlcal, side of the Industry

Technical telephony—sounds for­
midable, doesn't It, especially when 
you recall that your boy has never 
displayed, to your certain knowledge, 
any pronounced leanings to study any 
thing from the mechanical or tech­
nical side But don't worry notwith­
standing. If your boy makes up his 
mind that he would like tn take up 
technical telephony Provided he Is 
about 1*. has a rudimentary educa 
tlon. and is rhork full of ambition and 
determination to get ahead, the tele­
phone company will see to It that he 
gets the necessary technical knowl­
edge. that he may he of value to them 
and to himself And If. in good time, 
he reaches a position of great power 
n the company he will not have been 

the first youngster to mount the same 
ladder to success

Your boy. then—Its having been de 
elded that he Is going to make n de­
termined effort to learn everything 
possible to be learned about the phy­
sical side of the telephone business — 
applies to what is known as Ihe plant 
department, the particular and din 
tinrttve branch of the Industry that 
Installs the telephones and keeps 
them In good working order 265 days 
In a year At once, he doubtless will 
be surprised to lepru that he has to 
begin by going to school; and his sec­
ond surprise will come when he Is 
to.d that, nevertheless and notwlth 
standing, he »'111 he an employee of 
the company and will actually be paid

As a helper to an Installer your boy j 
win receive probably *s or *10 a week 
Ills work as a helper will continue for 
• everal months, and all the time he 
will be getting more ndranced In 
structlon In the school, learning down 
to the uttermost detail the internal | 
construction of the instrument him­
self Perhaps, by the time he has 
mastered this bit of technical know! 
edge he la receiving *12 a week, as I 
reward for work well done and les­
sons well learned; and then, one fine \ 
morning, he walks Into the office to ! 
And himself promoted to be an In- ! 
staller, with a helper under him, at 
*15 or *1* a week

After a month or so of actual In­
stalling. for which he alone Is respon 
slble, he is given still more technical 
training In the school. This time be 
learns the principles of telephone 
construction and operation, and also ] 
how to wire up and connect what are ! 
known aa private branch switchboards, 
the central distributing points In 
buildings and nfflcea that hare numer­
ous branch telephone* running from 
one room or apartment, or desk, to 
another After he has proved to the 
head of the school hi* ability to do 
such work practically, he becomes an 
Installer of private switchboards, or 
exchangee, as they are popularly 
railed, at about ) 2o a week

So he goea on through the various 
carefully graded courses of the school, 
until he knows all the basic phases 
of the technical work of telephony. 
Including the details wf tae alchel-lw

the slo' instruments, the party lines, j 
the intercommunicating telephone* I 
i local telephones used for connecting i 
various rooms In the same building 
without getting outside connection), ' 
speaking tubes, etc. One of the feat­
ures of advanced Instruction is the 
hunting for trouble The teacher fixes 
up all sorts of devices and cross wires 
which might happen In any conceiv­
able mistreatment of or accident to an 
instrument, and the pupil 1* require 1 
to discover the cause of the trouble 
and apply the proper remedy.

Still another advanced course 
teach»-» how telephone Installation 
must be done in what Is known aa 
particular work By this Is meant In 
stallatlons in costly private resi­
dences, where every wire must be 
concealed, and the work done around 
rare- furniture and brio a brae The 
company exiiects every Installer to 1 
he able to do such work as expertly 
as lie does Installing of the ordinary 
kind

After five or six years of instruction 
and practical work, first as an Instal­
lers helper and then as an Installer, j 
your boy. having shown In the mein 
time that he can handle men, may be 
made foreman of an installation dls 
trlct, with anywhere from 50 to 100 
men under him. and be paid a salary 
of *25 to *40 a week The next pro­
motion would logically be to chief 
foreman over all the other foremen 
in a large district, with a salary of 
*2,000 to *4.000 a year

Not a bad salary In fact, far above 
the avetage But the young man with \ 
ambition with sufficient ambition to 
cause him to rivet his eyes on the 
headship of the plant department — 
will have realized eaarly In the game 
that 'here are various lines of ad- | 
vane ement In technical telephony, 
suit that the best way to become plant 
head’ is to train himself In all the 

ltn«'s Including the line Just de- 
»■ ribed h“ will also strive to master 
the cable de partment which has to do 
with the laying of cables In subways 
under the streets, the wiring of build­
ings. making underground connec­
tions. understanding the wiring neces 
■»ary for particular classes of Installa­
tion. etc

Still another division of plant work 
Is that of Inspection. Inspectors are 
the men who make regular rounds In 
assigned districts to see that the tele­
phones are working properly. They 
begin In the school, just as Installers 
do. getting a salary of $6 a week as 
students. When they are put on reg 
ular work they are paid from $15 to 
*18 a week and work up to what are 
known as special Inspectors, at a sal­
ary of from *23 to *27, attending to 
such Important worok as the tnspec 
tion of hotel switchboards. Finally, 
an Inspector. If he shows ability, may 
be made a wire chief. In charge of 
th* switchboard plant of a central 
office, at a salary of from *2,000 to 
*2.000 a year Then he may become 
a district inspector, or supervising 
w ire  chief, for a larger territory, at 
from JT.000 to *4,000 a year.

From any one of the heads of the 
departments of inspection, installa­
tion, or cable, your boy might be se­
lected to go out and establish new 
plants in la r g e  -ommunlties, starting 
with those comparatively small, and 
working up through those of Increas­
ing imi>ortance, till he had proved his 
ability sufficiently to be the plant 
head of such a district as Manhattan 
and the Bronx in Greater New York.

The last direct promotion would bs 
to the position of general plant super­
intendent. who is the head of all physi­
cal departments of the business, and 
Is one of the most Important officials 
of the company. Of course, the man 
able to administer such a post as this 
Is not far from the general manager­
ship and the presidency, to which 
your boy may—at least theoretically— 
aspire. As plant superintendent, his 
salary would be not Just two or three 
or four thousand dollars a year; and 
as president—well. It Is needless to 
say he would be well paid
