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ISLAND DISAPPEARS 
UNTO SEA’S DEPTHS

BODY OF LAND OFF 8ALVADORE 
DISAPPEARS.

SEVENTY FAMILIES DROWNED
Sinking Inhabitant* Appealed In Vain 

to Panic Stricken Sal­
vadorean*.

Port Limon. Costa Rica, Dec. 19.— 
The island, in the center of the llo 
pango lagoon, off Salvadors, has dis­
appeared after a series of earthquake 
shocks, and slid into the depths of 
the lagoon, carrying with it nearly 
all o f the inhabitants.

The sinking of the island is said 
to have followed a series of earth­
quake shocks, which were felt 
throughout the Republic. The shocks 
began early Saturday evening and 
grew in frequency and violence as 
night progressed, until about midnight, 
■when the watchers on shore heard the 
sounds of guns from the people on 
the island.

Shortly after that, a huge bonfire 
was lighted on the island and at about 
1 o ’clock a boatload of frightened 
women and children reached the main­
land. The survivors reported that 
other boats were coming as fast as 
they could be filled, as the island 
was slowly sinking under the feet of 
the inhabitant*.

San Salvador was repeatedly shaken 
by earthquakes last week and the 
series of Thursday night was espe 
daily severe.

The plan­
tation is on Red River, about thirty 
miles west of Texarkana.

has found herself condemned to a 
month's Imprisonment for what seema 
to her a harmless act.

She did so anr In a few moments 
fire engines came from several direc­
tions, all laden with firemen, of course, 
but alas! her fiance was not among 
them, and more than that all the fire­
men were angry, and before she knew 
what had happened she was taken to 
a magistrate, who proceeded to make 
the course of true love run unsmoothly 
by sending her to prison for a month 
In spite of her tears and protests that 
she thought It would be a simple way 
of bringing her fiance to her side.

Planting Wedding Oaks.
Princess August Wilhelm, wife of 

the kaiser's fourth son, has set herself 
the task of reviving one of Germany'« 
oldest customs, that according to which 
newly wedded couples Immediately af­
ter the marriage ceremony plant a cou* 
pie of oak saplings side by side In a 
park or by the roadside of their na» 
tlve town.

Double During th« Pact
Two Yaara.

Sixteen state sanatoria. 28 county 
hospitals and 21 municipal hospitals 
for tuberculosis have been erected 
and provided for since January 1, 
1909, says if recent bulletin of the Na­
tional Association for the Study and 
Prevention of Tuberculosis.

Within the last two years the num­
ber of state Institutions for tubercu­
losis has doubled, and the number of 
county and municipal Institutions has 
Increased from about 30 to 80. The 
expenditures of public money for the 
treatment of tuberculosis also has 
more than doubled. Not less than 
$3,000,000 of state money was appro 
prlated for tuberculosis Institutions In 
1909, when 43 legislatures met, and 
over $600,000 in 1910, when only 11 
legislatures were In session. The ap­
propriations of counties and cities for 
tuberculosis hospitals and sanatoria 
in the last two years will aggregate 
fully $2.500,000. bringing the total 
of official appropriations for tubercu­
losis hospitals up to over $6,000,000 
In the past two years.

In spite, however, of this good show­
ing, the National Association for the 
Study and Prevention of Tuberculosis 
states that not one-tenth of the pub­
lic provision for tuberculosis that Is 
needed has been made. More than 
250,000 tuberculosis patients are con­
stantly without proper Institutional 
treatment.
