TEXAS INDUSTRIAL
CONGRESS MEETING

Dallas, Texas: Reduced round-trip
rates have been granted by all of
the railroads of the State on account
of the third annual convention of the
Texas Industrial Congress which will
be held in Dallas on Wednesday, De-
cember 20. The rate from points with-
in 90 miles of Dallas will be one
and one-third fare for the round trip;
from points 100 miles from Dallas,
$3.60 for the round-trip, and for all
points in the State over 100 miles
from Dallas, one and one-fifth fare
for the round-trip. Tickets will be
on sale at ail railroad sfations on
December 18 and 19 and also on De
cember 20, for trains reaching Dallas
before noon of that day. They are
good returning for all trains leaving
Dallas December 21,

The $10,000 in prizes offered by the
Congress for the best yields of corn
and cotton will be awarded at the
convention. It is not yet known, of
course, who the winners of the prizes
will be, as all of the reports are not
yet in, but many of the contestants
have secured very gratifying yields.
Some of them have produced over
100 bushels of corn and others as
much as 215 bales of cotton per acre.

Here they feed
and grqw. On small trees often a |
single borer will completely girdle a
trunk if not put out of business before
It matures. Often dozens or more
will attack a larger tree.

The borers continue their tunneling
all fall. Then they go below the sur-
face of the ground to establish them-
gselves for the winter.

New Jersey was the first state in
the Union to enact a model shade-tree
law By the act of 1893, it provided
for the planting and care of shade

trees on the highways of the munici
palities of the state While the in
crease in the number of shade-tree
commissions during the last few years
has shown the growth of interest in

| the subject, the actual results accom

plished by the shade-tree commissions
have not been uniformly successful
The various tree boards have been
working in an independent way, and
so the maximum results for the good
of the state have not been secured
It had been felt for some time that
there ought to be some co-ordination
of interests among the various tree
commissions in order that the ade
quacy of present laws might be stu
died, the general questions of policy
considered, and help extended to new
ly-formed shade-tree commissions, and
efforts made to extend the movement
for the planting and preservation of
shade trees In the state. New Jersey
now has a very effective shade-tree
federation. !

How to Care for Trees. |
With trees, as with all other living

things both animate and inanimate, it
is far easler to form than to reform.
“As the twig is bent so the tree in |
clines” is all of truth and none of er ‘
ror.
