ECONOMY OF STEEL WHEELS |

Seems to Havo Large Measure
Common Sense Back of C|llma
Advanced in Its Favor.

The agricultural college and experi-
ment station of the University of
Wyoming has proved the value of
steel wheels to its complete satisfac-
tion, and in a recent bulletin one of
the experts of that institution said:

“Low, wide-tired steel wheels will
give any farmer better equipment for
his work. Under all conditions of
the field and nearly all conditions of
the road it is estimated that broad-
tired steel wheels pull from 30 to
100 per cent. lighter than the narrow
tires.”

The steel wheel for farm use seems
to have a large measure of common
sense back of the claims that have
been advanced in favor of it.

From the standpoint of convenience
the farm wagon that has been made
over into a low-down vehicle with
wide steel tires has a strong appeal.
It is easily loaded and overcomes all
the objections to high wagons of the |
old type. |

Users of steel wheels say thelr
economy cannot be denied, as they |
make a much lighter draft, are there-
fore easier on the team, and, more-
over, soon pay for themselves in the
elimination of tire trcubles, so com-
mon to wood wheels

Their practical value is further
vouched for in the experiences of
those who find that wide-tired steel
wheels do not cut up the pastures,
do not become “mired” in soft fields
or muddy roads, and do not cause the
heavy pulls that “rutty” roads have
ill\\'il\'S meant for narrow tires.

CAREFUL FEEDING OF COLTS

Must Be Kept Growmg if Best Horses
Are to Be Made of Them—OQats
Make Good Feed.

Some people seem to think that
the colts can live out in all kinds of
weather, and thrive on any kind of
feed that they can get. This is a
great mistake, however. Colts, like
any other young animals, must be
kept growing by careful feeding if the

best horses are to be made.of them. |

Now is the time of the year to pre-
pare for feeding and sheltering the
colts. Make preparations to feed
them a little, gradually increasing the |
amount as the grass becomes shorter.
Fix a small inclosure in the pasture |
where the colts run, so that they can |
run under the rails at a gap, but|
mares will be excluded.

If the inclosure is made near the
salting or watering place the mares
will not be so liable to toll the colts
away before they are through eating.
Oats, with a little bran mixed In
them, make an excellent feed. Feed
once a day, and lightly at first. In a
little while they can be fed twice
daily and will eat a quart of feed a
day.

A great concrete stat-
ue cemented into the
solid rock on the
banks of the Rock riv.
er near Oregon, II,
has been built by
Lorado Taft, the sculp-
tor, with every care that modern en-
gineering can take to make it as per
manent as the Pyramids and other fa-
mous landmarks of the ages. By his
method of applying the concrete Mr.

Taft bids fair to accomplish his pur-
pose

The statue, erected to commemo-
rate the Amefican Indian, represents
Plack Hawk, chief of the Sacs and
Foxes, standing with folded arms,
looking down the picturesque valley
of the Rock river. The figure s of
noble proportions, being fifty feet in
height, and crowns the top of a bluft
250 feet above the swirling waters of
the river.

The clalm of the statue to fame
rests in three things: First, any one
who runs—even those who run in
automobiles—may read its message.
As those who are rushing by in autos
and steam cars and motor boats stop
or turn to look it inevitably recalls
the former occupancy by the red men
of the places they are now in.

Then the statue's great size places
it on a scale with the Goddess of Lib-
erty In New Pork harbor and the
great statue of “The Pilgrim” on the
New England coast.

Its third and greatest claim to fame
is that it {s built to be permanent,
and it 1e believed that it will outlast
the sphinx, the Pyramids and the
gtones erected by the Druids

It is utilitarian conecrete which ft
i{s hoped will make the statue of
Black Hawk overtake the Sphinx In
age by enduring after time has ef-
faced that grim figure. The statue
was three years in process of making
and represents a new era in concrete
construction as applied to the art of
sculpture. While fountains and per
golas and temporary figures for exhi-
bitions have been made of concrete
in the past, nothing approaching in
magnitude or purpose the present
plece of work has ever before been
attemmpted with this material. It was
a labor of love with the sculptor, who
bore all the expense himself

Behind the building of the Black
Hawk statue lles an interesting story
A few years ago Mr. Taft was watch
ing some workmen build a concrete
chimney at the Chicago Art Instijute,
and there came to him his great idea
of the means for making an enduring
gtatue. With the process in mind 1t
was not long until an adequate sub-
ject presented itself

For fifteen years Mr. Taft has had
his summer home and studio at
Eagle's Nest Camp, near Oregon, the
summer seat of the Chicago art col-
ony Standing for the hundredth
time at the highest point of the cliff
he never faifled to remember that it
was from here that Black Hawk was
finally driven out of Illinols So he
decided to bring back the famous In-
dian chief, and now in concrete Black
Hawk aga!n surveys his former do
main, with an air of “Immutable dis-
dain,” as one artist has put it

Black Hawk and hls tribes fought
on the English side in the War of
1812 He saw sooner than other
chiefs that the whites would take all
the Indian’s hunting
him He tried

ground€ fron
verything from war
to treaties to check the whites' ad-
vance As he grew old he bhecame
more attached to his home glong the
Rock river and fought against re.
moval! to the Jowa reservation by the
government He even tried living {r
peace with the whites, but he had
achieved such a reputation that any
depredations that any Indlans com
mitted were laid at his tepee door

Finally he and his people were driv-
en across the Missisippl by TUncle
Sam's soldlers. After that, as an old
man, he petitioned the government
that he might come back and view
his old domains on the Rock river
Many members of the triba were
brought with him and suddenly there
was panic among the whites. Wheth-
er it was intentional from the first on
the part of the Indians or the result
of suspicion, a war was precipitated
Abraham Lincoln and Jefferson Da
vis both fought with the whites and
Black Hawk was made a prisoner

It 18 characteristic of Mr. Taft tha:
when he went about what he hopes
will be his most enduring work in a
material way he started with as It
tle fuss as if it were a small matter
Silently and surely the work advane:
ed as befits in character the approach
of an Indian. Even the sculptor
smiles at his work as if it were a
conceit of the moment instead of the
project of a lifetime, and succeeds
partly in hiding his pleasure in the
work.

Cut Roots in Small Pieces and Plant
in Beds of Rich, Light Soil,
Keeping Them Covered.

The usual mode of propagating the
blackberry is from the shoots or canes
called “suckers,” which are producea
from the collar and spreading roots of
the plant. A crop of these spring up
every year.

into emall pieces, say an inch long,

Cover with fine earth just the depth
of seed. Keep the soil moist
til plants are above ground. By this
method new and valuable varieties
may be had

Wild blackberry vines growing along
the fence rows may frequently be
found producing an abundance o
large, juicy berries; this is .largely

partial shade. If such plants are
carefully removed and given the same
character of soil and moisture a good
quality of fruit may be had at small
cost.
