The enormous cot 
ion crop easily gave Texas a big lead 
over the second largest crop-produc j 
mg state, Illinois, whose aggregate | 
production was valued at $299,326,000. ' 
Iowa's crop value aggregated $294, I 
95,000; Missouri, $196.968,000 arfr 
Ohio's $190,179,000. In the next Hvu 
state ranked: Kansas, $182,363,000;
Pennsylvania, $176,275,000; Minneso­
ta, $160,615,000; Georgia, $159.762,000 ‘ 
iud North Dakota, $155,110,000.

The total value of the crops pro­
duced during 1912 throughout the 

\ country was $4,095,161,000, compared 
with $4.592,338,000 in 1911 and $1,496,- I
674.000 in 1910.

Court Sentence* Three North Caro­
lina Scholars for Manslaughter.

Hillsboro. N. C.— Establishing a pre- 
• V e i l  In the annals of the state, a 
verdict of guilt of manslaughter was 
returned by the jury in the trial ot 
Halph W. Olbam of Raleigh. William 
L. Merriman of Wilmington and Au­
brey C. Hatch of Montrose, three of 
the University of North Carolina stu­
dents Indicted in connection with the 
death of Isaac William Rand In a haz­
ing escapade at Chapel Hill. S. C., in 
1912. There Is no record of a hazing 
controversy being thrashed out pre­
viously In the courts of the state.

The prisoners were sentenced to 
four months in the Orange county 
jail beginning April 8, next. As a re­
sult o f the tragedy, twenty-six stu­
dents in the university were suspend­
ed or expelled after a sweeping inves- 
lgatlon into tbe practice of hazing at 
he Institution.

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KEEPING ROADS IN CONDITION

FREE ADVICE 
TO SICK WOMEN

Thousands Have Been Helped 
By Common Sense 

Suggestions.

SCHOOL GROUNDS COME FIRST

Too Many Cities in the United Statee 
Overlook Thle Fact. Which Ie of 

Great Importance.

It is laughable to see a community 
making strenuous efforts to raise a 
fund to purchase and ornament a pub­
lic square when their district school 
yard, o f equal dimensions, was entire­
ly bare of trees or plants. Is it not 
strange that the only plat In a district 
In which all have common ownership 
should be the barest and most unsight­
ly yard in the community? No plausi­
ble excuse can be gtven for such a 
condition— It costs but little to get 
started right—the state university is 
always ready and willing to extend a 
helping haid in the way of trees, 
shrtBs, plants and seeds Almost every 
one in the district can spare a plant or 
easily-grown cuttings of the hardier 
plants. Get started on the right plan 
and do not leave too much to the 
teacher, who is apt to be changed 
every year The work must be car­
ried out under the supervision of per 
manent residents Have plenty o f 
room In the school yards and put It to 
a beneficial use. We deplore the fact 
that the United States is absolutely 
behlDd every other civilized country 
in the embellishment of school 
grounds.— Exchange.

Evolution in Park-Building.
A change is coming to park affairs, 

the Ideals are taking a more compre­
hensive form, and better suited to the 
needs o f  the people. As the park mis­
sion Is being better understood, parks 
are no longer a rarity, but are com­
mon. While esthetlcal requirements 
are greater, yet they are being better 
adapted to every-day use

It Is necessary that whet we do 
shall be sym bollc-of some thought or 
feeling, that It shall be a physical ex­
pression of some desire or purpose. 
W e are not only learning these things, 
but also that the parks are more for 
the people, and that the people who 
rove over them are the most beautiful 
feature a park can contain, and that 
no park, no matter how barren and un­
sightly It may be when empty, cannot 
be devoid of utility and beauty when 
filled with people enjoying themselve*

Use of Oil, Following the Vogue of th«
Automobile, Has Been Found to 

Be Most Effective.

The use of oil upon the roads Is one 
of the many interesting Innovation« 
that have followed the introduction ol 
the automobile. Tbe wheel of the car 
not only raises the loose dust of the 
road. but. as the flattened part of the 
tire becomes once more rounded on 
leaving the ground, actually tears and 
disintegrates the surface itself.

As the foundation of the best road 
oil, asphaltum—which is present in 
large amounts in tbe California and 
Texas oils— is unrivaled. In fact, an 
authority on the subject declares Id 
the New York Sun that a road oil Is 
effective precisely in proportion to the 
amount of asphaltum it carries.

There are three methods of using 
the oil. In the most thorough process 
the road surface is first broken by the 
plow. It is then sprinkled with the 
heaviest oil— half a gallon to a gallon 
of oil to the square yard—and then 
harrowed and rolled. A lasting road­
bed results. This process, with vari­
ous modifications, has been much used 
In California.

Another method that Is coming Into 
very general use in the east is to pre­
pare tbe roadbed by resurfacing the 
crown of the road and brushing off the 
dust. Over this the road oil Is sprin­
kled from a cart, about half a gallon 
to the square yard. It is usual to oil 
only half of the road at a time, for 
traffic should be kept from the oiled 
surface for a couple of days. The 
preparation will last a whole season: 
but if the oiling is done oftener, it will 
result in an enduring aaphalted surf­
ace.

