New York.—Of all th* Central Amer­
ican states. Nicaragua has the great­
est area. The country is almost exact­
ly as large as New York state.

The population of Nicaragua is 
about 600,000; that would give about 
twelve inhabitants to each square 
mile. There are few Europeans in Nic­
aragua. The great mass of Its popula­
tion consists of Indians, negroes, mu- 
iattoes and mixed races. The popula­
tion descends chiefly from the native 
Indians, from their Spanish conquer­
ors and from the slaves Introduced 
during the colonial period. Interinar 
riage with other South Americans, and 
also with Europeans, has further com 
pheated the race situation. Hence In 
Nicaragua we find half-castes with Eu­
ropean features and Indians with fair 
hair and blue eyes.

Despite the fact that there Is hardly 
any immigration the population is in­
creasing with great rapidity. Among 
the Europeans In Nicaragua the Span 
lsh element is naturally the most 
prominent.

The capital of Nicaragua is Mana­
gua. a city of some 35.000 people. It 
is situated on the Lake of Managua. 
The largest city In the republic, how­
ever, is Leon, with about 63.000 people. 
The chief ports are San Juan del Sur 
on the Pacific, and Bluefields and Grey- 
town—the latter known to the Nic­
araguans as San Juan del Norte—on 
the Gulf of Mexico.

Nicaragua is a typically tropical 
country It is a very rich country nat­
urally. Its three main sources of 
wealth are agriculture, timber and 
mining. In agriculture the chief prod-

It is grown chiefly 
in the south along the Pacific coast 
Sugar is also widely cultivated. To­
bacco ie also grown; the leaf is good, 
but aa it is not well cured it is not ex­
ported Like many another region bor­
dering the Uarlbbean sea, Nicaragua 
finds a profitable export In bananas, 
which are grown in large quantities, 
especially near Bluefields on the Gulf 
of Mexico.

As to timber, the Nicaraguan forest* 
contain splendid mahogany and cedar 
trees, the wood from which is largely- 
exported. The forests also contain 
many valuable dye woods, gums and 
medicinal plants Rubber Is also 
grown there.

As to mining, the gold mines are 
very important and are worked by 
American and British companies The 
gold export averages a million dollar* 
a year

Nicaragua trades with the outside 
world, but the volume of commerce 
might be greatly extended. Of the ex- 
porta about a third come to this coun­
try; the rest go chiefly- to Great Bri­
tain. Germany and France. Of the im­
ports more than half come from thla 
country, and the remainder mostly 
from th» three countries above men­
tioned

At Corinto the steamers of four 
«hipping companies, two American and 
two German, now regularly visit the 
port The only railway in Nicaragua 
is the so-called National railway, ajt 
American concern having u total 
length of about 170 miles The line 
runs from t'orinto to Leon Managua, 
sud other cities On the various lakes 
steamers ply as well as on the Han 
Juan river These lakes furnish, from 
end to end. about a hundred and fifty 
irdlea of navigation There are. un­
fortunately, few good wagon roads in 
Nicaragua.—The Outlook.

Utes when they sold their lands to 
the United Stats to retain their large 
reservation in the southwest corner 
of Colorado For by this transac­
tion they still are in close proximity 
to their worshipping place, which the

WHERE MESH BAGS ARE MACE

A Lon Established Industry of the 
Balearic Islands— Women Do 

Work.

Barcelona.—The manufacture of sli­
ver and gold mesh bags and purses 
Is a long established industry peculiar 
to the Balearic islands and is cen­
tered tn the Islands of Majorca and 
Mir.* yea

Up to a few years ago the industry 
was confined to small establishments 
in the country towns, where women 
were engaged in weaving the mesh at 
wages ranging from eighteen to twen­
ty-seven cents a day according to th# 
quantity of mesh made Keen com­
petition. however, has led to the erec­
tion of factories, and the Industry has 
been considerably benefited Former­
ly the gold and silver wire, as well 
as the mountings, were mostly Import­
ed from France, but at present the 
entire process of manufacture Is car­
ried on In the Islands

There are twelve factories of note 
in the islands of Majorco and Minorca, 
which not onty supply nearly the home 
demand but also export articles to 
France and other European countries 
and to some extent to America. Africa 
and Asia The annual value of the 
output is officially estimated at $180.- 
000. The output consists of over 200 
different styles, silver hags and purses 
selling at 36 cents to $36. and the gold 
articles at 63 to 77 cents a gram. 
Owing to the prosperous state of the 
industry the manufacture of related 
articles, such as chains, etc , has bees 
attempted
