The propositions include four proposals concerning general obligation
or revenue bonds for projects; three issues conceming county surveyors;

businesses.

The issue drawing the most attention is Amendment 4, which would
prohibit a personal income tax without approval of the voters, and dedicate
funds from an income tax to education and reduction of local property

taxes.
