The In­
spection of all passengers, automobiles 
and vehicles going to Mexico through 
th is port for ammunition was discon­
tinued by th e  arm y after It had been 
In effect the greater part of the tim e 
for th ree years. The border patrols 
along the entire Mexican border are  
to be w ithdrawn and concentrated in 
the various camps along the border.

The effect of tho w ar on the  British 
trad e  is seen in the London board of 
trade  re tu rn s for August. Im ports 
compared w ith August, 1913, show a 
decrease of upw ard of $65,000,000, 
w hile exports have fallen off nearly 
$100,000,000. The im ports of sugar 
have decreased m ore than $7,500,000, 
of which $4,000,000 falls on Germany 
alone. M anufactured articles show a 
$42,500,000 decrease ln Imports. In 
exports coal is down $10,000,000 and 
m anufactured a rtic les  $75,000,000. Of 
the la tte r  $12,500,00ft was lost on 
ships and war munitions and $30,000,- 
000 on cotton and wool* n fabrics. The 
decrease in export is due largely to 
the fact th a t certa in  exports are pro. 
hibited during w ar times.

Allies' Lines Hold.
London.—German reinforcem ents es­

The dispatch says a  German a rm y  
corps seem s to  be m arching to th »  
south, passing betw een O udenarde, 
East F landers and Gramm ont. It 
probably is intended to  reinforce th e  
.erm an righ t wing, which has suffered 

a check in France.
Since Monday, adds the d ispatch, 

num erous German fugitives from th e  
battle in F rance have been seeking 
refuge in D ottignies forest, betw een 
C ourtral and H erseaux.

The allied arm ies continue to have 
the advantage, according to  French of­
ficial reports, in w hat can be only th e  
prelim inaries of a g rea t ba ttle  ex tend­
ing from Meaux. no rth east of P arts, 
to  th e  fo rtress of Verdun, about 120 
m iles fu rther East.

The Germans, who have brought u> 
reinforcem ents, a re  strik ing  a t th e  
allies' left and cen te r between Mont­
m irail and Vitry-le-Francois, a  fron t 
of from fifty to sixty miles, but each 
time they have been driven back.

German» Fall Back.
Bordeaux.—The following official 

announcem ent has been issued:
"On the left wing all th e  German 

a ttem pts to  break the French lines on 
the right bank of th e  Ourcq river have 
failed. We have taken  tw o standards. 
The British arm y has crossed th e  
-uarne and th e  enemy lias fallen back 
about forty  k ilom eters (tw enty-live 
miles i. On th e  cen te r and righ t w*ing 
there Is no notable change."

Germans Claim Maubeuge. 
W ashington.—The German em bassy 

received a w ireless from Berlin, say­
ing:

"General headquarters reports th a t 
Maubeuge has fallen: 400 guns, four 
generals and 40,000 prisoners cap­
tured."

The message to  th e  em bassy adds 
that "Ludwig Frank, the most prom i­
nent Socialist of the reichstag , fell 
w hile storm ing the charges near Lune- 
ville on Septem ber 3, and Prince 
Friedrich W ilhelm H esse was wound­
ed ”

source says the Breslau Silesian land- 
w ehr captured seventeen officer», 
a thousand men. all Russian im perial 
guard The place of th e  encoun ter 
was not given.

A ustrians Throw n Back.
Paris.—A dispatch to  th e  H avas 

agency from Nish. Servia, says th a t 
the  Servians a re  continuing th e ir  of­
fensive m ovem ents against th e  Aus­
tr ian s in the direction of V ishegrad. 
They crossed th e  fron tie r Septem ber 
6 and continued to  advance success­
fully. Everyw here th e  A ustrians 
were throw n back to  the left bank of 
the River Drina.

News has reached here th a t th e  
M ontenegrin troops com m anded by 
General Vucotich have occupied im­
portant points in Bosnia south of Sara- 
yevo th e  capital. The situa tion  la  
N orth Albania continues serious.

Battling in Galicia.
London.—The A ustrians and Rus­

sians are still battling  In G alicia Al­
though Russian official c irc les are  si­
lent, reports from Rome, w hich gen­
erally have been accurate , coming aa 
they do through G erm an o r Ruman­
ian sources. Indicate th a t the R ussians 
are  m aking progress through G eneral 
Auffenburg's arm y, w hich is being 
supported by th e  Germans.

SAW 150.000 RUSSIAN
SOLDIERS IN ENGLAND

London.—F or several days there  
have been sto ries »round England th a t 
a large force of Russian troops had 
been brought to  different ports in th is 
country and Scotland and tra n s ­
shipped to  th e  continent. Credible 
w itnesses who have seen the men ln 
Leith, Liverpool, Avonraouth and 
Southam pton describe th e ir appear­
ance and uniform».

A professional man declared tha t he

had Just com e from the adm iralty, 
w here he has a near relative, who ad­
m itted  th a t 150,000 Russian troops had 
been landed a t Ostend. The adm 'ra ltv  
official added th a t the fac t pr ibly 
would be officially announced soon.

It might seem Incredible th a t a 
g reat movement of troops could be 
carried out w ithout becoming known 
generally. But the power of conceal­
m ent possessed and exercised by the 
European governm ents during this 
war have been found to  be so aston­
ishing th a t such a feat of mystlflc»- 
tlon Is by no m eans impossible.

If the R ussians have been landed lit 
Belgium, the ir work will be to  cut the  
lines of com m unication of th e  G er­
mans. By all accounts they  a re  n o t 
well guarded. All th e  G erm an force» 
are  being pushed forw ard to  carry  out 
th e  dash lu E arls, which they  prom , 
laed to  effect by Septem ber 2.

The R ussian force probably would 
be able to  exercise a decisive Influ­
ence on th a t forw ard m ovem ent and 
with its long draw n out line of com­
m unication th e  G erm an re tre a t would 
be a dangerous, perhaps fatal, bualv 
Des».
