GERMANS SHELL DUNKIRK I
Big Land Guns Brought in Range

With Rmult That 20 Persona Are 
Killed and 45 Wounded.

London.—.After serious fighting in 
which the Turks offered a .stubborn re­
sistance. British troops, according to 
an .iff:,.ial statement, have established 
thetiist-lves on the Gallipoli peninsula 
and .idvanted a consideiahle distance 
toward the narrows of the Dardanelles, 
while the French hate tleared Gape 
Kuin K.ileh on the .Asiatic side of the 
straits of Turks. Thus it may lie said 
that the second .and most serlona at­
tempt to force the Dardanelles has 
been fairly launched.

The Turks, under the guidance of 
their ii'-nnan officers, placet! every 
obstacle in the way of the invaders, 
bill against the fire of the allies' Meet 
and tile gallantry of the army they 
Were torceil to fall back. The British 
forie«, -he war office admits, lost 
heavily In the operation.

Landed at Six Points.
.Six i>oints were seW-ted for the 

landing-, which commenced at day­
light tif .vpril 2.-|. .At five points they 
Mere immediately successful, but at 
the sixth. Seddul Hahr. the troops 
w ere unable to advance until the even­
ing

The F: en< h took posses.sion of ('ape 
Kum Kaleh after they had previously 
attacked toward A'enl Shehr to the 
south on the .Asia Minor coast.

While this was proceeding the fleet, 
teaides covering the landing of the 
lnx)ps. kept up a bombardment of the 
forts In the Dardanelles and prevented 
reinforcements from reaching Turkey 
from the sea of Mamora One Turkish 
troop ship was sunk by the British bat- 
taleship Queen Kllzabetli, which was 
believed again to have been firing her 
big guns across the peninsula, direct 
ed by airmen.

Germans Shell Dunkirk.
Besides the news from the Darda 

nelles. the British public was supplied 
with several sen.satlons. The misread­
ing of the day French official commun­
ication led to the belief that the Ger­
man fleet was out and had bombarded 
Dunkirk on the North sea In France, 
but It transpired that by some means 
not yet explained the (Jermans had 
brought their big land guns within 
range of Dunkirk and thrown shells 
into it and killed 2U persons and 
wounded 45.

FRENCH CRUISER DESTROYED
Torpedoed By Austrian Submarine in 
Strait of Otranto— Had Crew of 700.

Brindisi, Italy.—The F'rench cruiser 
l-eon Gaiiibetta has been torpedoed 
and sunk by the .-Austrian submarine 
U-i) in the strait of Ortanto. the wat­
erway leading to the Adriatic sea 
The ship sunk quickly and only pact 
1 f the crew of about 700 were saved

The Austrian submarine U-6 Is the 
same craft that a few days ago board- 
.d the Italian steamer .lolanda.

.4ince the beginning of .Anglo- 
French operations against the Dar 
danelles French warships have lim 
lied their activities to watching in 
the strait of Otranto with the idea of 
pi’eventing any Austrian submarine 
escaping from the Adriatie. at the 
hea(J of which is I’ola. the Austrian 
naval base, and reaching the const of 
Turkey. This patrol duty was parli • 
iilarly to protect the vessels of the 
allies operating against the Darda 
nelles.

800 CHRISTIANS ARE 
REPORTED MASSACRED

LETTERS TO MISSION BOARD RE-
FLECT INTOLERABLE CONDI­

TIONS IN PERSIA.

New Y'ork.— Details of the massacre 
of native Christians at I'runiia, Fer- 
Bla. received by the Fresbyterian 
board of foreign mis.sions, state that 
not le.ss than bUO have been murdered 
there, and that not less than 2,000 
have perished from disease.

The attacks, it was reported, have 
not been confined to Kurds, but hav* 
been made in at least one Inslwnce by 
Turkish soldlera. Crucifixion and 
burning Christians alive have been 
revived, missionaries reported.

