aSSIANS IN BBCHAKST
Carman* Continue Approach on Caph 

til From Northwost, Though H«IB 
Back Eloowher*.

London.—Desperately the Roumao- 
luis. probably aided by Kutsian 
troops, are defending the southern and 
western approache* to Bucharest, 
while the Teutonic advance continues 
to press more closely on the Rou­
manian capltar from the northwest. 
Unofflctally It is reported in Ixmdon 
that Russian troopa have arrived in 
Bucharest to aid the hard-pressed 
Roumanian forces.

Proaress for the advancinp German 
ind Austro-Hungarian armies in Wal- 
taehla and south of Bucharest is re­
ported by Berlin, which «ays the Rou­
manians contln-je to offer resistance. 
The Rnumaniana apparently are on 
jr near the line of the Argeshu, as 
Petrograd says the invaders have oc­
cupied two towns south of Bucharest 
and near that river. Field Marshal 
rnn Maehensen, Berlin records, has 
thrown an army across the Ntaslov 
lowlands, which would be approaoh- 
ng the Argeshu toward Bucharest.

Advancing southward from the Cam- 
puIuiig.PItechtl region the Teuton In­
vaders- have taken prisoners and can- 
son and much other equipment from 
(he retiring Roumanians. In the flght- 
Ing reported In the latest communica­
tion. Berlin says the Roumanians Inst 
more than 2.800 prisoners and 21 can- 
son.

Russians on Offensive.
The Russians Continue aggresively 

Ihelr offensive against the Austro-Oer- 
man lines from the Carpathians to 
southern Transylvania. Berlin states 
the Russian attacki, which are de­
clared to have been along a front of 
186 milea, from Jablonltza to Kedzl 
Vasarhely, resulted only In small ad- 
vantages, which are said to be not 
commensurate with the cost In men 
and ammunition. Petrograd admits a 
repulse southwest o f Vakarka In the 
.Carpathians, but records the capture 
^ a  ridge of heights south of KIrli-

The fighting in Dobnidja has be­
come more intense. Bucharest an­
nounces a violent attack along the 
whole fi-ont In that region. Berlin 
declares that the attack against the 
Bulgarian left wing in Dobrudja failed 
and that British tanks are being used 
by the attackers.

In Galicia there also bs s been a 
reawakening of activity. Petrograd 
record* that an AustroGerman at­
tempt to take the offen-slve north of 
the Tarnopol-Zloczow railway was re­
pulsed.

Other Fronts Unchanged.
In Macedonia, In France and on the 

Aiistro-Itallan front there has been 
no Important change in the situation.

Admiral Du Fournet, the ccAnmand- 
cr of the entente fleet In the Mediter­
ranean, is reported to have landed 
troops at PIreaus, the port of Athena. 
French, Bidtlsh and Italian conting­
ent« are said to have been Included 
In the landing party.

London DItpIsaasd at U. 8. Warning.
Ix>ndon.—Financial circles in Lon­

don were surprised by the warning 
sent out by the American federal re­
serve hoard cautioning banka not to 
Invest their liquid aaeets too hearlly 
In the British treasury notes about to 
be offered in the American market, 
and at the first Impreaalon it was a 
disagreeable surprise. Prominent fin- 
snclers declined to comment on tba 
Warning, at least until they bad glvv 
en it further conitderatlon.

1,000 Reported Loct In India Storm.

AMERICAN SHIP SUNK 
BY GERMAN U-BOAT

CAPTAIN DECLINES TO REMOVE 
STARS AND STRIPES FROM 

VESSEL.

Paris. (Censored.)—A Madrid dis­
patch by wireless announces the ar­
rival at • ♦ • of the crew of the Am­
erican steamer Chemung, torpedoed 
in * * * by a German submarine. 
The commander gavq the crew only 
a few minutes to abandon the vessel, 
not allowing them even to take their 
money and papers.

The submarine towed the lifeboats 
in which the crew were placed to 
within five miles of the coast, where 
It abandoned them.

The Chemung went down with the 
■tars and stripes flowing at her mast. 
A lively incident preceded the sink­
ing of the vessel. The German com­
mander gave orders that the Ameri­
can flag should be lowered and Ger­
man soldier» prepared to put them 
into effect. They met with stubborn 
resistance on the part of the Ameri­
cans. Captain Duffy and his crew, 
who refused to haul down the colors, 
saying that it the ship had to be sunk ; 
it would be with flag flying.

