In th e  selection of th e  s ta n d a rd  the  
fa rm er m ust m ake up h is m ind In a d ­
vance w hether he w an ts a  U rge, course 
s ta lk  w ith  th e  e a r  high from  the  
ground, or a sm aller, sto u t s ta lk  w ith 
th e  e a r  low er down.

If  he  d esires a  large  e a r  w ith  coarse 
g rains, o r a  medium-nixed c a r w ith the 
g ra ins com pactly  s e t  he m ust m ake bis 
selections accordingly.
