(NRECA) it was announced
recently by James Hull, president
of D.S.E.C.

Washington, b based
NRECA is a service organization
representing 1,000 rural electric
systems serving 25 million
consumer-members in 46 states.

To qualify for the accreditation
program, a rural electric system
must undergo a safety audit
conducted by several outside
observers who use a check list of
160 items that have a bearing on

accident prevention and job
performance.
Some of the requirements

include: board policies relating to
safety; maintenance of safe
working conditions; delegation of
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authority; safety training (how
often, what type, inside or outside
employees); accident reporting
procedures; observation of safety
rules and regulations; complete
and accurate reporting of all
injuries; and both in-house and
off-premise  job-training for
employees. The results of the audit
are then submitted to the seven

member National Safety
Accreditation Committee for
review.

Hull stated that Deaf Smith
Electric Cooperative has received
as many accredited awards of
excellence as anyone in the nation
since the inception of the program
in 1967.

Von and Opal Bowen have been
residents of Bovina since 1940.

Bovina Area 93 Years

P.O. Dixon was one of eight
children. His family moved from
Arkansas to Texas. He said he and
his sister, Dovie, were the two who
were born in Texas. His father
farmed and had a few cattle. P.O.
has lived in this area for 93 years.

He said as a child he always
remembered having plenty to eat.
Seemed his dad could always sell a
few cattle when necessary and keep
them in food and clothing.
Families lived ten to twenty miles
apart so they were not able to get
together for fun times, but he
remembered at Christmas time, the
children in his family always hung
their stockings by the fireplace and
usually had nuts and fruit in them
but he never remembered getting
any toys,

He remembers his mother
always cooking ham for Christmas
dinner. Said they raised turkeys,
but turkeys cost $5 apiece and were
too valuable to eat. Beef was only
60° a hundred, so turkeys were
more valuable. They were hard to
keep, because coyotes always
found them. Much of the time they
had chickens to eat and would
butcher a hog now and then.

P.O. remembers some hard
times, but said he was young and
just didn’t worry. When the banks
closed back in the depression
years, he only had $4 in his pocket
and $12 in the bank that he lost.
Said he wasn’t worried because he
had a job moving freight and knew
that the next day he would have a
little more cash in his pocket.

He courted his wife, Ella, for
eight years before they married
and the couple raised four
children. He bragged on his
children and said none of them had
ever been in jail or given them any
trouble whatsoever and today not
a one of them smokes.

He said he gave all the credit for
his fine children to his wife, Ella,
who always set a good Christian
example for them.

Applications for emergency
farm loans for losses caused by
hail are being accepted at the
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA) office located in Farwell,
Texas at 207 Avenue D, FmHA
County Supervisor Weldon C.
Rainey said this week.

Parmer County is one of 12 in
Texas recently named by Secretary
of Agriculture Richard E. Lyng as
eligible for loans to cover part of
actual production losses resulting
from the hail.

Weldon C. Rainey said farmers
may be eligible for loans of up to
80 per cent of their actual losses or
the operating loan needed to
continue in business or $500,000,
whichever is less. For farmers
unable to obtain credit from
private commercial lenders, the
interest rate is 4.5 per cent.
