Finally our ease loving 
friend tarned himself in hia 
warm place and said: “Wife, it la 
certtinly fine to have no stock to 
worry aboat in such weather; 
and how fortunate that wa have 
no ehildren to fret and ary, and 
hasten us out af bed. I am so 
glad that we have nothing, so we 
may stay in bed as long at we 
please these disagreeable days!” 

Is a sense, churches are like 
individuals. T h o se  cherches 
which have undertakes bat few 
Christian enterprises, do not 
have to bestir themselves when 
a criais comes But those which 
have obeyed the injunction to 
“sow beside ail waters,” like a 
prosperous parent, tinditocc* 
sionally necessary to make addi­
tional efforts lest some of their 
Cbristly institutions suffer. Ease 
may be desired, but a strenuous 
life, faithfully lived and unsel­
fishly devoted to the Father’s 
kingdom, la far better.

oort Them All?”

Yon have heard of the woman, 
left a widow with a doses chil 
dren and no means for their sup 
port A wealthy neighbor agreed 
to adopt one ai his own, and the 
mother consented.

the ehild ren were in bed, and the 
mother began the task of select 
ing the one tbit was to go, but 
as she passed from bed to bed, 
some special characteristic pro 
tested the giving of each child.

An Astringent Cream.
A well-recommended astringent 

cream Is made from four ounces of 
mutton tallow, one and a quarter 
ounces of glycerin, one half a dram 
o f tlnctnre o f benzoin, a quarter of a 
drain of spirits o f camphor. one-elghfh 
of a dram o f powdered alum, one-quar­
ter of a dram o f Russian Isinglass and i 
one-half un ounce o f rose water. The | 
rose water Is warmed In a china cup | 
set In hot water and the Isinglass Is 1 
dissolved In It. The mutton tallow. ! 
which has previously been tried out 
at a geutle heat and added to the gly- | 
cerln. Ls then blended with the rose 
water, and the other Ingredients are 
added while the mixture Is being 
beaten. This makes a cream which Is 
astringent, tightening the skin, with­
out allowing It to become flnbhy. us 
often happens when one Is reducing 
flesh.

Receding Gums.
Good teeth are requisite for both 

health and good looks. Go to a dentist 
and have the tartar removed from un­
der and around the gums, then use 
table salt on the gums several times i 
a day. Scrub the teeth downward, 
never crosswise. The teeth should he 
cleaned before breakfast, after each 
meal and before retiring.

For a Slight Soar.
Spirits o f camphor, touching the

In three duys 
remove the plaster and the corn will 
come with it. Soft corns may be cured

by wrapping the afflicted tin* with a 
soft linen rag which has been satu- 
rated with turpentine, night and morn­
ing. Care should be taken to wear 
shoes sufficiently wide hut not too 
large.

Excessive Perspiration.
Sponge off the parts uffected at 

least once a day with boric acid; use 
20 parts o f hot water to one of acid. 
Also dust the face and neck and wher­
ever It Is necessary with a dr)' boraele 
powder.
To Overcome Odorous Perspiration.
When bathing put a few drops of 

ammonia In the water, dry the skin 
well and dust with the following 
powder: Oleute of zinc. V4 ounce;
tmwdered starch, 1 ouuce; salicylic 
acid, 1 scruple.

For Chapped Lips.
To prevent the chapped Ups that 

so frequently result from the high 
winds try rubbing the Ups each time 
before going out with rose water and 
glycerin, mixed In the proportion of 
two parts of the former to one of the 
latter.

For the Feet.
No. 1— Wash the feet In warm wa­

ter to which a Hi tie hydrochloric arid 
or chloride of lime has been added.

No. 2—Bathe the feet often In a 
strong solution of borax or In com­
mon kitchen sods dissolved In water. 
Change the hosiery every dny.

| restraint of war times, have sw-ung to 
1 the other extreme and are as elabo­

rate as Ingenuity can make them, and 
rich beyond anything that has gone 
before for many a year. Cloth of 
gold and silver, satins with gold or 
silver figures scattered over their sur­
faces, brocades, rich embroideries 
studded with Jewels, laces and nets 
that are a mass o f twinkling sequins, 
fringes o f all kinds, and always more 
gold and silver cloth, entice those who 
are looking for regal things to choose 
from. Metallic threads are woven in 
with silk la all the lovely evening 
•hades so that rose and sliver, tur­
quoise and gold, nlle green and silver 
make wonderful shimmering cloths. 
Wherever fashionables foregather there 
will be much glittering this winter.

