Five-Room Bungalow of Frame Cot­
tage Type Makes Comfortable 

Home for the Family of 
Average Size.

Steadily increasing rentals are be­
ing demanded by the owner* of houses 
of all kinds, and the person who has 
not a large Income is finding It more 
difficult to find a comfortable home for 
himself and his family. While these 
families, perhaps, cannot afford to 
build an elaborate house, there are 
many designs that will provide a home 
that will suit their needs anti their 
pockethooks.

Such a home Is shown In the accom­
panying Illustration. Here is a house 
that is attractive in exterior appear­
ance, contains five good-str.ed rooms, 
conveniently arranged, and can be 
built for a moderate sum. It Is a one- 
stor.v cottage, of the bungalow type, 
although not. strictly speaking, a bun­
galow. The lines of the exterior are 
good. The gahles at either end und in 
the [sirch r a » f : the series of four win­
dows In the living room; the fireplace 
chimney: the terrace with the brick 
floor and the porch, with Its hrh-k col­
umn supports, and the shingled walls 
■til are features that combine to make 
this design attractive.

The dimension* o f the house are 40 
hy 2*5 feet, with an 8-foot protection 
for the front porch. The house Is of 
standard frame construction set on a 
brick foundation wall. The basement 
Is fullv excavated—that Is. extends un­
der the whole house, and provides am­
ple room for the furn-v.v, fuel stor­
age und for rAnnis that can he devot­
ed to storing food and the many othi r 
articles that usually find their way to 
the basement.

While the Interior arrnngement Is 
somewhat out of the ordinary, s study 
of the floor plan* will demonstrate 
that the rooms are placed so that the 
work can lie done easily and that the 
occupants will find living In the house 
a comfort. The five rooms consist of 
living and dining rooms, kitchen and 
two bedrooms, besides the bathroom. 
The entrance Is Into a narrow hall 
that divides the living and dining

contractor or the local nulltnsg mate­
rial dealer. These men are profes­
sional builder*, with the knowledge 
gained hy experience to guide them In 
advising the pro*|iectlve home owner. 
With few exceptions, these men are 
perfectly willing to help the prospec­
tive home owner with the plans, and 
often are able to point out means of 
saving considerable In the cost of the 
home.

To those who have decided to 
build a home this year and to those 
who have Just been “ thinking" about 
it. the study of home building plans

will be a pleasure. Books o f p'ans. 
containing homes of all sizes and de­
scriptions to be built o f the many d if­
ferent kinds of materials, are avail­
able and can be secured from archi­
tects. cotflmeters and building mate­
rial dealers. These, prospective home 
builders will find, make mighty Inter­
esting reading during the long winter 
evenings, and will go far toward help­
ing in the selection of a home build­
ing design.

And at no time, one might 
add, as toward the middle o f an lu- 
dlun hot weather, says A. L. Wright in 
Country I.lfe. But though India tai the 
plains may, at times, become well-nigh 
Intolerable, India iu the hills provides 
a solace such us may be enjoyed in 
few other countries In the world.

There Is something particularly fns- 
rlnating about the Himalayas. Maybe 
It is their Immensity or their vast si­
lences; but probably It Is their Infinite 
vnrlety that makes the greatest appeal. 
For there is always some new aspect 
to be discovered, some new interest; 
and no man can hope to live long 
enough to he able to say he knows 
them thoroughly, nor Is It possible to 
see so much o f them that they begin to 
grow stale. No wonder that men who 
have first visited them as subalterns 
go back year after year, revisiting old 
haunts or discovering new, and that 
some have found them so‘ attractive 
that even on retirement they have set­
tled down In some peaceful valley to 
s|>end their declining years.

In times of peace the army officer In 
India Is usually fortunate enough to 
be able to get uway from his regiment 
and the plains for at least a part of 
the hot weather, and with a month or 
more at his disposal, the hills provide 
him with an endless choice as to how 
he should spend his leave.

Anything You May Wish la There.
Of few places in the world can It be 

so truly said as of the Himalayas that 
they cater for every taste. Do you 
want a month's sheer Idleness? I ’nder 
what more attractive circumstances 
can It be obtained than on the Jhelutn 
river, floating leisurely along In a 
Kashmiri doongn. or houseboat? A 
perfect climate, gorgeous scenery and 
everything complete for thorough lazi­
ness; what could be more Ideal? And 
should mere loafing become monoto­
nous, it can always be varied with n 
little gentle fisn-spenring, or short 
trips may be made Into the moun­
tains. which come down oh either side, 
offering tempting fields for exploration. 
Blit the average healthy young man 
will probably require something more 
strenuous. Mountaineering? One has 
only to read o f the explolta of the Bul­
lock-Workmans to realise that the 
Himalayas provide sufficient tests of 
skill even for the most experienced 
climber. Big game shooting? Given 
sufficient time, there are places beyond 
Kashmir, such as Chllaa. Astore, Batis­
tan and I.adakh, which are veritable 
sportsmen's paradises. With luck the 
bng may Include both black and brown 
bear, thar. Ibex, burhel, gural, the or­
dinary leopard; maybe the snow 
leopard, and possibly the wild sheep, 
the Ovls amnion. A shooting trip of 
this nature Is, however, rather a long 
and serloua undertaking, but even with 
two months' leave or less there are 
many places where excellent sport can 
be obtained. There Is, of course, the 
country In the Immediate vicinity of 
Kashmir, but. as may be Imagined, this 
lias been much harried and shot over, 
and other places equally accessible, 
though less frequented, are preferable 
where sport Is the main object. For 
Instance, quite good shooting country 
can he reached both In Chatnba state 
and In Kulu within a month's leuve, 
while little more time Is required to 
get to the upper reaches of the Sutlej, 
where the Bashahr state borders on 
Tibet.
