possibilities. W here in th e  world w as 
ever monum ent m ore effectively placed 
th an  th a t of Mazzini In th is city, high 
above the level w ith  a background of 

green hill and  a tum bling wuterfull 
beyondI

Again, w hat an adm irab le  and Im­
p a rtia l sense of fitness did Genoa dis- j 
p lay when she— linked as closely as 
she Is now w ith th e  New W orld, with 
th e  big A m erican steam ships coming 
up to  h e r h a rbo r again a s  they did 
in p rew ar days—raised  a marble 
m onum ent in heiwclty to  C hristopher 
Colum bus, who discovered America, 
even though he w ere a Spaniard  and 
no Ita lian .

In Genua th e re  a re  Innum erable old 
and splendid palaces. O ften they 
have cou rtyard s In which orunge tree» 
flourish.

P residen t Po incare drove w ith a 
m ilitary  escort to the P etit Bourbon 
on the opposite bank of the Seine to 
fetch Paul D eschanei, who had been 
occupying the palace for years us 
president of the cham ber of deputies.

| F rom  th ere  the Jwo proceeded in s ta te  to the 
| H otel de Vllie. Polncftrc occupying the  seat o f 
j honor by Virtue pf right.

At tiie H otel do Ville. which Is th e  sea t not of 
| the  national governm ent hut of th e  municipal ad- 

tn ln is tra tlon  of the metropolis. P res id en t Poincare 
cerem oniously presented his successor to the. C ity 
F a thers , whereupon the president o f the municipal 
council, th a t Is to say the m ayor In chief of the 

I en tire  cap ita l and the P refect de la Seine, gov­
ernor of the m etropolitan county o r departm ent, 
welcomed the new ru ler o f F rance  In the nam e 
of the city o f Paris.

T he two still 11» ;i 'Z form er chief m ag istra tes of 
the republic, Kmile L-ubet and Falliere<, occupied 
p laces of honor a t the cerem ony. A fter Paul 
I>eschonel had fully acknow ledged th e  two 
s|leeches and had given a b rief expression of his 
In tentions to em ulate  the servli-es of his prede­
cessor and to  fulfill th e  obligations of his office 
In accordance w ith the provisions of the constitu ­
tion. P o incare  and D eschanei resum ed th e ir  places 
In th e  p residen tia l equipage. T he outgoing p resi­
den t again  occupied the sea t on th e  righ t, no 
longer as u m a tte r of prerogative, hut as an ac t of 
courtesy  o f his successor, who drove him, still 
escorted  by cavalry , to  the residence which he had 
ren ted  fo r Mine. Poincare aud him self in the Hue 
M arbeuu. From  there  P residen t Desclmnel p ro ­
ceeded alone to  the E lysee palace, o f which, a f te r  
having been welcomed there  w ith full m ilitary  
honors, he assum ed form al possession In th e  pres­
ence of the m em bers of th e  cabinet.

Q uite a d ifferent sort of an Inauguration  from 
o u rs ! The F rench p residen t Is not called upon to  
tak e  oath of office and th e  people o f P arts  go 
about th e ir  business much as usual w hile the 
business of the president tak ing  office Is going on.

W hat Is [>erhaps the nearest approach to  any­
th ing  resem bling an investitu re  of office will be 
when the distinguished general, who Is grand 
chancellor o f th e  French N ational O rder of the 
Legion of Honor, calls In s ta te  a t. th e  E lysee pal­
ace on the designated afternoon to  p lace around 
the  neck of the new presiden t the g rea t gold chain 
of grand m aster of the order.

It Is a gold chain comi>o»ed of seventeen gold 
and blue «-tiamel m edallions connected w ith one 
ano ther by large gold links, and n a tu ra lly  Is su­
perio r to  the grand cross, o r first c lass o f the or­
der. It Is fastened  to  each shoulder w ith hows of 
w hite ribbon, while suspended In front of the 
co llar is a large cross of the order.

The first n ine m edallions a re  engraved w ith the 
nam es of the  chief m ag istra tes w ho have worn 
th e  collar since the foundation of the present re­
public, namely, T hiers, M arshal M acM ahan. Ju les 
Grevjr, Sadi C arnot. C asim lr-Perier, Felix  Faure, 
Kmile Loubet. A rm and Fullieres and Raym ond 
Poincare. The name of Paul D esclianel is en­
graved on th e  ten th  medallion.

T his chain or collar o f the order, da ting  from 
IRT'J. is the fourth  th a t has been m ade since th« 
foundation of the Legion of Honor. Just 118 years 
ago. by the first Napoleon. He caused th ree  col­
la rs  to  be made. T he first oue w as fo r him self, 
and w as worn by bis nephew  Napoleon IIL 
throughout Ms reign.

