He grew
sick about ten days ago witha
sevare attack of stomach trouble
but had practically recovered,
when on last Tuesday evening,
February 28th, he was stricken
with paralysis. The stroke af
fected his eatire body, render-
fng him wunconscious. He lin-
gered until the early hours ef
Saturday morning, when his
brave spirit took its flight

R. N. Condron was ene of the
honored and respected citizens
of this county. His life wasa
long and strenuousone. Inearly
manhood he enhsted in Co. "K"”
of Terry’s Texas Rangers.
Thru the war he served in the
ranks of this neted command,
fighting under such soldiers as
Gens A 8 Johnson, Nathan B.
Forrest and Fighting Joe Wheel:
er. There are those living to

Increase Attributed to Fact Th
Farmers Are Beginning to Realize
Value of Quality.

(Prepared by the United States Departme*
of Agriculture )

A gain of 85 co-operntive bull asso
clations during the past fiscal year in
dicates that dairy farmers are begin-
ning to appreciate the value of such
organizations, According to the dairy
division of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture there were 1568 of
such associations, as compared with
123 u year ago. This Is an increase of
28 per cent, a very satisfactory gain in
view of the comparative newness of
the plan.

This increase is attributed by the
department to the fact that farmers
are beginning to become acquainted
with the benefits which other farmers
have derived from this form of co-
operative breeding. Both federal and
state workers have found that mem-
