and delivervd to the sugar company 
or protecleil fn>m the cold liefora 
freezing weather sets In. If the riMda 
themselves freeze after they are har­
vested, no great damage will result, 
provided they remain fmxen until they 
are worked through the mill, but If 
they alternately freexe and thaw, they 
will soon blacken, decay and becoma 
worthless fur augar nuikliig punsises. 
Frozen licetz should not lie put Into 
the factory sheds with the ex|iecta(loD 
of leaving them for any length of time, 
as they will certainly aptill. Ttie only 
safe way is to get the beets out of the 
ground before they freeze and put suf­
ficient covering over them so that they 
will not lie froeted.

Two lm|K>rtant points In plowing for 
sugar beets should be kept In mind, 
namely, the time ami depth. Experi­
ence haa aliown that the lieat results 
are genemlly obtained by plowing for 
beets In the fall. Taking advantage 
of this fact, the beet grower will try 
to arrange hla work and hla crop ro­
tation so that he can plow hit beet 
ground In the fall, provided the soil 
and weather <-ondltiona will permit.

It haa been den)onilrate<l that ileep 
plowing, esi>erlally of the heavier aolla, 
if done In the fall, will give the best 
results for sugar Iteets. If the soil Is 
deep and well supplied with humiia 
and Is plowed In tbe full. It la hardl.v 
IHisilble to plow too deep, provided the 
groumi Is In condition to he plowed at 
all. If the soil la aliallow and under­
lain with clay. It W'lll be better to plow 
only one or two Inches deeper than 
usual, and then use the snltstdl plow. 
I f  the plowing must be delayed until 
spring it Is not advisable to plow more 
than one or two Inches deeper than 
the ground was previously plowed.

Object af Plowing.
The whole object of plowing should 

be to make a deep, rich seed and root 
bed which can be penetrated easily by 
tha beet pads and from which the 
plants ran draw an abundant supply 
of food nerensary for their constant 
and rapid growth. Tbe seed bed most 
be firm enough to bold the plants se­
curely In place and te retain a good 
supply of moisture, but not so compact 
that tbe air cannot rlrculate freely 
through Ij. I f  the ){ed  bed la 
fully selected, prop.vriy aup^i«^ with 
humus, and thoroughly prepared, tbe 
aurresa of the crop Is more than half 
assured.

Considering the yield ami quality of 
the beets as compared with tbe cost 
of growing them with different widths 
of rows. 30 Inches la generally satis­
factory, although this wl<Ut(̂  of row 
requires a special cultivator. Good, 
strong land that la capable of growing 

i a satisfactory row of beets every 
. twenty Inches will soon pay for a beet 
I cultivator in the extra yield when com- 
, pared with the wider row In which a 
! com cultivator could be used. Shal-

At present practically all augar beet 

seed Is planted In solid rows. At soon 
as the plants have developed from four 
to alx leaves, they moat he spaced and 
thinned, since they must stand one In 
a place at intervals of from eight to 
twelve Inches In Ihe row In order to 
produce l>eet roots aatlafactory la 
yield and quality.

The beets should receive a good hoc 
Ing at the time they are thinned, the 
earth loosened nn all aides and weeds 
carefully removed. The number of 
anhsequent hoeings win depend npnn 
local conditions. Cultivation should 
begin just as soon as tlie rows can ha 
followed. It la usually imssihle to cul­
tivate once before the spacing and 
thinning are done. A second should ba 
given as soon as they straighten np 
after thinning. Nn fixed mle can be 
laid dowrn as to the number of cnltl- 
vattons t^at a field ahould receive dur­
ing the SCO son This mutt be gov­
erned hy toll and weather condltlona 
and by tbe preeence of weeds. 

Oparatlen of HarvastioB. 
Harvesting sugar beets consists of 

three dlstioct oBeratlona—lifting, pull­
ing and topidng. Tlia lifting la usu­
ally done either «ith  a double-pointed 
Implement somewhat reoembling a 
two-poInted plow, or by mcAns of a 
aide lifter, which la a small alioe or 
plow on tbe end of a long ahank. After 
tbe bceta are looeened they ahould be 
thrown Into piles. In knocking off tha 
earth from tlie beets care should ba 
taken noT to bnilae the roots unnecae 
sarlly. In topping, tha bAets should ba 
rut off squarely at tha lowest leaf 
acar. Thta ia uaually doaa with one 
Stroks of a heavy knifa.

