Filthy Quarters Cause
of Disease in Swine

There Is a very prevalent Idea lha; 
the hog la naturally a filthy animal 
iiiid that It Is more hardy If allowel 
to ndl in a mud wallow and eat In 
feed from unsanitary trv'ughs: bul 
modern melhials have clearly detuon- 
afraled that hogs are more heulthful 
when the.v d<> not have acce»* to stag­
nant i)0«ds and filthy mud wallows It 
has also been (iroved that unsanitary 
X'ollghs are res|>onsihle for u large 
percentuge of the ailments of »wine. 
Idgestive troubles. eaiaH'ially. <-un fre­
quently be traced to filthy feeding 
quarters, |Kilnts out I-. V Starkey, 
chief of tlie animal buslmndry di­
vision at (Teinaon ("ollege.

Fresh water, shade, feed and shel­
ter are all essential, but they cull he 
hud with sanitation.

I Perhaps the best way to ketqi swine 
I vhrlfty and clean Is to have them 
I where they have the run of a fairly 

large (luature. I f  auch a pasture has 
running water the hogs will thrive.

It Is true that hogs love to wallow 
: In the muil, but It Is not nece««ary for 

them to do so. It Is a (lart of the 
Job of the modem hog raiser to see 
to It that hogs have quarters which 
are as sanitarv as are those for the 
other classes of live stock.

Veteri­
narians do not have iin.v real success­
ful treatment when round woims once 
liecoine serious. These worms cause 
the disease known as ascuriasls ami 
Infection Is Internal and hard to treat. 
Santonin and calomel or oil of chen- 
opiHlium and castor oil are shout at 
satisfactory as any treatment.

When round worm» are illscoveyed 
move the Infested hogs to clean quar­
ter» iiiid do not let any »lock get Into 
the Iota where the hog» have lieen. 
IMow up the infested hog lot and how 
It down to rye or ra|ie. The diseas«« 
Is most serious If the small pigs be­
come Infested. (Tean farrowing pens, 
clean lutature hog lots and plenty of 
exercise will prevent most of these 
troubles.

shipping tlieni back to the farmers,

Does the pedestrian thank the mo­
torist who throws on his brakes and 
allows him to cross safely from curb 
and catch a trolley that Is to get him 
to the train on time. Yea, we have 
no bananas! D-wa the automohlle 
driver wave acknowledgment to the 
pedestrian who goes out of hla way 
to make things easier when the car 
driver Is trying to steer through a 
Congested street? No. he does not! 
(.'onsequently both driver and pedeg- 
trian are tu blame and a little cour­
tesy would aid them to shield the 
public from preventable trattlc acd- 
denta.

Jay-Walker Inexcusable.

take hold evenly all the way round 
and will drag when released

The one fault reduces the effective­
ness of the hi-ake, the other the si>eed 
and euconoiii) of the <-ar’a perform- 
ai.ie.

It is well to have the brakes exam 
Ineil regularly by i-ompetent mgehan- 
ics tu make aure their adjustiuf-ht la 
exact.

They may need new brake linings 
The brake hands and shoes are eovereil 
with a wire-.wuven ashestoa fabric 
which (v»mes In direct contact with 
the brake dnims and has to withstand 
the violent friction which Mope tl>e 
car. These linings, naturally, wear 
out In time and unless they are re­
placed make sudden stops or atow- 
downs lni|K>aslMe.

In many states It la a penal offaesn 
to drive a car with worn brake lin­
ings. They endanger not only thn 
driver, the paaaengere and car, bnC 
the public aa well.
