William Vernon, a ataiinch patriot with 
w hom Washington corn simnded» Ills 
home was in old ,New|s>rl. where he 
was the host of many distinguished 
men during the Itevolutlonar.v (leriml.

Vernon Is un old F^nglish surname 
usually aald to have had its origin In 
Normandy.

Heemingl.r there are sev­
eral places In Normandy or other 
parts o f PYance that rjight have given 
rise to this surname Vernon.

H O W ITT—This. T ike Hewett and 
How'lett. is from Hugh, made popular 
as a first name In Kngland and F'rancs 
by two or three saints of the name.

PK 'KKO RII—This Is a cotnt>ound of 
Pick and ford. Pick here may be an 
aid first name so that the name would 
have the signifli'ange o f Pick's ford.
