As a novelist and wit he has left
some excellent examples of his work.
In this comnection his autoblography
cannot be overlooked, for it is both an
interesting example of an excellent
document enlivened

During his life Duclos won the ap-
proval of the French Academy and
was rewarded by being made perpet-
ual secretary of that body. His aid
In revising the Dictionnaire of the
Academy was one of the contributing
causes to his being thus honored.

Duclos’ death occurred in France In
the year 1772 when he was sixty-
eight—Wayne D. McMurray.
