“ Unknown Area."

'  'I 'rogr,John  Tllghman Rowland, fellow of the 
American (íeographlcal aoclety. a-r.ting In the New 
York Herald Tribune, come* *omo very loglriil 
reaaona concerning the ltn|M>rtani-e of polar t-x- 
ploratton. He believe* that we who live in North 
America have a vital intereel in the-e gieut ad 
venture*. A hundre«! year* from iioit he inilmat.-». 
It la not unlikely that hlatorlan> w:;i view these 
expedition* In the *ame light that we ii..w regard 
the epochal voyage* o f the Klfteenih «rol Slxt«-enth 
centurie*. when folnnihu* *nd Migellan. a* well 
aa many other daring navlgati'r*. dieeo\ered those 
more temt>erafe part* of the earth. i.ave<l the way 
for colonliatlon and thu* changeil the history of 
the world.

Short line* of coiuuiunlrutlon* would apriiig up

The 
Arctic oceiui «'ould l>e alive with ships, and thoae 
nations would realize that their Arctic coasta were 
by far the most Importuut they possessed. This. 
Mr. itowlarid says, would mean not only commer­
cial but military readjustment* on a huge «cale, 
for In the future whoever rontrolU-d thrt ocean 
would hold Ihe key to world trade.

Of course, noliody expert* the climate o f the 
Arctic to undergo thla radical change, but there la 
the possibility, however, that within a relatively 
short time we shall prcMluce ship* o f a kind that 
will recognize no such harrier as the A n ile  offer*, 
for the giMid reason that Ice I* no obstacle to a 
ship navigating the air.

All nation* In the last few years have begun to 
show Increasing Interest tn their Arctic jioaaes- 
Biona Canada has declared sovereignty over all 
lands between her northern coast and the pole, yet 
not a few o f them were dlarovered by expl«>rera 
aalllng under the flag o f the United State*. Thl* 
new principle o f sovereignty ought to give the 
I lilted State* a title to all lands lying north of 
Alaska, but It cannot be relied u|>on to have thla 
effect. Those who have studied the problem urge 
that the United States and Canada Join force* In 
these malters. The right of a nation to the terri­
tory it discover* U not yet outlawed, and If new 
discoveries tend to disrupt world peace some defi­
nite policy, sttch as Intematlunallzatlou of the new 
lutid, must lie agreed up«>n.

Till* year America will be represented In the 
dash to thq pole. Commander Richard E. Hyrd of 
the United States navy, on leave, who cointiiandcMl 
the navy flyers in the Arctic last suiuiuer, has 
chosen Spitsbergen as a lioppliig-ulT place. From 
here he goes to the northemniost p«ilnt of land In 
the world, u proiiiotilury in Greenland. A fter a 
liuae ha* been e*tabllHhe<l at this place, be will 
return to Spit.xbergeii for additional fuel and sup­
plies. He will tlieli return to Ibe Grei-nland buMt 
and lly to the pole, then either to Splt*lK*rgen di­
rect or via Greenland, ua cIrcuiiistaiKes dictate.

This exiHilltlou has Ihh-ti linaiiccd by such men 
as John I». Rockefeller, Jr„ Vincent Astor, Thoiiiu* 
F. Kyan, Richard Ho>T o f New York. Kd*el Ford 
and Coiigreiwnain Frolhingham of Mus*iichu*ett* 
and several oiliers. Explaining the deiuils o f the 
exiiedlllon In an article In the New York Times. 
Cumniuuder Byrd said :

"My plan is to do the tlying In a serli** of leg* 
of about 4IIU miles each, «.'areful cniculution in­
dicates tlmt, with the tlire«* iiiotor*, the cliames 
are ulmut .'/ki to 1 agiiitist hreakdown due solely 
to motor trouble oii any single leg of the flight.

"(Ill our tllght* on the Mac.Mlllan expedition last 
)ear we o| eruted near water, liecauae we could 
iioi scleiy laud on the ground. It was August, and 
the snow had largely melted away. Flying In tha 
spring, however, we will carry aklis and will land 
and take off by skiing on the ground-

"The objective o f our first flight will be the first 
landing field we can Und on i ’eary land, the north- 
erniuotf known land in the world. It Is at the 
extreme north tip o f Greenland, about 400 miles 
northwest o f Hpilsbergen. We will stop at the 
firat spot on i ’earjr land that promises goo«l skiing 
for the plane.

"Here It |s oar Intention to deposit 1,000 pounds 
o f gaoolliia, food and supplies. Then we puipooe 
to fly hack to King's bay, load ap and return to 
our I'eary land air base. Our exploration o f on- 
known areas In the Arctic begins with oor flight 
from Mpltsbci'gen to I’eary lan«L Moat o f the ré­
g i^  between the two places Is anexplorgd.

“ After oar second flight to I'eary land we will 
be ready to make the attempt to fly to and aroond 
the North pole. Onr objects are to explore the un­
known stretch o f aboot 400 miles from I’eary land 
to Ibe pole and possibly to accomplish tho sporting 
feat o f reaching tba pole from the air.

'Trom  our projected base tn Peary land It la 
approximately 40«) mllee to the pots I f  we reech 
the viclnily o f the pole, oar Inatrumenta will en­
able aa to determine, while In flight, our location 
within a margin o f txrcniy miles To make ears 
that we have reached and peosed the pole, we wtll 
OMke a wt«le circle aroand It. This circle woald 
he less than lOD mllee Is dlstancs bat It woold bs 
B tamplels drcBrnnsvIgsUon mt the glabs*

If properly de­
veloped It will furnish an outlet for 
Italy’s surplus population. The land 
Is very cheap now and does not need 
Irrigation. Muss«>llnl is the first chief 
of the Italian government to realiz« 
fully the iHjsaibilltlea o f this region.

Fr a n c e  and Spain called the Rlf-
