MORK trouble with Mexico con­
fronts the government o f the 

United States, due to the admltteil fact 
thst the “ IJbcral" revolutionists*of 
Nlcaragus are receiving aid. In the 
way o f men and war munitions, from 
Mexico. Adolfo Dlax, favored by Wash­
ington for the presidenc7  o f Nica­
ragua. was elected by the congress Im­
mediately after the peace conference 
presided over by Charge d'Affalres 
Lawrence Itennls which resulted In an 
agreement to return to mnstltutlonal 
governtnent. D ial was formally rec­
ognised by our government Wednes­
day, and at once he appealed to Wash 
Ington for aid In stopping the gun- 
ruiitiing exp«‘dltlon8 from Mexico.

In announcing the rec-ognitlon of 
Dlaa, Se»'tvtary of State Kellogg took 
occasion to refer In veiled hut unmis­
takable terms to the Mexican govern 
Tuent's fomentation of arn,ed conflict 
In the Central Amerh-nn republic.

"The department," said Seeretary 
Kellogg. *'haa been Informed that 
I ’ realdent I'la * Intenila to make over­
tures of peace and general amnesty 
to his political opponents, and that he 
will offer the I.lhernl party participa­
tion In the new- government. Including 
certain cabinet posts. I sincerely hope 
that this offer. If made, will be ac­
cepted by the Liberals, since only by 
co-operation between all factions can 
peace and tranquility be restored to 
that country, now so unhappily toru 
by revolution, a condition which has 
Invited Interference from outside 
sources; a state o f affairs which must 
cause concern to every friend of sta­
bility In Central America.”

(ieneral Moncada, reliel leader, was 
called on board the U. S. S. Rochester 
at Ulueflelds and given a dispatch 
from Washington, asking him to la.v 
down hts arms with the understanding 
that there would be a getieral amnesty. 
Otherwise, he was told, the United 
States would be obliged to lake action 
to prevent further lighting.

The Calles regime in Mexico, which 
Is called Bolshevist by Its opponents, 
has been extending Its Influence over 
Central America, at iZast In Guate­
mala, and Is reaching out for Nica­
ragua. It would Dot he pleasant for 
the United States to have such a 
"bloc" o f nations controlled by the 
Calles group between It and the I ’ana- 
ma canal.

In addition to hla war on the Yaquls. 
which Is going none loo well for him. 
President Calles may have to meet a 
revolutionary movement In Chihuahua 
and along the northern border. Though 
Mexican ofllclals scoff at this, the ru­
mors persist that It Is uruler way and 
Is serious. Gen. Nicholas Femande*. 
fonner member o f the staff o f Gen. 
Pancho Villa. Is reported to have led 
• small band o f rebels across the bor­
der east o f El Paso for the purpose 
of recruiting a force o f revolutionists. 
It was said the party was welt mount­
ed and armed and had plenty of 
money. A former follower o f Adolfo 
de la Huerta was In El Paao recently 
recruiting men for a revolt.

COL. O R M TE S  FERRARA, a prom­
inent politician and well-known 

dualist, has been appointed minister 
to Washington from Cuba, to succeed 
Dr. Rafkel Ranches Aballl, who re- 
algned. Cube had a brief quarrel with 
Uruguay during the week and Ita mln- 
leter In Montevideo ohtalred his paas- 
porU and left the capital. However, 
the tronble wan soon adjusted and dip­
lomatic relations were resumed.

It Is more likely to come 
through the aid o f the lA^agne o f Na­
tions. There Is ground for the belief 
that France would be glad to transfer 
her Syrian mandate to Italy

Revelations following the arrest of 
ItIccInttI Garibaldi In Paris have been 
rather startling and France might well 
And In them cause of serious quarrel 
wtth Mussnitnt'a government, but In 
view o f the duce’s disclaimers and 
a()ologles for the acts o f the more un­
restrained Fasetstt It is probable that 
France wlll take the view that these 
nets were unauthorized. Ou the other 
hand, London dis|)atches say the Ital­
ian volunteer ofllcers In England have 
been otfloially notified that their serv­
ices may be needed and to hold them­
selves ready to return to Italy at a 
moment's notice.

G e o r g e s  t c h i t c h e r i n . soviet
commissar o f foreign affairs, and 

Tewflk Ru.shdl Bey, foreign minister 
!>f Turkey, held an lm(*nrtant confer­
ence In Odessa, presumably to formu­
late an alliance. This led many Eu- 
ro|>ean statesmen to believe that a 
league of western Astatic nations, tn- 
cluding Russia, comparable to the 
League o f .Nations, might be Intended. 
,\t a banquet following the conference 
Tchitcherin said the crushing force of 
"lm(>erlallsttc”  nations had pressed 
Russia and Turkey into an Interna­
tional mutuality.

W HILE  the British lm(>erlal con­
ference In London Is at this writ­

ing about over, there has been no of- 
llclal statement o f Its conclusions.
