Go OT'T In the spring and turn up 
a brick or a stone on the ground 

and look under It at the earth. The 
color o f the earth exposed will be the 
color o f the hair of your future hus­
band. This Is a "project" for girls 
and Is apparently a more common su­
perstitions In the southern states than 
In the northern, though It may be 
met with In wMely separated locali­
ties. It Is an e«t>ec1al favorite with 
the Maryland n.aldena, according to 
the Journal of the American Kolk- 
Liire Sficlety. Thla superstition la ap­
parently akin to that of the lover's 
hair found in the shoe o f the Inquiring 
maiden when she hears the first call 
of the bird which la the harbinger of 
spring.

It is from the Northern races, evi­
dently, that we Inherit the sufierstltlon 
of the turned stone; for It and alnillar 
folk-lore Ideaa are found mostly.

The Norse mythidogy waa an 
overshadowing one for that part o f 
the world and In the British lalea and 
in northern (Sermany Ita effect haa re­
mained solidly Impressed upon Brit­
ish and Teutonic folk-lore. The su- 
peratltion In questliui aeems to be a 
surrlval of the idea contained In the 
atory o f Balder the Beautiful—that 
shining Norae god anpposed by some 
autborltlea to have represented the 
apirit o f vegetation whi<di paasea part 
o f the year In the realm o f the nnder- 
world and In spring reanlmatea tbe 
earth.

Balder himself will not come bark 
nntll after Ragnamck, the '"Twilight 
o f Yhe fioda," but If the speculations 
o f James Frazer are correct. It would 
appear aa If his death Insured tbe au- 
Dual return o f vegetation. According 
to one version Balder was tbe son of 
f>dln and the goddess Freys. TT»e lat­
ter was the goddess of love I.,oag cen­
turies before Tennyson wrote o f “a 
young roan's fancy”  love and the 
springtime were conceived aa being 
“ affinities." The aasnclstlon o f Ideas 
is clear. In the season o f love we turn 
tbe stone and the son o f the goddess 
of love from tbe underworld sends the 
love token.

SOURCE OF POWER

Possibilities of Using It De­
scribed in Paris.

Paris.— The sea N an unlimited 
Source i-f mv>tcr power, which can h< 
uhtuiiicd St a lulnimuni cost, Pi-of. 
G»*orges t'laude, olic of I'.ulice's lead 
ing natural acicnitsts, told the Acadc 
iny of Science. Professor t'laude, 
who la the Inventor of synthetic am- 
Uiuiiia, exhibited a geiiernlor which he 
had constructed to get iM)wer from Hie 
sea.

The method on which Professor 
t'laude and Ids assvK'late, Profeasor 
Bouclierot, are at work Involvea the 
utilization of the dlffereiice In tem- 
periiture existing between tbe always 
lukewarm surface waters of tropic 
seas and the dee|»er waters, which are 
always ke|it very cold by Intensive 
currents coming from the lailar re­
gions.

The natural aclentlat showed that 
steam emanating from the pna-eas of 
iMillIng surface water, although Its 
pressure was only .IK< atmospheres, 
could f«-ed steam turbines when It 
was suckevi up hy a vat uuiu which 
the colder water f“oin the deiiths of 
the vKvan could maintain In the con- 
deiioer. He claims that Hie power 
derived from the surfai'e water would 
ev]ual that which water fulling Kai 
meters could prmluce and that suen 
power could be derived from the sen 
lu unlimited quantities at the rule of 
44»i,iast kilowatts for each l.taai cubic 
nietera o f hut or cold water ja-r sec­
ond.

The Installation of tiirhllies to gen­
erate this jiower would not, Prof<-s- 
sor I'luude asserted, cost more than 
the Installation of those generating 
from even the most favor«**! water­
falls In the world and would by virtue 
of torrents o f Icy water brought from 
the depths create a cooling force with 
which effectively to combat the stifling 
heat and Intense humidity of tropical 
regivtna. He h«>ped that the discov­
ery could soon be put to use for the 
development o f France's tropical col­
onies.

New Gold Remedy
for Tuberculosis

L o n d o n .  — I'rellmlnary an­
nouncements of a new gold 
treatment fur tulierculosls have 
reached thla country f r o m  
Berlin.

I'rof. Erich I.earhke o f tbe 
medical faculty of the t'nlver- 
alty o f Berlin, has been working 
with a new gold compound called 
Irlphal. according to tbe Ger­
man correspondent of the me«l- 
Ical journal LanceL Injections 
o f one-quarter o f a grain of the 
new compound are administereil 
every four days to paMentt In 
various stages o f the dlaeaae,

"Maharajah Zarawal la one of the 
scores of Indian princes who are real 
potentates In their niiHve stales, rul­
ing with free hand except "In cases of 
punishment for niurdiT which usually 
require conflrnuiHon hy the British 
nulhoritles. Flftt*e«n of these states 
are lncludc<I In the central provinces 
where .luhhul|»ore Is located, therefore 
there are fifteen native poleiitatea and 
fifte**ii royal courts.

