Economy in Sovernment Gets a Boost—Senate Ousts
Sergeant at Arms Barry for Traducing It—Roosevelt
Invites Governors to Parley,

By EDWARD W. PICKARD

NOMY was given a real boost by

the senate when It passed the
treasury-post office bill, for it inserted
inte the measure provisions giving the
incoming President al-
most dictatorial pow-
er ln reorganizing the
structure of the fed-
eral government, co-
ordinating, conselldat-
ing or reducing the
oumber of agenclies
and ellminating overs
lapping and duplca-
tion of dutles, “in or
der to further reduce
expenditures and In-
crease efficlency In
government"” The
measure withholds authority to abolish
or trapsfer an executive department in
its entirety, though Senator Norris
urged that this privilege also be given
the Chief Executive. His proposal was
rejected because senators feared It
might lead to the combining of the
army and navy into one department
of national defense, as has often been
suggested. The bill as approved by the
senate grants the new President much
greater latitude than was asked by
President Hoover for the same pur
pose. The executive orders will not
become effective until sixty days after
being submitted to congress unless

congress itself provides by law for an |

earlier effective date.

Besides this grant of power to reor-
ganize the federal establishment the
senate moved toward further econ
omies by adopting an amendment of
fered by Senator Sam G. Bratton of
New Mexico, one of the leading Dem
crats Iin the matter of savings. It re
quires all department heads to cut
their expenditures for 1934 by 5 per
cent, though this must be done with-
out cutting wages—this being insisted
upon by Senator Costizan of Colorade,
Mr. Bratton estimated that his plan
would result lo the saving of about
$140,000.000 In the cost of operating
the government during the next fiscal
year, Other economy measures at
tached to the bill, it was said, wounld
realize some 20 milllons of additional
savings. One of these includes the en-
listed personnel of the army, navy and
marine corps In the present 815 per
cent salary cut affecting all other fed
eral employees,

In the house all kinds of attempts
to economize were beaten during con
sideration of supply bills. The rep
resentatives even declined, by an over
whelming vote, to reduce their own
salaries to $7.000 or $5.000, opponents
of the proposal arguing that they
could not afford the cut and that low-
ering the pay would make the house
a “rich man's club™ and make It im
possible for a poor man to enler con
gress. The proponents of the reduc
tion were denounced as demagogues

In the words of Senator David Reed
of Pennsylvania, the senate “made 8
holy show of (tself.” Barry did not
lack defenders, the warmest of these
being Senator Otis Glenn of [liinols
and Senator M. M. Logan of Kentucky.
Mr. Glenn, being a lame duck, was
not afrald to say what he thought,
and he kad a lot of hot thoughts on
the matter. He pointed out that what
Barry had written was but one small
voice In a chorus of criticisio of the
senate, and continved :

“l eannot distinguish very material

A DO-NOTHING as the last “lame

CONGRESS  duck” sessions is
crowning itself
with a pew-found glory. Short ses-

slons of congress, in advance of

current edition Is by all odds the win-
ner when the race is run towards the
zero.

Indeed, those of us who are re
quired—not privileged—by our duties
to sit In the press galleries of the
senate and the house day after day
have Indulged In a little game of at-
tempting to locate some legislation
which might bave been killed but was
allowed to pass. It “Just ain't.”

And to make the thing more ridicu-
lous, senate and house committees
were excitedly holding hearings on
this bill or that right up te the finish
line, taking testimony (on account of
which there Is always a tremendous
stenographic bill in addition to the
printing charges of thousands of dol-
lars) aud Inviting witnesses from here,
there and everywhere. There was not
a chance for those bills to be enacted
inte law and the bulk of the commit.
tee members admitted the fact pri-
vately. But for the sake of the “rec-
ord,” they joined with others of their
particular committee and went right
ahead on thelir grand errand of futility.

The proponents of the hearings jus-
tify their course with the statement
that they now have the data upon
which to fashion legislation later.
They argue that the bulk of the leg-
islation had something or other to
do with the whole pregram of lifting
the country out of the mire of the de-
pression, and a survey shows this to
be true In all respects. It could be
said, therefore, that the orgy of hear-
ings In the short session was In prepa-

HOOVER'S to look back for
TOUGH JOB a moment. Wash-
ington observers
of all shades of opinion are coming
around to the conclusion that what-
ever may have been his faults, he has
had one of the toughest jobs on his
hands that ever was faced by a Presl-
dent. Especially was this true during
the last twe years of his administra-
tion. During that time, he had a con-
gress made up of a Democratic house
and a senate in which there never
was a majority on either side on any
question; I mean, a majority that
could be counted In advance, and he
was forced, therefore, to do a lot
of trading. That Mr. Hoover was
able to get his reconstruction program

HOT AND COLD
BEVERAGES

HE making of a good cup of tea,

which is such a simple and easy
thing to do, is often spoiled by stand-

and when the tea (a teaspoonful for
each person) is put into the hot pot,
pour freshly boiled water over it and
allow It to stand three to five minutes
to draw, then serve at once.
