Epochal Change change 1o the last
in cm few weeks that Is
epochal, and It
seems entirely likely that history will
s0 record it. America’s departure
from the “gold standard” that was or-
dered by President Roosevelt on April
21 undoubtedly will stand as one of
the milestones of this age, and it s
a thing constituting a new experience
to all excepting a few of the nation's
millions, They, and they alone, can
tell of their own knowledge what hap-
pened In the “greenback days” after
the Civil war,

In addition to the action of the
President in ordering the country's
currency off of its basis of gold, other
and equally fmportant phases of the
currency changes have been accom-
plished In the time which we may
later recall as the crisis of 1033. We
have seen the most extraordinary pow-
er ever accorded to a President of the
United States delegated by congress to
Mr, Roosevelt so that he can exercise
the unlimited powers of a dictator over
our currency within a specified range.
He sald he considered those powers
essential, and congress gave them to
bhim without question.

Thus In the space of a few short
weeks, our nation has seen its cur-
rency structure lifted bodily from the
foundation upon which it has rested
more than half a century and rebuilt
into a fabric of flexibility equaled only

the chameleon, Within the range of

the limits fixed, the President has been

empowered actually to prescribe the

ralue of the money that you and I use,
- - "

But let us redount the events and
onderstand what has happened, and
see what they portend, If that be pos-
sible, through a knowledge of the fac-
tors embraced. Since the banking
holiday of March, the money structure
of the country has been imperiled;
the situation has been watched by all
pations, many of whom have been
nervous, and frequent signs have ap-
peared that the enormous gold stock
in the United States was not fegarded
throughout the world as able to meet
the demands should all foreigners hav-
ing money In this country decide to
withdraw it, The President, the treas-
ury and the Federal Reserve board
read those signs as dangerous. They
saw, too, the tendency of American
commodity and security values to slide
further and further down. A choice
bhad to be made. President made it.

By one simple order, the President
laid an embargo on exports of gold.
In effect, he saild the United States
government will no longer permit any-
body to pay their bills abroad in gold,
because that is what happens when
no gold exports are allowed. That
simple order had a broader effect.
The result of it was that the dollar
in American money, measured as it
must be alongside of foreign curren-
cles, was worth less than when those
abroad entitled to receive funds were
able to get the gold If they wanted it
One may conslder that the effect Is
psychological or however you may de-

were continued, This was so, they
claimed, because there was not enough
gold in the world to permit retention
of a gold backing for each dollar of
currency.

He en-
tered those conferences then on even
terms, insofgr as currency was con-
cerned,

But the departure from the gold
standard caused a need for new legis-
lation. Hence, the President analyzed
what was needed and asked congress.
to give him the authority to employ
whatever was needed.

Scientist Makes Forecast of
Solar Radiation.

Washington.—It's going to be colder
on the sun for the next two years, but
who knows what will happen on the
earth?

A long-range forecast of solar radl-
ation has just been made by Dr. Charles
G. Abbot, secretary of the Smithsonian
institution, and published, with the
snpporting data, in an institution bul-
letin

ere 1s belleved to be a very Intl-
mate relationship between the sun's
“weather” and the earth's weather, but
it is so extremely complex that as yet
it is not possible to make valid dedue-
tion from one to the other. So, Abbet
stresses, the prediction has nothing to
do with terrestrial tempgratures

For two years the average radiation
of the great star into space—firom
which the earth obtains the heat and
light w h make life possible—prom-

ises to be below normal It has been
rather consistently higher

than ner-

mal since 1990
Basis for Prediction.

Abbot bases his prediction on perl
sdicities found by calculation in the
solar stant—the amount of radia-
tion per square centimeter per second
received at the outside limit of the
earth’s atmosphere. ‘The normal value
Is 1,940 calories. This varies with an
extremely complex periodicity. By ob-
servations and caloulations extended
over many years Abbeot has d scovered

the existence of seven such periodi-
ecities—of 7. 8 11, 21 25, 45 and 68
month periods—which are intricately
interwoven

Thackeray, It is said, when, in writ
ing “The Newcombes,” he came to the
death of Colonel
Newcombe, was
overcome with
grief and burst in-
to tears. Here was
a hero whom he
had created, whom
he had learned to
love, and who
seemed to him as
real as If he were
actual flesh and
blood. It was like
losing A human
companion to lose
him. Perhaps no
other character In
fiction has ever been more vividly
drawn,

The character of old Jolyan For-
syte in Galsworthy's “Forsyte Saga,”
is as real as If we had known him
throughout the long years of his life.
When his death comes, as death inevi-
tably must, it is like tearing the heart
strings loose to see him go.

It is strange how these heroes of
fiction take hold of us and influence
our thinking and our conduct—stimu-
late us, encourage us, inspire us te
greater activity. Hugo's Jean Val
Jean, for lllustration. What hardships
and Injustices he endured and how
nobly he met his misfortunes!

There is the hero of adventure, too.
We learn strategy from D'Artagnan,
physical courage, loyalty to friends.
The Count of Monte Cristo sets us the
same example. It seems as we read
that they should have lived on forever.

A few years ago Sir Conan Doyle
allowed Sherlock Holmes, his great
solver of mysteries, to disappear—
dropped over the ledge of a great rock
and crushed to death it seemed—and
we thought we had lost him forever.
But he was not dead; he came back
agaln to fascinate us for a dozen
years more with his keen insight. Noth-
ing is more sad than to see a hero
whom we have set up for ourselves
wane In his power, gradually lose the
characteristics which have won our
admiration. It is better that they
should leave the stage while they are
still heroes.
