What happened to that cold
spell that everyone except
Weatherman Willie thought we'd
have at Eastertime?
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Had an opportunity this week

to visit with out west-of-town

farmer buddy, Willis Hester,
He's enthused about his pea-

nut crop for this year, It isn't
planted yet, but that time isn’t
long off now and Willis is look-
ing forward to it with great
anticipation,

It won’t be a big deal except
from the standpoint of unusual-
ity in this immediate area, As
a matter of fact Hester's 1968
crop will consist of just one
acre,

That, he says, is the limit for
each individual farmer who
doesn’t have apeanut allotment,
which is nigh onto as rare as
hen'’s teeth in Parmer County,
we'd guess.

As you might guess, though,
this crop isn’t going to be ordi-
nary by any stretch of the imag-
ination, The size of it makes
it unusual in the first place,
In the second place, peanuts
are a crop expected to be grown
down in the Portales Valley or
some other place where the soil
has a more sandy texture than
it does here,

In the third place, the fertil-
izer for the peanut crop is to
be put on by a dealer who will
take his pay out in ‘‘grazing
rights"” as the peanuts reach
the stage of maturity, Willis
says.

And we get in on the deal,
too, which may be one reason
we're devoting so much space
to the crop here. We earn our
grazing rights by going out and
making a picture of Willis and
his peanut crop, which we would
be more than glad to do, any=-
way, and figure our ‘‘pay’’ will
be equivalent to a bonus,

willis is semi-seridus about
the crop and frankly admits
that he hopes to pocket at least
some cash out of the deal, He
says he can get a man with a
machine to come from the pea-
nut country, Portales, to har-
vest the crop if he has at least
a full acre with a reasonably
good yield,

Willis says he doesn’t know
how much yield he can expect
from one acre of peanuts, but
he's heard of some fellow mak-
ing 4000 pounds per acre so he’s
set his sights on that mark,

We'll see what happens and
hope to have the promised pic-
ture available for publication
sometime in the not-too-distant
future,

Floor

Wax Comes

In Two Varieties

County Extension Agent

Floor wax helps keep a floor
smooth, makes it more attrac-
tive and protects the surface.
Two basic waxes are polishing
and selfpolishing,

Polishing waxes come in
paste or liquid form and contain
a solvent base, They must be
polished, Use them on wood and
cork tile floors but not on as-
phalt and rubber, because the
oils and solvents soften them,

Polishing waxes do not have
to be removed before a new
coat is applied,

Self-polishing waxes have a
water base which harms wood
floors, They work best on
smooth flooring such as linol-
eum, vinyls, vinyl asbestos, as-
phalt and rubber tile,

This type of wax is easy to

applying a new coat, Built-up
coats cause graying or yellow-
ing and become difficult to re-
move,

It is suggested you try several
self-polishing waxes to find the
one that works best on your
floors,

All resilient floors needtobe
stripped periodically to sime
plify cleaning and prevent yel-
lowing, Stripping removes the
accumulation of dirt which has
ground into successive wax lay-

ers and eliminates the buildup
of wax itself which is a major
cause of floor discoloration,

Wax removers are available
in food stores or one may pre-
pare their own stripping solu-
tion by combining: 1/2 to 1 cup
of ammonia and 1 cup of de=
tergent (preferable low suds)
in one gallon of warm water,
Test first on a small section
of the floor to see if it af-
fects the build-up wax film,
Most waxes will soften and turn
cloudy after several minutes
exposure to cleaner which
means the solution of proper
strength, Some harder waxes
may require more ammonia,
Use as little as possible since
too strong a concentration can
be harmful to some floors,

think that Jesus became a literal

‘‘door"" when He said, in John 10, ‘‘I am the door?”’ Did He
become an actual grape vine when He said, ‘‘I am the vine,"’
in John 15:57 Was He truly a ‘““lamb”’ because He was refer-
red to as such, John 1:29? Or did He mean that Herod was
a four-footed animal with a bushy tail when He called him a
‘“fox,"” in Luke 13:32? No intelligent student of the Bible
has any trouble with understanding that these are symbolic
terms -- why should they not understand that the commun-
ion bread merely serves as a reminder of Christ’s body?

In its attempts to keep haz-
ardous substances off the con-
sumer market, the government
has moved to ban carbon tet=-
rachloride, a common house-
hold cleaner, from interstate
commerce, reports Cricket
B, Taylor, county home demon-
stration agent,

The Food and Drug Adminis-
tration proposed to list carbon
tetrachloride and mixtures con=
taining this chemical as banned
hazardous substances, she ex-
plains, The use of this chemi=
cal in fire extinguishers would
also be included in the ban,

The use of the chemical inor
around the home is a hazard to
public health, Extension label
warnings are now required on
products containing carbon tet=-
rachloride, but deaths and in=-
juries connected with its use
are reported every year, .

