The eastern two-fifths of the state
is a plains country, a continuation of
the gently undulating and always
rather dry prairies of western Kansas
and Nebraska.

Gold has been a fetish in Colorado,
as It has In all other parts of the
world where it might be had for the dig-
ging; but it has played a mighty part
in the state's life,

Gold Still the Magic Word,

Colorado has manifold Interests and
diverse activities now, but she hasn't
deserted the old love. Talk for half
an hour to any substantial Coloradan
west of the ome hundred and fifth
meridian and Inevitably the magic
word “gold” will erop into the con-
versation Through a new quest, a
newly discovered vein, a new process,
perhaps only a new personality whose
genlus for management is taking hold
of a seemingly worthless property and
making it pay, interest in gold is con-
tinually Kept allve,

Panning from the gravels and sands
of streams was the earliest method of
gold recovery practiced in Colorado, as
it has been In most of the world's gold
fields. Then, In the mountaips, pros-
pectors found the weathered velns of
ore from which the golden grains had
been washed, and Colorado's second
chapter in gold recovery started,

The third phase came when the hard,
unweathered velns were followed into
the rocky hearts of the mountains, It
was then that Colorado gold mining
ceased to he a one-man possibility. |
Much capital was required. Companies
took hold; complicated treating plants |
were erected, and finally the era of
smelters was ushered In

Colorado has entered the fourth
stage of gold mining now, and It Is a
typically modern American stage. Be- |
cuuse of more eflicient organization,
better machinery, and more eareful
management, mining companies today
are able to make money from ere so
low In grade that a generation ago
it was of no more value for mining
than the top soll of an lowa corn farm,

Visit one of these modern gold
mines in the San Juan Mountain coun-
try and you will find it to be a self-
contained little mining world, with its
varied activities geared smoothly to-
gether, and with a steady outturn of
produect that reminds one of automo-
biles rolling from the assembly line of
a Detroit factory,

Fine Motor Highways.

As you explore Colorado’s mountain |
region, rich alike In gold and .nperbi
seepery, you find excellent motor ronds |
penetrating the roughest terrain, The’
state's mountain highway system has |
opened wup this region of tumbled |
peaks only In recent years, Twenty
years ago the state’'s “summer land™
consgisted almost exclusively of the
foothill country and the eastern slopes
of the front range,

Now, with four excellent main high-
ways crossing the Contipental divide
and with a petwork of minor roads
and tralls available, Increasing num-
bers of the holiday crowds are pushing
into the back country, where the fish
ing Is better, where the highways are
less crowded, and where, If one wishes
to penetrate still farther, he can leave
civilization itself behind and live for
a time In an nnspolled wilderness,

Mountaln highway boliding may ap-
pear simple enough to the vacationist,
as he bowls along “in high” over loop
after loop of gently rising road that
lifts him eventually to a lofty ridge
of the Rockles.
