Jurt of the nation it would be called 
upon to defend. Listed in order of 
their probability, the four causes of 
American mobilization are (1) civil 
uprising on the mainland of the 
United States; (3) war provoked in 
South America by fascist expansion; 
(3) any war in Europe or Asia into 
which the United States might be 
drawn; and (4) invasion of the Unit­
ed States mainland.

Though most M-Day preparations 
are naturally secret, it is known 
that the nation is divided into a 
large number of possible battle 
zones, with highways, airplane land­
ing fields and fighting equipment al­
ready designated in advance.

One of General Craig’s ambitions 
is to increase our stuiding army, 
but not much over the present 169,- 
000 troops. More important to him 
is a well-trained, well-equipped re­
serve army. Thus almost overnight 
it is hoped to mobilize 400,000 men 
tai an emergency. These would in­
clude the standing army, 73,000 na­
tional reservists and the national 
guard. Though small, this force 
could repel an invader four months 
while an additional million men 
were being trained behind the 
trenches.

Air Corps Powerful.
The army air corps now has 1,250 

planes, with 1,050 on order and an 
additional 2,320 slated for comple­
tion before 1940. This wdl place the 
United States in an enviable air 
power position, since our bombing 
planes are already superior to those 
of most nations. On the infantry 
side, the army hopes to increase 
tank regiments and modernize fight­
ing tactics. Only 2 of the 14 cavalry 
regiments are now mechanized, and 
field artillery equipment is deficient.

When the royal couple is enter­
tained at a White House dinner the 
traditional American seating ar­
rangement will give way to English 
style. OrdinarUy the President and 
Queen Elizabeto would ait at one 
end of the table, with the king and 
Mrs. Roosevelt at the other end. 
This time, however, all four wiU 
sit together, beginning with the 
White House hostess. King George, 
President Roosevelt and Queen Eliz­
abeth.

Sometime during the visit a 21- 
gun A lu te must be fired in honor of 
King George. I f  he enters the Unit­
ed States at a point where guns are 
available, it will be done there. Oth­
erwise the ritual will be postponed 
until the inevitable wreath-laying 
ceremony at the Unknown Soldier’s 
tomb in Arlington national ceme­
tery.

WASHINGTON. — The period of 
distorted claims by the winners and 
the equally distorted alibis of the 
losers seems to be about over. We 
have heard all of the tumult and the 
shouting of an election time. The 
total vote has been tabulated, and 
it shows a greater number—83 new 
ones—o f Republicans in the house 
of representatives and eight new Re­
publican senators. Some 14 more 
states have Republican governors 
ready to take over from the Demo­
crats they have displaced. There 
were what may be called important 
numerical gains for the Republican 
party labeL

But while the total vote has been 
tabulated and served as the basis 
for the claims of the winners and 
the alibis of the losers, these fig­
ures will be forgotten soon. The 
thing that is important is the result. 
We will be measuring the results for 
months to come.

It is quite unimportant, in my 
mind, to appraise what the swing of 
a few votes may have meant It 
is, however, mighty important to 
note that there were hard and close 
fights for scores of candidates, in 
this 1938 election. There were hard 
and close fights in the whole of New 
England; there were bitter strug­
gles in New York, OJiio, Michigan, 
Wisconsin. Miimesota, and else­
where. They were fought out largely 
on major issues because, generally 
speaking, local questions did not 
provide the fundamental issue in the 
states that are so important politi­
cally as those mentioned.

What does it mean? What is the 
portent? Other writers and analysts 
have given and are giving their 
views. I  guess there is no prohibi­
tion against mine.

I  firmly believe the votes cast in 
the 1938 election were the expres­
sion of an opposition to further ex­
perimentation by government in the 
field of unsound theories; the ex­
pression was against further use of 
the American people as guinea pigs, 
and it was definitely for a m idd le^- 
the-road national policy. It was, 
therefore, a showing, a proof, of 
the necessity for our traditional two- 
party system of government, and 
stirely, to that extent, the nation 
and national life benefited by the 
poll taken on November 8, 1938.

More Thinking and Leee 

Emotion Seema to Be Rale
Looking over the whole picture, 

as the colors and the outlines now 
exhibit themselves, one who favors 
good government of a sound and 
lasting character caimot help hav­
ing his faith renewed. Of course, 
the political pendulum swings back 
and forth. That is to be expected. 
But, to me, there has appeared on 
the horizon a new level of political 
thought. Perhaps, I  should not say 
that it is entirely new; I  should say 
that it has been restored to its place 
in American life. And that observa­
tion should be amplified with the 
further statement that more think­
ing and less emotion appears to be 
the rule throughout the land. Ab­
sence of hysteria, or reduction of 
the scope of hysteria, always makes 
for sounder and more constructive 
conclusions. That is why there is 
so little use for an analysis of mi­
nute returns this year. The aspect 
is too broad to hinge upon such de­
tail.