The third method, less permanently 
effective. Is sprinkling the road with 
emulsified oil, a mixture of oil, water 
and saponifying chemicals— which
lays the dust and binds the road surf- i 
ace, but which calls for reappllcatlon 
every few weeks. If the emulsified 
oil has a true asphaltum base, this 
method will ultimately result In a dur 
able asphaltum roadbed.

It may be added that many of the 
California crude oils were so weighted 
with asphaltum that for a long time 
they were used as fuel only The 
chemists, however, have found a way 
to extract the naphtha and kerosene, 
and leave the asphaltum almost pure 
for this new use.

SOME HOMELY MEAT DISHES.

A nice supper dish may be prepared 
by pouring a batter over pork sau­
sages and baking them in the oven 
Take ordinary link sausages, prick 
them and put them into a pan and set 
in the oven to try out a little of the 
surplus fat. pour off the fax and pour 
over a Yorkshire pudding batter, as 
follows A cup of milk, a pint of flour 
and two well beaten eggs, a teaspoon­
ful of salt. Baks until the pudding is 
brown

Sausages may be baked on top of
creamed potatoes, making another 
nice change from the ordinary meth­
od Serve them on the table In the 
dish In which they have been baked.

When serving hambstrg steak, it 
may be made to serve several more 
by the addition of a little cooked oat­
meal or other cereal; season well with 
salt, pepper and onion juice, make in 
small pats and fry In hot fat. Or, it 
left in a long roll it may be broiled 
nicely.

Ham Souffle.— Take a cup of cold
cooked chopped bam. one-half cup of 
bread crumbs, three eggs, a pint of 
milk, and pepper and salt to taste. 
Beat the eggs light, mix the ingredi­
ents thoroughly and bake twenty min­
utes in a moderately hot oven Serve 
with tomato sauce If Berved with 
an escalloped dish, it will not be nec­
essary to have a sauce for the souffle.

Ham is better broiled than fried. 
Cut in thin slices, soak an hour In 
luke »arm  water to remove the salL 
Drain and wipe, then broil five min­
utes

Surprise Sausages— Parboil sau­
sages divide In half and remove the
skins Wrap in mashed potato, dip 
in beaten egg and bread crumbs Fry 
In deep fat until crisp and brown.

Distance From England to 

Booth Africa.

The capture of a swallow bearing 
an aluminum ring in Natal. South 
Africa, the other day. has resulted in 
an astonishing insight Into the migra­
tory habits of birds. From a number 
and address stamped on the ring it 
was discovered that the swallow was 
one o f 11.4S3 British birds marked in 
a similar way last summer by enthu­
siasts, desiring to learn more as to the 
routes taken by btrd migrants, and 
whether birds return again to their 
previous nesting sites. This system a  
tic marking of birds began in 1909. 
since when nearly 32.000 have been 
“ ringed." About three per cent, are 
afterward noted, but the swallow re­
ported from Natal appears to have 
made the longest flight so far A 
black-headed gull ringed as a nestling 
in Yorkshire In July. 1911, was found 
In February. 1912 in Flores, Azores. 
A starling ringed in Berkshire in Jan­
uary, 1912. reached Helsingfor, Fin 
land, in April A teal ringed in Staf 
fordshire in the autumn of 1910. was 
found at Dalarne, Sweden. July. 1911

There are several kinds of foods 
that might lake the place of the po­
tato, and for •»ariety It is well to oc­
casionally mils a meal and substitute 
one of them.

Rice, macaroni, bread c rum be and 
combinations with the»« foods will 
make quite a variety to use in place 
o f potatoes, occasionally.

Rice cooked until tender, mixed 
with a little butter, sprinkled with 
grated cheese and onion Repeat w-lth 
another layer of rice, and bake Makes 
a most nutritious dish, which may be 
served as a vegetable

Rice and tomato, baked in layer* 
and well seasoned with cayenne pep­
per. makes another acceptable dish.

Rice, plain boiled, served in a pretty 
mound, garnished with parsley, will 
ma?e a most acceptable addition to 
beefsteak. The rice may be well sea­
soned and served on a plate, as one 
does mashed potato.

Macaroni With Nuts.— Take a cup­
ful of cocked macaroni put It In the 
bottom of a buttered dish, sprinkle 
with any kind of coarsely broken nut 
meats, add a cupful of white sauce, 
cover with buttered bread crumbs and 
bake until the crumbs are brown.

Hominy Is another food rich in nu­
triment which may be served as a 
vegetable Season, and serve well 
cooked, as potato w-lth meat, or it may 
be combined »tth  cheese and white 
sauce and baked.

Hominy Griddle Cake».— Add hom­
iny to a griddle cake batter, and cook 
as usual, or a id  to muffin mixture and 
bake in the form of gems or muf­
fins

Bread Crumb Omelet-— Soak a cup­
ful of bread crumbs in hot milk, add 
two well beaten eggs, season with 
cayenne: add two tablespoonfuls of 
grated cheese; season with salt and 
cook in an omelet pan. When se t 
place In the oven to bake the top.

Orange Charlotte.— Soften two and 
a half teaspoonfuls of gelatine in half 
a vup of cold water add a half cup of 
boiling water, a cup of sugar, a cup 
of orange Juice, the rind of an orange 
grated, two tablespoonfuls of lemon 
Juice and the whip from three cups 
of cream Line the mold with sections 
of orange and chill. S«rv« with a 
thin custard, if desired.