The attack in which Turkish sol­
diers were assailants, according to rb 
ports received by the board, was 
made upon the American mission and 
the {Tench Roman Catholic mission. 
Five native Russian priests, the re­
ports assert, were taken from the Am­
erican mission by the Truks. The 
mlsslonarie-A stated that thes»' men 
were "treated badly,”  and added that 
it was not known whether the priests 
were killed.

Report 140.000 Ransom Paid.
-A report has reached the Presby­

terian missionaries at Tabriz that 
Americans at I'riimlah had been 
forced to pay $40." s) as a ransom for 
refugees who had tied to the mission 
for protection. This report. It was 
stated, had not been confirmed.

General German Offensive Begun.
i’etrograd—.A general German offen­

sive movement on' e more is under 
way along the entire Frussi.vi oorder 
from Tilsit to tlie \ istula river. The 
German advance this time evidently 
is aimed at the Baltic provlnres. which 
are rich In crops and other food sup­
plies. For months the military oper­
ations on the I’russtan border had 
been lln.lted to »• uting parties. Isie 
lated artillery duels and aeroplane 
warfare.

Airman Drop More Bombs in England.
Ipswich. Eng.—.A hostile airrrsft, 

whether a Zeptwlin or an aeroplane 
is not known, raided Ipswieh early 
Friday morning. Several bombs were 
dropped. .An Ineendlarjr bomb struck 
a house, pierced the roof and fell Into 
tho bedroo.M of a little girl. The 
child was rescued by her fsther. Th» 
flames spread to two adjoln'ng houses, 
which were almost destroy(»d. I'bo 
aircraft then passed on to the AVhlt- 
ton. where it also dropped explosives. 
So far as known nobody was injured.

Two Million Dollar Firs Loas at Colon

I'se canned aaparagus tipa. Drench 
them with cold water the moment the 
can is opened, drain thoroughly In a 
colander and warm in a double boU- 
er pur In a little butter during the 
warming and seasoo to taate Make 
a bard toast of white bread, butter 
the slices and put the asparagus on 
top. set the dish on a far part of 
the stove to keep warm while the 
other things are arranged. Get the 
baker's tea biscuit of the evening be­
fore and rewarm them in the oven, 
first, brushing over the tops with a 
little milk. There is an American 
marmalade— orange, of course—that 
sells at IT cents a Jar. It is delicious.

Menu: Stewed kidneys and rice,
raw tomatoes and chocolate eclairs 
and coffee.

The main dish can be warmed up to 
advantage, go it can he made the 
day before. .Xsk the butcher for a 
fresh vtul kidney or six or eight 
fresh Iamb kidneys. Skin them and 
soak in ice water and salt for ten 
minutes. Cut them in half-inch 
pieces, or smaller If liked, and put 
them In 1^ cupfuls of water 
to Slew. If the kidneys are not from 
a well-nourished animal leas water 
will he required. Be this absorbs the 
substance. Cook two slices of onion 
with thi-m and the salt and pepper, 
letting them get perfectly tender yet 
not mushy. Cook a cupful of rice In 
a quart of water and when half done 
dram in through a colander, put It in 
a saucepan, set it on the nack of the 
stove, and let It steam half an hour 
more On the sewing day rewarm 
the kidneys In a little butter, and 
Bteam the rice until the grains are 
eeparated; serve them on the same 
dish The eclairs cost three cents 
apiece.

Uoston brown 
bread and cocoa.

The canned beans prepared with 
sugar and tomatoes are fine for this 
luncheon, while the little five and ten- 
cent cones of brown bread sold by 
the baker can be made to take the 
place of the homemade article. g

Rut the closed beau can in one 
double boiler and the bread in an­
other and let them both get steam­
ing hoL Serve on piping-hot plates 
and. If possible, provide sweet butter 
for the bread. For a single person 
this lunch, which is the most sub­
stantial that can he had, will cost 
just 12 cents—five for beans, five for 
bread and two for cocoa.