Captain Duffy maintained hia ground 
and so rapidly were the preparations 
to sink the Chemung made that fur­
ther discussion about the flag ceased 
and after the captain and crew bad 
been taken aboard the submarine a 
torpedo and three shells sent against 
the side of the American ship put I 
her to the bottom. |

Although angry at the action of the i 
German commander. Captain Duffy 
and his men had some measure of i 
satisfartlon in seeing the flag at the : 
masthead as the waves Anally en-1 
gulfed their ship. The Chemung was | 
registered at New York and carried '■ 
a crew of 24. They found a place in  ̂
two lifeboats and after a time on the | 
open sea were picked up by a Span- i 
Isb steamer, which took them to Va-1 
lencia. Captain Duffy made a long 
report of the incident to the Ameri­
can oonsul at Valencia.

Washington Is Ostsrminsd That Rsv-. 
olutions in Dominican Rspublic 

Must Cease.

Washington—Military rule ha« been  ̂
proclaimed in Santo Domingo by the 
United States navy to suppress exist- 1 
ing political chaoa in the little repub-1 
lie and pave the way for guarantee- ' 
Ing future quiet by establlihlng there | 
such a financial and police protector­
ate as the American government now ; 
exercises over ilaltl. \

Eighteen hundred American ma- ' 
rlnes will maintain order for the pres- ; 
ent, and at least until elections are 
held in January their officers will 
supervise the conduct of government 
by native officials and disburse the 
custome revenues which receivers 
have been collecting by treaty agree­
ment for nine years.

The navy proclamation apparently 
has been put into effect without 
bloodshed. It was announced here 
by Secretary Daniels in the following 
statement:

Oanisis Issues Statsmsnt.
"Faptain H. S. Knapp, in command 

of the United States forces In Santo 
Domingo, reports that in compliance 
with instructions received military 
government wa« proclaimed by him 
In Santo Domingo Nor. 29.

"The proclamation was well re­
ceived. Conditions are reported as 
being normal, and the great majority 
of the people regard the proclamation 
with favor."

Although no publicity has been giv­
en to the government's decision to 
adopt such measures, Capt. Knapp's 
action was the result o f plans care­
fully worked out by state and navy 
department offictala after conference 
with Minister Ruesell. recalled from 
Santo Domingo fur the purpose, and 
consideration of full reports from the 
naval officers on the scene. Captain 
Knapp, recently sent to relieve Rear 
Admiral Pond In Dominican waters, 
carried with him complete Instruc­
tions for his task.

RAIL TROUBLES COME FIRST

Similar to Fry* Cass.

Washington.—Official report on the 
destruction of the American steamer 
Chemung by a German submarine 
was received by the state department 
from the American consul at Valen­
cia, Spain. He said all on board had 
been landed safely. Th* case ap­
pears to ha similar to the destruction 
of the American ahips William P. 
Frye and the Leelanaw. both carrying 
contraband, damages for which are 
to be awarded by diplomatic negotia­
tion. As there was no loss of life 
nor apparent violation^ of Germany's 
pledge the ease is not regarded as 
alarming.

Want to Abolith KIsctoral Coliag*.
Washington,—The oloseness of the 

'electoral vote for president has re­
vived the movement to abolish the 
electoral college and substitute a 
method of electing a president and 
a vice president by direct vote of the 
people. Very little tempering has 
been tolerated with the national elec­
tion scheme since the country was 
founded, the most pronounced change 
being in the direct election of Unit­
ed Statee senators, or by popular 
vote, at against the votes o f leglsta. 
live bodies. There is already under 
way a movement for the nomination 
of presideutlal candidates by direct 
vote of the peopla, thus removing the 
old convention system. This has the 
Indorsement of Senator Robert L. 
Owen o f Oklahoma, one of the lead­
ers In congress for direct and effi­
cient election practices.

BRITISH BRING DOWN TWCf»ZEPS.
____  s

One Killed and Sixteen Injured liy
Raider* en Northeast Coast— 100 

Bo nbs Dropped.

London—Two Zeppelins which raid­
ed the northeast coaat and the north 
midland counties Tuesday night were 
brought down and destroyed by Brit­
ish airmen and it is understood the 
crews of both airships perished. This 
makes a total of seven German air­
ships destroyed In England in the 
present year, while six have been 
brought down In other fields o f oper­
ation.

The two months of Immunity which 
Great Britain had bad from hostile 
air raids led many persons to believe 
the Germans would not ii«k  any air­
ships in attacks which, while causing 
many rasualtles among civilians and 
damage to private property, were said 
in England to have ga'ned no mili­
tary advantage for them.

Bombarded Heavily.

Official reports do not say how 
many airships crossed the coast, but 
apparently they were bombarded 
so heavily by anti-aircraft guns ai 
well as being attacked by airplanes 
that they were unable to do much 
damage. One hundred bombs were 
dropped, one woman killed and 16 
persons injured by the raid.

EXTRA SESSIDN NOT 
REGARDED PROBABLE

Leaders Planning to Expedite Bills 
Dealing With the President’s 

Suggestions.