And these rich fabrics are not mo­
nopolised by the fall-fledged women of 
society. The younger set Is allowed 
them as the foundation for frocks, 
usually veiled with tulle. Artificial 
Bowers deck out pretty dance frocks 
and sparkling hands o f aequlns la all 
colors are used oa tan# to match la 
color. For older women ostrich plumes 
surich gowns where one might look 
for flowers, and am aaed la tho ova-

nlng coiffure UDd In the most splendid
o f fans.

A lovely example o f a sequin-cover­
ed gown for evening appears at the 
right of the two pictured above. It 
Is a combination of white and black. 
In which these glittering fabrics nre 
at their best. This gown has long 
and almost straight lines and the skirt 
shows the disposition to grow shorter 
which Is making Itself felt. It Is short­
ened st the front. A tuft of ostrich 
feathers at the left side In black and 
a big fan of black ostrich find them­
selves In a perfect setting. A wonder­
ful Spanish comh makes a simple coif­
fure, Impressive and la keeping with 
the gown.

But not everyone cores for ao much 
glitter even for evening wear. At the 
left Is a lesa pretentious gown that is 
dignified and beautiful. Black satin, 
georgette crepe and beaded hands o f 
Jet are put together In a composition 
that can hardly be Improved Upon— Its 
lines are classic. Three-quarter length 
sleeves and a draped Ncirt (that Is un­
usually long) taka cognizance o f the 
mode.

T HE lake district o f Englnnd.
one o f the most beautiful of 
regions, always has been a 
favorite resort of American 

tourists, not only because o f Its nat­
ural attractions, but also on account 
o f Its literary associations.

First uniong recorded tourists to 
Lakelund was Gray, the poet, author 
o f the “ Elegy in a Country Church­
yard." says Country Life. He visited 
the Westmoreland and Cumberland 
lakes In 1769, the year before Wortla- 
worth. the most outstanding among 
the lake school o f [loots. was born. 
He discovered the lakes, alike In a 
touring and literary sense, and being 
essenilnlly o f the eighteenth century, 
he fled from them and the grandeur 
o f their scenery In dismay. For not 
then had the picturesque been In­
vented. The benutles o f wild nature 
were not appreciated, and had they 
been the roads o f that age and the 
luck o f proper accommodation were 
powerful deterrents.

But for close upon a century Lake­
land has been a greatly appreciated 
touring ground. Scenery and the lit­
erary associations with Wordsworth. 
Southey. Coleridge. De Quiucey and 
their circle, have attracted every ty|*e 
of hullday maker. First came the 
vacation reading pnrtles of university 
students, then the honeymoon couples, 
to whom the Low Wood hotel, Anible- 
slde, was once. In a sense, sacred; 
and then the railways brought tour­
ists from far and near. But not until 
the automobile came upon the roads 
was Lakeland comfortably or thor­
oughly to be explored.

The tourist by motor car here has 
choice of every kind o f road, or no 
road, and may, If he will, take his 
sport lu pass-storming with the most 
adventurous, or take his sight-seeing 
•long roads ns good as any in this 
country. It Is all a mutter o f taste 
and Inclination, The ideal way of 
seeing Lakeland la undoubtedly that 
of selecting some central spot at which 
to stuy and taking from it dully, out 
and home, excursions. This Is so for 
several reasons; chief among them 
that o f the somewhat limited area o f 
the lake district, which may 1>e stated 
at about thirty miles square. The 
lakes figure so.largely In populnr line 
arlnntlon that this will seem scarcely 
credible; yet any reference to maps 
will prove the truth of It. But It does 
not follow from, this sheer matter-of- 
fact measurement that this region Is 
easily seen or Boon exhausted. 

Grasmere in the Center.
Exactly In the center of the lake 

district Is Grasmere, central geographi­
cally, and In Its Interest, for it was 
Wordsworth's home, und In its church­
yard he lies.

There nre five recognized centers for 
tourists In these regions: Windermere, 
Amhleside and Grasmere, about equi­
distant. some four miles from one un- 
other ; Keswick, thirteen miles further- 
north, and Conlston, somewhat Iso­
lated. seven miles southwest o f Aro- 
bleside. It would be a thankless task 
to declare nn^ preference uniong 
these, but we will take Grasmere as 
the very fccus o f the lakes.