The second Is In the possession of P rince Jo ­
achim M urat, who Inherited It from his great- 
great g randfa ther, F ield M arshal Joachim  M urat, 
brother-in-law  of the first Na|>oleon. and some tim e 
king of Naples. T he P rince M urat o f today, of 
course, cannot w ear It. not heing a knight o f th e  
order, even of the lowest grade. H e m erely uwna 
it a s  a fam ily relic.

No one knew w hat had become of the th ird  col­
la r  until It tu rned  up in 1867 am ong the  crown 
Jew els of the reigning house of A ustria-H ungary , 
and E m peror F rancis Joseph wore It* when he 
visited P arts  th a t year in connection w ith th e  In­
te rna tiona l exposition. It la now am ong the

official honors and prerogatives, a re  exem pt from
th e  Jurisdiction of the o rd inary  courts of law and 
are  untenable only to  the senate  sitting  as a 
high eourt of Justice. On th e ir  death  th e  entire 
garrison tu rn s out to  give them  funeral honors. 
In short, rite G rand C ross of the Legion of Honor, 
w herever bestowed upon a Frenchm an, carries 
with It a pension. It w ill thus be seen th a t F rance 
Indirectly m akes su itab le  provision both fo r the 
honor and for the m ain tenance of her form er 
chief m agistrates, who a re  thus preserved from 
relegation to  the obscurity  of o rd inary  everyday 
citizenship.

Like Poincare. Paul D eschanei Is entitled  to a 
uniform . They a re  the only tw o presiden ts who 
have had a righ t to any official toggery since M ar­
shal Mai-Mohon. T rue, the uniform  of P resident 
D eschanei Is not a m ilitary  one. hut is the d istinct­
ive garb of the F o rty  Im m ortals of th e  Academy 
of France. It Is of dark  green cloth adorned 
with green silk em broidery, trousers of the same 
m aterial, sim ilarly  em broidered, and finished with 
a cocked hat and sword.

I t  Is a ra th e r a ttra c tiv e  uniform , especially 
when worn by a m an w ith any pretensions to  good 
looks and elegance. I t  w as devised by the first Na­
poleon a t Moscow fo r  the  Academ icians. Its 
som bre, unobtrusive charac te r, devoid of all gold 
lace ana suggestive only of em inence In the a rts  
and sciences, carries w ith It a distinction th a t is 
peculiarly  In keeping w ith the rale  of chief m ag­
is tra te  of a republic such as France.

T he question of a uniform  fo r the chief m ag­
is tra te  of the nation Indicative of his rank has 
frequently  come up for discussion during  the half 
century  o f existence of th e  p resen t republic. 
Adolphe T hiers, who w as a dw arf, barely  five feet 
high, w ith a terrib ly  squeaky treble voice, was 
only dissuaded w ith difficulty from donning tbe 
gold em broidered, gold epaule tted  uniform  of a 
m arshal o f F rance, as suprem e chief o f the arm y, 
by the rep resen tation  of in tim ate  friends who 
w ere alive to the ex ten t to  which such a uniform 
would have em phasized In a comical m anner his 
phenom enally dim inutive s ta tu re .

P residen t Orevy w as Indifferent to uniform« 
and p referred  hi« sh irt sleeve*. B u t President 
Faure, who was a good deal o f a coxcomb, went 
to the length of having gorgeous uniform s and 
coeturaes designed fo r him and w as only deterred  
from  having them  made to  w ear on h is s ta te  visit 
to  P etrograd  by the  fac t becoming known and 
being trea ted  w ith much ridicule by the Parisian  
press. So he had to  con ten t hlm:«e!f, like all bis 
predecessors save MacMahon, w ith evening dress 
a s  hla official garh

W hile everybody will be disponed to  congratu­
la te  Paul Deachanei on having a tta ined , as prest- 
d**t of tlie republic, the highest office In the gift 

, o f his countrym en, there  will be rnan> Inclined to 
«.ccord sym pathy to hi* very charm ing wife, who

I don 't m ean to  Imply th a t we’d take  
too g rea t an  advantage of them, but 
It 's  a plain case of supply and de­
m and. and  we’re n a tu ra lly  In terested  | 
In a bargain . W e go over the  mine 
very carefully , and find th a t although 
It Isn 't ac tua lly  producing any copper 
Just yet, because th e  ow ners ran  out 
o f money befo re  th ey  could get th a t 
fa r . It has enough o re  reserves to 
guaran tee  a t  least ten thousand  tons 
a year fo r tw enty  years, provided the 
necessary  equipm ent Is bought and put 
Into operation . T h a t tonnage, w ith the 
price of copper w here It Is now— 
around th irty  cents—and th e  cost of 
production  w hat It Is now, and o ther 
fac to rs  w hat they  a re  now would 
eventually  m ean a n e t profit of about 
a q u a rte r  o f a  m illion dollars a year.

“And th a t balance o f 60,000 shares."