Tba hurts should then be covered to 
preveat evaporatiocL The roots work 
much bwter la the mill If they «re 
kept fiweh and «lap, and they lose 
considerable weight If ««posed ta tbs 
saa aad wind.

Ilardpan anils alinuld be avoided, 
especially If they are so near llte sur­
face that they will Interfere with tbe 
I>n»t>er gniwth and development of tbe 
roots. Very imrous or gravelly eub- 
Bolls w'hlch iiermlt leaching will not 
five tbe beat reauitt sritb sugar tieets 
any mure than wtlli other croiia.

Tlie field selected should be resaon- 
ably free of weeds as extreme fonl- 
ness of ground adds vary materially 
to the cost of growing beets The 
field, loo, must be kept free of weeda 
if satisfactory results are to be ob­
tained at all.

other tilings being equal, an aver­
age temperature of 7U degrees F. dur­
ing the growing season, which la usu­
ally from May to September, Inclusive, 
will give the best reaulls so far aa 
the sugar content of the beets la cod- 
cemed. With a high temperature tbe 
sugar does not aeem to fonn resdily, 
ami If the temperature Is too low the 
beets do net grow well and tbe ton­
nage Is nirrespondlngly low.

A gnod grain rath)* for th* mlve* 
will be ground oata—aeven or eight 
pound* to one pound of oil me*l. For 
a few daya feed one pound per head 
per day and be sure all ralvea get 
their sliarv, when you rau Inereasa 
the grain to all they will clean up 
twice dally. Feed silage to the calves 
when they begin eating well by feeiling 
all they will clean up In half an hour. 
Uoch trouble Is always avoided In get» 
tlag calves going along well If you are 
careful la the starting of the calves 
on n*w feeilB and lacreaaeil nttlona. 
About two pounds of silage per head 
to start them on would be suRIrlent, 
noting that all the calve* get to eating. 
The calves will |iay well for the time 
spent tn bedding them well and giving 
them comfortable quarters during cold 
ssiowy weather. As too* at the calves 
are anting regularly and well and 
cleaning up the feed before they leave 
th* trongh, they oliould gain between 
one and a half pounds to twe (lounils 
dally. I f  they are aoggy, cloee to th* 
ground kind of calves, they nhoiild do 
well for you and make baby beef.

After a few weeks, part of the ra­
tion, any one-third to one-half, could 
be ground barley or com. Tliey will 
certainly not make enough gain Iq 
flesh on alltge alone.

Ventilation In tlie 
mow floor Is provided by four 
projecting windows In the 
roof, while the roof projec­
tion at the end provides for 
a hay carrier for mowing 
away the roughage Beetled by 
the animals throughout the 
year.

It la the stable floor, how­
ever, that has been given the 
most thought to make It motl- 
era. A suction veDtllatioB 
system la Installed, fresh air 
Intakes admitting air to tba 
stable and the auction ven­
tilators on the roof mrrying 
out the foul air. This sys­
tem of ventilation provides 
a continuous supply of fresh 
vlr, without draftk The sin­
gle stalls are set so that the 
cows face In. The numerous 
windows admit sunlight to 
the gutters, helping to keep 
tlie bam saniury and free 
from disease.- A continuous supply of 
fresh wafer Is carried to the drinking 
fountains by a water pressure system 
which also provides water for hosiBg 
out the gutters and washing the stable 
floor.

FrobaNy the greatest labor-ssver In 
a dairy b*ra la the overhead carrier 
syatem. by which the feed la carried 
te the animals, and the raanure re­
moved with but one handling. It will 
be noted by the floor plan that the 
carrier system leads to the feed room 
between Uie two hollow tile silos. By 
this method the ensilage l i  thrown 
down, loaded Into the carrier and 
transporteil dirsctly to the arangers.