Important Commercial Canter.
“Commercially, Juhhulpore is one 

of the lmiH>rtiint Itiluiid eitles of In­
dia," rontlliues Hie hlllletlll. "The I 
Gr«*at Indian I ’etilnsiilH and East In- 
illiin riillvvays meet here, llqking the 
two largest clHe.s of Hie Eiiiplre— 
llomhay. tlHÎ miles to Hie southwest 
and I'aleutta. T'ai miles aliis'st due 
east. ItratK li lines of these rnilwiiys, , 
niirrow-giiuge rnllroads, and nnmer- 
ous trade routes radiate front Julihtll- 
pere, causltig a eontlnu*‘Us fiovv of 
proilui'e frota the outlying distrlets ' 
Into the elt.v for Io*al eotistim|>llon. 
milling, and shipimnt to the cou.st 
for ex|Mirt to foreign markets.

"Wheat fields along Hie-e roads art* 
unique. During the rainy season, the 
wheat-growing regions resetnlde a 
series o f shallow laki s. Banks are 
built around Hie fields to retain the 
water which Is not released tinlll two 
weeks before the grain Is sown. By 
thla method the farmer has no weeds 
to fight; the cost of cultivating Is 
decreased; and the success of the 
crops Is not In danger of a drought, 
since the ground holds sufficient mois­
ture.

''Juhhulpore Is a well laid out city 
with broad streets and numerous mu­
nicipal gardens. Altlioiigli it lies 
slightly far’ her north of the equator 
than TaBipIco. Mexico, the c<m>1 cli­
mate mal es It one of the most ileslr- 
ahle cities In Hie ccnlral [irov liic**s, 
due to the fact that It Is more tlmn 
1,.KI0 f*H*t above s«*ii level.

"The Indian city Is the second larg 
est In the provinces, with a |M>pulatlon 
slightly less iliaii Clinton. • Hilo. This 
Includes the British and unlive sol­
diers garrisoned there In a large can­
tonment ; f«ir Juhliul|s>re Is the heail- 
quarlers o f government military forres 
In this district.

“ Most of the working class of Juh- 
bulisire's liihuhltants are employed In 
s|ilniilng. weaving, and flour nillls. atol 
the shops o f the Great Indian I'enln- 
sulu railway, tithers are occupied In 
local hnndlcmfta. such as hrnss work- 
Ing. stone-cutting, arul the nmnufuo- 
tnre of Images and ornaments o f mar­
ble and agate. The prisoners In the 
provincial jail In Jubhulixire weave 
cloth and S<-oteh and Kidderminster 
earjiets for sale.

Thugs One# Confinad Thera.
T h e  Thugs, a religious tiaiid of 

assassins. hihI their <I**s<-eiii|alits were 
confined In Juhhul|«ire, an«*r they had 
terrorize«! all India for more than 7i«i 
years. Tliey worshlp|MsI Ksll, the 
Hindu godiless o f destruction, and 
murder for gain was a religious duty. 
They won the confidence of the well- 
to-do wayfsr<*r and siimetlna-s acconi- 
,>nnie«l or followe«! Hieir Inti'iided vic­
tim hundn*ds of miles for the best 
op(Mir|onlly to strangle him to death 
with a tiMiidkerclilef. Then the mur­
derer oulil jierform rites In honor 
of the Thug deity, and set aside a por- 
t'on of the s[iolls for her. Owing to 
the religious garti In which the Thugs 
shniuded their acHvltUs and Hielr 
thorough se<Tet orgniilzatlon. Hie Hln- 
ilu and MohHmm«*dMii rulers of India 
were unable to sup|irt*ss them. But 
the British finally suceeded. hv a well- 
organized campaign.

Schemrs to Grab Rumanian 
Throne Are Foiled by 

King Ferdinand.

P 'V E N  though he be sick almost unto 

death. King F'enllnand of Kumanla 
has no Intention o f |>ermltting the for­
mer crown prince. Carol, and his 
friends, or any other clique to selie 
the throne or otherwise get control of 
the guvemiiM*nt. The king, whose 
death was rumored several times. Is­
sued an edict to the nation warning 
against any attempt to Interfere with 
the regency established after Carol 
eloiied with Magda I.ui>escu and re­
nounced hit rights to the succession 
In favor of his little son. Michael. 
Kerdinanil said he felt his strength 
was returning, and undoubteilly his 
condition Is much Improved for the 
time Iveing.

Meanwhile Queen Marie reached 
Paris, had a long private conference 
with Carol, and left hurriedly for 
Bucharest, abandoning her plans for 
two days of shopping bei-ause Kenll- 
nand sent a pathetic plea for her 
quick return home. Heclslon as to an 
operation on her husband was |>ost- 
ftoneil until after her arrival.