Particulars Of Postal
Regulations Explained

Mail patrons offended by
pandering advertisements can
now take steps to curb such
mail, Postmaster Gene Ezell
said this week in announcing
plans for administering a new
law which gives each family the
right to decide that an ad is
‘‘erotically arousing or sexual-
ly provocative,”™

When an advertisement sent
through the mails is offensive
on these grounds, a postal pa-
tron can now ask the post of-
fice to direct the mailer to send
no more mail to him and to
remove immediately the pa-
tron’s name from all mailing
lists he owns, controls or rents,

To assist patrons, the Post
Office Department has publish-
ed a brief pamphlet --- ‘‘How
You Can Curb Pandering Ad-
vertisements’’ --- whichis now
available at the Bovina post of=-
fice, In addition to explaining
how the law works, the pocket-
size leaflet contains aformlet=-
ter one can use when sending
his complaint to the post office,

The pamphlet explains that
when a patron receives an ad-
vertisement which is, in his
opinion, pandering, he must

send the ad, its envelope and
the form letter, or one which
includes its language, to his post
office with the words, ‘‘Request
for prohibitory order' on the
face of the envelope.

Postmaster Ezellsaid, ‘“This
new law should give some pro=-
tection to American families of-
fended by advertisements they
believe to be morally harmful,
particularly to their children,

‘‘Last year the Post Office
Department received some
140,000 complaints from those
offended by pandering ade
vertisements, While In most
cases the ads were not legally
obscene and were therefore
mailable, they are often offens-
ive and are usually not the type
of material one would want his
children to read,”

He added that ‘‘because the
law gives a mail patronthe sole
right to decide whatis offensive,
and does not deny others the
right to receive the same malil,
the Congress felt it does not
violate Constitutional guarane
tees of freedom of speech,”

While the patron’s complaint
will only be directed to the
sender, Postmaster Ezell be-

lieves that one or two com-
plaints will provide substantial
protection because ‘‘the great
bulk of this advertising comes
from fewer than 20 so-called
‘smut dealers’ who are fre-
quently swapping mailing
lists,”

If a mailer does not strike
a complainant’s name from this
mailing list, and the patron
receives a second mailing 30
days after the firm has receiv-
ed the prohibitory order, he
may bring the matter to the at=
tention of the postmaster issu=
ing the initial order by writing
him and enclosing the second
pandering ad with its envelope,
If the mailer still fails to re-
spect the order, the Postmaster
General may ask the Attorney
General to apply for a Federal
Court order directing compli-
ance, Failure to observe the or-
der may be punishable by afine
or imprisonment,

CATFISH PREFER MUD

If a man could pick exactly
the right time to go catfishing,
he'd say, "“Give me a rising
river and plenty of mud.

For some reason, knowan
only to the cats themselves,
catfish go on a feeding binge
whenever rains upstream swell
the rivers and cloud the waters
with a curtain of mud. Take
advantage of this phenomenon,
say the fishing experts at Mer-
cury outboards, and take home
a mess of the sweetest-tasting
fish ever to grace a platter,

Catfish apparently sense the
abundance of food washed into
the river during periods of ris-
ing waters. They hurry to gorge
themselves before these extra
rations disappear. During Lhe
process, they gobble anything
that appears edible . . . plus a
few other delicacies that would
be difficult for anything but a
catfish to digest.

Muddy waters encourage cats
to leave their deep hidden dens
and invade the shoals. This
means that most anywhere you
set out a line you’ll find fish.

It is important to bury all
surface trash below the plant-
ing level and plant the seed on
beds to allow proper drainage,
Shaped beds and precision
planting can greatly aid in the
control of seedling disease,

Seeds should be treated with
a chemical fungicide to con=
trol seed surface-borne seed-
lings at 65 degrees in seven
days., Lower quality seeds re-
quire higher temperatures and
longer to germinate,

To test the seed quality be=-
fore planting the construction of
an incubator from anold refrig-
erator that will cool to 65 de=
grees is suggested, An elec-
tric light bulb controlled by a
thermostat may be used toraise
temperatures to 65 degrees,

After seven days at the 65
degree temperature, high qual=-

“{ty seed will germinate and have

a straight root about 1 1/2
inches long, Low quality seed
will have poor germination and
roots which are coiled or nub-
bed, Any mold growth on the
seeds will indicate deteriora-
tion,

To assure a satisfactory
stand it may be necessary to
apply an in-covering fungicide
when seedling disease has con-
sistently been a problem,
Sprays, dusts, or granules may
be used and they should be
thoroughly mixed with the soil
used to cover the seed in the
furrow,