Probably, it can be said that the 
vote was an expression against 
waste and extravagance, against 
corruption of the electorate by use 
of public moneys, such as went on 
among relief workers and for which 
we ought always to be ashamed; it 
probably can be said that it was a 
vote against blank check appropria­
tions, or against government meis- 
ing bito every phase of human en­
deavor, or against many another 
item of policy in the New Deal, and 
if it were so said, it would be true 
to a degree, everywhere. But we 
are concerned with the sum into 
which. these several adags have 
been added.

Vote Diaeloeee Revolt by 
So-CaUed 'M iddle Claad

The United States has bem gov­
erned by an expression of tiie will 
of the majority. It is sound. It  is 
the basis of a republic. There has 
been much criticism of President 
Roosevelt on the basis of his dom­
ination of government. It has been 
said that he is the government be­
cause he has had such complete 
control that even congress moved 
this way or that at his diection, in 
the manner of puppets.

I f  those characterizations be true, 
then it appears to me logical to 
conclude that the late election was 
something of a vote for government 
by law and not by an individual or 
group of individuals. By the same 
reasoning, it is a logical assumption 
that the vote disclosed a revolt by 
the great middle class of the Ameri­
can people—the group which lives 
neitbw by the power ot organization 
and toe strike threat, nor by ^

power which Mr. Roosevelt so often 
attributed to a few whom he has 
called the “ economic royalists.’ ’ 
The New Dealers completely capitu­
lated to organized labor of the C. I. 
O. type, and used the numbers of 
votes there to bulwark its assault 
on business. The middle classes 
which embrace the backbone and 
the salt of the earth of any nation 
haven’t had much consideration 
from the New Deal thinkers. They 
have been the “ forgotten men’’ (and 
women) about which Mr. Roosevelt 
spoke when campaigning in 1932. It 
is quite clear that the middle classes 
have grown tired of government 
playing into the hands of a single 
class. They are tired, as they were 
in 1932, when the Republicans had 
played too much into the hands of 
big business.

Suapieioue Middle Claaa
ta Good for a Democracy

The sum total of the situation, as 
regards the middle classes, is that 
they have become critical again. 
They followed Mr. Roosevelt un­
swervingly (speaking, now, of the 
majority) and they accepted his 
statements that “ we have planned 
it that way.’ ’ But when the depres­
sion of 1937 came on them and it 
hit as hard as that of 1930, they 
found doubt in their minds. He 
could not have planned it that way, 
they reasoned. So there followed 
the natural sequence of criticism, 
and the country began to think that 
criticism was legitimate despite the 
New Dealers’ barrage of propagan­
da that the criticism, itself, was 
propaganda. With the middle 
classes back in the auspicious mood 
that is good for a democracy, they 
are again occupying toeir rightful 
role in government. There are 
many times more of them toan any 
other group; they are the majority, 
and they showed it again this year 
by the sharp division of votes.

The New Deal, with the aid oi 
old line Jeffersonian Democrats, 
erill control the congress for the next 
two years. But their control is not 
of such a character as to permit 
denial of rights to any individual 
representative or senator or any 
group of them. There can be no 
mailed fist or ’ ’must’ ’ orders. In­
stead, if Majority Leader Barkley 
in the senate and Majority Leader 
Rayburn in the house want to get 
their programs through, toere must 
be m<^eration. Extremes will spell 
defeat and revolt, and it is conceiv­
able that policies of a too radical 
type could send the old line Demo­
crats over to the aid of the Repub­
licans and into a coalition to de­
stroy the New Deal utterly and ef­
fectively. There can be no more 
rubber stamp business. New Deal 
tactics must change, and the sooner 
the bunch of so-called intellectuals, 
the high brows, learn this lesson, the 
better it will Im  for Mr. Roosevelt, 
politically. ^

I  am told by a number of politi­
cally important personages that the 
election already has increased the 
courage of some of the conservative 
Democrats who were not outspoken 
heretofore. It is predicted that 
these will feel free now to tell the 
President when they disagree. None 
can «orytell how far that situation 
will develop. It is a part, how­
ever, of the thought that modera> 
tion must be the rule.

Maat Become Stateamenp
Qait Their Demagogaery

And, next, if the Republican lead­
ership has good sense, it will dis­
play its best brand. It  will tell its 
followers to become statesmen and 
quit their demagoguery. The op­
portunity awaits them to be con­
structive and if they fa il to put for­
ward sound proposals, they will 
have Justified the coimtry in refus­
ing to give them control as was 
done in 1936.

It is proper to say, of course, 
that the Republicans will not be in 
control of either the senate or the 
house. That means, they can have 
no management of legislative ma­
chinery. That machinery, which is 
all-important in carrying forward 
political party policies, remains in 
the hands of the New Deal. But 
the absence of control for the Re­
publicans can not destroy the re­
sponsibility etoich they have as­
sumed in electing as many mem­
bers of the congress as is recorded. 
’They dare not dodge that responsi- 
bUlty.