Menu: Fresh strawberries and
cream, homemade bread, sweet but­
ter and a glass of milk thinced with 
Vichy.

If the strawberries are free of sand 
do not wash them, as this dims the 
exquisite taste. Hull them and serve 
them on a plate with a cone-shaped 
mound of powdered sugar beside 
each serving. Have the cream sepa­
rate, as these delicate berries soon 
sour after it is put on. The baker 
Sella homemade bread, and yester 
day's loaf is more pahtable than to­
day's. It is also cheaper. The object 
of the vieby in the rich milk is to 
make it more digestible while im­
proving the taste.

lutely master of self and ita fortunes."

-Jaisltanla sank. TTmmla, who to a 
strong swimmer, remained In the wat­
er, clinging to various objects, tor 
»early three hours. Then he waa tak­
en Into a bosL which he still had the 
strength to aealat In rowing. Moodle 
sank when the ahlp went under and 
although he waa a good swimmer, he 
waa not teen again.

Queenstown. May 10.—Twenty-three 
miles from this port, as the crow files, 
an Irregular smear of flotsam on. a 
calm sea marks the grave ot the Cu- 
narder laieltanla, first transatlantic 
liner sunk by a German eubmarlne. 
One hundred and forty-nine, ot 1,200 
souls who perished with her, lie in 
Improvised morgues in old buildings 
bordering Queenstown harbor. They 
either were picked up dead or suc­
cumbed after landing

The 645 survivors here are quar­
tered In hotels, residences and hospit­
als, sonu* too badly hurt to be moved 
Two groups left Saturday afternoon 
and evening, clad in misfit clothing, 
bound for Dublin by rail and thence 
by boat to Holyhead. The injuries of 
some are so serious that additional 
deaths are expected and nearly all are 
too dazed to understand fully what 
had happened.

Survivors Do Not Agree.
The survivors do not agree aa to 

whether the submarine fired one or two 
torpedoes. A faw say they saw the 
periscope, though many attest to (rac­
ing tbs wake of the foam as a pro­
jectile came toward the vessel. The 
only points on which all concur la that 
the torpedo struck the vessel a vital 
blow amidabipt, causing her to lut 
almost immediately to the starboard.

In tlLit careentnr 'ashion she plowed 
forward aome diatance, smaahlng the 
llfeboata’ davits aa she did so and 
making the launching of boats well- 
nigh Impossible until headway had 
ceased.

How far the lAisltanla struggled fOF 
ward after being struck and how lung 
It waa before she disappeared beneath 
the waves likewise are points upon 
which few passengers agree, estimates 
of the time she remained afioat rang­
ing from eight to twenty minutes. At 
any rate, the list to starboard so ele­
vated the lifeboats on the port side as 
to render them useless, and it Is said 
only two on that side were launched.

First Boat Capsized.

The first of these, according to the 
custom ot the sea. was filled with wo­
men and children. It struck the wat*r 
unevenly, capsizing and throwing Us 
60 occupants Into the sea. The Lusi­
tania even then was making consider­
able headway and the women and little 
children were swept to death In spite 
of the attempts of two stokers to res­
cue them. These heroic men, accord­
ing to the passengers, were drowned.

After that several boats were launch­
ed successfully, but the steamer’s lUts 
grew more perilous, the decks slantln< 
to such an angle t’.iai It was Imperative 
(or all to cling to the starboard rail. 
Many by this time had donned lifebelts 
and jumped. Seueral lifebosla broke 
adrift unoccupied and the sea became 
a froth of oars, rhalra, debris and bia 
man bodies.

Washington.—Official advices re 
celved here were that a crisis tn ths 
Far East has been averted, that Japan 
baa modified her damands. and that 
China will accept them. Before the 
terma of the agrremant are finally 
concluded, however, an expretaion of 
opinion la expected by the United 
States from Great Britain, France and 
Russia as the alllea of Japan, as ta 
whether the Intereatt which the lead­
ing powera have had In the mainten­
ance of the territorial integrity of 
China or the "open door" policy have 
been in any way effected.