'Washington.— An extra session e( 
congress immediately following the 
regular short session Is not antlol- 
pated by members of congress who 
have been studying the legislative pro­
gram for this winter, unless it should 
be found necessary to deal with th* 
economic problem in which is inroiv* 
ed the high coat of llviag. Just what 
turn that situation, attended by ths 
demand tor an embargo on export of 
foodetuffs, will take cannot be fore* 
cast, but otherwise It is the belief 
that the usual congressional labors 
will be completed by March 4. Houa* 
leaders are planning to expedite ap­
propriation bllla and bills dealing 
with the president’s r««comm*ndaUona 
and hope (or abandunment of the 
holiday recess in the interest of time.

A special aetalon, however, la not 
unlikely beginning in the early fall 
of next year, providing there is pros* 
pect of the Newlands committee mak. 
Ing a partial refK>. ^  The om m ittec 
baa been in session less than two 
weeks. There is a large number of 
Interested persons to appear and give 
their views on the questions vital to 
the transportation system of the 
country, which makes It apparent that 
no report will be iflade by Jan. 9. as 
contemplated by the .resolution under 
which the committee was created.

Members of the Newlands commit­
tee have expressed belief that it will 
require two years to Investigate fully 
all matters referred to it, and they 
question their ability to make a par 
tial return meanwhile.

Washington.—Ambassador Gerard 
has conferred with President Wilson 
and received final instructions on 
views to be presented to the German 
government regarding the deportation 
of Belgians and aubmarine warfare. 
No written communications were giv­
en the ambassador, but Mr. Wilson 
outlined to him fully the attitude ot 
the American government toward 
pending Isauus. The president is un­
derstood to have empliaalzed the un­
favorable impression created here by 
Germany's treatment of the Belgians 
and to have reiterated that the Unit­
ed States had said its last word on 
submarine warfare.

German Sub Sank LInsr Marina. 
Washington.— Following the receipt 

I of a communicatioo from the Germas 
I government admitting that a (^ m a a  
‘ submarine torpodoed the British horse 
■hip Marina, with the loae o f six Am­
ericans, Secretary Isuislng conferred 
with President Wilson, and it was de­
cided that no action would be taken 
by the American government until It 
could be definitely establlehed wheth­
er the .Marina was a private vessel’ or 
a belligerent transport. In the not* 
Germany stated that the commander 
of the aubmarine which sank tba 
Marina had reported that he took ths 
vessel for a transport, and asked the 
United State« for Information on thu 
point.

Plan to Market Captured Securities.

Further Legislation on That Line It
Strongly Recommended— Bill GIv- 

,ing Foreign Commerce Promo­
ters Free Hand Necessary.

Wiishliigton. I)fc. S.—Prcsldi-nt Wil­
son today dclivpriMl his mi-sstigo to 
both houses of congress in joint ses­
sion. The address was as follows: 
(jentlenien of tlie Congress:

In fulfilling at this time tlie dut.v laid 
upon me l)y the Constitution of coiii- 
munlcuting to you from time to time 
Information of the state of the Union 
and reconimendinc to .vour considera­
tion such legislative measures as ina.v 
be Judged neces.sary and expeillent I 
shall continue tlie practice, which I 
hope has lieen acceptaiile to you, of 
leaving to the reports of the several 
heads of tlie executive departments the 
elaboration of the detalleil iieesls of 
the public service and contlne myself 
to tlioKe matters of more geiienil puti- 
11c policy with which It seems ne<-es- 
sary and fetisllile to deal at the pres­
ent session of tlie congress.

I realize the limitations of time un­
der which you will neces.sarlly act at 
this session and shall make my sug­
gestions ns few as possllile; hut there 
were some things left undone at the 
last session which there will now he 
time to complete and which it seems 
necessary in the Interest of the public 
to do at once.

In the first place, it seems to me im­
peratively necessary that the earliest 
possible consideration and action 
should be accordeil the remaining 
measures of the program of settle­
ment and regulation wlilch I had occa­
sion to recommend to you at the close 
of your last session in view of the puli- 
Ilc dangers disclosed by the unaccom- 
mmlated difflcultles which then existed, 
and which still unhappily continue to 
exist, between the railroads of the 
country and their locomotive engluei'rs, 
conductors, and trainmen.

Railway Troubles First.
I then recomniendeii:
First, Immediate provision for the 

enlargement and administrative reor­
ganization of the interstate commerce 
commission along the lines emhoilled 
In the hill nventl.v passisl by the liouse 
of representatives and now awaiting 
action by the senate; In onler that the 
commls.sIon nm>v be enalded to deal 
with the many great and various duties 
now devolving upon It with a prompt- 
ne.s.s and thoroughness wlilch are, with 
its present constltiKlon and means of 
action, pnictlcnlly Imjiossltde.