Grasmere village Is a sweet and gra­
cious place. Here Wordsworth resided 
for more than fifty yeurs. His later 
homes here nre not accessible, but 
Dove Cottage, where he wrote his 
earliest and best, has been preserved 
as It was in his day, and is the resort 
o f literary pilgrims, while the unpre­
tending church beside the IUver 
Itotha is much the same as I v  knew it. 
That Is an Interesting dny trip, along 
excellent roads, which takes us north 
to Cockerinouth. the old market town 
at the extreme northerly edge o f Lake­
land. where his birthplace, in Muln 
street, Is still shown.

The way runs by Dunmail Raise to 
Wythburn, whose little church, one of 
the smallest In England, Is neighbored 
by the Nag's Head Inn. where the old 
dalesmen and their wives put up their 
horses while attending service In olden 
times. The road then runs slongslde 
Thlrlinere, with the Imposing moun­
tain. Helvellyn, 8.118 feet, on right 
Keswick town comes next; a consid­
erable place for this part of the coun­
try. and with an oddly foreign appear­
ance, caused chiefly by the church­
like building (really the town hall) In 
the middle of the street. The chief 
Industry Is the making o f lead pen­
cils.

Derwentwater Loveliest Lake.
But Derweatwnter Itself Is the real 

reward o f the Journey. It Is generally 
considered the loveliest o f all the 
lakes, and It Is also the most accessi­
ble, a good rond cnrirrllng It. Beyond 
Keswick ws [mas Greta Hall, once the 
home o f Southey. and come to Baa- 
aenthwalte Water. Preferably taking 
the left-hand road Kktddaw, 3064 feet, 
la seen across the «-«ter. Cocker- 

1« some six ml’ « farther.

Returning from that town, the other 
side o f Bassenthwalte Water inay be 
tuken. and the rest of the way back 
to Grasmere Is Identical with the out­
ward run. The distance. Including 
the circuit of Derwentwater, Is about 
seventy-six miles.

But Derwentwater w worth a more 
leisured trip, for Its own sake. The 
trip from Grasmere to Keswick and 
the circuit of Derwentwater and back 
Is thirty-five miles. The advantages 
are with the tourist proceeding to 
Keswick and there turning left and 
puat the church, following the eastern 
side o f the lake to Lodore, where the 
“Falls o f Lodore." sung by Southey, 
will be found. Beyond we come to 
Shepherd’s Crag, overhanging the road, 
and past the Borrowdale hotel und the 
narrow pass colled the “Jaws o f Bor- 
rowdule," whose rocks so greatly I 
alarmed Gray 150 years ago. At Grange I 
where the River lierwent flows out o f j 
Derwentwater. the road abruptly turns, j 
to follow the western lakeside. In \ 
the pleasant vale at Grange Is that ; 
giant rock, the “ Bowder Stone."

The pecullur advantages o f ataying 
at Grasmere are many. Not least 
among them Is that within five miles 
you have not only Grasmere Itself, 
rivaling Derwentwater for loveliness, 
but Itydal Wuter. and the town o f Am- 
bleslde, with Windermere, the lurgest 
and most [mpulnr o f the lakes beyond. 
AH nre within un easy walk for the ( 
tourist staying at Grasmere, who will 1 
scarce take out his car wlum he can 
Indulge in pleasant footpath rambles 
for a change.

The car Is for farther nfield. For 
example, the run to Penrith, along 
Ullswnter. The out and home run is 
fifty-six miles. The best way from 
Grasmere is to take the Windermere 
road, as far as Waterheud; thence 
turning to the left and up to Trout- 
beck.' The nearer route, up from Ain 
bleslde to Kirkstone Pass. Is an ex­
ceedingly steep climb, but It can be 
taken on the return.

On the way to UUawnter the gloomy 
little mountain town of Brothers Wu­
ter Is passed, and then coines the de­
scent to plensant, sunny I’atterdule. 
Her«, the seven miles long lake of 
Ullswater, the second longest o f the 
lakes, begins, skirted all the way by 
a delightful road, with the waterfall of 
Aim  Force midway, spouting from Its 
woody glen. Ullswnter ends at I'ooley 
Bridge, whence It Is seven and a half 
miles into the quaint old market town 
of Penrith, passing Yanwath Hall, now 
n farm house, but a good surviving 
specimen o f the fifteenth century ful­
filled border residence; and thence 
over the ancient Eumont Bridge, built 
In 1425.