Just ahead, therefore, lies the ne­
cessity for Mr. Roosevelt to realize 
that there is a new public temper 
which does not like extremes, and 
for Chairman John Hamilton of the 
Republican national committee, and 
Republican Leader McNary in t ^  
senate, and Republican Leader Mar­
tin in the house, there is the oppor­
tunity to fight for reasonable legis­
lation all of the way. These three 
Republican leaders must have 
something to offer besides criticIsD)

As a result, the 
diet o f both boys and girls is 
likely to contain an abundance 
of meat, fish, highly milled ce­
reals and other refined foods, srith 
inadequate amounts of the foods 
rich in calcium.

An Aid to Donfsl HaaHh
For although expectant mothers 

are not always aware of this im­
portant fact, it is true that the 
first or “ baby”  teeth arc devel­
oped within the Jaw during pre­
natal life, and the foundatkms for 
the second set are also laid at this 
time.

Unless the expectant mother’s 
diet is very generoiuly - supplied 
with calcium, so aa to allow ade­
quate amounts for the baby’s 
teeth and bones, nature will en­
deavor to meet the child’s require­
ments by sacrifleing calcium from 
the mother’s own body. I f  she 
has no adequate reserve, then she 
may be forced to lose “ a tooth for 
every chUd,”  or suffer even more 
serious dental ills.

Celcium-Ricti Foods Required
Leading nutrition authoritiee 

hold that the average American 
diet is more deficient in calcium, 
perhaps, than in any other single 
nutrient This is especially likely 
to be the case in the diet of the 
adolescent. For at that time, boys 
develop prodigious appetites and a 
tremendous capacity for carbohy­
drates or energy-producing foods, 
whUe girls become extremely fin­
icky. Either they do not take 
enough food at meals, or they tend

The Adolescenf'i Diet 
Te balance the diet preperly, 

these necessary preteln and sa- 
ergy foods shonld be aapplcraeat- 
ed by milk snd eheese which are 
rich la esieliim ; by green leafy 
vegetshles srhich are also a good 
senree; by eggs snd (ndto. valned 
(or their minerals and vitamins; 
and by balky feeds which sepply 
Bufflcleat cellntose to kelp 
mote regnlsr health habits.

Mothers of adolescent children 
shonld make a coasetentions and 
determined effort te feed them n 
diet rich hi ealcinm and vttsmias 
A, C and D—the sahstaaees re- 
qoired, especially, (or maiataiaing 
soand, healthy teeth. I f  milk and 
succulent fruits and vegetabl 
figure prominently in tha daily 
menus of tha adolescent girl, they 
will go a long way toward helping 
to correct the "choosy”  attitude 
toward food from which many old­
er children suffer.

And If esrefal attentten to diet 
to coupled with esrefal att< 
to sonnd hygienic habits, tha 
health of ear 'teen-age hoys 
girls will be greatly improved, 
and they will be more afcqaately 
prepared to assame tha dattes af 
parenthood.

Correct Deetel Hyqiene

Mud of Bentonite Clay Most Versatile
Product; Has Medicinal and Other Uses

About the most versatile mud in 
the world is that made by mixing 
bentonite clay with water. ’The solid 
factor in this mud fnay have been 
used in a soap mixture to make 
your wineglass sparkle, and is often 
used to settle the wine which fills 
the glass, says Technology Review. 
Then, if dinner has disagreed with 
you, and your inward activities have 
to be X-rayed, bentonite may be 
used as a vehicle to carry through 
your alimentary system the bari­
um sulphate which will be photo­
graphed.

Unconsciously following the pre­
cept of the Indians, who used ben­
tonite as a soap, the beauty addict 
may have her face packed with a 
clay in which bentonite is an im­
portant element, and then may treat 
a blemish with salve that bentonite 
has thickened.

Bentonite derives its name from 
the Fort Benton shales of the up­
per Missouri valley. Product of the 
weathering o f volcanic glass, it ap-
peara in minuto percentages in ail 
soils and is found also in large de-
posits, of which several are in the 
United States.

At an extreme from these per­
sonal uses of the obliging mud are 
mechanical, industriaL and agricul­

tural applications of bentonite. ’The 
simplest of these was the utilization 
of a bentonite mud to grease the 
axles of wagons, a method which 
the pioneers of American westward 
colonization were said to hava 
practiced.

In our own more complex indus­
trial days, bentonite mud is of un­
usual value in quick^ remedying 
defects in concrete construction, be­
ing used to plug cracks in dams 
when n o th ^  else works. Similarly, 
an injection of bentonite mud 
pumped into an oil well will seep 
into and plug horizontal seams cut 
by the well hole, preventing caving 
of walla and the infiltration of water 
into the well. A  current of thin 
bentonite mud, pumped down the 
inner tube of an oil-well casing dur­
ing the process of driliing, is used 
to flush out the cuttings of the drilL 
bringing them back to the surface 
thimigh the outer casing.