CHINA PREPARING 
TO DEFEND PEKIN

HUNDRED THOUSAND TROOPS 
NEAR CAPITAL TO REPEL ANY 

JAPANESE INVASION.

Six Turk Transporte Reperted Sunk.
Parte.—According to news from a 

reliable aourre In Constantinople, says 
a dispatch from Athena, six Turkish 
tranaporta have been sunk in the sea 
of Mamors. The Turkish army, the 
dispatch adds, has left Adrlanople In 
the direction ot Mldla, a seaport of tha 
Black aea.

Will Not Ratos Lualtania.
Queenstown.—Marina Superintend­

ent Dodd of the Cunard tlna said that 
the I.utitania sank In 60 fathoms of 
water and would never be raised. Mr. 
Dodd came to Queenstown to arrange 
for special trains for the aurvivora. 
Mr. Dodd said he believed a group ot 
aubmarlnet, acting In coacerL sank 
the liner, a* she probably could have 
evaded one. Few bodies were brought 
In during Saturday and the hopes that 
other persons than thoae reported 
altva ware aaved have beea abandoaad.

China Mutt Yield to All Demands.
Pekin.—The Japanese legation has 

Informed the ChÍD€»fie foreign office 
that Japan would be unable to accept 
the further concessions offered Thurs­
day by China and would present an 
ultimatum Friday afternoon unless the 
24 demands were accepted by China 
without qualification. The Japanese 
legation continued Its efforts to per 
auade the Chinese government to con­
cede Japan's/demands without the ne­
cessity of serving upon China the 
ultimatum of the Japanese govern­
ment.

Pekin.— Military preparations aro 
being made for the defense of Pekin 
According to the Chinese officials, 
whose statements have been corrob­
orated In other circles, the govern­
ment to making no preparations else­
where than at the capital for de­
fense. considering that the Chinese 
wil^be unable to oppoes the Japanese 
should they make an attack.

It Is asserted In high quarters that 
100,006 troops have been concentrated 
tn the environs of Pekin, but with 
sufficient ammunition (or only a brief 
resletance.

Special police and military precau 
tlons have been taken throughout the 
city, especially around the winter pa! 
ace. where President Yuan Shi Kal 
resides. The officials declare that 
they are suspicious that the Japanese 
may attempt a repetition of the Kore­
an coup d'etat.

Tile Japanese legation. It is said, 
bare notified the Japanese to pre­
pare to leave Pekin, and It Is report­
ed that many women and children ar* 
getting ready to depart. Many of the 
Japanese men probably will take 
refuge In the legation quarters If hos­
tilities break out

Telegrams received here from Muk­
den say that the Japaneee bank and 
postofflcc there have suspended bus­
iness; that the Japanese reservists 
have been called to the colors and 
that other civilians are concentrating

Dr. Paul S. Relnsch, the United 
States minister here, expresses the 
opinion that the missionaries and 
other Americans in the Interior arc 
In no danger. He says the Chinese 
government will preserve order In th» 
regions over which ths Chinese hold 
control.

Tokio.—The Yomiurl declares that

Field Marshal Sir John French, ths 
British commander In chief, has ad- : 
mined that he was compelled to re­
adjust his lines In the region of Ypres, | 
but the French communication, far 
from conflrn-ing a Gemían victory !n 
Belgium, states that the German at- 
tacks were repulsed and that the Ger­
mans. being taken on the flank by 
French artillery, suffered verv severs
ly.

A late report from the British war 
office also says that German attacks 
were repulsed although the Gsnuans 
used asphyxiating gases and did get a 
fooling by the use of these fume* on 
Mill No. 60, southeast of Ypres. which, 
since the British captured It recently, 
has been repeatedly attacked.