Second, the estidillsiiment of an 
eight-hour day ns tlie legal basis alike 
of work and of wages In tlie emploj-- 
mimt of all railway employees who are 
BCtnally engaged in the work of oper­
ating trains in Interstate trans[Mirtn- 
tlon.

Third, the authorization of the ap­
pointment by tlie president of a small 

I body of men to observe the actual re­
sults in experience of the adoption of 
the eight-hour day In rallwny trans­
portation alike for the men and for 
the railroads.

Fourth, explicit approval liy the con­
gress of the consideration hy the In- 
terstnti* commerce commission of an 
Increase of freight rates to mt-et such 
additional expenditures hy the ndl- 
ronds as may hiu’e been rendered nec­
essary by the adoption of the eight- 
hour day and which have not licen off­
set hy nilmlnlstrntlve readjustments 
and economies, should the facts dis­
closed Justify the Increase.

Fifth, an amendment of the existing 
federal .statute which provides for the 
mediation, coiiclilntion, and nrliitratlon 
of such controversies ns the present 
by adding to it a provision that, in case 
the methmls of accommodation now 
provided for should fall, a full puhllc 
Investigation of the merits of every 
sush dispute shall be instituteil and 
completeil before a strike or lockout 
may lawfully he attempted.

And, sixth, the loilgment In the 
bands of the executive of the |s)wer. 
In case of military necessity, to take 
control of such isirtions and such roil­
ing stock of the railroads of tlie »“oun- 
try  ns may he required for nillltary 
u.se and to operate them for military 
purposes, with aulhorlly to draft into 
the mllltHry service of the i'nlti-d 
States such train crews and ndminis- 
trntlve otflclals ns the circumstances 
require for their safe and elflclent use.

Renews Hi* Recommendations.
The second and third of Ihes,- 

onimcndHlIons tlie congress ininii'tllatt'- 
l.v neted on: It cstalillslied the eight- 
hour du.T ns the legal hnsls of work 
and wages in train service and it au­
thorized the npiKiIntment of a com­
mission to observe and report ti|»on the 
practical results, dt'emlng those the 
roensure* most Immediately neeiiisl; 
but It i>osti>fin«‘<l action U|s>n the other 
suggestions until an opiiortunlty should 
be offered for a more delllH-rnte con­
sideration of them. The fourth r«>c- 
ommendatlon I do not deem It neces­
sary to r«*new. ‘ The power o f the in­
terstate commerce commission to grant 
an IticreaM of rates on the gnmnd re­
ferred to Is Indlspntshly clear and a 
recommendation by the congress with 
regani to such a matter might seem to 
draw la question th* sc*|w of the com- 
■lasloa'a auUiorlty orUa iMUnatlon to

do justice when there la no reason to 
doubt either.

The other suggestion.'!—the Increase 
In the interstate commerce commis­
sion's menihcrKlilp and In Its facilities 
for performing it* nianlfold duties, the 
provision for full putdic investigation 
and assessment of Industrial disputes, 
and the grunt to the executive of the 
power to control and ojierute the rail­
ways when necessary io time of war 
or other like putdic necessity—I now 
very earnestly renew.

I'lie ne<-eKslty for such legislutlou Is 
manifest and pressing. Tliose who have 
Intrusted us with the re.sponslhlllty 
and duty of serving and safeguarding 
tiiem in such matters would flinl it 
hard, I believe, to excuse a failure to 
act upon tliese grave mutters or any 
unnwessary postiMUiemeiit of action 
ujion tliem.

Not only does the interstate com­
merce commission now find it imictl- 
cally inuMissllile, with its present inem- 
tierslilp and organization, to jierfonu 
its great functions promptly and thor­
oughly, hut it is not unllkelf tlint It 
ma.v presently he found advlsutde to 
add to Its duties still others «sjuully 
heavy and exacting. It rnnst first be 
perfe<-ted a.s on administrative instru­
ment.

Tlie country cannot and should not 
consent to remain any longer exposed 
to profound industrial dlsturlinnces for 
lack of additional means of arldtra- 
tlon and conclllutlon which tlie con­
gress cun easily and promptly su[iply. 
And all will agree that there must tie 
no doutit ns to the iMiwer of the execu­
tive to make Inynedlute and uninter­
rupted use of the rullrotids for tlie con­
centration of the military forces of the 
nation wherever they are neetied and 
whenever tliey are neeileil.

This is a program of regulation, pre­
vention and administrative etficlency 
whieh argues lt.s own case in tlie mere 
statement of It. With regard to one 
of Its Items, the Increase in the effi- 
cleney of the Interstate comtueree com­
mission, the house of representatives 
has already acteil; its action ne«‘ds 
only the concurrence of the senate.