FACTS AND FIGURES OF WAR
Immensity of Supplies Needed in Mod­

ern Conflict Revealed by Sir 
Douglas Haig.

These are some o f the amazing facts 
In Sir Douglas Haig's final dispatch:

General headquarters received 9,000 
telegrams in one day, and 8.400 let­
ters by dispatch-r)ders. One army 
headquarters had 10,000 telegrams In 
a day, and the dally telegrams on the 
lines o f communication were 23,000.

There wore 1,500 miles o f telegraphs 
and telephones, and 3.088 miles o f rail­
ways, on which 1.800 trains ran 
weekly.

In six weeks 5,000.01« rations were 
supplied, by our armies in France, to 
800.000 civilians In the relieved areas.

Two hundred tons dead weight of 
supplies and stores were required 
daily for the maintenance o f each di­
vision.

The total dally ration strength of 
our armies was 2,700,000. An addi­
tion o f one ounce to each tuna's ra­
tions represented an extra 75 tons.

Over 400.000 horses and mules and 
46,700 motor vehicles were used, and 
4,500 miles o f road made or main­
tained.

In 1914 there was one machine gun 
to 500 Infantrymen in the British 
arm y; when peace came there was one 
machine gun to 20 infantrymen.

Over 700,000 tons o f ammunition 
were fired by our artillery on the 
western front from August. 1918, to ths 
armistice.—Montreal Herald.

Children’s Spending Money,
The practice o f doling out monev to 

the children by dribbles, when they 
tease for It, snd without holding them 
to any responsibility In the matter of 
spending It. Is undoubtedly responsible 
for most o f the prevalent unthrlft 
among our young people. It Is quite 
natural that this childish attitude to­
ward money should coo ft one even Into 
the period when the yotmg person be­
comes a money-earner ..a his own ac- 
count, and oftentimes. Into his adult 
life as well.—Thrift M inMnn,

8pecial Care Should Ba Given ta

Housing and Bedding— Keep Them 
Dry and Comfortable.

(P repa red  by  the U n ited  S tates D epart­
m ent o f  A gr icu ltu re .)

Ordinarily the full crop o f pigs la 
farrowed between the middle o f Au­
gust and the 10th of October. It is 
highly important that sows be well j 
fed and carefully tended during this 
time, the care and management o f the 
dares being practically the same as 
that followed when the spring litters 
are farrow-ed. Similarly, fall pigs, af­
ter they are weanfd, should be treat­
ed the same as spring pigs, except 
that In many parts of the country fall 
pigs do not have access to green for- 
age crops.

In the northern und colder locations, 
special attention should "be devoted to 
housing and bedding the porkers, 
particularly the young pigs. These 
youngsters should never be allowed 
to sleep in sheds or pens where they 
are exposed to rain or snow, nor 
should tbey'be allowed to lie on damp 
bedding.

or some one of the various sheathing 
materials designed for this type of 
home. Being rectangular In shape. It 
Is the least expensive to construct. 
But by the addition o f the sun purler 
at one side, and the garage at the 
other, it has a well-balanced, attrac­
tive appearance, enhanced by the pan­
eled effect in the gable.

The dimensions of this house are 
only 28 by 36 feet, but it requires a lot

BREEDING FOR BETTER SHEEP
Experiment Being Conducted on Ex­

periment Ranch in Idaho by 
Department of Agriculture.

(P repa red  hv the U n ited  S tates D ep art­
ment o f  A gr icu ltu re .)

Corrida le sheep developed In Aus­
tralia mnlnly by n Lincoln-Merino 
cross, are being studied by the United 
Rtntes department o f agriculture at 
the government 28.000-acre sheep-ex- 
perlment ranch at Dubois. Idaho. 
There are at present about 1,500 sheep 
on the project divided Into varioni 
classes. Australians claim for the 
Corrledales better mutton form thnn 
the Merino, more weight, and yet a 
good fleece o f about three-eighth» 
blood quality. It ts expected that tlj* 
tests now being conducted by the de­
partment will eventually result In a 
better average sheep, as to mutton 
carcass, than the breeds now on the 
market. The breed was Introduced In­
to this country by the federal depart­
ment. but since that time many large 
prlvata Importations have been made. 
Part o f the sheep on the Dubois range 
are being kept a* straight Corrledales, 
while others an being crossed with 
American crossbreds.