Fighting All Along Front.
There has been fighting all along 

the re.st of the western front In all of | 
which the Genrsins claim to have been 
successful. The French, however, 
have another story to tell. They In­
sist that their advance continues both 
along the Yeer canal in Flanders and 
In Woevre, where battles have been 
continuous for weeks on end

Conflicting reports from the bellig­
erents in the east make it Impossible 
to quite judge of tbe position tbere. 
The Austrians and Germans say that , 
tbe Russians have been badly beaten 
in Western Galicia and have com* : 
menced to retire from the western 
Carpathians, whereas the latest Ku»- 
Sian report, w-hlle admitting that the ' 
Austro-Germans succeeded In getting ' 
across the Dunajec river, declares 
that they were checked there.

Athens credits the allies with far­
ther succeisea tn their attack on the 
Dardanelles and on Smyrna, but the 
Turks again report the defeat of allied 
troops who have landed on toe Gal* 
Upon peninsula.

The German submarines seemingly 
now are devoting their attention to 
the British fishing fleet. Fifteen traw­
lers have been sunk since Sunday 
nlghL but without any loss of Ilfs.

Hev to Prspart It With Its Traditierv 
al Accompaniment. Bacon— Es- 

cellent Whsn Baked—Two 
KInda of Gravy.

l.lver Is savory and If Is not heavy— 
(wo points most decidedly In its favor 
at this season.

There are many ways of cooking 
liver and for that reason It might very 
well make its appearance on our tables 
more often than It dues simply fried 
and served with bacon.

Moreover, there aro two good kinds 
of liver: Calf’s liver and Iamb’s liver.
And the lamb’s liver, although much 
cheaper than the other kind. Is de­
licious when properly cooked. So, 
when the price of calfs liver Is pro­
hibitive or when It la not to be had 
even for a price, try lamb s liver for a 
change.

To begin with the best way to cook 
liver and bacon Is to wipe off the 
slices of liver with a damp cloth and 
then to drop them, with two slices of 
lean bacon to every one of liver. Into 
smoking hot fat In a deep kettle. Let 
them brown like crullers, remove 
them for a moment to a piece of 
brown paper, then put them on a hot 
platter (liver and bacon together), 
sprinkle with salt and pepper and 
serve If a gravy is desired, spread 
a little melted butter sauce, well sea­
soned, with the liver.

Another way of preparing liver Is to 
brown slices of It In a skillet and. as 
soon as they are browned on both 
sides, to remove them to a baking pan, 
dredging each sUce with Hour and 
sprinkling with salt and pepper Cover 
the pan and bake for three-quarters of 
an hour.

To prepare liver with cream gravy, 
slice the liver a third of an Inch 
thick, drop for a second Into boiling 
water and slash the edges of each 
slice a few times to keep them from 
curling. Then brown In hot fat In a 
skillet Remove the slices of liver to 
a saucepan and cook till yellow a 
sliced onion In the fat and then add 
It to the liver with enough cream to 
cover. Simmer for ten minutes, cov­
ered. and then serve, seasoned with 
pepper and salt.

Another way to cook liver with 
bacon Is to soak the slices for 20 min­
utes. then to dry them and roll them 
in Hour and then to brown them la 
the fat In which slices of bacon have 
been cooked crisp. Then pour off most 
of the fat. add hot water and Aour to 
the rest and pour over the liver for 
gravy.

Baked liver Is good. To prepare It 
have a pound and a half of liver In 
one piece. Wipe It with a damp cloth 
and trim it neatly and then put In 
some strips of salt pork with a larding 
needle across the top. Bake In a hot 
oven for half an hour, basting often, 
and serve with a brown gravy made In 
the baking pan.

Still another method It to add a lit­
tle lemon Ju'-e to the liver gravy. 
This gives li a piquant Aavor that Is 
decidedly tempting The lemon is 
added to the fat, after most of it Is 
poured away, and then Aour and but­
ter rolled together are added, and then 
enough water to make gravy of the 
light consistency.