For Control and Operation.
I  would hesitate to reconimend. and 

I dare say the congress would hesitate 
to act uisin the suggestion should I 
make it. that any man in any occupa­
tion should be ohllgeil hy law to con­
tinue in an employment which he de­
sired to leave. To pas.s a law which 
forbade or prevented the Individual 
workman to leave his work liefore re­
ceiving the approval of society In do­
ing so would lie to adopt a new prin­
ciple into our jurisprudence which I 
take it for grante«! we are not prepare<l 
to introduce. But the proposal that 
the o|>eratlon of the railways of the 
country shall not be stopped or Inter- 
niptisl tiy the concerteil action of or­
ganized tiiMlIes of men until a public 
investigntloii shall have tieen instituted 
wliich shall make the whole question 
at issue plain for the Juilgmeiit of the 
opinion of the nation Is not to projsise 
any siicli prliicli>le. It is tiusisl ujsin 
tile very different principle that the con­
certed action of i»iwerful bodies of men 
slinll not tie iiermltteil to stop the In­

I can s»«' nothing in that propo.sltion 
but the justifiulile safeguarding by so­
ciety of the necessary proeessi's of 
its very life. There is nothing arbi­
trary or unjust In it unless it lie arbi­
trarily and unjustly done. It can and 
should be done with a full and scrupu­
lous regard for the interests and Illier- 
tles of all coiioerneil as well a.s for the 
IH>nuanent Interests of society It.self.

Other Legislation Urged.
Three matters of capital Importance 

await the action of tlie senate which 
have already been acted ujMm by the 
house of representatives: the hill
which s(>eks to extend greater freedom 
of comhinatlon to tli.ise engaged in pro­
moting the foreign commerce of the 
country than Is now thought hy some 
to be legal under the tenns of the laws 
against monopoly: the bill emending 
the present organic law of I’orto Rico; 
and the bill proposing a more thor­
ough and systematic regulation of the 
exnendltune of money in elections, coiu-

nie'jsurea be enacttnl into law. Bhelr 
urgency lies in the manifest circum­
stances which render their adoption at 
this time not only opjiortune hut neces­
sary. Even delay would seriously 
jeo|ianl the Inten-sts of the couutrj" 
and of the government.

Immediate passage of the bill to reg­
ulate the expenditure of money in elec­
tions may seem to he lt*ss in»cessary 
than the immediate enactment of the 
otlier measures to which I refer; l>e- 
ctiuse at least two years will elap.se 
liefere another election in which fed­
eral offices are to b»' tilltMl; hnt It would 
greatly relieve the piihlic nilud if this 
ini|Nirtuiit matter were ih'alt with 
while the clmimstnnces and the dan­
gers to the pnlillc morals of the pres­
ent iiiethiKl of ohtniiiliig and s{>ending 
campaign funds stand clear under re­
cent Observation and the methods of 
exiiendlture can be frankly studieil in 
the light of present exiH-rlence; and a 
delay would have the further very se­
rious disadrnntage of postponing ac­
tion until Bnoth«»r eleetlon was at hand 
and some siH-clal olijwt conn€>cted with 
It might he thought to be in the mind 
of those who urged It. Action can be 
taken now with facts for guidance and 
without suspicion of partisan purpose.

1 shall not argue at length the desir­
ability of giving a freer hand in the 
matter of combinad and concerted ef­
fort to those who shall nndertake the 
easentlal entariirise of bnllding up our 
export trad*. That enterprise will

Porto Rico’s Needs.

to Ulco 1* lirief and conclusive. The 
present laws governing the Island and 
regulating tlie rights and privileges of 
its people are not just. We have cre- 
atisj ( xpeclatious of extended privi­
lege which we have not satisfied. 
There Is uneaslnes.s among the {leople 
of tlie island and even a suspicious 
doulit with regard to our intentions 
conceriiliig them which tlie adoption of 
the iieuding measure would happily re­
move. We do not doubt what we wish 
to do In any essential particular. We 
uugtit to do It at once.

There are other matters already ad­
vanced to the stage of conference be­
tween the two hou.ses of which It 1s 
not necessary that I should speak. 
Some practicable liasls of ugre«-ment 
coiiceniliig them will no doubt be found 
and action taken upon tliein.

Inasmuch as this Is, gentlemen, prob­
ably the last occasion I shall have to 
addres.s the Sixty-fourth congress, I 
lioiie that you will permit me to say 
with what genuine pleasure and satis­
faction I have co-operated with you In 
the many measures of constructive pol­
icy with which you have enriched the 
legislative annals of the country.

As to the ethics of head hunting Hr. 
Farabee says no self-respecting Mun- 
duriicu or Jivero wonld go forth witli 
how and arrow and stone hntcliet after 
the head of a untionul enemy b(H;uuse 
o f the pangs of hunger or the desires 
o f trnde ex|iunsion. Head hunters are 
not cannibals nor are they amhltiou.s 
for aggrandizement. On the contrary 
they regard themselves as lovers of 
peace. - But from time immeiuorial 
feuds have existtid among them, and 
the only worthy "method of treating 
their truillUonal enemies Is to seek 
and obtain their lieads.

Wlieu a head Is brought In hy an 
intrepid warrior the village prepares 
to celebrate the exploit by assembling 
around a fire over which a potion 
rivaling that o f the witches of “Mac­
beth" Is concrocted. If  It Is a Mundu- 
rucu village the head of the enemy, 
after having been boiled to the re­
quired tenderness, is smoked for Us 
preservation and the teeth are ex­
tracted. A thVee days dance Is held 
In honor of the victory.

Tile Jiveros, however, vary the 
process hy removing the bones from 
the head of the enemy and shrinking 
it to the proportions of a big man's 
fist. This Is iil-so preserved—an ob­
ject lesson perhaps for the rising 
generation.

The belts testifying to the existence 
of head hunting are but a small part 
o f the collection brought back after 
what scientists regard ns the most 
hazardous trip eve« made Into the 
forest of the Amazon. Excavations of 
prehistoric pottery and burial vases, 
some of them more than three feet 
ta ll; records o f the music of Indians 
never before visited by white men, 
ethnological wprk among more than 
thirty tribes heretoft^re known by 
name only are all included in Ur. 
Furabee's achievement.

Most of the exiilorers of the Amazon 
Talley have confined their attention to 
the river bank. To go 100 yards from 
the margin o f the stream, even today. 
Is In places to be swallowed up la the 
wilderness. Ur. Farabee went far Into 
the Interior.
' Ur. Farabee arrived at Tara In June, 
1913. After a few preliminary expe­
ditions up the main stream, be met 
on the edge of British Guiana two 
white men—the only two In that sec- 
tldn of the (»untry—H. P. C. Melville, 
magistrate and protector of the In­
dians for the whole of southern 
Qulann, and John Ogilvie, a S(»tch- 
man in the employ of the British gov­
ernment. It was In Mr. Melville’s 
house at Dadnnnwa that they made 
preparations fur the most adventurous

GREAT WASTE DUE TO WEEDS

of nil the expeditions, tlie Journey itito 
the unexplored forest In southern Brit­
ish Guinnii.

Melville did his best to dissuade Ur. 
Farabee from the trip, declaring that 
the chances were against Ills coming 
out alive. Ur. Faraliee refused to be 
dissuaded, but persuaded Ogdvlo to go 
witli liim. Six montlis lati r Melville 
pas.sed them on the street, ami so 
changed were they by the effects of 
the journey that lie did(<.iiut recog­
nize them. Ur. Farabee'« account of 
tlint trip Is thrilling.

“ U «a s  most successful," he said. 
"From Uecember 10, litl.l, to April 1, 
1014. we were among tribes who had 
never seen white men before. All of 
them were very Interesting. None 
had ever seen iiintchcs or guns or 
salt or clotliing before. .All had beads 
and knives; all wanted fi.sliiiook.s, and 
maii.v got their first ones from us.

“On our trip Into the Walwtil coun­
try it was lus-essary to reduce tlie 
party to six. four Indiuns. (igilvle and 
myself. A larger part.v eoiildtgt live 
on the eomitry. The tribes live far 
apart, often ten or twelve days over 
rough mountains and across river.s. 
Three-fourths of the tluio and all of 
tile Inst month we had to (le|M'nd ti|s>n 
the game and fish we could cntcli. 
Our ammunition got low, Imt the In­
dians with us used their liows and ar­
rows well. When we got out we had 
two loads of shot and seM'iiteen rille 
cartridges left—a narrow margin.

"OgllvIe had been fonricen years In 
the busli and was the best man I ever 
saw for such work, but he found here 
the worst waterfalls he had ever s«‘en. 
In what are known as the Great 
Falls we spent several dnys. It was 
Impossible to get througli. We car­
ried everything overland to the foot of 
the fall.« on the Dutch side and there 
to our Jojr we found four large canoes 
belonging to men bunting balata gum. 
who were deep in the forest. ■! took 
one Indian and followed a trail for 
two days, but could not find them. 
This was the worst trip of ray ex­
perience. Ogilvie was too «onk to go. 
There was nothing elae to do but to 
take one of the strange canoi>s, a great 
crime In Dutch Guiana. The next day 
we met some negroea and iM»rsua(led 
them to take ua down to the first store 
and to return the canoe.

"W e got out none too soon, ns Ogil­
vie was having fever every night and 
I severe chlll.s and fever every other 
night. Having fever all night and 
working hard all day on poor food 
cut us to piec(M rapidly. When 1 left 
Philadelphia my weight was 193

piiunils. When we reached the Dutch 
SturtJiouse it wa> 14.1 istumls. We ar- 
rivetl iKireheadetl and barefooted umf 
starved, of cotirse.”

Of the characteristics and customf 
of the natives he met during tlu 
course of the exis-dltiou fir. Faraliee 
Is enthusiastic. After tlieir first timid 
Ity at the appearance of white trier 
liad vanished they were courteous am; 
gracious mill received the explorers 
» i lh  a hospitality from which the 
white man could well take lessons.

One of the most picturesque experi­
ences encouiitereil hy Ur. Fnrnibee and 
his part.v wu| when they cniiie U|K>n a. 
village assemlileil for the purjsi.se of 
curing one of Its Inlialiitmits of a 
tsilstiiious snake liite. 'llie victim was 
stretclnsl uism tlie ground. Arountl 
him were dancers wlm after sucking 
the wound nllenintely lilew and spat 
irjion not only the bite but all of the 
¿Man's Joints. In an outer circle sat 
tlie musicians, who jilaycti such an 
Insiilinus, iiliiintive ture tliat even tlie 
strangers linil dillicuify In resisting 
the hyiinosis It was designed to !:v 
litice. Till' bitten man was more or 
It ss byi.nollzetl ainl by tliis methisi. as 
far ns lite visitors could observe, » a s  
cured.

.Marriage fakes plaijc nt a very early 
age mno’ig these iilioi-Mtlncs.

Many of the villages have but two 
houses, one a eom/niiiial nffalr In 
»lilch there Is a big general court wlHi 
the a|iurtinenls of tlic Indlvlilual 
fiitnllles abiiltliig on It, am! tho other 
a hotise whicli tlie women seldom en­
ter liut which Is miiiiitalned as a sort 
of men's riuli, in which fht»y entertain 
visitors from other trliies.

Tlie women woulil delight tlie hearts 
<if tlie anti-suffragists. Moral .suasion 
Is their big stick. Títere Is a native 
liquor wlUch is very intoxicating. The 
«•omen. Iiowever. do not touch It, iil- 
thougli druiikeniiess is prevalent 
among the men. During the periisls 
of intoxication of the men the women 
restrain them from harterlng and the 
men obey with lamblike obedience.

The men entertain a deep-affection 
for their «Ives and «111 linrter any­
thing else in their jiossession »1fh 
nelgliliorlng tribes except the “ctish- 
ma” or cwetmiulal shirt which the 
wives make.

Cassava, a root similar to the jxitalo, 
Is the staple article of fcssl. Agri­
culture In Its tiroader sense Is unknon n 
to these newly discovered Indiatis.

wrong language or religion. I do not say nice, for 
they are nil of the aaliie general stock, even Ihe 
hulk of the "I'urk.s" anil (¡reeks. This bus tilled 
the region with refiipeiis. men and women »hose 
fault la that they livid on the wtoiig side of the 
houndariea made for them In the. treaty of 
Bnchiirest.

I’a.ssliig down the long highway which leads over 
Jisi miles f.-om KoHn to Sninokov and Oiibnilrii In 
old Bulgaria, then uomaa the lionler of Mncedonln. 
down the Strunni river past Dzumaiu to I’etritch, 
»C  found everywhere Ihe Bulgarian refugees from 
the Sal/mikl district In Hreek Macedonia. These 
have heeii roughly estimated at .Mt.OflO In nntniicr. 
.‘some of these have hi*en given farms or houses 
abandoned In Macedonia by Turks who followed 
the Turkish tinny away. Others received famia 
left hy (¡reeks when the (¡reek army Went hack 
after Ihe treaty of Bucharest. The goveriiinent 
grunts each person some fonrpence n day. Seine 
find work, hut after the war there are few employ­
ers. The dost of living has doiibleil. the means of 
living has fallen. At I’etritch, near the (ireaenf 
liotimlury of Greece, there were liiihdreds of these 
waiting alHMit on the stone sidewalks day hy day. 
They were waiting for the powers to revise tho 
treaty of Bucharest anil give them back their 
homes in the region above Saloniki. Some loml 
Joiiriiul had sahl that this revision was coming 
Siam. It WHS iny duty lo assure them that It would 
never come. The phrase In Soils. “ Eiiropi* exists 
no more," is the truth so fur aa Balkan affairs are 
concerm*d.

The reason for that Is clearer now. Europe was 
pnrulyzeil hy the great terror which has since 
come on It in an unthlnkahle catastrophe, rhere 
were some In the "concert of tsiwera,’’ who were 
striving to bring on this catastrophe. The "war 
Ilf sfei*l and gold" was shout to gfve place to real 
war, which would end. they hoped. In speedy vic­
tory and world |siw er. It has not ended in that way. 
It has not yet emlisl at all. Bnt those who most 
liMiked forward to war were the one» who had 
least eoticcjitlon of Its certain consequences.

In Ihc whole length of the Stnima valle.v In 
western .Macedonia, towns have been burned In 
whole or part by the Greek army which pursned 
the Bulgartnna as far as the old border of Bul­
garia. In Greek .Maceiinniii. at the hands of «nine 
one or all of the three successive annles—Turkish, 
Bnlgarinii and Greek—most of the towns between 
Saloniki and Drama have aurTeied the same fate. 
Each of these towns has now Its nhure of Greek 
refugees from Turkh.h Thrace. Thi*se have been 
(■stlmated hy Greek authorities as niimhoring ¡illü,- 
UOÜ. They have rqme hy railway from Adrianople 
In Imx cars belonging to the Greek fovernment.

These cars arc left at Ihe various siiitloiis, n duzen 
nr more at eaih. In these the people keep their 
hisiding ami thefr sniiily effis-ts. The govcriinient 
of Gris-ce allows llieiii two or thiee sotis u iliiy. 
with rice which they cook on tires of thistles aud 
other weisls. ,

In n Turkish Journal, vigorous coin|iliilnt was 
made nguinst 'he Alluinliiii reliigis*s in Thrace aa 
more "proficient »ith  the Mauser than with tho 
plow, and skillful onl.v as cnitle thieves." A plea 
was made for bringing hack the BiilKiirinn fann­
ers us far mon* desirable neighboi'H. "The Bul­
garians arc now otir friends."

In,llip larger towns, as Saloniki nnd Kllknsh. the 
refugees are nirigisl In tent cities, ten thousand or 
more In one encamiiment. There were pi*rhaps 
tlO.iiUO (¡reek refugees a little more Ihiiii a yi*ar 
ago along the rond from Drama to Saloniki.

YVhen 1 was at Saloniki the Turks were leifvtng 
In great iiiimlieffc: 'jrj.OOO took stei*riige pasMige 
for Slauihoiil In one month. .Saloniki (Thessa- 
lonike). beinitifully sifuiitisl. In full face of Mount 
Olympus iintl with a noble harlKir. should Im* one 
of Ihe gri*ar eitle« of the world. In the nl'tcrniath 
of the second Balkan war It lost half Its popula­
tion. It Is no better off today than In the times 
when St. I'aul called out for 'nelp In Macedonia.

Harsh and often terribly hrulal oftertirlODa 
In Serhiii and Greece result front the unchecked 
■>|ieratinns of the military elemeiiL The soldier, 
as such, considers neither ecKtnotulc conditions nor 
the soul of man. It was elainied that the two wise 
niinixters I'lisbitch In Belgrade and Venizelos In 
Athens were tmth opiHised lo the |mi11cj of repres­
sion. Botli would. If they could, have pr<Kliilmt*d 
religious linguistic tolerance In those parts of Mae- 
edoiiln turned oyer to them hy the treaty of 
Bucharest. But the fact of victory, and especially 
victory over their sister state, Bulgaria. Intoxicates 
th^ milltar.v, and filla the nioh with the “ east 
wind.”  In such times the civil authority cannot 
hold Its own against the military.

|Hisi*d to all war. The spirit of hate la atlil very 
strong among the iieople of Bulgaiiu. They hate 
Itoumniiin. as the rohl>«r-state who liaa done them 
the most harm. They hate (¡reeca.

There can never he settled quiet In Ihe Ea«t 
until the “ Rnlkana belong fo the Bnlkans," until 
civil authority everywhere dotnimites the military 
and until ciistoma unions nnd other unions calls« 
these (leople to realize that one fat^ hefalla them 
all and that the welfare of each state la bound np 
in that of Ita neighbor.

CUTTING HAIRS FROM UDDEF

From Sanitary Standpoint and Com- 
fort to Cow While Being Milked, 

Filaments Are Detrin>ental.

It Is not at all uncommon among 
dairy cows to find the udder covered 
with a thick growth o( long hair, which 
may lie of some protection to the udder 
In some respects, hut from a sanitary 
standpoint and a comfort to the cow 
while she is being mllkiHl. these nalrs 
are detrimental. Under the usual farm 
conditions this growth of hair Is com­
monly covered with filth, and even In 
well-kept dairies this hair, unless kept 
well olippetl, will collect more or less 
dirt and trash.

In many l•n.sl•s, too, these hairs will 
persist In falling Into the milk pall. 
To prevent oceurrences such as these 
the udder should he clipjK'd closely at 
least twlee each year, ami In this way 
preveut the iiccuniulatlon of filth.
